Post w r iter  unfair to farm  bill
tistics compiled by the Envi- 
ronmental Working Group,” 
the editorial said.

It noted Lincoln rould 
have filibustered the amend- 
ments, but, instead, asked 
Senate leaders for a special 
voting rtile.

Take precautions 
to prevent fires
By BENJI HENDER^N CEAAG Parmer County

As all of you know it has teen a vety dty winter so far. This 
brings the topic of fire into a reiility. Many of our residents in 
Paimer County live outside of the city lintits yet {teople who live 
within the city limits are not out of danger. Wildfires can spread 
vety rapidly and continue to bum as the approach town. Rre can 
te  vety destmetive to a liome or famtstead if let birm out of 
control.

With the acreage of CRR grass here in our county wildfire can 
become a large threat. Due to the rains that rccurred last summer 
many of our ditches and CRP -  had a large amount of growth. 
This contributes to the danger of wildfire in Paimer County. All of 
that growth can help to ftiel a fire and allow it to spread rapidly. 
Many of the roadsides are also grown up as well as the playa 
lakes, which saw a large growth of weeds, which are vety dty and 
bum readily. Curently Pamier County is under a bum ban. 
Accoriing to the Texas Forest Service we are also under high fire 
danger due to tile current drought like conditions.

Protrction is your test tet on avoiding damage from a wildfire. 
The test advitte for many of our families that live out of the city 
limits is mowing. Mowing those tall weeds and grass can greatly 
reduce tte chance of a fire because it takes away mucli of. the ftiel 
n -  to k^p  burning.

Another important factor is not throwing out lit cigarette butts, 
and extinguishing flames on items wfien you are finished Many of 
our faimers use cutting torches to work on equipment and should 
take precautions when working on or around equipment that has 
teen allowed to grow up with weeds througli the summer.

Prevention is the test te l  By preventing fires from getting 
started we reduce many of the factore that conttibute to a fire 
getting out of hand. Many things we cannot control, such as a 
lightning strike or fallen elrctrical line, but if you have taken 
precautions tefore hand a fire can te  quickly taken under control

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The Life of I ts o n  Whaley

Watson Whaley just celebrated his nirety^ighth (98) birthday. He was bom U n i t e r  3, 1 ,  
near Hollers, New Mexico Tenitoiy, to Maton and Beulah Whaley. Beulah's parents and Martin had 
to rre s te^ d  on t ^ ؟'  trip”, an area along the Texas-New Mexi<» border. Watson's fattor can*.' from 
KenUx;ky in 1908, a ^  his nether and her parents catre from Iowa in 1٠ . Watson's brottor. Tom, 
was bom in I^cemtor 1910. It 
is interesting that each of 
Watson's parents was an only 
child, and they had just the two 
sons and two granddaughters.

Martin, Beulah, and sons 
moved to Friona in 1920.
Beulah's mtoier taught schral 
at Hollene and Texico, and 
Beulah had been “hoirc ^hw l- 
ing" the toys. She chose Friona 
for its good sctoxjl, and tlie fact 
that there were no draws to 
-  wton moving. The toys 
startto school in the fourth 
grtide. Watson, ten yeare old, 
was already driving a trtKtor 
and gerang up at four a i  to 
bring in the horses. The 
Whaley's home on Waxlland 
included a lily pond and a me- 
nagerie of animals, such as par- 
rots and monkeys. 1  family 
world "camp” on ttoir la^e sec- 
tion, called tto 800, during plant- 
ing and hartesting seasons. One 
comer of the 800 has never 
toen broken out, and you can 
see the old wagon wheel mts ttoay.

In 1929, Watson and Tom graduated fiom Friona High Schwl. They tought land ftom their parents 
for $18 an acre. In 1930, the family trok a three month trip to to s  Angeles and Pasadena, which 
included seeing the desert and rcean for the fust time, and watching the Rose Parade. Watson had 
planned on going to college in Califomia-until he found out he would not to home in time for haisest. 
Wien Watson was 33 yeare old, he was drafted and seised in tlie aimy for a short time.

In 1^7, Wateon Whaley mairied Alice Wiley, daughter of R.G and Rosa Wiley. Connie (Slagle) was 
tom when to was 40 years old, and ما٧  (Sutton), three years later. At the time, Watson was fanning 
six sections of land. His consmrction company did the concrete woto for several elevatois-the fiist 
one at Vega, then Hart, Dirnmitt, Plainview, Claude, and Friona Always Uiventive, Watson built his 
own grain drier and many farm implements. He even built Alice a clotiies dryer, whicli worked 
beautifully-until it burned up a load of lingerie!

He also stolled teans and peas for her with a wringer washing machine. He could repair anything, 
chrasing to keep his old equipment nrnning until he retired. He had many employes over the years, 
and some still return to visit him.

As tto girls grew up, Watson and Alice were very active in Girl Scouts. Watson was on the 
building committee that consttncted the Girl Scout house, and he always helped Alice with her many 
church activities. Watson and Alice hel۴d many straggling young families and older couples 
throughout their years together. Alice bravely fought a multittrde of health problems and died in 1982.

Watson had both knees replaced when he was 87, because it was getting difficult to 
climb to the top of the granary. After spinal fusion surgery, the doctor cleared him to start 
driving. His reply was, "Good, because 1 just finished wheat harvest." Watson did not 
retire from farming until he was 94 years old.

Lou Whaley, was FHS valedictorian in 1972, then received her bachelor's and master's 
degrees in Math from WTSU. She taught math at the college level, recently retiring. She and 
her husband, John Sutton, have tirree children. Michael attends TSTI in Waco, Rebecca is a 
junior at' UT, and James is a high school junior. John has two master's degrees (in Math and 
Business) and is a systems analyst for the Defense Department. They live in Harker Heigfits, 
near Fort Hood.

Connie Whaley was FHS salutatorian in 1969, then graduated from WTSU, and married 
Dennis Slagle of Benicia, California. He joined Watson in faming land that had toen in the 
family for 86 years. Connie is a long time science teacher. Their son, Jason, died in a car 
accident in 1997, when he was 16 years old. He was an outstanding young man, and his death 
was a terrible tragedy. Their daughter, Jamie, who is 25 years old, attended Abilene Christian 
Univereity and works at the Friona Public Libraty. She mariied Greg towellen in 2 ^ .

Watson, who now resides at Prame Acres, will happily tocome a great-grandfather this summer.
