ture is ex[Mirimenting with a 
new piiH'es that promises to give 
soutliwe.st home makers fresher 
vegetables.

This new process is called vac­
uum eoolmg. It makes practical 
use of the drop in temperature 
when the water is evaporated 
rapidly.

First the vegetables arc pack­
ed perforated cellophane bags, 
then they are placed in a soeei- 
ally built chamber. This cham- 
Ix'r is scaled and a vanuum is 
created. The vacuum is held un­
til the vegetables arc cooled to 
the desired temperature.

This air-conditioning of vege­
tables preserves their quality 
during shipment, the Dept, of 
Agriculure declares.
