Fire of "unknown" origin
totally demolished the home

The home, valued at
$65, 000 and which contained
antiques and a gun collection
"worth a fortune”, was
destroyed virtually before
Spearman firefighters had
a chance to act,

Tax Law Change
| mportant To All

The 1969 Tax Reform Act
contained a change that can
be important to many taxpay-

ers. Under the old law you could

decrease your withholding tax
for the following year if your
itemized deductions for the
past year ran high enough to
create a very large refund,
However, under the new law
you can now decrease your
withholding during the year
before you pay a lot of with-
holding tax that you don't
owe, A good example of
what can happen was brought
out by the tornado and storm
victims in West Texas, Many
of these taxpayers are eligible
to immediately reduce the
amount of tax withheld from
their pay, since their itemized
deductions for the 1970 tax
year will include a casualty
loss amounting to several
thousand dollars, Of course

The green bug has been
called "the most destructive
pest of small grains in the
entral and southwestern states
.« .Breenbugs in one year can

ause loss of more than 5(
millic on bushels of small

Texas recorded the first
small grains in
1891, Damaging investations
have sinced occurred in 1901,
1906, 1916 and 1942, In
1942 some 61 bushels of grain
were lost, according to Adam-
son's information, "But pos-
ibly the most damaging
infestation was in 1949 through
1951 in the Panhandle,
its directly threatened
by infestation of this pesky
reature included: wheat,
oats, barley and rye,
Agriculturists have said,
reendugs have over-sum-
mered on western wheat
grass, as well as other grasses
in the Panhandle, for at
least 10 years, Within the
past few years, light populat-
i of greenbugs have been
observed on Jolinson grass, "
The greenbug is an aphid
approcimately 1/16 inch
long, lightgreen in color,
Farmer !

are busy watching for
them to show up in unusual
or high numbers in Hansford

County, and are coordinating
their surveillance with Adam-
son,

reen bugs can reporduce
at temperatures of 55-95
degrees, Under optimum
onditions, newly born green-

bugs begin reproduction in
about 7 days, One female

can produce about 80 offspring
during a 25-day reproduction
period, Thus, greenbugs
develope enormous populations
in a short time,

Hence the area-wide con-
cern over possible infestations
this summer, or next summer,
and the current watchfulness
of authorities,
