TSA President Tom Bullock. 
Houston, said Texas architects 
will, during the next 12 mon­
ths, use all the resources 
available to “unite Texans 
and encourage them to adopt 
a positive protective attitude 
toward our state's many en­
vironmental opportunities. ”

He said the campaign will 
he waged under the theme. 
“Texas- Handle'v«th ' are .“

“Architects feel an obliga­
tion to speak out loud arxi 
clear about what is happening 
to the environment, “ Bullock 
.aid durir^ an Austin new 
conference (6 IT 71). “Ue 
will do this through a posi­
tive. far-reaching public 
education campaig i.

“Vve interxl the theme, 
Texas H*r»lle Vvith are ,' 

to become a constant remin­
der to every Texan to be en­
vironmentally aware every 
day, “ he said.

He was quick to point out 
that the purpose of the cam ­
paign is not to provide a final 
solution to all the environ­
mental problems of our state. 
“But, we do hope to create 
an atmosphere in which solu- 
tiorw will be possible--even 
demanded, the leading 
architect said.

VyTiile the architects ini­
tiated the drive, they do not 
intend to wage it alone, 
Bullock explained. He said 
the TSA is enlisting ottiet 
grouH,. buvineMcs and in- -. 
aividuals to unite behind the 
campaign, theiehy involving 
the maximum number of 
pe^le.

'There are no easy answen 
to preservirsg our e:iviron- 
mental opportunities. “ Bul­
lock said. *' -r. there b an 
easy question. Am I handl­
ing Texas with care'*' “He 
said hb poup hope* to con­
vince all Texans, from the 
business and government ex­
ecutive to the housewife and 
teenager, to apply rhb ques­
tion to all dailv dccisiors.

He explairwd that the 
thrust of the campaign will 
be unlike other environmen­
tal drives in several ways. 
“First, this campaign will 
be completely positive. It 
will extol the beauties and 
advantages of Texas, and 
uige their protection and 
magnification.

“Second. It will be broad­
er than other environmental 
campaignF of which I am 
aware, he said. He expliin- 
ed that architects feel that 
attitudes toward minority 
groups and senior citizens 
are also environmental con­
cerns. "As anotliet example, 
education is rtot usually 
thought of as an environmen­
tal matter, but it certainly 
Can and must contribute to 
soluiicms to our environmen­
tal problems,* he sMd.

He explained that the cam ­
paign would cover seven area* 
which the architect see as 
major enviroornental con- 
cctns--cons«rvation. historic 
resources, transportation, 
health, education, housing 
and human resources.

The TSA plans to use the 
media of mass communi'a- 
tions ro help get Its me»age 
across to the public. Bullock 
said bisinesses and other 
organizations who join the 
campaign w HI heco ne associ­
ates anJ will be encouraged 
to use the dbtinctive Texas- 
Handle Vsithi arc symbol 
in their own advertising, in 
their routine mailings and 
even on their products.

The Houston architect 
said the campaign is an out­

>xy *SI i i r  S W a ,  V W t l i l r
w 'lii'- national environmen­
tal spokesman joined archi­
tects in expressing concern 
for the future of our surround­
ings.

He said the failure of many 
environmental bills In the 
past session of the legislature 
further points up the need for 
this campaign. He said TSA 
hopes to build support through 
public participation for pro­
tective legislation in the 
next session of the legislature. 
“Ise Iwpe Texans will demand 
meani/tgful environmental

legislation from their repre­
sentatives and local govern­
ment leaders, “ Bullock said.

Spearman grain dealers this 

week dubbeJ the wheat har-
ve« "about 2 3 complete" in 
Hansford ountv.

Har«est. having been delav- 
ed by consistent rains, began 
in earnest here last week.

It didn't take farmers long 
to cut what dryland wheat wa.< 
left in the county after several 
damaging hail storms had 
done away with much of it. 
Most of t!ie hai'. »a: sustained 
to wheat fields in the \tor$e 
community. Much of the dry­
land fields surrounding Spear­
man hau been grazed out ear­
lier.

Grain elevator men say trie 
quality of irrigated wheat is 
good, ’much of it 64 pound 
test. A few isolated instances 
in irrigated fields the 7rain 
due to late freeze*, b .t  all- 
in -all the grain is very good 
so far as test is concerned.

Most surprising to drylaad 
farmeis was the yield /or this
year's crop which was pegged 
to he very poor due to the 
drouth. Much of the dry land 
wheat yielded from 10 to 15 
bushels per acre, testing all 
the way from 54 to 60 Ins.

Irrigated grain yields have 
been running from 40-45 
busheb per acre to as low as

15 bushels. One farmer report­
ed his irrigated grain was mak­
ing 77 bu. \ ery few farmers 
have finaled out their totals 
as yet so a complete average 
is rioi available.

Although combines are toll­
ing in most fields, some of 
the irrigated wheat still stands 
in various stages of "greenness" 
but if  the weather continues 
ideal, Hansford County 's wheat 
harvest will soon he history.

Most farmeis, expecting this 
to be a relatively low-yield 
crop, are being pleasantly sur­
prised.

Sanford has been general 
manager of TPA since Decem­
ber 1, 1947, when he moved to 
Texas from his native Okla­
homa Since that date he has 
been a guiding force for the 
634 daily and weekly news- 
papeB of Texas, working quiet­
ly “behind the scene” to up­
grade the journalism profession 
and help charter the course of 
newspaj^rs in the state

Ti^ay the organization is 
recognized as one of the lead­
ing press groups in the nation.

Sanford came to Texas from 
a 13-year career as secretary- 
manager of the Oklahoma Press 
Association. He set up the first 
TPA headquarters in one room, 
with one employee, in the 
Baker Hotel in Dallas. Next 
year the office was moved to 
Austin to be near the Capitol.

Recently he saw a major 
goal accomplished when the 
91-year-old association moved 
into elegant new headquarters 
at 718 West Fifth Street in 
Austin — its first wholly 
owned, permanent home.

He 
was employed by the Express 
for 10 years in circulation, re- 
portorial and advertising de­
partments. He left the Chicka­
sha daily to enroll in the Uni­
versity of Oklahoma and join 
the staff of the Norman Daily 
Transcript. He also worked for 
and had an interest in the 
Democrat-.News, a morning I 
semi-weekly newspaper in Nor-1 
man. At one time he operated 
his own advertising agency in 
Norman. Following graduation | 
from MU, he became advertis- ! 
ing manager of the Anadarko 
Daily News.

Honors have been bestowed 
upon Sanford in numerous 
realms.

Since Its summer snd 
many people are barbecuing 
leu explore the history of 
this word. To ut barbecue 
suggests g(}od eating outdoon 
with family and friends, but 
It b  actually an ages-old 
Indian practise.

Barbecue developed from 
an ancient praalse of the 
Tupinamba Indians of Easterr 
BrazlL Thb tribe slept on 
a wooden frame covered 
with palm fronds. The ftartN 
was put on long poles to keep 
It above the ground and was 
calkd  barbracat.

The Tuplnambas ako used 
a similar bame over an open 
fire to smoke and dry meat. 
About 1550, Hans Stader. 
a shlpwrected C«rman, Uved 
with these Indians and flist 
reported the practise of bar­
becuing.

The nnt American to use 
the word barbecue was Wash­
ington Irving who used the 
term to describe a social 
event In 1809.

Today, barbecue means 
a rimpk meal with meat - 
cooked over an open Are.
The meat may be poultry, 
beef, pork, wild game or 
even nsh. A lettuce or cab­
bage salad, pickles, beans, 
ptxatoes and dessett are usual­
ly served with barbecue.

Barbec-jing can be a big 
social event ot simply back­
yard fun-time for the v 
family. Its up to you and 
your family.

confectloneIS sugar. Top 
with grated m :meg.

Plnx KUlk with Strawberries 
Mash several fresh or frozen 
suaw berries ( with sugar If 
fresh berries). Add to a scoop 
of ice cream and stir. Pour 
icy milk over it in a ta ll 
glass. Garnish with a dab of 
whipped cream and a whole 
berry.
