Dog Barks and Jig’s
Up for Big Burglars

The barking of a dog roused
Jim Fisher about 11:30 last
Wednesday evening. Curious to
see the cause of the distur-
bance, Fisher looked out the
window and noticed a 1954 Mer-
cury sedan being driven into
the driveway of his father-in-
law, Willie Hardage, in east
Farwell.

From the car, three men
emerged and walked swiftly
eastward, The men and the car
were strangers to Fisher,

The next morning, Sheriff
Chas. Lovelace’s telephone be-
gan ringing at an early hour,
and messages poured in from
all over town. Eight Farwell
businesses had been struck by
burglars during the: night.

It was Fisher’s description.

of the car which led to the ar-
rest of three men suspicioned
of the crimes, and their ad-
mission a few hours later that

they had committed™ e burglar-

‘ies. This broke one of the
biggest--in terms of numbers--
series of burglaries inthe com-
munity’s history.

Right now the three men are
behind bars in the county jail,
awaiting the call of the grand
jury which will be some time
next month, They are charged
with the burglaries, and have
signed confessions admitting
them. Bond for each man is
set at $2500,

The men are: John Morse,
21, Clovis, @ former Cannon
Air Force base airman whohas
been out of the service about a
month but who is not now em-
ployed; William Lease, 22, and
Herbert Hopkins, 19, both CAFB
airmen who come from Ohio
and Georgla respectively.

After Fisher told Sheriff
Lovelace of what he had seen
Wednesday night, an ‘‘all
points’’ bulletin was issued to
watch for the car the Farwell

man had seen near his home.
Clovis was checked out but
failed to yield the looked-for
vehicle.

Friday morning about 3 o'-
clock ‘the break came when a
deputy for the DeBaca County
sheriff’s department in Fort
Sumner stopped a 1954 Mer-
cury and the investigation was
reported (through the Clovis
sheriff’s department, to Love-
lace. Merchandise taken from
businesses in Portales and
Clovis was found in the car at
the time.

This brought about the arrest
of the trio. They waived extra-
dition proceedings and New
Mexico officers turned them
over to Parmer County. Sheriff
Lovelace began grillinghis sus-

-pects, At first, all three denied
"knowledge of anything they were

asked about. Morse was spokes-
man for the group andappeared
to be the ‘‘brains.’’ Only he
would do any talking.

Later,
questioned individudlly, Lease
changed his tune and implicated
their actions. When all three
were brought together again,
they jointly conceded the

crimes.

Morse took the sheriff to his
home in Clovis (he is married
and has one child) and brought
out some records the men ad-
mitted taking from a juke box
in the Midget Cafe.

Sheriff ' Lovelace then asked
the man if he would permit
the officers to look through his
home. He refused and they said
a warrant permitting the search

‘would then be obtained, so he

changed his mind and let the
lawmen in. Once inside, most of
the merchandise which had been
taken over the past six weeks of
burglaries in Clovis, Portales,
and Farwell was easily found.

County Purchases

New Oldsmobile

Parmer County commission-
ers purchased the first motor
vehicle owned by the county in
many years Monday. They
selected a Super 88 Oldsmobile
from Parmer County Imple-
ment Company, Friona, priced
at $3639,

The car was delivered Mon-
day and will be used by the
sheriff’'s department. It is
white, but will not bear any
special insignia, except the
ordinary exemption license
plates.

Members of the court divided
over the car that should be
selected. They had been adver-
tising for bids for abouta month,
and had received quotations

from Parmer Implement,
Friona Motors, and Reeve
Chevrolet, all Friona busi-

nesses. Parmer Implement and
Friona Motors submitted two
bids (on differently equipped
vehicles) each, and Reeve's
made five. The bidselected was
the highest of the group.

“The court felt that it was
the best buy because of the
equipment and everything con-
sidered,’” said Judge Loyde
Brewer of the decision. He
presides over the court and had
the unusual role of voting to
decide a tie. :

The Oldsmobile is a four-
door sedan equipped with auto-
matic transmission, air con-
ditioning, power  steering,

power brakes, and other ac-
cessories. The other Parmer
Implement bid was slightly
lower for a car less completely
equipped.

Reeve’s bid was $2965.70
for an Impala Chevrolet. The
two bids on Fords were $2841.28
and $2691.28, A difference
in air conditioning equipment
was the main reason for the
two bids from Friona Motors,

mileage on his driving by the
county.

FEWER WORKERS IN'FHA

Farmers Home Administration
will operate its program in
Texas this year with 117 fewer
employees than it had a year
ago at this time according to
a statement this week from
Walter T. McKay, the agency’s.

Since the break
in the drought, the agency,
statewide, has reduced its force
by more than 27 percent and
has discontinued 7 of its field
offices on a full-time basis.

Scientists at the
Communicable Disease Center
laboratory in Savannah, Ga.,
left work one afternoon, Inside
the large lab room when they
left was an unopened bag of
insecticide. S

Also in the room were some
adult mosquitoes on which the
scientists had been conducting
tests and experiments, as part
of the constant struggle against
mosquito-borne disease,

the mosquitoes dead, the sci-
entists went to work on per-
fecting the process., Once the
technique ‘has been perfected
and proved safe, it may great-
ly simplify control of mos-
quitoes.

A new electric substation
which will provide improved
service for Parmer County cus-
tomers of the Southwestern

Public Service Company is be-

ing constructed about twomiles
south of Friona,

The new station, with a ca-
pacity of 7500 kilowatts, steps
down the power from the 115,000
transmission line which runs
from Hereford to Clovis, to
22,000 volts, feeding the power
into the county-wide transmis-
sion system,

The project is scheduled for

. completion around September

15 and it will then provide the
area with a two-way feed cn

electric power. The present
means of bringing power into
the area is over the 22,000
volt system from Clovis. The
new substation will now be the
primary means of serving the
region, with the old system
being a secondary, or standby,
means.

Acrew of 10 men from the
Southerwestern ‘ Public Ser-
vice Company’s system of con~
struction are building the new
substation, with Cecil Markham
in charge. Most of the men
are making their tempprary
home in Friona during the con-
struction period.

The same is true when we
head for the coast, We seem to
think that the farther away we
go, the better fishing will be,
Certainly I would not want to
take anything away from the
southern tip of Texas, or for
that matter, from the mouth of
the Sabine,

tively short drive from my Aus-
tin home, so I did a little fish-
ing on Copano Bay. We put in
first at Glenn’s bait house at
the south end of the bridgenear

Next day we joined with Pat
Autrey, who also runs a motel
at Bayside. AtGlenn’s we fished
with J. D, Derrough, who has
been working those waters fora
number of years, He knows
where all the reefs are, and
what hits around them.

He took us out to some of
these reefs at night, to fish by
one of the flares from an oil
well out in Copano, On this
particular night the flare had
been extinguished. But when
the flare iz burning, dozens of
boats go there every night and
load up on trout,

J. D. is a bait fisherman,

_ He doesn't care particularly for

live shrimp, and says he has
much better luck with frozen
bait. Personally, we like a good
live, frisky shrimp, but after
all, we can’t catch them as well
as he can, so perhaps he has a
point. One thing for sure, he's
there when he can have all of
either kind he needs, and he
prefers ‘em frozen.

A radio telephone is as

simple to operate as an or-
dinary dial telephone.

The issue came to the fore
about a year ago when a high
school  principal at Rexburg,
Idaho, found that in his senior
class no straight A student
drové:an automobile to school,
but 83 percent of the failures
In between, 15 percent
of the B students drove, 4l
percent of the C students, and
71 percent of the D students.

Other principals then found
a similar correlation between
grades achieved and student
driving customs. In some in-~
stances, however, this was not
true,

It appears that among the
economically privileged stu-
dents, for whom the ownership
and operation of an automobile
presents no financial problem,
a car is no particular handi-
cap. It is a definite handicap,
however, for the student who
has to strain to find money
for gas, oil, repairs and.in-
stallment payments.

These students are apt to
spend ‘much time fussing over
their automobiles to save money
on repair bills, and they often
drop out of school for several
days at a time to get the money
for payments or for operating
expenses. Some even drop out
of school entirely to earn the
money to support their auto-
mobiles.

When the financial problem
is not present, other difficulties
often arise. Joy riding during
the lunch hour, hot-roddingaft-
er school, and even beer-drink-
ing in the cars are some of
the disciplinary problems men-
tioned by various principals.

In combatting these, the
schools usually require regis-

transportation to extracurric-
ular activities. Safety educa-
tion campaigns are the rule.

Many private schools, but
few public schools, have abso-
lute prohibitions against stu-
dent drivers. The school ad-
ministrators in Danville, Indi-
ana, found a few years ago
that 50 students were driving
to their small public high
school. They undertook an ed-

COOK OF THE-WEEK

Cooks Lots, Yet Rarely
Uses Conventional Recipes

‘‘Ma"’ Fallwell, who oper-
ates a boarding house and din-
ing room in her home in the
east part of town isn’t a native
Texan, but she has lived on
the High Plains almost 60 years,
She was born in Kentucky and
moved to a farm near Here-
ford with her parents, the late
Mr. and Mrs, Ed Short in 1900,

Soon after Mr, and Mrs.

‘Fallwell ‘moved to Friona in

1929, Mrs. Fallwell decided to
rent her extra bedroom to two
working girls and in the deal
agreed to prepare meals for
them. At the time Zola Coven-
try, who was employed by the
Santa Fe Elevator, and Faye
Singleterry, an employee of
Qrum Real Estate, moved in to
board 'in the Fallwell home,
meals were 25 cents each,

In discussing conditions down
through the years, Mrs. Fall-
well said, ‘‘At that time I could
serve as good meals for 25
cents as I can now serve for
$1.”” She further stated, ‘‘My
first two boarders still live
here,  Later 'Zola married
Preach Cranfill and Faye max-
ried EIRoy Wilson.”

At the present time Mrs.,
Fallwell rents seven rooms and
feeds an average of two dozen
persons three times each day.
Anyone who has ever eatenwith
her will vouch for the fact
that she always feeds good.

When asked” about recipes
for quantity cooking, Mrs. Fall-
well said, ‘I rarely ever use
a recipe. . Down through the
years.I have developed a system
so that I can prepare whatever
amount of meat, vegetables or
dessert that I feel I’'m going
to need without conventional
recipes.’’ ,

For the past six years Mrs.
Pete Hollis has beenMrs, Fall-
well’s assistant, The two do
all of the work but do not can
or freeze vegetables. Upon be-
ing asked abouthome preserva-
tion of fruits and vegetables,
Mrs. Fallwell replied, ‘‘We
don’t have time for anything
except cooking, cleaning and
washing dishes. It is necessary
for us to take all the short
cuts to be able to serve as
many as we do, We make use
of all the mixes and short-
cuts available.”

For a number, of years Mr.
Fallwell operated a wrecking
yard near  the family home,
but in recent years ill health
has forced him to retire. The
couple are parents of three
sons, Buck and Artis both of
Friona and Ardean of Fayette-
ville, Ark.

They also have eight grand-
children. At the present time
Marca Lynn, daughter of the
Ardean Fallwells, is visiting
in the Fallwell home,

When asked for a favorite
menu, Mrs. Fallwell said,
‘‘When you want to please most
men, just feed them steak,
creamed potatoes and applé
cobbler.’

The oldest boarder Mrs. Fall-
well has from the standpoint
of length of time is Loyd Mes-
senger, He has lived in the
same room about Six years.

Mrs, Fallwell offers the fol-
lowing suggestion for a quick
tasty meal, She uses the main
dish sometimes to fill in when
she has more hungry people
than she has planned for,

“If you havea cup of diced
leftover chicken, you can use
it as the hasis of a tasty main
dish, Add 1 can cream of chicken
soup blended with 1/2 cup milk
and a bit of diced green pep-
pers or cooked carrots; Heat

and serve over hot biscuits.'’

“‘Buttered green beans and
jellied cranberry sauce go well
with the chicken and hot
biscuits.”’

Mrs. Fallwell and Mrs. Hol~
lis do a lot of baking and
recommend the two following
recipes:

QUICK FRUIT COBBLER

1 cup flour

1 cup sugar

2 teaspoons baking powder

1 cup milk

dash of salt

Beat all ingredients together.
Open large can of fruit and
heat until almost beiling. Pour
batter in baking dish in which
1/4 pound of butter has been
melted,

Pour hot fruit over top and
bake in 350 degree oven until
batter rises to topandis brown.

ICE BOX COOKIES

1 cup shortening

1 1/2 cups sugar

2 eggs

1 teaspoon vanilla

3 cups sifted flour

2 tablespoons baking powder

1/4 teaspoon salt

1 cup chopped pecans

Cream shortening thoroughly
and add sugar gradually. Cream
until fluffy, Add beaten eggs
and vanilla. Beat well. Sift to-
gether flour, salt and baking
powder. Add to sugar mixture
and mix well,

Add pecans and form dough
into two rolls' about 8 inches
long and 2" thick. Wrap in
waxed paper and store in re-
frigerator or freezer. When
.ready to bake, slice into 1/8
inch slices andplace on greased
baking sheet. Bake 8 to 10
minutes at 375 degrees,

And,
feeding is definitely on the in-
crease and will continue to grow
in importance as the years roll
by. The West Texas Chamber
of Commerce conducted a sur-

-vey which indicates that only

about two-thirds enough beef is
being produced in the Plains
area to supply our own needs .
. . the rest being ‘‘imported"’
from other parts of the nation.
Clearly this is a situation that
should be--and will be--cor-
rected.

But, it will take time, and
while this revolution in agri-
culture is taking place, what do
we do with the three million
acres of grain sorghum we’ll
have on the Plains this year?
A. good question. And there
aren’t any good answers. At
least we haven’t found anyone
who thinks they have this pro-
blem figured out.

Operafos
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Parmer, Castro Continue
To Lead in Irrigation

Parmer and Castro Counties
continue to lead other counties
in the High Plains Water Dis-
trict in acreage under ir-
rigation. A survey recently
completed by D. W, Sherrill,
district irrigation agent, shows
that Parmer farmers have 400, -
000 acres of land under irri-
gation and that their neighbors
in Castro water 407,393 acres.

These figures were obtained
.in  cooperation with county
agents who keep close tab on
‘the number of wells, the well
output, and other factors on ir-
rigation on the local level,

Statistics obtained from all
over the district can be noted
in the tabulations accompany-
ing this story. Some things that

_need explanation or emphasis:

Parmer County is shown to
:have only 2,400 irrigation wells,
-This is considerably smaller
;than other counties which ir-
rigate large acreages, and can

be accounted for by the com-
paratively large output of our
wells on an individual basis.,
That is, most Parmer County
irrigation wells still pumpa full
8-inch pipe. To the east and
south, in many cases High
Plains farmers have found it
necessary to drill additional
wells to maintain the pumping
capacity once available with
only one well, For example,
notice how the number of wells
in Lamb and Lubbock Counties
is double that of Parmer,
Notice how a diminishing
supply of water in the eastern
counties, particularly Floyd,
has encouraged recharge wells,
(It also should be pointed out
that much of the District’s
original recharge well em-
phasis began in the eastern
counties.)
Also, the reduced supply
available apparently has en-
couraged a much greater net-
