“The only safeguard 18 never to
run the engine unless the garnge door
ix open or at least twe windows,” the
motor elub asserted.

While there are no gefinite figures
avallable on the annoul toll of deanths
from ecarbon monoxide, ihe census bu-
reau says there were 2378 deaths In
1023, while the number of automoblles
has since nearly oubled.

The club pointed out that a car
owner working In a garage with the
engine running should go at once Into
the open upon feeling the slightest
beadache,

Eifective treatment of acute carbon
monoxide polsoning was outllned as
follows:

1. The victim should be removed to
fresh air as soon s possible.

2. If breathing has stopped, or Is

gns In a few

weuk and Intermittent, or present In
but occaslonal gasps, artificial respira
tion by the Bchaefer method should
be glven persistently until normal
breathing 1s resumed, or untll after
the heart has stopped,

8. Pure oxygen, or a mixture of b
per cent of earbon dioxide In oxygen,
should be administered for 20 minutes
or more, beginning as soon as pos
sible.
