Council: city hall closed Sep 30

The city council met in
regular session Monday Sep-
tember 14 with all members

Public notices seeking com-
ments on the proposed budget
and the tax rate drew no mem-
bers of the public for com-
ments.

A 2015-2016 fiscal budget
of $4,517.475 Was adopted.
The property tax rate of .7512
was approved. Of that amount
5098 goes into the general
fund and .2414 into the inter-
est and sinking fund for bond
payments.

A bid of $46,381 was
awarded to Fortenberry Roof-
ing to re-roof three areas at
Prairie Acres.

The October council meet-
ing was moved to October 5
since the regular meeting date
of October 12 is the Colum-
bus Day holiday.

Police Chief Isidro Jimenez
reported that two new officers
had been hired and he now
has a full staff. One of the of-
ficers has 17 years experience
and lived in Friona until he
was in junior high. The other
new officer is a recent gradu-
ate of the police academy at

Amarillo College and this is
his first job as an officer. The
Chief reported 11 arrests in
August, 98 traffic stops, 32 ci-
tations, and a total of 237 calls
for service.

During discussion of ac-
counts payable city manager
Patricia Phipps said the city
has purchased a dump truck
and-two-new-mowers. -Dur-
ing discussion of the Augiust
financial statement she said
$19,000 in EMS fees were

collected in August, a record
collection.

The council approved the
city manager request to close
city hall September 30 to al-
low for year end close out of
the fiscal year. She said they
would answer phones but the
office will be officially closed.

The new Prairie Acres/
Heritage management com-
parly had submitted a yearly
budget. During discussion the
council heard comments from

Prairie Acres administrator
Billy Ray Johnston, business
office manager Kathy Antho-
ny, and maintenance supervi-
sor Gary Johnson questioning
certain budget items. The new
budget was about $227,000
less than the last budget. After
discussion the council took no
action on the budget until fur-

News from the week of September 17, I 964

*The Friona City Council
gave final approval Monday
to a $205,786 budget for the
fiscal year 1964-65.

America and has a population
of 1.5 million people. Itis a
poor country and 25% of the
population live on one dollar
a day. The average life span is
56 years. Bolivia is the richest
country in the world in miner-
als, especially gold and silver.

“There are three distinct
classes of people, those of
Spanish descent, those of
mixed descent and the indig-
enous people-who are called
'dirt people' because they live
in dirt houses. These people
are very poor,” he added.

His mission took him into
valleys and finally, into the
hot Amazon jungle regions.
The Methodist Churches of
England, Holland the United

States sponsor and support
church missions, two hospi-
tals and nine clinics staffed
with nurse practitioners.

“The Aymara people’s
brains work differently than
our American brains,” Hodg-
es said. “They have no clocks
or watches and time is of no
matter to them. They have no
electricity, must walk every-
where and really they have no
schedules to follow,” he said.

“But one thing I found is

universal. There is always a
covered dish dinner,” Hodges
added.

Asked what he missed about
Bolivia, he mentioned the
beautiful view of the moun-
tains in La Paz, the wonderful
fresh fruits available and the
“neat people” he met there.

Hodges has been a Method-
ist Minister for 25 years and
pastor of Friona United Meth-
odist Church since June 2015.

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Xcel Energy refunds Texas customers

Lower fuel and purchased
power costs are leading Xcel
Energy to refund $18.6 mil-
lion to Texas retail custom-
ers, a move driven by con-
tinued low natural gas costs
and cheaper power imports
into the Panhandle and South
Plains made possible by new
transmission line connections.

Beginning in November,
Texas residential customers
using 1,000 kilowatt-hours
per month will see a one-time
credit, prorated over two bill-
ing cycles for most customers,
amounting to $34.42.

David Hudson, president of
Southwestern Public Service
Company, an Xcel Energy
company, said hundreds of
millions of dollars have been
invested in the transmission
system, and new lines con-
necting Xcel Energy with the
Southwest Power Pool have
expanded the purchase of
competitively priced power.
In addition, natural gas prices
remained very low through

the first part of this year. The
company lowered its fuel and
purchased power cost factors
in March, which resulted in
ongoing residential customer
savings of $7.68 per month on
a typical bill.

“Investments in the power
grid are expensive and have
led to increases in the base
rate portion of a monthly bill,”
Hudson said. “But the good
news is these investments are
leading to savings in fuel and
purchased power costs, which
can account for as much as
25 percent of a residential
customer’s monthly electric-
ity costs. It's a strategy we've
been following for several
years now, and it’s helping to
offset the costs of investing in
the system.”

Xcel Energy’s high-voltage
transmission network is tied
with neighbors to the north
and east of the area that are
part of the Southwest Power
Pool, a regional transmission
organization that operates

a multi-state energy mar- |

ket. Xcel Energy’s ability to
import from that market in-
creased from a little more than
400 megawatts two years ago
to as much as 1,700 mega-
watts today. The regional
peak demand is about 6,000
megawatts.

Xcel Energy does
mark up the cost of coal and
natural gas used to fuel area
power generating stations,

or the power purchased from [

wholesale suppliers and mar-

kets. These costs are collected [=™:
through a fuel cost factor on |
monthly bills, and the factor [+

can be adjusted three times a
year in Texas. If the factor is
too low to cover these costs,
Xcel Energy sometimes adds
a short-term surcharge to
bring the account into bal-
ance. In this case, the fuel ac-
count has built up a surplus of
$18.6 million, and that is the
amount of money being redis-
tributed to customers through
the one-time bill credits.

November 3, 2015
Constitutional Amendment
Election

P'roj Wi Number 1
(SJR 1)
SJR 1 - Current law provides an
exemption of $15000 from the ad
valorem taxati public school
purposes of a nee homestead,
The proposed dment would
ihcrease this exciiption to §25,000,
starting in the tax year beginning
January 1, 2015. In order to reflect
the .increased exemption on the
homestead of a person 65 years of
age or older or a disabled person,
the proposed amendment would

provide a reduction to the current
limitation on the total amount of
ad valorem taxes, The proposed
amendment would protect school
districts from all or part of the
revenue loss by authorizing an
appropriation of funds according to

formulas set by the legislature. In
addition, the proposed amendment
would authorize the legislature
to prohibit a political subdivision
from reducing or repealing a
homestead exemption adopted by
the political subdivision. Finally,
the proposed amendment would
prohibit the imposition of a tax on
the conveyance of real property, but
would not prohibit the imposition of
a business tax measured by business
activity, a tax on the production of

minerals, a tax on the issuance of

title insurance, or a change in the
rate of a tax in existence on January
1,2016.

I'he proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
increasing the amount of the
residence homestead exemption
from ad valorem taxation for
public school purposes from
$15,000 to $25,000, providing for
a reduction of the limitation on
the total amounnt of ad valorem
taxes that may be imposed for
those purposes on the homestead
of an elderly or disabled person
to reflect the increased exemption
amount, authorizing the
legislature to prohibit a political
subdivision that has adopted an
optional
exemption from ad
taxation from reducing the
amount of or repealing the

residence homestead

valorem

exemption, and prohibiting the
enactment of a law that imposes a
transfer tax on a transaction that
conveys fee simple title to real
property.”

Proposition Number 2
(HJR 75)

HJR 75 - In 2011, voters approved
a constitutional amendment to
allow a surviving spouse -of a
100 percent  or totally disabled
veteran an  exemption from ad
valorem taxation from all or part
of the market value on the disabled
veteran's residence homestead, as
long as the surviving spouse had
not remarried. The amendment did
not apply to surviving spouses of
veterans who died before 2011,
This amendment would extend
the exemption in such cases. The
proposed amendment would apply
only to ad valorem taxes imposed
for o tax year beginning on or after
January 1, 2016,

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to
provide for an exemption from ad
valorem taxation of all or part of
the market value of the residence
homestead of the surviving
spouse of a 100 percent or totally
disabled veteran who died before
the law authorizing a residence
homestead exemption for such a
veteran took effect.”

Proposition Number 3
(SJR 52)

SJR 52 proposes a constitutional
amendment to  repeal the
requirement for the Comptroller of
Public Accounts, the Commissioner
of the General Land Office, the
Attorney General, and any other
officers elected statewide to reside
in Austin, Texas, the state capital.
Under current law, these statewide
elected officers are required to reside
in the capital of the State of Texas
while in office. This amendment
would not apply to the residency
requirement for the Governor.

lhe proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
repealing the requirement that
state officers elected by voters
statewide reside in the state
capital,”

Proposition Number 4
(HJR 73)

HJR 73 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would grant the
legislature the authority to pass
statutes to allow a professional
sports team charitable foundation to
conduct charitable raffles under the
terms and conditions imposed by
general law. The laws passed under
this authority may provide that the
professional sports team charitable
foundation may use proceeds
from such charitable raffles
to pay reasonable advertising,
promotional, and administrative
expenses, Any law enacted by this
provision only applies to entities
defined as professional sports team
charitable foundations on January 1,
2016, Additionally, any law enacted
by this provision may only allow
charitable raffles to be conducted
at games hosted at the home venue
of the professional sports team
associated with a professional sports
team charitable foundation.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to
permit professional sports team
charitable foundations to conduct
charitable raffles.”

Proposition Number 5
(SJR 17)

SJR 17 proposes a constitutional
amendment which would increase
from 5,000 to 7,500 the maximum
total population threshold of a
county that is allowed to construct
and maintain private roads as long
as the county imposes a reasonable
charge for the work.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

to authorize counties with a
population of 7,500 or less to
perform private road construction
and maintenance.”

Proposition Number 6
(SJR 22)

SJR 22 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would add the right
to hunt, fish and harvest wildlife,
including by use of traditional
methods, in the Bill of Rights
of the Texas Constitution. This
right would be subject to laws and
regulations intended to conserve

and manage wildlife and to preserve
the future of "hunting and fishing.
The proposed amendment would
establish hunting and fishing as the
preferred method of managing and
controlling wildlife in Texas. The
proposed amendment is not intended
to affect any law or provision
related to trespass, property rights
or eminent domain, and would
not prevent the legislature from
authorizing a municipality to
regulate the discharge of a firearm

in a populated area in the interest of

safety.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
recognizing the right of the people
to hunt, fish, and harvest wildlife
subject to laws that promote
wildlife conservation.”

Proposition Number 7
(SJR 5)

SJR § proposes a constitutional
amendment  to dedicate a portion
of revenues from (1) the state sales
and use tax, and (2) the tax imposed
on the sale, use, or rental of a motor
vehicle, to the State Highway Fund
(SHF)., Under current law, these
funds would be deposited to the
General Revenue Fund, Money
deposited to the SHF is jntended to
be used only to construct, maintain,
or acquire rights-of-way for public
roadways other than toll roads; or to
repay certain transportation-related
debt.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
dedicating certain sales and use
tax revenue and motor vehicle
sales, use, and rental tax revenue
to the state highway fund to
provide funding for nontolled
roads and the reduction of certain
transportation-related debt.”

Free child safety seat inspections

The Texas Department of Transportation of-
fers free child safety seat checks at the agen-
cy’s 25 statewide district offices and encour-
ages all caregivers to make an appointment as
part of national Child Passenger Safety Week,
Sept. 13-19. TxDOT reminds all Texans that
properly restraining their children while rid-
ing in vehicles is an everyday, year-round re-
sponsibility. It’s also the law.

“We're not going to stop until every child
in Texas is buckled into the correct safety seat
for their age and size,” said TxDOT Executive
Director LtGen Joe Weber, USMC (Ret). “It’s
not only the law, but it’s also unacceptable for
any child to die or be injured on our roads —
especially if those deaths and injuries could
have been prevented with the proper use of a
safety seat.”

In 2014, crashes on Texas roads killed 81
children younger than 8 years of age. In 2013,
that number was 67. Texas law requires all
children under 8 years old — unless they are
taller than 4 feet 9 inches — to be in a child
safety seat whenever they ride in a passenger
vehicle. Failure to properly restrain a child can
result in a ticket up to $250.

The National Highway Traffic Safety Ad-
ministration reports most parents are confi-
dent they have correctly installed their child’s

safety seat, but 59 percent have not. Common
child safety seat errors include: installing the
seat too loosely; putting the harness straps
through the wrong slots; leaving hamess
straps too loose; positioning the chest clip in-
correctly; and using the wrong seat belt path.

Drivers should refer to their specific child
safety seat manufacturer’s manual for instruc-
tions on how to install the safety seat. The
vehicle owner’s manual also includes infor-
mation on the proper placement of the safety
seat and proper use of the seat belt or LATCH
system.

To schedule a free child safety seat check
with a nearby TxDOT Traffic Safety Special-
ist, text the word “seat” and your ZIP code to
876526. Drivers also can visit www.SaveMe-
WithASeat.com to learn if a child should be
in a rear-facing seat, forward-facing seat or
booster seat.

During Child Passenger Safety Week, two
TxDOT safety demonstration vans will travel
the state to show caregivers how to choose
and install the correct safety seat for their
child. The demo vans will appear at safety seat
check events and media outlets.
