It is 162 
pages of terms and defini-
tions and medical stuff. 

It also includes impor-
tant enrollment informa-
tion but I've been enrolled 
for years. It says coverage 
and costs change yearly. 
Already knew that. Here 
is how they define it: 

"Medicare is health in-
surance for people 65 or 
older, people under 65 
with certain disabilities, 
and people of any age with 
End Stage Renal Disease 
(ESRD) which is perma-
nent kidney failure requir-
ing dialysis or a kidney 
transplant." 

A couple of months be-
fore my 65th birthday my 
Medicare card showed up. 
It is for Medicare Part A 
and Part B, hospital and 
medical insurance. It costs 
me about $109.00 a month 
deducted from my month-
ly Social Security deposit. 

Medicare Part C and 
Part D are the Medicare 
Advantage and Medicare  

Care membership pro-
gram which covers all out-
of-pocket expense for the 
helicopter ride. A one-year 
membership is $65.00 for 
the entire household. A 
5-year membership for the 
entire household is only 
$300.00. 

A brochure for this ser-
vice is available in the 
lobby at Parmer Medi-
cal Center. I urge you 
to consider joining this 
plan. It covers air trans-
fers in other areas of the 
country also. Stop by the  

hospital and check it out. 
You never know when an 
emergency might happen 
at any age.

The Texas Department of 

Public Safety (DPS) is re-

DPS will be deploying mobile 
stations to various locations 
across Texas; and alternate 
approved locations will be is-
suing EICs in select counties. 
Additionally, select driver 
license offices will be open 
on Saturday, Oct. 24, to issue 
EICs only. 

The 2015 Constitutional 
Amendment Election in Texas 
is November 3, with early vot-
ing from October 19-30.

To qualify for an EIC, an 
applicant must: 

Bring documentation to 
verify U.S. citizenship and

Be eligible to vote in Tex-
as (Bring a valid voter reg-
istration card or submit a 
voter registration application 
through the Texas Department 
of Public Safety) 

Be a Texas resident 
Be 17 years and 10 months 

or older 
To avoid delays or compli-

cations, DPS urges potential 
applicants to make sure they

The EIC receipt an individ-

ual receives will include their 
photo and can be used for vot-
ing until the permanent card is 
delivered by mail. 

The EIC is free of charge to 
qualifying applicants and is 
valid for six years. There is no 
expiration date for an EIC for 
citizens 70 years of age or old-
er. The EIC can only be used 
for the purpose of voting in an 
election and may not be used 
as personal identification.
