the gun epidemic 
That headline is from a New York 

Times editorial that appeared on the 
front page of their December 5 edi-
tion. It has caused a lot of controver-
sy around the nation. It was the first 
editorial to appear on the front page 
of the New York Times since 1920. 

I figure most Parmer County folks 
do not subscribe to the New York 
Times so I thought I would print the 
editorial here. I'm pretty sure I know 
how people out here feel about gun 
control. Here is how the New York 
Times feels. This is their editorial: 

All decent people feel sorrow 
and righteous fury about the latest 
slaughter of innocents in California. 
Law enforcement and intelligence 
agencies are searching for motiva-
tions, including the vital question of 
how the murderers might have been 
connected to international terrorism. 
That is right and proper. 

But motives do not matter to the 
dead in California, nor did they in 
Colorado, Oregon, South Carolina, 
Virginia, Connecticut and far too 
many other places. The attention and 
anger of Americans should also be 
directed at the elected leaders whose 
job is to keep us safe but who place 
a higher premium on the money and 
political power of an industry dedi-
cated to profiting from the unfettered 
spread of ever more powerful fire-
arms. 

It is moral outrage and a national 
disgrace that civilians can legally 
purchase weapons designed specifi-
cally to kill people with brutal speed 
and efficiency. These are weapons of 
war, barely modified and deliberately 
marketed as tools of macho vigilan-
tism and even insurrection. Ameri-
ca's elected leaders offer prayers for 
gun victims and then, callously and 
without fear of consequence, reject  

the most basic restrictions on weap-
ons of mass killing, as they did on 
Thursday. They distract us with argu-
ments about the word terrorism. Let's 
be clear: These spree killings are all, 
in their own ways, acts of terrorism. 

Opponents of gun control are say-
ing, as they do after every killing, 
that no law can unfailingly forestall 
a specific criminal. That is true. They 
are talking, many with sincerity, 
about the constitutional challenges 
to effective gun regulation. Those 
challenges exist. They point out that 
determined killers obtained weapons 
illegally in places like France, Eng-
land, and Norway that have strict gun 
laws. Yes, they did. 

But at least those countries are try-
ing. The United States is not. Worse, 
politicians abet would-be killers 
by creating gun markets for them, 
and voters allow those politicians 
to keep their jobs. It is past time to  

stop talking about halting the spread 
of firearms and instead to reduce 
their number drastically--eliminating 
some large categories of weapons 
and ammunition. 

It is not necessary to debate the 
peculiar wording of the Second 
Amendment. No right is unlimited 
and immune from reasonable regula-
tion. 

Certain kinds of weapons, like the 
slightly modified combat rifles used 
in California, and certain kinds of 
ammunition, must be outlawed for 
civilian ownership. It is possible to 
define those guns in a clear and ef-
fective way and, yes, it would require 
Americans who own those kinds of 
weapons to give them up for the 
good of their fellow citizens. 

What better time than during a 
presidential election to show, at long 
last, that our nation has retained its 
sense of decency?

nearby hospital ship did take 
one snapshot of the Arizona 
after it was hit. Only recently 
was it discovered to have been 
printed in reverse. In a new 
documentary effort to try to, 
piece together a more accurate 
description of the attack, they 
have corrected this and many 
other things.

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It takes a village to stage Nazareth Christmas Pageant December 20-21

Given that it takes a vil-
lage to raise a child, small 
wonder most all of the tiny 
Texas Panhandle village of 
Nazareth, 76 miles south-
west of Amarillo, is involved 
in telling of the story of the 
birth of the holiest child. 

The 20th anniversary pre-
sentation of the Nazareth 
Christmas Pageant will be 
staged at Holy Family Cath-
olic Church December 20 
and 21 with performances at 
7 p.m. each evening. In hon-
or of the 20th anniversary, 
the young guitar students of 
Lydia Schacher will sing car-
ols immediately to the east of 
the church beginning about 
6:30 p.m. and shepherds are 
tentatively scheduled to tend 

' their live flock in the street 
fronting the church to greet 
patrons as they arrive in 
Nazareth. Church seating is 
on a first-come basis. There 
is no charge for admission, 
although love offerings will 
be accepted. 

With life in Nazareth re-
volving around the Holy 
Family Church, it's not sur-
prising that multiple gen-
erations in this community 
named for Jesus Christ's 
Galilean hometown have, for 
decades, poured themselves 
into presenting a Christmas 
Pageant depicting the birth 
and childhood of Christ. The 
locally written Pageant, first 
produced in 1972, and filled 
with home-crafted music and 
props, was performed inter-
mittently 16 times from 1972 
to 1994, then languished in 
prolonged hiatus until 2009. 

Staging of this lavish tell-
ing of the real story of Christ-
mas in 14 scenes and 14 
songs was revived in 2009. 
Bringing it back involved 
residents of all ages. Such 
commitment of time and tal-
ent was required that those 

t  prserving.,  this, heirloom

year. This Christmas season 
is an "on" year for the pro-
duction. 

This year, over 150 parish-
ioners from multiple gen-
erations will herald the real 
story of Christmas, depict-
ing a progression of events 
from the annunciation to 
Mary by the Angel Gabriel 
in the Galilean village of 
Nazareth through the birth of 
Jesus Christ in Bethlehem, 
the flight of the Holy Family 
to Egypt, and their eventual 
return to Nazareth, where Je-
sus spent his boyhood. 

Music, pantomime and 
narration relate the story 
with lighting, and handmade 
costuming and scenes cre-
ated by gifted hometown art-
ists and craftsmen moving 
the story along.
