Bainum was one of the

“Mr. . Friona: .Fire. & De-
partment’’ to so many folks in
this area, C, S., better known
as ‘‘Charley’ Bainum has been
fighting fires around Friona
since the early 1930°s.

Up until this past week Char-
ley served the residents of
Friona as Chief of the Friona
Volunteer Fire Department, a
position he has held almost
a quarter of a century.

Looking back over his ex-
periences Bainum describes
some of the early fire-fighting
around Friona and when asked

day pumpers and hoses he re-
plied ‘‘We used what we had--
mostly a bucket brigade using
water from the nearest horse
trough.”’

‘'Efforts to organize a fire
department in Friona began
around 1930 or '31,’” Charley
recalls.

‘1 can’t remember the exact
date,’”” he says, ‘‘But, it was
right after the old well was
drilled.”

(Bainum was referring to the
city of Friona’s Well No, 1)

‘‘Joe Landrum was mayor of
Friona back then,” Bainum
says.

‘‘After we got together about
'half dozen men interested in
|fighting fires Mayor Landrum
‘appointed Howard Morris the
first fire chief.””

‘‘Morris, Ray Smith, Fred
White and a fellew named Mi-
chell and myself were among
the first firemen around here,”’

what they used for modern-.

Fought His First Fire
In A Bucket Brigade

he recalls.
“In 1932 Jerome Buchanan,
then owner of the IH house
here donated us the chassis of’
an old school bus, and this
became our first fire truck,”
Bainum says.
‘ This truck became our hose
truck, we built a box on the
back to hold the hoses and we
were in business."
‘‘The only pressure we had
came from the fire hydrants
and fighting fires in those days
wasn’t near as simple as it is
today,’’ he pointed out. -
In the middle 30’s the second
truck was added, and the equip-
ment was later transferred to
the ‘ old” truck the department
now has.
Recalling some of the out-
standing fires down through the
years Bainum says the first
fire the organized department
fought was the Sylvester Shop
across the Santa Fe tracks.
The second fire fought by the
then newly organized Friona
firemen was a cafe which was
located where Foster’s Dry
Goods is now,

Bainum took over the job
of Chief of the FVFD in the
middle thirties and held the job

unti this month.
‘‘Mayor F. W, Reeve appoint-
ed me chief back in the

thirties,’”” Bainum says, ‘‘but
to say the exact date I'd just
have to go look atthe records.’’

Do you have traveling ex-
penses in connection with your
employment?

If so, you can deduct them
from your income in arriving
at your adjusted gross income.
This means that you also can
use the standard deduction as
you no longer have to itemize
your deductions on page two in
order to take these traveling
expenses.

Out-of-Town ‘i'ravei fixpenscs:
The law provides special de-
ductions for the expensis of
travel while away from home
in connection with your employ-
er’s business.

Traveling “away from home”
means going away from the city

or town where you normally |,

work and remaining away at
least overnight.
“Travel expenses” means the

cost of transportation fares,
meals, and lodging, and includes
porters’ tips, hire of public
stenographers, baggage charg-
es, and similar expenscs neces-
sary to travel.

Travel expenses do not in-
clude any entertainment ex-
penses, or any personal ex-
penses such as laundry.

What is your land capable of
doing?

The first step in conserva-
tion farming is to start using
each acre of land according
to its capabilities. Some land
is best suited for cultivation,
some is best suited for grass.
On some of your land intense
conservation measures may be
needed; on the other land you
may need nothing more than or-
dinary good farming methods.
Each tract of land is different
and is capable of doing certain
things if properly treated. But
each acre must be used for a
job it is capable of doing and
treated with the conservation
measures it needs to keep it
‘productive. T

The kind of soil, the slope,
the degree of erosion, and the
climate mainly determine what
land is capable of doing. But
there are other factors that

land, it may be rocky or it may
be subject to overflow. ;
When a farmer makes a re-
quest to the Soil Conservation
District board for assistance
on conservation work, soil
scientists, who make conser-
vation surveys, studyeach tract
of land. They consider all of
the things that might affect its
use and conservation. Then
simple maps are made that show
the capability of each acre.
These maps divide land into
eight classes. The first four
classes are suited for culti-

|vation and- the last fc:l}'xg-, not

suited for cultivation, e best
land for farming is Class 1
land. It is very good land
that can be cultivated safely
with good soil management
practice only.

Class II is good land, but
has some hazards in farming.
It may have gentle slopes or
moderate erosion.

Class III is suitable for cul-
tivation, but has several un-
desirable features and requires
intensive treatment.

Class IV land is fairly good
land that is best suited to pas-
ture but can be cultivated oc-
casionally if handled with great
care.

Class V land should be kept
in permanent vegetation. It is
nearly level but is too wet or
stony for cultivation.

Class VI land is too steep,
eroded, or shallow for culti-
vation and should be used for
grass.

Class VII land includes the

‘to be picking up.

very steep, eroded, or rough
areas. This land should be
used for grass with careful
management,

Class VII land is the land
suited for wildlife or recrea-
tion. It is usually too steep
and rocky for other productive
use, With the use of these
maps showing land classes, the
Soil Conservation Service tech-
nician and the farmer are in a
better position to decide what
conservation practices are
needed on the farm.

NEWS FROM THE

FARM BUREAU

This Saturday is open house
in the new Farm Bureau of-
fice. We hope you will come
in, bringing your wife and chil-
dren with you, to look over the
new quarters, eat a donut, drink
a cup of coffee and feed the
kids a bar of candy or some-
thing. An ad in the Parmer
County newspapers gives more
details regarding the day.

As you no doubt know, many
segments of the press are pre-
senting a very much distorted
picture of the cost of the fed-
eral agricultural program,. The
most common figure seen in
S0 many news stories is $8
billion being given to farmers
to keep them on the farm.
The actual appropriation figure
for 1959 is $6,392,000,000 dol-
lars. It should be remembered
that a pretty good percentage
of the monies charged to main-
tenance of agricultural produc-
tion is returned, such as monies
loaned through various agen-
cies. There are usually some
losses, but not all the money
is given to somebody.

Also, money used to pay for
farm commodities given, or
sold at a loss to foreign coun-

tries should actually be charged
to foreign aid, or some other
phase of our program. The
school lunch program costs a
lot of money, but it aids the
city people much more than the
farmer, because thereare more
city folks with school kids who
eat the surplus foods that are
furnished with government
money, and charged to agri-
culture,

Finally, agriculture repre-
sents 12% of the people; it gets
7.26% of federal expenses for
civil purposes, and much of this '
7.26% is used for the benefit
of other foreign and domestic
groups.

Farm Bureau is accused by
some groups of being interest-
ed more in good citizenship
and preservation of freedom,
than in dollars for farmers.
This is true, but dollars for
farmers in countries without
freedom are worth nothing, and
almost non-existent. Big busi-
ness has never taken over any
country
always does unless it is check-
ed before it reaches that ob-
jective.

of the 1958 crop went into the
loan. In fact, Mills estimates
that probably not more than
70 percent of it did.

He feels that another $1 mil~
lion in loans will be made on
the crop in January; to pushthe
total for the crop year to slight-
ly over $14 million. If that
is somewhere around 70 per
cent of the crop, the total gross
for grain sorghum could have
reached as high a point as
$17 or $18 million.

Support Price
News Expected
Before Long

Important news concerning
the 1959 support levels of cot-
ton and grain sorghum-- the
Parmer County area’s biggest
cash crops--is expected to be
released soon.

Prentice Mills, ASC office
manager, says he has been no-
tified that January 31 will prob-
ably be the release date for
1959 support levels on cotton,
The grain sorghum support will
likely be announced two weeks
after that,

Preceeding any such *‘‘offi-
cial”’ announcement is usually
a lot of local speculation, Farm
news followers this week are
predicting that the cotton loan
will be practically the same as
1958--perhaps slightly lower,
No big revision is expected.

On the other hand, there 1s
considerable excitement over
the 1959 grain sorghum loan
price, which will be figured
on a basis altogether different
from any previous year. Most
observers believe the price will
g0 up--perhaps as much as
15 cents a hundred. Thatwould
be termeda ‘‘substantial’’ raise
by most growers, whohave been
thinking in terms of $1.60-
$1.70 a hundred for threeyears
now.

I thought you might like to know
some of the information I am
giving the girls in this demon-
stration,

Out of the great variety of
cheeses, American Cheddar is
the  type most widely used in
recipes. It is the usual choice
for cheese sauces and luncheon
and supper dishes. The na-
tural Cheddar has a distinc-
tive flavor which becomes
sharper as the cheese ages.
It may be grated, shredded, or
sliced, and it melts readily.

American process cheese and
American cheese food are other
choices for cooking. The fla-
vor of these types does not be-
come sharper with age.

Cheese, a protein-rich food,
does not require cooking, but
cooking increases the variety

of, uses, High temperature
or overcooking at moderate
temperature, makes cheese
stringy and tough and may cause
curdling, particularly in
sauces. Low temperature for
relatively short cooking time is
sufficient to melt the cheese.
In lieu of low baking temper-
ature for cheese souffle (300
degrees F.) and other casser-
ole dishes, a water jacket is
often used to permit a slight-
ly higher temperature with a
shorter baking time.

Layered Cheese Casserole
Temperature; 350 degrees
4 servings
Baking time 40 minutes

4 slices bread, 2 or 3 days

old

1/4 pound sharp Cheddar

cheese, sliced

2 teaspoons minced onion

1/2 teaspoon salt

1/8 teaspoon powdered dry

mustard

1/4 teaspoon paprika

2 eggs, beaten

1 1/2 cups milk

1. For easy service and
an attractive top, cut bread
slices into triangles, rectangles
or squares.

2. Arrange bread and cheese
in three layers in well-greased
shallow 1-quart baking dish with
onion and seasoning between
layers. Have bread on the bot-
tom and the top layers.

3. Blend eggs and milk and
pour over the bread. Let stand

for 45 minutes.

4. Place baking dlsh in a
pan of hot water. Bake in a
moderate oven (350 degrees)
about 40 minutes or until bread
is puffy and a knife inserted
near the center of the dxsh
comes out clean.
