Rode With Piokett.
As furnishing seme valuable 

testimony on the question as to 
Piokett’s leading that famous 
charge at Gettysburg on horse* 
back, and as to the others who 
rode with him. Capt. P. J,White 
of Richmond, Va., sends this 
latter from his old msjor, Ed­
mund Berkeley, of the 8th Vir. 
giniaRegiment, Garrett’s Brig- 
ade, Pickett’s Division, who 
wrote from Haymarket Va.,ol­
der date of Norember 15,1915, 
which aaya;

“ 1 received yours with marh 
pleasure informing me that Lee 
Camp was going to secure a por­
trait of my dear old friend, tho 
raagnaaimous General Richard 
Garnett, tho only general on 
either aide who rests ia an un* 
identitied grave. My brothers 
and myaelf were perhaps en 
more perfect terras of intimacy 
with General Garnett than any 
other officers in the army, and 
my youngest brother served 
for a time en his staff. 1 bumd 
on (he Gettsysburg battlefield 
before going into tho charge,an 
old deck of cards that the Gen­
eral. Colonel Hunten, and my 
brothers and myself bad played 
probably mors than a hundred 
games with while we ware near 
Fredericksburg. General Gar­
nett’s staff gave a supper to 
which none were invited except 
General Garnett, Colonel Hunt* 
on, my brothers and myself, 
and, bolieving that General Lea 
had gone up town, wo were very 
hilarious, and Garnett being 
called for a story and a song, 
gave s song called ‘ The Fog and 
tho Dew,’ and a story called 
‘Mary Ann,’ I, being called on 
for a song, gave ‘Ram turn ta. 
touchic fol la.. General Gar­
nett seemed pafectly cnthsid 
and .beat time to it with his 
knife ea the table, and at its 
coaclasion said to me: ‘Major, 
my dear fellow, don’t you know 
that s the first time 1 have heard 
that song since I lett West 
Point.’ There were many other 
interesting occurrences inwhich 
ws participated, and no mers 
magnaainioos man or ore witn 
8 kinder*heart [fought ia the 
war,.

‘ The morning after oar sup­
per at Fredericksburg, Genets 
Lee said to Peyton and Baldwin, 
YOU had a very lively crowd in

your tent last night,, and when
I heard of his hearing us, I was 
awfully afraid he might have 
some of the words of my soag.

My brothers were near Gen. 
Garnett when Pickett came up 
and spoke to kirn before we 
went into the charge. He said; 
Diek. old fellow, I have no or­

der to give you, but I advise you 
to get across those fields as quick 
as you can, for ia may opinion, 
you are going to catch hell.’ 
General Lee, knowing it would 
be almost certain death to go 
the charge on horseback.advised 
all who could possibly walk to 
go on foot, and his advice was 
taaen by all but five of the offii 
cers. Having been appointed 
one of a board by General Long 
street some time befora leaving 
Virginia (the board consistina 
of Major Deering. Captain Fair 
fax and mysoif)to apsraise all 
the private horses in the corps. 
I knew all five of the Thorses in 
the charge. Generol Garnett 
had been sick and was strongly 
advised by the surgeons not to 
attempt to go in the charge, but 
disregarding their proftsis. he

".Accordingly, the American govern­
ment Is keeping Informed as to all 
shipments consigned (or exjiort to 
both belligerents."

Tlie <s>urce of the message of 
e\ery minister and Siimlay Sciicnd 
tt'acher Is tlf-l's holy Word. .Inst as 
the prophet did not oriitiniite tils mi-a- 
sa;;e but reeidved It of God's mouth, 
so It should lie with every minister 
and Sunday Scliool teacher.

‘J. To sound the wiirnliic (». 7). A f­
ter hearln; GiMi's meisaue he was te 
speak it out and proclaim It to the 
IHMiide. A wateliman tmlay Is both 
to hear and to siwnk. Tlie iieojile 
are to be wnrneil of the Imfiendlni;

IV. God's Attitude Toward the Sin­
ner (TT. U), 11).

God has declared In hi* Word that 
unfalthfniness on the part of his is*o- 
plc would cause them to "perish snionK 
the hc.athen." that they would "pine 
away In their Iniquity" (!>*». 5!C:3S. 
30). In view o f this pronouncement 
some are disposed to say that their 
case is hoiKdess. To meet this attitude 
o f despair the prophet assured them 
that God had no pleasure In the death 
o f the wicked, hut that his sincere de­
sire was for the wicked to turn from 
their way and live. Itetardless of 
what their past had heen, they were 
given the assurance that the future 
was brielit if they heeded God's eoni- 
m.ind and plea. No one need to de*(uilr 
because of sin, for God's grace is great­
er than human sin.

V. The Sinner's Personal Responsi­
bility (vv. 1220).

God created the members of the race 
personal beings, giving them freedom 
of eholee. They have moral dlscerii- 
inent en.alilliic them to distinguish be­
tween the right and the wrong. They 
choose, therefore, aceordlng to the 
quality of their being.

The following princlides govern the 
sinner:

1. Fast rlghteeusress will not avail
for present sins (v. 12). Wtien a
righteous man turns to Iniquity, his 
past sia-mlng riglileousness will be or 
no avail.

2. Fast sins do not make InijiossDde 
present nccsptnnce with God (rv. 
12-Ki). F.y virtue of the operation of 
tlie law of haliit. every sinful act 
make.s it harder for the sinner to ri“- 
pent. tint (Jed's grace is siioli Mint if 
the sinner reiauits God w ill forgive and 
restore.

3. Itestltntion required (vv. l.'i. l(i). 
The proof of penitence is that, so far 
as possible, tlie sinner makes aiueiids 
for wrongs done.

4. God's ways are equal ( vt . 17-20). 
God holds man responslhle for his own 
deeds. The child 1s not condemned 
liecanse of (lie deeds of his father, 
nor can it be said that the fathers 
liave eaten sour grapes and the chil­
dren's teetli are set on edge. Tills 
lines not do away with the law of 
lieredity. Kegardless of what one's 
past life hns iK-eii, God's grace In 
.lesns (.'lirist blots out his record and 
he stands accepted in the Beloved.
