Here there is decided evidence of negro 
blond, partly a heritage from tlie cargo 
of a slave ship that was wrecked on 
tbe coast years ago. Tbe.se Idacks or 
mixed Indians and !i!ack«, called 
‘•Sunibog” or •'Zambos,'’ vvere aug­
mented by escaped slaves tioiii tin 
plHiitations that iparsely dotted tbe 
coast In Inter years, and liy renegade 
alaves from .laiiiaiea and other Islands 
of the West Indies.

Cart Ntarly AH American.
I'racilcally all cars are of American 

make, and It Is a triliute to their stur­
diness that they ran atand the usage to 
which they are subjected. New cars 
are frequently e<pilp|>ed with extra 
spring lenvi's, as spare parts are hsrd 
to get, and for service on NlrarngutD 
roads springs have to lie slioiig.

Ttie cars on the roads are few nnd 
far la'Ivveen. but they add the touch 
which shows that you are traveling 
In a civilised country. Tbe creak.v ox­
cart Is tbe usual means of lucoioothm. 
Small but sturdy nninmis, with yokes 
or iMilllrig bars lashed Just liehliid the 
horns, draw these carts creaking nnd 
groaiiing over the frails, hut they get 
through mud that vvlll stop • strong 
IHiny.

It Is not necessnry to a.sk for road 
directions; there is never more than 
one road or trnil in the direction you 
want to go. A giiostlon ns to distance 
Is futile, for no peon has any concep­
tion of time or distniice .A league may 
actually lie any length from one to six 
miles. The usual answer to the ques­
tion, •'Mow far Is It to any plare?” Is 
"No bay mas.” tbe Nlciiragimn equiv­
alent of Hie answer, ".Not fur,” wliich 
one so frequeiitly gets from the small 
darky on mir southern roads.

Coffee Is the Main Crop.
The prosperity of the country de- 

fiends upon tbe coffee crop and its 
price. Crops have bci'n good In recent 
years, but tbe price ba.s been very low. 
For Its future Nicaragua looks to the 
building of tbe canal Unking tbe I’u- 
cltlc and tbe Carllibean. A prosperous 
Nicaragua will no doubt mean u quiet 
N’ lcanigiia. for prosiierlty will mean 
roads, niilroiids, and oilier public Im- 
proveiiienls. ,V liiiiigry iimii in Nicara­
gua Is a iirospecllve recruit for one of 
the baiiilit gangs. Banditry pndiably 
will cease when any iiiaii seeking work 
can got It ami vv Ih'Ii every man can 
lioast of the few dollars rattling around 
in Ills pocket.

Hold In small iiiiantitics h is lieen 
product'll In .Nicaragua for liiinilreds 
of years. Tbe rlclic'l luiiics are in the 
provlnie of ( 'bontales. This area Is 
also liaiiilit-inti'sjeil, anil the mines are 
a favorin' Held for liaiidit ncflvitles. 
Tbe situation lias prcveiiled the In­
stallation of iiiiMicrn iiiachlticry or the 
ilcvelopim'iil of the propcrtic.s on a 
large sciile.

The rialiiloiila mine at I.a l.lbertinl 
has the ilistinction of having had a 
.voiing mltilng engineer mimed Herbert 
Hoover coiinecleil at one time with Its 
iiiamigement. Here only the riettest 
strikes are now worked, the ore being 
hroiight to the mill by pack mule. 'I'he 
•laviill iiilne at Santo Duinlngo Is 
worked on a larger scale ami at cou- 
slderalile protit to Its owners.
