ATTORNEY GENERAL DAVIDSON
MAKES IMPORTANT RULING.

FROM OUTSIDE COUNTIES

Those Whe Testify in Two or More
Cases at Same Term of Court En-
titled to Fees In Each.

Austin, Nov. 6 —According to a rul-
ing made today by Atlorney General
Davidson when witness are subpoena-
od from counties outside the omne of
their residence to testify in two or
more cases at the same term of court,
such witnesses are to receive fees in
each separate case in which they tes-
tify.

Heretotore counties have beer issu-
ng certificates in only one ocase, re-
garless of the number of times a wit-
ness from aaother county should be
used. For {nstance, If there should be
a case of assault to murder and a case
of carrying concealed weapons grow-
ing out of the same altercation, a wit-
ness from an adjoining county would
be paid only one fee, though he testi-
fied In both cases. Under the rule
lald down by the attorney general to-
day such a witness ls entitled to fees
in two cases, though they may be con-
nected. This ruling, if it stands the
test of the courts, will cost the coun-
ties of Texas many thousands of dol-
lars yearly more in witness fees than
is now the case.
