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WHO IS SADDAM HUSSEIN?
Before the events of the past
couple of weeks, few Americans
could have told you, unless they
had paid strict attention to world
politics.

Hussein, Iraq’s strongman and
architect of the recent invasion of
small Kuwait, is the latest ‘“bad
guy’’ of world politics. He is
vollying for a place alongside
Hitler, Hirohito, Stalin, et al.

Their recent eight-year war with
Iran left Iraq bankrupt. It was said
that Saddam, as he is known in the
Middle East, borrowed $60 billion
to pay for his country’s war
expenses, and even that wasn’t
enough.

The press reported that at a
recent Arab conference, Saddam
told his Arab neighbors that he
needed to borrow another $30
billion, ‘“And if they don’t give it
to me, I’m going to take it from
them.”’

Kuwait had personally loaned
Saddam $15 billion for his
country’s debts, and Saddam
wanted Kuwait to write off the
debt. Saddam apparently felt as
though Iraqg’s battle with Iran was
partly on Kuwait’s behalf. In
addition, he felt like Kuwait was
helping drive down the world price
of oil by pumping more oil than it
was allotted wunder quotas
established by OPEC.

Kuwait’s location blocks Iraq’s
access to the shipping lanes of the
Persian Gulf. For years Saddam
has attempted to lease two islands
off the coast of Kuwait for
shipping purposes, but to no avail.

Kuwait, which achieved its inde-
pendence from Great Britain in
1961, had become almost
obscenely wealthy from its oil. Its
residents built themselves three-
story marble mansions.

The country boasted a shopping
mall called Sultan Center, which
featured French fashions and an
ice-skating rink.

Kuwaitis paid no income tax,
enjoyed free education and
medical care, and received a $140
per month allowance per child and
a bonus of $7,000 for getting
married. With its government’s
help, thousands of Kuwaiti young
people have received college
educations.in America.

But Kuwait was said to some-
times flaunt its wealth, and this
was part of the reason some of the
neighboring Arab states hesitated
to rush to their aid following the
recent Iraqi invasion.

Many people, including those in
the Middle East, see the Irag-
Kuwait issue as an Arab problem,
and deplore the action by the
United States in sending troops
and equipment to Saudi Arabia.

However, a specialist on Iraqi
politics said recently that if the
outside world had failed to react to
the Kuwait invasion, Saddam
would take over Saudi Arabia’s oil
fields within 30 days.

Historians are quick to equate
this scenario as resembling too
closely Germany’s power-play that
led to World War II.

Saddam, meanwhile has been
equated with Hitler, and even by a
fellow Arab, who called him “‘as
blood-thirsty as Hitler ever was.”’

When he took power in 1979,
Saddam had 22 of his top rivals
executed.

An Egyptian newspaper
reported that Saddam had 120
Iraqi officers executed recently for
questioning the wisdom of the
invasion of Kuwait.

The expectation that Iraq would
use poison gas in warfare is based
on the fact that during the recent
war with Iran, Saddam ordered the
use of such chemical weapons

against rebel non-combatants in |

his own country.

Our leaders hope that Saddam is
not reckless enough to provoke a
war over Saudi Arabia. However,
in 1980 he decided to claim a strip
of land across the nation’s border
in Iran, and that brought about the

eight-year war._

Refuses

Extradition

A 32-year-old former Bovina
resident accused of murdering four
of her children has refused to
waive extradition to Texas, where
three of the charges are pending.

““I'd rather go through all this
here and just wait,”” Diana
Lumbrera told Finney County
District Judge J. Stephen
Nyswonger on Monday.

Lumbrera is charged in Finney
County with the smothering death
of her four-year-old son, Jose
Antonio Lumbrera.

She carried the child into the
hospital emergency room May 1.
Doctors and emergency room
personnel worked for an hour
trying unsuccessfully to revive the
child.

Her first-degree murder trial is
scheduled to get underway
September 19.

Last week, a Parmer County
grand jury indicted Lumbrera on
three counts of capital murder
stemming from the deaths of three
other children: Mellissa Lumbrera,
three; Melinda Ann Garza, two;
and Joanna Lumbrera, three
months.

The charges allege she killed the
children for insurance money.

Two more of Lumbrera’s chil-
dren, 14-week-old Jose Lionel
Garza and five-month-old
Christopher Daniel Lumbrera,
also died in her care, as did Erica
Lenore Aleman, the six-week-old
daughter of a cousin.

Grand juries in three Texas
counties, Castro, Bailey and
Lubbock, are investigating the
other deaths.

With the exception of Jose
Antonio Lumbrera, all the deaths
occurred in Texas between 1976
and 1984.

Lumbrera, who had been free on
a $50,000 bond in the Garden City
case, was arrested on the Texas
warrants last Wednesday. She
appeared without an attorney

Monday and remained
composed throughout the 25-
minute hearing.

If
Parmer County still hasn’t filed
the necessary paper work,
Nyswonger said he could grant an
additional 60 days.

Parmer County has set $100,000
bond on each of the three charges
there, but Nyswonger said those
bond amounts apply only when
and if Texas assumes custody of
Lumbrera.
