road  som ething Itccame wrong 
w ith  th e  steering  ap p a ra tu s  of 
th e  truck  and It headed Into a 
dttcli. tu rn ing  completely over and 
Severely In juring  each one o f the 
occupants

T he truck  was driven by one 
of th e  daughters, w ho Is about 18 
years  old, and Mr. W ylie w as alt 
tin g  In th e  re« r o f  th e  truck  w ith 
the  o ther childreu . H e w as pin­
ned to  the g round under th e  truck  

a p art o f the fram e resting 
uit»r> hla hack to  the  ex ten t th a t 
hla spine w as te rrib ly  crushed, and 
he w as forced to  lie In thait posi­
tion un til th e  daugh ter who was 
driv ing ran the d ls tam v  o f nearly  
a m ile to  th e  homo of Mr. Duncuu 
for help, and  until Mr. Duncan, II. 
P. Kbetilng and Mr. K eener reach­
es! the spot and raised ithe truck 
from  h is body w ith a <-ar Jack.

M. A Crum of Prlonn. w ho cam e 
by, hurried  to  tow n and  sen t the 
doctor to  th e  scene and  sum m on­
ed  an am bulance from  H ereford. 
As w as sta ted , each one In the 
truck wus painfully  In jured  and 
D r Me Elroy, seeing he could not 

J t« Mr. Wylie under th e  
coudm ™ s, gave h is a tten tion  to 
the In jured  m em bers « f the
fam ily and when the am bulance 
arrived  Mr. Wylie, hla w ife and 
daughter, about eight years o f age. 
and  w ho w as qu ite  seriously In ju r­
ed w ere p la ted  in it and  tak en  h u r­
riedly to  th e  hospital a t  H ereford.

Mr. W ylie died In about half 
an  hour a f te r  reaching the hos­
pital, and i t  w as found th a t Mrs. 
W ylie had a severe cu t on her 
head and one arm  w as broken, 
w hile the sm all dau g h te r Had re ­
ceived a severe and deep out on 
one h ip  ami had a c u t anti severe 
bruise on her head, and is still In 
the hospital hut w ith  every hope 
o f  recovery. o th e r  m en d ers  of 
the fam ily who w ere In th e  ac- 
•. iA re e lv e d  prtqa 'r a tten tion
tOoru the local physician anti a re  

rapidly  recovering Dr. McKl- 
noy expressed as  h is opinion tha t 
had th e  one w ho received th e  least 
In jury  been the only one h u rt It 
would have been considered a very 
serious accident. One son, about 
1(5 years  old, w as not w ith  th e  
fam ily and  is th u s  the only one 
not injured.

Mr. W ylie had lived w ith his 
fam ily a t th e ir  present home for 
the pant tw o years and by his 
th r if t  and  good m anagem ent paid 
for th e ir home. He w as one of 
o u r most progressive and  success­
ful fannSbw and held In the h igh­
e s t cstis-m by a ll who knew  h im — 
hi ’In te g r ity  and honor Isrlng above 
repfoach.

H e w as a consistent m em ber of 
the local C hurch of C hrist, from 
w hich his funeral w as held Mon­
day afternoon. T he services were 
cond iubsl by Rev. Wa.tklns. of 
Floytoada. a life lo n g  friend of the 
deceased. A fter th e  services at 
th e  church th e  rem ain* w ere ca r­
ried to th e  Krlonn cem etery where 
they w ere Interred. It rot her W ylie 
leaves a host o f friends who sln- 
rercly m ourn h is unrim ely d ep a rt­

The funeral service* were held 
here th e  d*y following hi* dea th
a t th e  Congregational church  and 
th e  service* wore conducted by 
the [*Ktor o f th e  C hristian  church 
at H ereford. A fter the services 
at the church the rem ains were 
laid to  rest In th e  Krloua cemetery. 
The funeral wa* not largely a tte n d ­
ed owing to  the fact th a t a very 
few of our people knew of the 
death  o r th e  da te  o f the funeral.

SCENES THAT TOLI) OF THE FAST AND 
foretold the future greeted President Hoover when he 
visited Henry Ford 's historical village October 21 to 
participate in the ceremony no-moralizing the achieve­
ments of Thomas A. Edison, according to news stories 
gent out by the Associated Press telling about the 
“ community of yesterday’’ which has been created by 
the purchase of many historical buildings in various 
parts of the country and restored to their original con­
dition and placed on foundations by Henry Ford in 
his historical village at Dearborn, Michigan.

As EDISON DAY JUBILEE was to honor mainly 
Thomas A. Edison, the chief interest was, of course, 
centered around Edison and his achievements which 
have moved civilization forward by leaps and bounds

The utility industry has u well prepared nation 
wide program for the purpose of calling attention to 
the experiments, work and wonderful accomplishments 
of Edison. There was interest, too, in Henry Ford 
and his achievements us a manufacturer, financier, husi 
ness executive, and beyond question the “ world’s great­
est industrialist.”

Texas Utilities Co. appreciated the opportunity

Besides, the people will always assert themselves when­
ever things get out of balance, and will effectively de 
mand and get fair treatment.

“ A lot has been said about the profits made by 
those taking part in the power mergers now going on. 
People shouldn't worry too much about that. Money 
keeps on flowing. The question is not 'W ho gets the 
money?’ but W hat tangible asset is left to the people?' 
The people always get the real gain, even though some 
man or groups may get the passing profit. The main 
thing is to get the power resources of the country put 
on a more scientific basis. After all, it is the actual 
results achieved which count most. These people won’t 
be able to take their money with them, and they will 
leave behind them a country more efficiently equipped 
with power.

“ W hat they are doing is helping to have the conn 
f.y  become more conscious of the importance of what 
electricity can do for them. Only a beginning has been 
made in making electricity do the work of the world. 
The ground has only been scratched.

"Pow er can revolutionise the lives of the people 
of this country It can lift the burdens from the backs 
of the workers It can abolish most of the tasks of

the housewife. It has hardly made a beginning on the 
farm —where its possibilities are perhaps the greatest
of all.”

Rapid Strides in Design 
Make Craft Obsolete.

Chicago.—The airp lane distributor 
nt the average airport la rapidly ap- 
proaehlng the Impasse which waa the 
bugbear of so many autom obile deal* 
era a few years back. Thai ta the 
problem of exchanging new plunea for 
old on an equitable husla. While the 
a irc ra ft Industry has thus fur eluded 
the “uaed ca r problem ," It has only 
been because of the lack of nmrketa 
for used planes.

So constant a re  the Im provements 
made In airp lane construction and 
power p lan ts Hint plnnca having lived 
less than  one-fifth of the ir average 
lives a re  a lready becoming obsolete. 
T heir ow ners would be ready pros­
pects for new ships If there were some 
way of making an equitable trade  on 
tbo old ones.

Several en terprising  dealers have 
been studying th e  problem, and here 
and there  one has had the courage to 
em ulate his b ro ther of the autom otive 
field hy taking the old plane as p art 
paym ent <>n the new. lie  then rebuilds 
the old ship and either uses It him self 
o r sto res It away until some buyer 
comes along who Is unwilling to buy 
a new plane.

No stan d ard  yet has been es tab ­
lished whereby the value of a used 
a irp lane can l>e Judged. T his ts prob­
ably due to the luck of uniform ity In 
the construction of the various types 
of new ships. One pilot may like one 
nnd ano ther another, w ithout regard  
for the superio rity  o f new er models. 
The point Is argued hy Hie mall ptlota, 
many o f whom still prefer the old Lib­
erty  motored ships to  the more mod­
ern planes which a re  faster and more 
stable. They say thu t they are  used 
to  the older type and satisfied as to 
Its reliability.

In the opinion o f many older pilots 
It Is Just us well th a t there  a re  not 
many used planes for sale. Too many, 
they say. would make them  so cheap 
tha t Irresponsible people would he a t ­
tracted . only to hu rt them selves nnd 
the Industry as a whole. If the plane 
rem ains In the hands of the original 
owner, however, they sny he will w ear 
It out In perfect safety , knowing Its 
Idiosyncrasies und guarding against 
them.

S tates Is located there. Work already 
accomplished by the university  also 
was taken Into consideration.

Aerial Instructor*
Must Really Teach

W ashington.—Only flyers actually 
engaged In teaching studen ts to fly 
will he gran ted  Instructors ' licenses 
under the new D epartm ent o f Com­
merce regulations governing flyln* 
schools.

D epartm ent Inspectors a re  much too 
busy. Commerce departm ent aeronau­
tical officials suy, to  exam ine and 
grant a license to every pilot who 
should apply for one. Instructors at 
flying schools now are  operating  un­
der le tte rs of authority . The exam in­
ing nnd licensing of Instructors began 
Septem ber 1, when new flying school 
regulations went Into effect.

No one. not even the Demon 
himself, has the power to  teach man 
any method hy which he may explore 
th a t region, either hy Increasing hla 
motive (>ower o r hy dim inishing very 
considerably his specific gravity." F if­
teen years later, Bernardo Znmngnn 
one of the perennial defenders of 
l.ann, brought ou! his description of 
nn Im aginary Journey In a flying mn 
chine sim ilar In construction to  I.ana 's 
flying boat. I.nnn's much discussed 
design proposed the use of four lud 
low spheres of thin copper, e-i -h ‘Jtl 
feet In d iam eter and so tldn th a t they 
would we li less than an e , ml bulk 
of atm osphere when they were ex 
hnuried  of a ir To these globes * 
boat was to be fastened In which the 
idiot nnd his appendages were to be 
stationed for the purpose of directing 
the machine, t.nnn wns thus the first 
to establish  a theory verified hy math 
em ntlcal accuracy nnd clearness of 
perception of the real nature  nnd pres­
sure of the atm osphere, the sam e the 
ory which Is at the .basis of hnl'oon 
flying of the present day.

A public ns i-iislon of a flying boat 
Invented by Bartholomewu l-ouronro 
de llusm an. a Spaniard, ts claimed for 
tTilti. but It was I.ana’s Investigations 
which were the most far reaching In 
Influence. Many of his deductions 
were drawn from the work of his 
prcdei-essors nnd from a study of me. 
chanlcal toys, the flying mechanical 
pigeon of Archytns, the Using mng 
netlc dove of K lrcher, and iron au to ­
matic fly nnd eagle which were Invent 
r<l at Nuremberg, a ettrlous pnrnllel 
to tills Is found In the su to inn llr toy 
of the W right b rothers the study of 
Which led them to certain conclusions 
com i rnlng the natu re  of sir. later up 
piled In the construction of the first 
successful airplane In 1P0.1 Boston 
Herald.
