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YE EDITOR became interested in
comelts in science class at Muleshoe
Junior High School, when he saw a
picture of Halley's Comet, taken
during that comet's last visit to the
earth in 1910.

We couldn't wait to see Halley's-
-but then we learned that it takes
just over 75 years for the comet to
make its orbit in the solar system.
From that point, it would be 35
years before Halley's Comet
returned.

Had we known then that Halley's
Comet would prove to be such a
bust in its 1986 "appearance," we
might have taken up another
interest. Ye Ed made several
attempts, but never did see anything
that turned out to be worth our
efforts to get a glimpse of the
mysterious guest.

The only member of our family
that got to see Halley's was
daughter Laura, who was a hostess
on American Airlines at the time.
She was shown the comet by one
of the airline pilots in the cockpit.
She probably was much less
impressed with Halley's Comet as
she was by her encounter later that
year with Mel Tillis when he was
on her flight.

My older relatives had told us
tales about the 1910 appearance of
Halley's Comet, indicating that it
was a spectacular sight, indeed.
With no television, or even radio at
that time, the populace was not
given much warning about the
comet. Many people, in their

_ superstitious nature, thought the

comet was hearlding the end of the
world. -

Prior to the '86 return of
Halley's, Comet Kohoutek was
built up as the "Comet of the
Century." Once again, the
anticipation by the professional and
amateur astronomy buffs turned out
to be much brighter than the comet
itself, which was mainly visible
only with a strong telescope.

So, it was with much
satisfaction that we looked up into
the north sky this past Sunday and
actually got to see a real, live
comet with our naked eyeballs (it
looks much better with a pair of
binoculars or a telescope, however).

Hyakutake is expected to be
visible through the month of April.
It should get progressively brighter
as it nears the sun, and is expected
to make its closest approach to the
sun around May 1.

"Prime Time Live" Visits
Friona For Tornado Bit

A five-man television crew spent
time in Friona this past Monday,
doing interviews and collecting data
for a future episode of "Prime Time
Live."

The American Broadcasting Co.
(ABC) group is working on a
segment that it plans to air in April
dealing with tornadoes. They were
particularly interested in how the
small community of Friona dealt
with the devastation it suffered last
June 2.

Producer Jay Schadler headed the
crew. Regular viewers of "Prime
Time" may have seen his show that
aired in March where he (Schadler)
hitch-hiked across the country, from
Massachusetts to Los Angeles, in a
ten-day adventure captured by the
ABC cameras.

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Chief Says Moisture
Is In Spring Forecast

By SCOTT ROBINSON

Many times when the wind
blows out of the north, it only
brings bad news with it. Usually
something like a cold "norther,"
maybe even a blizzard. But like
eyerything else, there is always an
exception to the rule.

:l'he exception is March 22 at
sunrise.

For on that day, at that time,
every year since 1910, a member of
the Crim family has predicted the
weather for the upcoming spring
season. And more often than not,
the Crim family has been right.

The north wind at sunrise this
year indicates an "average" rainfall
for this spring. Many times
average is not good, but in this
time of extremely dry conditions,
most farmers in the area would
welcome an average amount of
moisture.

"We will have an average
amount of rainfall this spring,"
says "Chief" Weldon Crim. "Start
the wells now and look for
moisture in the middle to latter part
of the season."

And the accuracy of this
ancient Indian tradition should not
be questioned. Weldon's father,
John, known for years as the
"Parmer County Weather Prophet,"
claimed that he was accurate about
eighty per cent of the time.

Weldon has lived up to this
mark, as he has been on target four
of the last five years. Just for the
record, he did predict a dry spring
last season with hail. And we all
know that forecast was on the nose.

The Crim family began
performing this ritual when
Weldon's grandfather, Taylor Crim,
picked it up from the Plains
Indians.

Being a farmer, he was
naturally concerned with the
weather and observed the Indians
doing this "fire burning" every
spring season.

He learned the custom and
performed it every year until his
death in 1937. Taylor's son, John,
took over the reigns at that point
and continued the "burnings" until
his death in 1980.

Weldon has done his own
version every year since his father's
death, and he has performed the
ceremony publicly since 1983.

The "burning" is done at
exactly sunrise by setting fire to a
teepee-sharped wood pile and
reading the direction in which the
smoke blows. The prediction is
only for the spring season.

So the north wind does not
always equal bad news. The
"Chief" says there is an exception,
and the local farmers can only hope
that he is on target again this year.

Are Inflation Figures Accurate?

Inflation is like a pest that eats away at our money. The more inflation
eats, the less money we have. The higher inflation rises, the more difficult it is
for average Americans to meet daily living expenses--not to mention save for
future needs. For example, consider how the price of a stamp has increased over
the past 40 years. In 1953, stamps cost 3 cents, and today they cost 32 cents.

To be able to stay ahead of rising prices, it's important for investors to
have at least part of their portfolio in growth investments, such as stocks and
stock mutual funds. Their potential to grow in value offers an excellent way to
outpace inflation.

But how does an investor find out exactly how high inflation is these
days? The standard gauge of inflation in our economy is the Consumer Price
Index (CPI), which measures changes in the retail prices of a constant
marketbasket of goods and services used by the ‘average consumer. However,
some experts say the CPI is inaccurate, that its "marketbasket” is not a
reflection of reality.

Because the federal government uses the CPI to adjust entitlement payouts
that are pegged to the cost of living, an inaccurate CPI can result in millions of
dollars in unnecessary expenses. In fact, Federal Reserve Chairman Alan
Greenspan has estimated that the government could save as much as $150
billion over a five-year period by simply fine-tuning the components of the
CPL.

As a result, the Bureau of Labor Statistics is currently reconsidering the
CPI. For example, special attention is being focused on American eating
habits to see if new diet trends are properly reflected in the CPI marketbasket.

Yet, even if changes are made in the CPI, it still may not be an accurate
reflection of your cost of living. The following chart shows how the average
consumer spends his or her money. The various types of expenses are expected
to have different levels of inflation in 1995, but added together in the
proportions shown, they result in a composite forecasted national average of
3.5 per cent inflation.

However, if you spend your money differently ‘than the "average"
consumer, your personal inflation rate may be more or less than the average.
Determine your rate by recording in the chart what part of your income goes to
each category. If your spending is below average in a higher-inflation category
(say, transportation), chances are your overall inflation rate will'be lower than
the forecasted national average.

For retired people, inflation indexes seldom apply. Retirees often have no
mortgage and drive cars that are debt-free. The averages, however, reflect a
consumer who spends 58 per cent of income on housing and transportation. On
the other hand, travel and medical expenses may be higher than the average for
retirees.

R ber, the CPI is a p of several different averages. To get a
more accurate forecast of your personal inflation rate, look at how your actual
expenses break down. Then review your investments to make sure they're
providing enough growth and income to keep the inflation bug from taking too
large a bite out of your money.

How often should your eyes be examined? et |
The answer depends on your age, to some extent, though there are'
other factors.

A child's eyes should be checked at age three or four, certainly
before the start of school. If vision correction is needed, it's wise to
arrange this before the child needs to see the blackboard and learn to
read.

Many adults may not need regular eye exams unless vision
changes or eye problems prompt a visit to the optometrist. Those
who wear glasses or contacts may want to make sure that their
corrective lenses are keeping up with their needs.
