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Friona Teacher Is 
Put On Suspension 

A Friona High School teacher, Cynthia Smith, was 
suspended last Thursday, awaiting a hearing involving 
embezzlement of funds from the Parmer County Teachers 
Credit Union. 

She had served as treasurer of the organization for some 
time. 

The teachers credit union (PCTCU) has nothing to do with 
the teachers' retirement funds, nor does it have anything to do 
with the Friona ISD. 

But as of October 1, the teachers' credit union has been 
merged with the Friona Texas Federal Credit Union. The 
former PCTCU made loans, handled certificates of deposit and 
passbook savings accounts, much like any other credit union. 

As of Wednesday, Mrs. Smith had not been indicted or 
charged in the incident. Mrs. Smith was suspended with pay. 
"I felt that it was in the best interest of the school district to 
make the suspension," Ratcliff said. 

If and/or when there is an indictment or a charge, it most 
probably will be in federal court, due to the credit union's 
federal deposit insurance. 

Mrs. Smith has been a teacher in the FISD for 22 years.

BILL STOVELL, manager of 
Hi-Pro Feeds' Animal Health 
Division, spoke to Ye Editor's 
Lions club a couple of weeks 
ago, and reported on the 
comeback that Hi-Pro has 
made since the June 2, 1995 
tornado, which could have 
put the big industry out of 
business in Friona, had the 
Friona Industries' leadership 
so chosen. 

"This was never an option," 
Stovell said. "The ownership 
called immediately, and there 
was never any doubt that Hi-
Pro would rebuild on the 
same location that the 
tornado had ravaged," he 
said. 

Friona Industries owns five 
feed yards in the sprawling 
High Plains area, and FI's 
lots have a one-time capacity 
of 189,000 head of cattle, 
making it the seventh largest 
cattle feeding enterprise in 
the world. 

The Friona plant is the 
hub of four Hi-Pro feed 
outlets. Other feed outlets are 
located in Dexter, N.M., Lub-
bock and Marfa. 

The Friona operations, 
with its two feed mills, churns 
out 230,000 tons of cattle 
feed per year. That will make 
56 18-wheel trucks per day. 

F.I. has 455 employees, 
and the Hi-Pro Division 
employs 223 people. Of this 
total, 121 jobs are manned at 
the Friona plant. Hi-Pro's 
overall payroll is over $5 mil-
lion, and that for the Friona 
plant is crowding $2 million. 

"We contribute considerably 
to the local economy," Stovell 
told the Lions. Those of us 
who run small businesses 
couldn't take issue with this 
statement, an understatement 
if there ever was one. It 
pretty well underscored how 
lucky Friona leaders felt we 
were when Hi-Pro' decided to 
pick up the pieces and rebuild 
locally. 

In addition to the benefit 
of a big local payroll, Hi-Pro 
is a leading buyer of local 
crops, using 40,000 tons of 
cottonseed meal, 130,000 tons 
of corn, 30,000 tons of alfalfa 
and 6,000 tons of molasses in 
manufacturing its feed. 

Hi-Pro has been the second-
largest taxpayer in Parmer 
County for most of its history. 

The local feed manu-
facturer has become the third-
largest cattle feed-maker in 
the U.S. The Purina Com-
pany is thought to be the 
leader, followed by a feed 
plant in Louisiana. 

Hi-Pro's name, along with 
the three triangles used in its 
logo are both trademarked. 
Another company had used 
"Hi-Pro" in its name, but 
Friona's leadership produced 
records which proved that the 
local industry had used the 
Hi-Pro name before the other 
one was "born," thus the 
trademark was issued. 

Stovell has been the head 
of Hi-Pro's Animal Health 
Division for a number of 
years. There are over a 
hundred jobs in the 
company's 11 animal health 
outlets. These stores, which 
sell everything from birdseed 
to veterinary supplies, serve 
some 22,000 active customers 
across a five-state area. 

We've heard a lot of un-
usual stories dealing with the 
tornado, including the fact 
that Stovell took his 
daughter's new car out to a 
sheltered place at the plant, 
because a severe hailstorm 
was. first forecast. 

After the tornado, the 
vehicle was an unrecognizable 
heap of metal. He came home 
on a break from digging in 
debris to tell his daughter 
"Honey, there's good news 
and bad: 1) I couldn't find a 
single hail dent in it, but 2) 
it's only about two feet thick!" 

In the main office, Stovell 
said there were a stack of 
first of the month bills, and 
another stack of checks made 
out to Hi-Pro. The bills were 
almost untouched, but the 
checks were scattered from 
here to Amarillo. 

Thanks, Hi-Pro, Bill and 
all of your compatriots! We 
couldn't make it without your 
and thankfully, we don't 
have to. 

Virtually every business 
person and/or property owner 
on Friona's Main Street 
attended a meeting at the 
Friona City Council's Meeting 
Room, where they were 
briefed on the Texas 
Department of Transportion's 
(TxDOT) plans to rebuild 
Main Street's pavement. 

The project will see not 
only the new paving, but also 
new curbs and gutters 
completely new sidewalks. 

The sidewalks will be 
handicapped-accessible, with 
ramps at the end of each 
block. The TxDOT also plans 
to build a sidewalk along the 
west side of the City Park, 
and make this sidewalk 
handicapped-accessible. 

The contract for the project 
is expected to be awarded 
next March, with construction 
beginning in June or July of 
1997. 

Steve Perez, the area 
engineer with TxDOT, 
conducted the meeting, and 
told the building and 
property owners that the 
Highway Department will try 
to be as reasonable as 
possible with local merchants.

The CNS National Helmet 
Program is being sponsored 
by the local D.A.R.E. chapter 
and Friona E.M.S. The 
helmets will be sold 
throughout the month of 
October.

TxDOT's property, and might 
ordinarily have to be moved, 
all but Ethridge-Spring will 
not have to remove or re-
structure their canopies.

brick exterior, just to comply 
with state and federal 
requirements," Perez said. He 
indicated that if a business 
sold, and the new owners 
decided to change their 
existing canopy, or build onto 
present buildings, they will 
have to comply with the new 
requirements. 

Health indicate that less than 
10 per cent of bicyclists wear 
helmets," Officer Roy Don 
Smith stated.

In Friona's first four games 
of the season, the Chieftains 
showed flashes of greatness. 

But the team was always 
"shooting themselves in the 
foot," or seeing the fuse go 
out before the big explosion." 

However the Chieftain 
machine was clicking on all 
of its cylinders last Friday 
night at River Road. The 
result was 486 yards of 
offense in the team's 35-19 
win. 

The total offense was the 
most productive Chieftain 
game since the game at 
Pampa in 1987, when Friona 
gained 533 yards. It's the 
fourth-best total in 36 years 
of Chieftain football. 

The team came up with 
enough big plays in the first 
half alone to have made a 
pretty fair "highlights" film. 
Friona had gained 300 yards 
at the intermission, which 
was more offense than it 
produced in two of the team's 
games prior to last Friday. 

Of the 300 first-half yards, 
a whopping 229 were gained 
in the team's last eight plays 
of the half. 

The Chieftains converted 
first downs nine straight 
times beginning with its 
opening drive, and finished 
up making first downs nine 
of 11 times. But most usually 
they never got around to a 
third or fourth down. Friona 
ended up punting only twice. 

Friona had three players 
who contributed at least 100 
yards of offense. Two, Andy 
Kendrick (160) and Kyle 
Grimsley (122) each had over 
100 rushing yards, and wide 
receiver Angel Vega 
contributed 120 yards in 
receiving. 

"It was a big win for us. 
It definitely was good to 
see our offense get the 
numbers we had been 
shooting for. Our defense 
had been carrying us (in 
previous games)," Coach 
James Morton said. 

After shutting the Wildcats 
down on their first offensive 
series, the Chieftains drove 
65 yards in 15 plays to take 
the lead. It was a drive that 
used up over six minutes of 
the clock. The longest gain 
was nine yards. Both 
Kendrick and David Shelby 
had nine-yard runs. 

On a first and goal from 
the River Road five, Shane 
Blackburn went around right 
end untouched. Vega's kick 
was good, and Friona had 
jumped ahead, 7-0 with 2:35 
left in the quarter. 

The Wildcats then made 
an impressive drive of their 
own, from their 20 to the 
Chieftain seven. But on a 
first and goal by the "Road," 
the Wildcat runner was hit a 
jarring lick by Cecil Cooper. 
The ball rolled into the end 
zone where Grimsley 
recoverred, to stop the drive. 

The Chieftains covered 80 
yards in only seven plays for 
their second score. Grimsley 
hit Vega for a 28-yard gain 
on a big third and 11 
situation. Vega outjumped 
his defender in front of the 
Friona stands , moving the 
ball to the River Road 42. 

Two plays later, Grimsley 
pitched the ball to Kendrick 
on the option, and Kendrick 
ran 40 yards up the left 
sideline, crashing into the 
end zone. Vega's kick was 
low, but Friona led, 13-0 
midway through the second 
quarter. 

The Wildcats put a scoring 
drive together, getting a 
kickoff return to their 34. 
They drove 66 yards in only 
four plays. Quarterback 
Rowdy Lundegreen passed 
40 yards to Andy Dunlap, to 
the Friona five. Cody Smith 
ran for the TD and Axton's 
kick made it a 13-7 game

with 4:32 remaining before 
the half. 

To say that the Chieftains 
responded to the challenge 
would be an understatement. 

Grimsley faked a 
handoff, then rushed into 
the secondary, found 
himself in the clear and 
outran his would-be 
tacklers, 80 yards to the 
goal-line. 

Daniel Cuevas ran for two 
points and Friona had hiked 
its lead to 21-7. Only 14 
seconds had elapsed since the 
River Road score. 

But the Wildcats didn't roll 
over and play dead. Friona's 
kickoff into the wind was 
returned to the 'Road 40. 
The Wildcats reeled off runs 
of 17, seven, seven, 12 and 
Lundegreen crashed in from 
a yard out. The kick failed, 
and Friona still had a 21-13 
lead with just 1:16 on the 
clock. 

Friona didn't just run out 
the clock time. Kendrick 
gained five, then 38, having 
to be pushed out of bounds 
at the Wildcat 37. But only 
25 seconds were left on the 
clock. 

Grimsley found his favorite 
target, Vega, who came back 
for a catch good for 35 yards, 
but couldn't get into the end 
zone. Friona called time with 
just six ticks left. They tried 
a running play from the one 
yard line, but were stopped, 
leaving the halftime score at 
21-13. 

The Chieftains got the ball 
to begin the second half, 
putting the ball in play at 
their 20. Aided by the light 
south wind, Jamie Axton 
managed to put all of Isis 
kickoff into or out of the end 
zone. 

Friona went the 80 yards 
in just nine plays, converting 
three of three third down 
plays. The biggest third 
down conversion came on the 
scoring play, when Grimsley 
again lofted a pass to Vega, 
who was wide open. Vega 
caught the ball at about the 
25, and as the large Friona 
crowd roared its approval, 
raced up the left sideline for 
the score. The play covered 
53 yards. 

Barely having time to 
catch his breath, Veea 
booted the PAT, and had 
personally hiked Friona's 
lead to 28-13. Only 3:52 
had elapsed in the second 
half. 

The Wildcats, spurred by a 
62-yard punt that bounced 
out of bounds at the Friona 
two, put together a 48-yard 
scoring drive in seven plays. 
The drive started late in the 
third quarter, and ended on 
the second play of the final 
stanza. Hugo Santiago 
sacked Lundegreen on a two-
point conversion try, and 
Friona's lead had been 
trimmed to nine at 28-19. 

Shelby had a brilliant 30-
yard run nullified by a 
clipping penalty, and the 
Chiefs again had to punt. 
The team had gone two 
straight possessions without 
scoring, for the first time in 
the game. 

But Vega got one more 
gem, this time on a punt. 
Helped by a good roll, he 
booted it from the Friona 34 
to the River Road 10--56 
yards. 

The Wildcats tried to 
mount a comeback, making 
three first downs, as they 
moved the ball all the way 
to midfield. 

But Cooper sacked the 
quarterback, and on third 
down Shane Blackburn 
stepped in front of the 
intended receiver to intercept 
the ball at the Friona 22. 
Time remaining was 5:08. 

Grimsley ran 18 yards, 
and Shelby raced 30 
yards to set up Friona 
with first and goal from 
the four. 

Two plays later, Shelby 
got the well-deserved TD, 
and Vega's kick was good in 
spite of a slightly high snap. 
Friona had scored the 
clincher, taking a 35-19 lead 
with 2:24 remaining.

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It is a quiet, unassuming 
brown building. No windows. Sits 
over in the 900 block of Cleveland, 
just behind the junior high school. 

Up until last year it was used 
as a special education and physical 
therapy building for Friona ISD. 

Half of the building is still 
used for the special cd students and 
children requiring physical therapy. 

The other half is now used for 
students that require a different kind 
of therapy. Like character building, 
decision making skills, and 
discipline. 

At the beginning of the 1995-
96 school year, the south half of 
the building at 904 Cleveland 
became Parmer County's alternative 
education classroom, under the 
supervision of P. E. teacher and 
coach Mike Herbert. 

In common terms, it is where 
students are sent when they mess 
up more than just the average daily 
MSS up. 

According to Mike Herbert, 
alternative education classrooms, or 
a variation of them, have been 
around for quite a while but are just 
recently being tried by smaller 
school districts. 

Parmer County's classroom 
started last year. This year, the 
Dimmitt ISD has opened one. 

The classroom is utilized by 
Friona, Bovina, and Lazbuddie 
schools. Farwell chose not to 
participate because of the distance 
required to bus students to Friona. 
(Hmm! Does that complaint sound 
familiar?) 

• Bovina and Lazbuddie students 
are bused to and from the class-
room, which explains why I've seen 
the small Bovina school bus on 
occasion at the drug store or donut 
shop. 

Herbert says that there have 
been no Lazbuddie students sent to 
the classroom. The attendees thus 
far have been from Friona and 
Bovina. 

The classroom will accom-
modate 16 students in austere 
cubicles furnished only with a table 
desk, a chair, and a plastic holder on  

the cubicle wall for their individual 
papers and assignments. 

Bovina students arrive by 8:30 
a.m. and leave at 3 p.m. Friona 
students stay in the class from 8:05 
a.m. to 3:45 p.m. The minimum 
stay for a student is five days. 
There is no maximum stay. 
Students could spend an entire 
semester here, or more. 

The classroom serves students 
in grades six through twelve. 
Students are sent to the alternative 
education classroom by their school 
principal, but obviously with 
recommendations from teachers. 

A variety of "sins" can land a 
student in the facility. Constantly 
disruptive behavior, fighting at 
school, or general belligerency are 
among the reasons. 

Circumstances outside school 
can also cause a student to be sent 
to Herbert's class. Students who get 
in serious trouble with law enforce-
ment may be "sentenced" to the 
classroom to help themselves, and 
also for the safety of other students. 

Herbert says that this latter 
example has not yet occurred in 
Parmer County however. 

Prior to the alternative educa-
tion program, students w ho 
"messed up" were either simply 
expelled or suspended. Some were 
given noon or after school 
detentions. 

I'm sure to some kids, a 
suspension in those days was like a 
mini-vacation, lolling around at 
home watching TV. 

Not any more. But lest you 
think this is a jail sentence for the 
youngsters, let me put your mind at 
ease. There is discipline, which is 
what most students who end up 
here need most anyway. 

Except for bathroom breaks and 
a lunch break, students sit at their 
cubicle desks and study. The 
cafeteria brings hot meals over to 
the alternate school students. Extra 
curricular activities are not allowed. 

Maybe you remember the flap 
in Perryton where several athletes 
were assigned to an alternate 
classroom and not allowed to  

participate in football because of 
the locker room hazing incident. 

Mike Herbert and his teacher's 
aide assistant, Deborah Raymond, 
are far from prison guards in their 
treatment of the alternate students. 

Although the regimen is strict, 
students are treated with respect and 
care. Tough love some might call 
it. 

Students bring classroom 
assignments from their teachers 
with them so they do not fall far 
behind. Herbert says often their 
teachers come over to check on 
them and assist with homework. 

There is a computer in the 
classroom with tutorials in algebra, 
math, history, english. etc. so the 
students can keep up and in some 
cases learn more than they normally 
might. 

The "Character Wall" is at the 
center of the program. Listed on 
the wall are the following 
characteristics: Reason, Logic, 
Responsibility, Morality, Self-
Control, Empathy, Courage, 
Vision/Purpose, Community, 
Honor. 

There is a decision-making 
exercise where students are given 
eight problem situations and asked 
to write their course of action in 
each and the reason they made the 
decision applying the appropriate 
selections from the Character Wall. 

As a part of the disciplinary 
program, students are not left alone 
in the classroom. Either Mr. 
Herbert or Mrs. Raymond arc there 
throughout the day. 

During my visit on Wednesday 
there were two students. Herbert 
said earlier in the week there were 
seven. And yes, at one point last 
year, all sixteen cubicles were 
filled. 

Not all students are happy to 
be there. Herbert says that 
sometimes boys show up with a 
chip still on their shoulder. 

He works with them and 
explains that this is their last resort 
in the education process. Beyond 
the alternative classroom program,  

there is no resource except the 
street. 

Mike Herbert is married to fifth 
grade teacher Christi. They have 
two daughters, Brooke, 6, and 
Brittny, 3. 

In addition to his alternative 
classroom, he coaches the Chieftain 
offensive backs, is head .1V coach, 
and is junior high girls basketball 

coach. 

To my way of thinking, after 
the "confinement" of the alternative 
class, coaching gives him an outlet 
to blow off some steam. 

Sometimes teachers need 
therapy too.
