PLANT STRAWBERRIES

Every Farmer’s Garden Should
Contain Small Patch.

Irrigation Should Be Given
Enough to Keep the Soll Molst
at All Times—Few Successful
Varieties Are Mentioned.

(By PROF. 0. B. LONGYEAR, Colorado
Agricultural College.)

This is the time to set out that
strawberry patch which every farm-
er’s garden should contain. Three rows
75 feet long ought to furnish all that
an average sized household requires
and have some left over for canning,
preserving or giving to the neighbors
who have neglecfed the matter.

Select as good soil as the garden
possesses and plow under deeply a
liberal dressing of well-rotted manure.
Harrow down thoroughly and if very
uneven go over the ground with some
kind of leveling implement. Run small
furrows three to three and one-half
feet apart. Set the plants in the side
of these furrows, using a spade to
open the soil and the foot to press It
against the roots. Most varieties may
be set 156 to 18 inches apart in the
row, although for those that make
numerous runners, as the Dunlap, 20
inches to two feet {s often close
enough.

It Is well to run a stream of -water
in the trenches just behind the plant-
er or as soon after planting as pos
sible.

Irrigation should be given often
enough to keep the soil moist at all
times. In a small garden plat it 1is
often possible to fill the trenches with
dry soil a few hours after irrigation
and thus check evaporation. Keep
the soll well cultivated between the
rows and hoe or pull all weeds in the
row.

The first runners should be allowed
to root in the row so as to fill up be-
tween the plants. Covering the tips
with a little soil when they are fully
developed will often assist rooting. As
the season advances the runners ma)
be allowed to spread out more, bu
there should be some space betweel
the rows preserved for running a nar
row cultivator or wheel hoe.

At the end of the growing seasor
one should have matted rows 1¢
inches wide. The following varieties
are largely grown in this state for
market and most of them are also de
sirable for home use:

Bederwood, an early, very sulitabl
berry of vigorous growth. A littl
soft for shipping.

Jucunda, a medium late variety sul!
able for moist solls. Berry large an
of good quality. The favorite variet
grown near Denver.
~ Captain Jack, a vigorous, stock
plant, which produces well as a m«
dium early variety.

Senator Dunlap, an excellent med.
um early variety which produces run
ners freely. The fruit is of excellen
quality, but does not hold its size a:
late as some.

Ridgeway, a mid-season variety o
vigorous habit and good productive
ness. The fruit is large, but rathe
tender for market.

Numerous other varieties are growr
in Colorado with more or less success
but the list is too long to give here.

For the home garden almost any o
the above mentioned, if given
care, should be found successful.
