COMBEST SAYS

"President Clinton took
credit for many of the Repub-
lican-sponsored programs in
his State of the Union address

Tuesday, some of which
earned him the polite
applause of members of
congress."

So said Larry Combest (R-
Lubbock) in a teleconference
Wednesday morning with
some of the publishers in his
district. Bovina Blade/Friona
Star publisher Bill Ellis took
part.

"He basically took the
Republican agenda for the
past few years and bragged
on it,” Combest stated. "He
(Clinton) battled us tooth and
nail against many facets of
the balanced budget bill,
welfare reform and IRS
reform. But Tuesday night he
took credit for every one of
these, as if they were his
ideas," the area congressman
said.

Those who have followed
Clinton's moves as president
are all too familiar with this
trait of his.

The congressman did not
initiate any reference to
Clinton's current sex scandal,
saying that at the present
time it was not his place to
be concerned. But he did
politely answer questions by
the publishers on the subject.
(See related story).

"He made an excellent
speech. I've always been
impressed with his speech-
making ability. It's just that
I hated to see him taking
credit for our (the GOP
leaders) work," Combest said.

The president mentioned a
budget surplus which money
he would like to apply to
other programs.

"If you add up all of the
programs he proposed last
night, there will be no surplus
to worry about. I would much
rather see this money
returned to the taxpayers in
the form of tax reduction,”
the lawmaker said.

Any new programs the
president might get passed
will turn out to be "money
pits" for taxpayers an arm
and a leg to fund for years to
come, he explained.

Challenging Clinton's
assertions, Combest said
about the following:

Since being challenged on this, I've been checking with

some experts and doing further research on the subject.

Dr. Gould points out that the calendar is strictly a human
invention. Of course, keeping track of thin%;v.aby days, has to do

with the revolution of the earth; months

ve to do with the

cycles of the moon; and the year with earth's orbit around the
sun. But these natural cycles are not an even multiple of each
other, so it is difficult to set up a simple calendar with a precise

number of days.

The Roman calendar, which our current calendar grew out
of, has gone through many changes over the centuries. It
started out with ten months and 360 days. Then Julius Ceaser
added two months, and changed it to 365.25 days in the year,
which requires us to throw in an extra day every four years

which we call "leap year."

But that was not (p:recisely right either, so then in the 16th

century the Roman

atholic Church decreed that in order to

keep the calendar correct in the future, we must drop the extra

leap year day

in the last year of every century that can be

divided by 400. This is our Gregorian calendar which was
adopted by England and America in 1752 and differed from

the Julian calendar by 11 days.

I mentioned all this just to point out that counting the days,
years, and centuries gets to be quite complicated and it has

never been a precise science.

For instance, we use the birth of Christ as the point from
which we count backward and forward in time: like 325 BC, or

1998 AD. But there are problems there, too.

Seedlings for conservation
windbreaks are now available
for order through the Parmer
County Soil and Water
Conservation District (SWCD).
Landowners in Parmer
County are encouraged to
purchase the one-year old
seedlings before preferred
stock is sold out.

Windbreaks are trees and
shrubs systematically planted
adjacent to fields, homesteads
or feedlots as a barrier to
reduce or redirect the wind.
They create permanent,
natural protection and
habitat for wildlife, reduce
erosion and increase land
value and aesthetics.

Wildlife packets for
habitat establishment are
also available. Each of the
four wildlfe packets contain
100 bare-root trees and

The packets include the
following species:
*Quail/pheasant: Russian
Olive, Aromatic Sumac,
Nanking Cherry and Plum.
*Deer: Shumard Oak,
Flameleaf Sumac, Bur Oak
and Fourwing Saltbush.
*Turkey: Hackberry,
Shumard Oak, Aromatic
Sumac and Mulberry.
*Squirrel: Little Walnut,

Shumard Oak, Osage Orange .

and Bur Oak.
Recommended planting of
wildlife packets is in blocks on
assland, at right anﬁles on
ry corners, in "motts" along
playas or parallel to irrigated
crop land.

For example, on a dry
corner five wildlife packets
can be used to produce a four-
row, right angle wildlife
planting. The outside angle,
that farthest from the circular
cropland, would contain 1,250
feet (625 feet on each "leg") of
ﬁlum trees; the second angle,

ussian Olive; the third
inside angle, Aromatic
Sumac; and the fourth angle,
that closest to the circular
crop ground, Nanking Cherry.

For best results 10 to 25
foot spacing between each
deciduous tree within a tree
row; 6 foot spacing between
each shrub within a shrub
row; and 20 foot spacing
between each row of trees.

Seedlings ordered this fall
will be shipped or delivered
to the Parmer County SWCD
in the spring of 1998.

For best selection order
your wildlife packets,
evergreens and deciduous
trees and shrubs for
windbreak tree plantings
today.

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Combest Defends
Intern Program

Congressman Larry Combest told a group of publishers
Wednesday that congress, as well as the president, has an
intern program. “At the present time, I have two interns, one
from Texas Tech and one from West Texas A&M,” he said.

“The intern program is great. We have had some very bright
youngsters as our interns. The universities choose them for us.

“The gut-wrenching thing about it (the possible scandal
hanging over the president) is IF this happened with the
intern, I just don’t understand how a man of 50, and
particularly the president, could do such a thing. It would be
reprehensible. The possibility just turns your stomach.

“I cannot believe the people who say that if no laws were
broken, then such (an affair) would be okay. I feel that it would
definitely NOT be okay, under any circumstances.”

“I treat my interns like they were my children, and I think
most in congress do likewise.”

The congressman said that during the summer months,
members of congress may have from six to eight interns.

Quizzed by publisher Bill Ellis about what his reaction
would be should the president have to step down in favor
of VP Al Gore, Combest said “I feel Gore would be much
more difficult to deal with than Clinton. The thing that
concerns me about Gore is his blind devotion to environ-
mental controls through the EPA.

“I don’t think this congress would implement many of the
things Gore would impose. But there are several things along
this line that we might be able to change under Clinton that
we might not be able to do under Gore,” Combest stated.

“If Clinton is able to weather the storm, I feel like Gore will
have some Democratic opponents in 2000. If he (Clinton) has
to step down and Gore complete the term, then he most likely
wouldn’t have any Democratic opponents for a new term.”

was a major political figure of that time. So we estimate that
Jesus was born around 4 B.C. or a little earlier.

We know that the earth is 4.5 billion years old and that
man has been on earth for about 200,000 years.

However, most folks probably don't care a fig about any of
this mathematical calendar hoo-hah and will just go ahead and
celebrate the end of the century on New Year's Eve 1999.
Since all of this is pretty arbitrary anyway, it's really no big
deal. So just go on and celebrate whenever you feel like it.

And don't be influenced by all the wierdos who will come
crawling out of the woodwork in the months just prior to the
millennium. Superstitious people will attach a lot of mystical
meaning to something that is just another date on a calendar
which is probably not even correct. The fact is, on the morning
of Jan. 1, 2001 (or 2000 whichever you prefer) you will wake
up the same person in the same world that you went to sleep
in the night before. The only thing that wil{ have changed is
the calendar.
