profit, as he should make-it. And the
dealer will be able to have the goods
shipped direct from the manufactur-
er, to his own individual customers,
and the country dealer can have the
goods sent, if he chooses, through the
parcels post, with his own name fas-
tened upon the parcel. '

In other words, the local merchant
can be, if be chooses, as big and as
complete a merchant in his own com-
munity as any mail order house in the
world.

He will have the catalogues of all
the manufacturers, He will be able to
take his commissions, and yet by de-
veloping his own trade, by advertising
individually in the local newspapers,
and by e¢ncouraging the manufactur-
ers to advertise in the local newspa-
pers, he will be able to take the order
from his customer, send the order to
the big manufacturer, have the goods
delivered for him through the parcels

post, and after making his profit he
will be able to sell the goods at least
as cheaply ag the mail order houses
can afford to s¢ll them and in many
cases much more ¢cheaply.

Washingten, D. C., Dec. 31.—Ac-
cording to a report issued by the Fed-
eral ngus partment the annual
egg produetien per capita in Texas Is
20 dozem. and the total production
for the state for the year 1909, the
date of the last census, was 77,845,047
dozen. Compared with 1899, the date
of the latest census prior to that time,
this is an Increase of 19,804,237 dozen
or 84.1 per cent. The total value of
the 1909 egg production was $12.000,-
000, which is an increase over 1899 of
$7.271,000, or 156 per cent. Eighty-
five per cent of all the farms In Texas
reported fowls when the Thirteenth
Federal census was taken In April,
1910, and at that time there were
113,669,645 chickens, turkeys, geese,
etc., on Texas farms and thelr aggre-
gate value was $4.806,642. The an-
nual production of all fowls for Texas
Is 25,656,356, or six birds per capita.

WORK ON ORE DEPOSITS.

fInvestigations Under Way and Plan-
ned by the United States Geo-
logical Survey.
| e—

One of the largest contributions
made by the United States Geological
survey 1o the world's knowledge has
been the store of scientinic and prac-
tical truthsg accumulated and present-
ed in its monographic publications de-
scriptive of our great mining districts.
The dewailed investigation of these
more productive localities is belng
continued; but the present policy of
the survey is to devote more attention
than formerly to work of other classces
such as the prompt reconnaissance
examination of new districts with the
purpose of making avallable a general
knowledge of the local geology in ald
of the prospectors at the carly stage
of their work, and the preparation of
reports dealing comprehensively with
the geology and ore deposits of dif-
ferent states, such as Professional Pa-
per 68, “Ore Deposits of New Mexi-
co,” by Lindgren, Graton, and Gor-
don, issued in 1910. The Survey now
has in active preparation summary re-
ports on the geology und ore deposiis
of Utah and of ldaho, and a similar
report on Arizona is planned, but its
completion must await some addition-
al reconnaissance surveys in that state.

These two classes of investigation
will be of direct help to the practical
mining man. Another line of work
which, although of no less real benefit
to the mining industry, will appeal
more especially to the highly trained
technical men—the mining geologists
and mining engineers—consists of spe-
cial investigations relating to the
problems of ore deposition A bulle-
tin of this type on the subject of sul-
phide enrichment, by W. H. Emmons,
is already in press.

As evidence of the wide distribution
of the mining districts which are be-
ing studied may be cited the fact that
reports are in various stages of prep-
aration relating to the Randsburg dis-
trict and Shasta County in California,
the Ely district in Nevada, the Ray,
Miami, and Tombstone districts in
Arizona, the San Francisco and Tintic
districts in Utah, the Central City.
Creede, and Leadville districts in Colo-
rado, the Terlingua district in Texas,
the Joplin district in missouri, and the
Ducktown district in Tennessee, A res
port on the red iron ores of Tennesseo
is also being prepared.

National bank, writes: “I have real-
ized for m years the unj of
the present laws Iin reference to the
property rights of married women,
and I am heartily in favor of an
amendment to the present law so as
to give the married women the right
to the exclusive management, control

"and disposition of their separate prop-

erty and their own personal earnings,
independent of the control or joint
action of the husband, and to make
contracts the same as a feme sole,

“I think that our present law has
been on the statute books too long al-
ready, and prompt action should be
taken.”

Inasmuch as wives can not now
have in banks accounts not subject to
their husband’'s checks the reason-
ableness of such a law can readily be
seen.

No matter whether the money in
bank be the result of the wife's hard
work and no matter if the husband is
not even contributing to her support,
he can, under the law, draw out on
his own check any money she may
have in her own name in agy Pank.
Even if the wife go to the bank and
ask the officials not to let her husband
have the money he can still check it
out. The Bankers Journal has edi-
torially indorsed the Married Wom-
an’'s Bill

Caring for Community Interests,

In the year 190K, a gentleman nam-
ed Michael arrived before the Texas
Court of Civil Appeals attempting to
recover from his wife's father the sum
of fourteen hundred dollars. He
claimed that her father had employed
her as a stenographer. He now want-
ed the fourteen hundred dollars which
her fMther owed him as wages due her
for her services.

In the lower court the wife had
asked leave to intervene in the sult.
She said she was living apart from her
husband, and was earning her own
living, and had been doing so for
eight years, Her prayer was that “if
in this suit the plaintiff (her husband)
should recover any sum from the de-
fendant (her father and employer),
the same be set aside and awarded
her.”

The Court of Civil Appeals held that
she should not have been allowed to
intePvene “The c¢laims sued upon
were commupity property. The peti-
tion of intervention did not make it
appear that . circumstances existed
which would authorize the wife to
control such property. The condition
which authorizes the wife to do =o Is
when the hushband has abandoned her
in such manner as 10 throw upon her
the necessity of taking charge of such
property. This right was not aﬂulrvd
in the case before us, where the ‘hus-
band. in the proceeding itself, was en-
gaged in caring for and representing
the community interests.” . | .

Here, then, the husband, in sulng
for the wife's wages for himself
against her wishes, was “engaged in
caring for and representing the com-
munity interests "

And go the svllabus of the case con-
cludes:  “The husband is the proper
party to recover wages of the wife for
services rendered prior to a senara-
tion.”"-—Southwestern Reporter, Vol
109, page 93959,
