onable doubt that the agricultural
development of this great state has
been the means of not only building
mall towns, but has put such cities
s Dallas, Fort Worth and Houston
bn the map. It has made for the Pe-
os Valley of New Mexicorand Texas
uch cities Roswell, Ar-
esia and Pecos. [ can now recall my
irst trip through what is now known
¢ the beautiful Pecos Valley of Tex-
s and New Mexico, from Pecos to
marillo, while on a
rip as a traveiing salesman. 1 visited

as Carlsbad,

Some years ago

own of Artesia. Leaving Pecos,
ound nothing in the way of a town
ntil we reached Carlsbad, and at that

Think of it for
moment, no stops from Carlsbad
Y.oswell, and think of it now, with
Bsomething like eight prosperous towns
surrounded by the wonderful alfalia
ficids and fruit orchards. What has
gn..de these towns along the Santa
e Did the factories, or did the man
with the hoe? This question is al-
eady answered, and everyone pres-
ent and under the sound of my voice
nows what built these little cities. |
maintain that no town in Texas or
astern New Mexico, large or small,
hat is surrounded by land either in
he rain belt or in the irrigated sec-
ion and blessed with climatic condi-
ions as we have, especially in the
western part of Texas and eastern
vew Mexico can afford not to develop
heir land to its highest agricultural
jtate; not on any one crop idea, but of
diversified nature, making it pro-
duce various kinds of agriculture to
he profit of the owner and the com-
unity. With reference to the sec-
ions in which you live 1 wish to state
hat it is the duty of every man to
diversify and work his land to the
best advantage in every way. In my
stimation the greatest work that the
ommercial organization and news-
paper men of any town is to bring
bout a great prosperity in every way
possible surrounding their town, in
prder that its entire trade territory
/ill be built up from every stand-
point,

A great many different things can
be taken up by the commercial organ-
ations and newspaper men to pro-
ote their different interests. Qne of

he first I« good roads throughout the
ertitory surrounding the town as no
ood farmer from the north will con-
ider locating near anx town, no mat-
er how produetive and fertile the s0il
1ay be, if he has to haul his crops to
arKel roads that are impass-
ib'e a geat deal of the time. Being
vceated im the great West, it behooves
: S citizen® to try and give
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around it and L_will show you a tova
tkat is building from every viewpoint.

Speaking of factories for the smnil
town, it is an impossibility v sup-
port such institutions unless the agri-
cultural development is such that the
people will demand the products man-
ufactured by these different factories.
I believe in factories for the larger
cities; I believe in payrolls in cities
where the raw material can be se-
cured, where fuel, water and light
can be had, where money is plentiful,
and can be had to carry the load of
manufactured products, but I do not
believe in the factory for the small
town of West -Texas and East New
Mexico. 1 mean by that, for the pres-
ent. The time will come, whether we
live to see it or not, when such cities
as Carlsbad, Roswell, Artesia and Pe-
cos will have their factories, manu-
facturing the different articles that
are being used by our people, but up

to the present my one thought has
been to develop the agricultural re-
sources of these valleys, and at the
proper time the factories will come
without being solicited.

The town that is surrounded by
well kept farms, owned and ope-
rated by intelligent farmers, never
knows the meaning of hard times. It
is a town where the merchants are
prosperous, and making good divi-

dends on their investments each year
A town in which resides a high class
citizenship, with good churches and
schools, a list of pastors and instruc-

tors that are trying to educate the

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LYNCH GIVEN 99-YEAR TERM.

Pleads Guilty to Murder of Roy Woof-
ter.“After Trying to Break Jail.

Clovis, N. M., Oct. 13.—The cele-
brated J. O. Lynch murder case, full
of thrills and sensations from the very
first hour it was called for trial, came
to an abrupt ending this meornirg at
9 o'c’lock when the man under in-
dictment for having killed Roy Weof-
ter, city marshal of Roswell, entered
an unconditional plea of gujty of
murder in the second degree and re-
deived a sentence of 99 years in
prison.

It all came about by the unfortu-
nate conduct of the defendant himself.
The state closed its case in chief
against him late Saturday aftermoon
and the defepse was glven uptil Mea-
day morning to put on its omse.

Sunday afternoon while defend-
ant’s counsel were absorbed with. work
on the various branches of defense,
word came to them that Lymnch had
attempted to break jail and had been
caught in the "“act. C(onsultations
were hurriedly held an dthe defend-
ant’s attorneys quickly dropped work
on the case and started an investiga-
tion.

B. Hudspeth's candidacy, there being
considerable feeling between Huds-
peth and R. F. Burges et al. Playing
Kelly against Hudspeth, the Burges
boys, it is said, expected to cop the
congressional plum, now or later, on
the old theory of practical politics
that It is good business to play the
opposition against each other—*play-
ing both ends against the middle,”
they call it in the American
game of politics. But Kelly is con-
sidering the thing seriously, it is said,
and the crowd who announced him is
running around in circles.

Never go within thirty feet of a
gasoline tank or ru-éptacle having
gas in it with a lighted lamp, lantern,
candle or match, or yvou will make a
danger of it exploding. ;

A man exploded his tank of many"
gallons, burned his house and injured
himself by going near the tank with a
lighted lantern the other week.

The insurance companies state that
gasoline in a closed room, even to the
small extent of a pint, will explode if
artificial light is within thirty feet of
it, and that this fact has been proven
many times. b

What must be th'._—lnger when®
there are many gallons and artificial
light is brought anywhere near it,
whether in a closed room or nat, for
the greater the quantity the more gas
is given off in vapory state.

The well known insurance compa-
nies are generally very ‘lenient in
computing and paying damages, but if
a4 person insured contributes to the
fire, explosion or damage by his care-
lessiéss understood beforehand, mno
insurance company is liable to that
extent, for it is the plain duty of ev-
ery man or woman to do all they can
to avert irouble of that kind by tak-
ing proper precautions.

No excuse can be accepted for go-
ing into danger by using an artificial
light anywhere near such a volatile
product as gasoline, by opening a ves-
sel containing it with such light in
proximity, no matter for what urgent
purpose the gas is desired.

Another point to be considered is
the danger to neighbors by any care-
lessness, which in many cases are
great and frequent, loss of property,
danger to life and even loss of it are
some of the terrible tolls paid by
criminal carelessness.

The immense forest fires, such as
there have been in the past few weeks

in Los Angeles county, which have
caused immense loss 1o government
and private property, ranches to be
burned, homes destroyed, years of

savings by private parties wiped out
in a day, domestic and wild animals
killed. watersheds ruined of the
growth, thousands of acres of growth
destroyed in trees, and the expense
and labor needed to stop the ravages
of that fearful monster, fire, are the
results of what? Some person's crim-
inal carclessness in throwing a lighted
match in the weeds by the roadside.
making a campfire and failing to fully
extinguish it, throwing away a lighted
cigarette in the dry bursh, or many a
reason similar, and these half crimi-
nals believe they are good citizens of
this beautiful state, but, very far from
it, for all they can think of & their
own selfish ends, the same reasoning
applying to the same degrec whether
it is a railroad or other corporation
that is a cause of fire to surrounding
