What would Friona, Bovina,
and the area as a whole be like
today if we hadn't had our
packing plant all these years?

Excel is not only the number
one employer for Friona and
Bovina residents, but we would
be willing to bet that it's at or
near the top employer for
Hereford and Clovis as well. :

The large meat-packing facility has not only provided a
much-needed payroll here in the farming country of rural
America, but it has helped our communities in many other
ways as well.

Excel is the top tax-payer for both the Friona Independent
School District and also of Parmer County. Residents of
Hereford are still in shock over losing Holly Sugar Corp., which
was one of that community's top-employers and one of their
most solid taxpayers as well.

In addition, Excel has contributed to our communities in so
many other ways. The plant has been a steady supporter of
our schools by way of contributing to many of their clubs and
organizations.

They have been staunch supporters of our Chambers of
Commerce. In addition to qaéing for several Chamber
memberships, in Friona, several Excel officials have served on
the Chamber's board of directors. Current plant comptroller
Carol Aistrup served two terms on the Friona C-C board.

Sadly, Ms Aistrup is about to leave Friona Excel, having
received a promotion in the company which will take her to
Excel headquarters in Wichita, where her family lives.

In that 1968 issue, Santa Fe Railway participated with a
full-page congratulatory advertisement. Several companies
which MBP purchased machinery and goods from to
accomplish their startup, likewise took out impressive
advertisements to wish the new plant great success.

One of the reasons we recall the Santa Fe ad in particular
is that our good friend and longtime Santa Fe agent J. C.
Beck came into our office to deliver the '"camera ready"
advertisement. Shaking his head, Carlos told us "I couldn't
believe it. They stopped the train to drop off your ad!" Of
course, that was in the "glory days," when Santa Fe still ran
passenger trains from Chicago and Los Angeles.

A big selling factor for our local group to the Missourians
was that the Friona plant would be located on this major
East-West railway connection.

You may find it hard to believe, but when the local
Chamber group was beating the bushes for donations to
purchase the land, there were some folks who doubted that
the packing plant would really contribute that much to the
local economy. If most of these folks hadn't already gone on to
their great reward, we'd ask them "What do you think now??"

We shudder to think what our community would be without
Excel. Many small communities would give anything to have
an even smaller payroll. We think those who donated to the
land fund years ago, have recouped their donations many
times over.

Congrats, Excel! We're proud to have had you all these
years. And thanks, millions!

The Excel Packing
Company was formed in
Wichita in 1946. Missouri
Beef Packers (MBP) was
founded in 1965 at Rock
Port, Missouri.- MBP opened
its Friona plant in 1968 and
its plant in Plainview in
1971.

In 1974, MBP merged with
Kansas Beef, and became
MBPXL. The XL in that
name stood for Kansas Beef's
former Wichita operation.

In 1979, Cargill acquired
MBPXL and the company's
name was changed to Excel
in 1982.

In addition to Friona and
Plainview, Excel now
operates beef processing
plants in Dodge City, Kansas;
Ft. Morgan and Sterling,

Colorado, and Schuyler,
Nebraska.

Excel has pork-processing
facilities in Ottumwa, Iowa
and Beardstown, Illinois. It
operates meat further-
processing plants in Boonville,
Arkansas; Ft. Branch,
Indiana; Marysville,
California and Nebraska City,
Nebraska.

Also located in Wichita,
Kansas is the Excel Product
Development Center, which
opened in 1992 to create new
products for the food industry.

Excel also has a dozen
distribution centers and six
regional U.S. sales offices.
International sales offices are
located in Tokyo and Osaka,
Japan; Paris, France; and
Toronto, Canada.

Cargill itself processes beef,
pork and poultry at various
overseas facilities, such as
Canada, Mexico, Honduras,
Argentina, Brazil, England,
France, Japan, Taiwan and
Thailand. In the U. S.,
Cargill produces chicken,
turkey, catfish and further-
roocessed egg products.

Water Ration
In Effect Now

City Manager Paula
Wilson and the city council
has implemented a water
rationing plan which is in
effect now. The plan pro-
hibits watering except for
specific days of the week.

Even numbered addresses
can water lawns on Saturday,
Monday, and Wednesday.
Odd numbers may water on
Sunday, Tuesday, and
Thursday. No one will be
allowed to water on Friday.

City ordinance 02-96 sets
rules for a City of Friona
drought contingency plan.

The drought contingency
ordinance was adopted by the
city council in May, 1996, the
most recent drought year in
Friona until now.

According to City
Manager Paula Wilson, water
usage has reached 1.5 to 2
million gallons daily. Normal
usage is around 700,000
gallons daily, so the city wells
are taxed with double the
amount of daily
consumption.

Well pumps that pump
water into the water tower
are running non-stop and are

. barely able to keep sufficient

water in the tower because of
the increased usage.

Wilson said that recently
when the city electricity went
off, the water tower was
drained in 40 minutes.

If a similar situation
happened during the current
heat wave, the city water
equipment could not supply
water under current usage
volume.

The drought contingency
ordinance plan triggers under
four condition levels: mild,
moderate, severe, or emer-
gengl!hdemand measures.

e city has asked for the
public's cooperation to con-

. serve our water supply, and

rest the equipment, during
these severe drought con-
ditions.

Golden Anniversary

KPAN AM/FM Radio in
Hereford is celebrating fifty
years of service to the area
with an Open House from 3-6
p.m., Tuesday, August 4 at
the KPAN studio, 218 E.
Fifth Street in Hereford.

Clint Formby, painter and
handyman, 1948

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Journalists John Blake of
Brownwood and Marshall
Formby of Plainview estab-
lished the station in 1948.
Formby relocated to manage
the station and supervise
construction of the first stu-
dios, renovated from barracks
transported from the army
arsenal in Hooks, Texas, and
sited on West Highway 60,
about two miles from Here-
ford.

Blake and Formby
originally planned the station
for Canyon, but were swayed
by Hereford's growth, pub-
licity and aggressiveness.
Formby's wife, Sharleen,
suggested the "KPAN" all
letters to represent the Texas
Panhandle.

Clint Formby, nephew of
Marshall Formby, commenced
the regular broadcast cere-
monies at 6:15 a.m. on
August 4, 1948. A Texas
Tech University student, Clint
Formby assisted in the
station's summer construction
and announced until return-

ing to classes that fall.

Marshall Formby, also a
Texas Tech alumnus, became

i Sl

KPAN's sole owner in 1950
and sold half interest in the
station to his nephew in
1956.

Followingr Eraduation
from Texas Tech in 1949,
Clint Formby helped construct
and operate new stations in
Tulia, Snyder and Colorado
City. He returned to Hereford,
August 20, 1951, as KPAN
general manager. Formby's
son, Chip, currently fills the
position, sharing KPAN
AM/FM ownership with his
father.

KPAN's studios were
virtually destroyed by fire in
1961, A smaller transmitter
building was constructed at
the site and erection of new
studios and offices began at
its current location. In 1965,
KPAN was one of the first
area stations to build a
companion FM station.

KPAN has celebrated a
number of broadcasting
"firsts" and awards. It was
the first Texas station to
conceive DE Day, offering
special training and financial
resources for high school
Distributive Education stu-
dents.

The Texas Association of
Broadcasters (TAB) twice
named KPAN the state's
Outstanding Radio Station

and the state's Outstanding

Radio Station in Support of
Education. KPAN received
more TAB awards in a ten-
year period than any Texas
radio or television station.

It was one of the first
West Texas stations to
inaugurate daily Spanish
programming and music.
KPAN's promotion of Good
News Day received prominent
national wire coverage and
nationwide newspaper
publicity. It is the only
station to be featured on
Texas Highways cover and
was featured in the Dallas
Morning News, AP releases,
and area and national
publications.

KPAN broadcasted live
programs in 1997-98 to the
British Broadcasting System,
one of few stations in the
Southwest to do so. It is one
of two Texas stations retained
by the same family ownership
for the past fifty years.

Clint Formby was named
TAB's 1979 Broadcaster of

the Year and formerly chaired
the National Association of
Broadcasters, and served as
national president of the
Associated Press Broadcasters
and of the Broadcast
Education Association.

KPAN president and
affectionately known as The
Old Philosopher, Formby
boasts the longest running
consecutive broadcast by an
individual in the United
States.

The first airing of his
program, "The Day by Day
Philosopher," was October 11,
1955, and continues being
broadcast six days a week,
totaling 13,434 programs as
of July 24.

Hereford area residents
tune in to KPAN for the
latest weather report, crop
market, storm warnings,
hospital and funeral reports,
school and senior citizen lunch
menus, school and bus
schedules for inclement days,
and live coverage of local
sports, UIL championships,
spelling bees, stock shows,
church services, crop tours,

agriculture conventions,
parades and political
speeches.

It's been a golden fifty
years of broadcasting for
Hereford, KPAN, and the Old
Philosopher, Clint Formby,
who returns as morning
announcer fifty years later to
again open the station for an
encore production of KPAN's
first morning show.

Residents are asked to
tune in to AM 860/FM 106.3
at 6:15 a.m. Tuesday,
August 4, to hear Formby's
live broadcast, including
1940's music, a report of the
day's Trading Post and, of
course, Formby's well loved
"Day by Day Philosopher."

A. L. Black Recalls Details
Of Securing Packing Plant

by BILL ELLIS

During a special luncheon
at Excel June 1, A.L. Black,
a member of the Friona
Chamber of Commerce's
Industrial Committee in the
1960s, presented details of
the Friona group's successful
efforts in landing the plant
(then Missouri Beef Packers)
against stiff competition.

Andy Hurst, another
member of the committee was
also in attendance, as were
Clydie Black and Winifred
Hurst. The third committee
member, Dr. Lloyd
Shackelford, was unable to
attend due to a prior
scheduled vacation trip.

"Dr. Shackelford was a
major cog in the drive. He
was attending a dental
conference in Dallas and ran
across a dental friend who
was connected to Missouri
Beef Packers and told Lloyd
about their success. Lloyd told
his friend about the growing
cattle-feeding indus-try in and
around Friona," Black told
the audience.

Missouri Beef Packers had
been established in Rock Port,
Missouri, in the early 1960s,
and had grown into a
successful independent beef
packer. Under the leadership
of likeable Eugene Frye, MBP

was already considering
expanding.
Dr. Shackelford's friend

visited Friona, was given a
tour of the area's blossoming
beef feedlots, and soon
afterward, a dialogue was
begun between the Friona
group and those at MBP.

Dr. Shackelford and Hurst
were "coffee buddies," and the
dentist began to share the
packing plant possibility with
his friend, who was an owner
of Parmer County Implement
Company. Before long, they
contacted Black, who had
years of experience in the
cattle business, and asked his
advice.

- "We decided to, get an
appointment to meet with the
board of directors of MBP.

their

After the meeting we felt

that there was some genuine
interest on behalf of the MBP
officials. Andy and "Doc"
stayed in constant
communication with their
contacts in Missouri, while we
tried to decide how to strike a
deal," Black said.

"You have to realize that
practically every city in the
Panhandle was interested in
such a plant. (There was no
large packer operating at
that time. Hereford, also
heavy into cattle feeding, was
a big competitor). And,
Amarillo had the attitude
that if anything good wanted
to come to the Panhandle, it
should come there," he added.

'"We told the MBP officials
that we would provide the
land, if they would guar-
antee to start construction on
a plant within 90 days,"
Black explained. The
Missourians gave a verbal
"'okay" to the deal.

"We priced the land at the
plant site with its owner, and
it came to $96,000. This offer
was good for 30 days, and we
had to raise all of the money
by that time. We visited such
folks as Southwestern Public
Service, Santa Fe Railway
and Energas and asked for
their financial support.

"Within about two weeks,
we had raised $106,000, and
felt we had ourselves a deal,"
Black said. He told about
some of the good-natured
arm-twisting that he and the
other men did on local
residents and businesses, in
the most successful short-term
fund-raising drive the local
area has ever seen.

On the day the local group
met with MBP officials and
their attorney .to draw up
and sign the contract, it was
down to the signing point
when a 'phone call from one
of their officials told them
they couldn't sign the contract
for 30 days, due to the fact
that MBP was going into a

"new offering" with its stock,

and they would have to re-do
application with

considerable cost involved.

Although that took the
wind out of the Friona
group's sails momentarily,
Black said he was still
optimistic. After thinking a
few minutes, Black said he
took a check out of his pocket
and made it out to MBP for
$10,000.

"T told their representative:
'Here's my check. I'll be back
here in 30 days to sign the
contract. If I'm not, the
$10,000 is yours,' (then, after
a short pause), I asked the
rep "I'd like to have your
check for the same amount, in
case you don't show up. He
scratched his head a minute
and then gave it to me," the
longtime cattleman told the
audience.

After the 30-day period,
the two parties signed
contracts, and the announce-
ment of the Missouri com-
pany's plans to expand to
Friona was made on April
28, 1967.

Special guests included
members of the Friona City
Council including Mayor
Clarence Monroe and City
Manager Paula Wilson,
County Judge Bonnie Clay-
ton and other Parmer County
officials, members of the
Friona Chamber of Commerce
and that organization's
Ambassadors, among others.

Excel's Friona lant
manager, Scott ntz,
welcomed those attending. He
spoke of the plant's com-
munity involvement, and the
fact that Excel and the local
community had worked
together for their common
good throughout its existence.

Excel's CEO, Bill Buckner,
pointed out how Excel had
grown from the commitment
of a small independent
packer to one of the largest
in the world.

"Excel's capital invest-
ments over the past five
years has been over $33
million, which is almost ten
timegg’the amount of money it
cost<te build ‘the ‘original

For the last six
years, Texas has received a
$1.1 billion annual average
that resulted from the 1991

And, some of that money
will find its way into the
district coffers for maintenance
and construction of West
Texas Highways.

In one short week, Clovis
lost two of its veterans who
were survivors of the Bataan
Death March, Harold Knigh-
ton and Dick Malone.

The number of those
survivors grows less, but there
are still some in the Clovis
area. After all, the original
Bataan Death Marchers came
more often from New Mexico,
and Curry and Roosevelt
counties in particular, than
from any other part of the
country.

And although New
Mexicans made up a larger
contingent of Japanese pri-
soners of war than probably
servicemen from any other
state, only one New Mexico
congressman has signed on as
co-sponsor of a resolution by
U.S. Rep. William O.
Lipinski, D-IIl.--Rep. Joe
Skeen of the 2nd District.

The resolution urges the
Japanese government to
extend a formal apology for
its aggression and to pay
reparations to American
prisoners of war and other
victims of Japanese war
crimes. -

New Mexico Congressman
Steve Schiff has not signed,
nor has freshman Repre-
sentative Bill Redmond.

"We've heard very little
about this," said Redmond's
press secretary Jennifer
Bennett. "It's a resolution,
not a bill, which means it's
not binding."

She added Redmond
recognizes that large numbers
of New Mexicans were among
those prisoners "and that's
one reason he chose to be on

the Veterans' Affairs Com-

. “mittee."

4 wHowever;sat; this. -paint,
she said, "This has not been
brought to our attention by
our constituents. If it comes
to a point where it is, then he
will absolutely take a look at

it (the resolution).
% Despite the fifty years of

national alliance between
Japan and the United States,
and the decades-long
interdependence of the two
economies, the survivors of
the Death March remember.

And people who weren't
there take note.

Rick Madera, commander
of the Disabled American
Veterans post in Clovis,
emphasized that the National
Guardsmen of Curry and
Roosevelt counties were in the
Death March.

His own great-uncle,
Madera said, was there, too.

However, Madera said,
stories on Bataan survivors
are tough to come by because
"they just don't want to
remember it.",

One who would discuss it
is Alfred Haws of Clovis. He
was born in Oklahoma in
1917, but "I lived in and
around Clovis since '32. I
really grew up right here."

He was called into the
service before Pearl Harbor.
"I was pulled in on the one-
year draft," he said, and was
trained at Fort Bliss. He
then was assigned to Battery
G of the 200th Coast
Artillery.

"I was put on detached
service....to a 75 mm half-
track outfit" in the
Philippines. "We had four
guns and a service crew to
supply them guns. I was
with that group all during
the fighting."

Pearl Harbor, Hawalii,
was attacked on Dec. 7,
1941. But it was Dec. 8 in
the Philippines. "We were
deployed out a ways and
kept on alert," Haws said,
adding, "We didn't have any
ammunition the day the war
started."

The fighting was fierce.

"We deployed pretty well
all over the island. Our 75
half-tracks were right up at
the north end of Luzon. And
then as the Japanese landed
on the north end, we were
pushed back and everybody
retreated to Bataan. That's
where everybody  surrend-
ered."

And that's where one of
the most infamous incidents of
World War II began.

"We made that Bataan
Death March," Haws said.

A listener commented
that Haws made that state-
ment matter-of-factly. Did he
ever mind, as so many Death
March survivors did, talking
about it?

"Outside of no water on
the march...." He paused, and
went on, "The first day out
on the march, I was pulled
out of line and I carried a
Jap's back pack. When they
stopped for a rest, he sat
there with a revolver, cocking
it and uncocking it ri%ht at
my stomach. Finally he
turned me loose, pulled
another guy out of line. I
don't know whether the guy
lived or died. You can't tell.
They killed a lot of them that
way. I got back in line and
made it all the way into the
prison camp.

"It wasn't that easy,” he
said. "We only had food
about once, a little bit of
dried rice once, and water
once."

As to how long the
prisoners had to endure that
hardship, Haws said, "I don't

recall any more. I was hot

and dry. Most everybody
was urinating blood....from
lack of water."

Haws said he backs the
Lipinski resolution. "I'd like
to see it pushed. Of course it
means some money to me."

He said there is a suit
against Japan "for $22,000
apiece to all of us. We never
got any compensation of any
kind for what we went
through. I lost my right arm

_because of that, too."

eventually transported to
Japan where he was,
contrary to the Geneva
Convention, put to work in a
steel mill. e lost his arm
"by one of our own bombs,
shrapnel," when U.S. planes
bombed Japan.

Haws sacrificed more than
an arm in that war against
Japan: "I lost a brother over
there, too, and my wife lost
two brothers. They murdered
1em'll

He clarified that verb: "I
said murdered. My brother
and her....brother died in the
prison camp--starvation, no
medicine, no nothing. That's
the same as murder as far as
I'm concerned."

His other brother-in-law,
he said was put in a cave
with other prisoners. They
had gasoline poured over
them and were set on fire.
"Whoever run out was
bayoneted..... Some ugly
things happened, a lot of
them that have never come
out."

Haws is concerned that
contemporary generations
know what happened. "We're
all' getting that age now.
We're about ready to die off."

Another survivor living in
Clovis is Lee Roach. "I was on
most of it," he said. " got to
ride a little ways on a
truck....but not too far. But I
didn't walk all the way. It
was enough to know what it
was all about.

"The main thing was food
and water,” he said. "You
didn't get any of that. That's

what hurt, out in that
tropical heat, no water and
nothing to eat for probably
two to three days. The
walking wasn't all that bad.
It was the groceries you
didn't get."

He said he wasn't to
familiar with the Lipinski
resolution, but he had heard
that for two or three years
something was being worked
on. "But I didn't think it
would happen."

He does think, though, it
would be a good idea, "if
they'd pay. But I never did

think it'd get much out of
them, it's been so long."

He was a prisoner about
3-1/2 years, but he isn't
holding a grudge against the
Japanese. He's even bought
their automotive products.

"'ve had two or three
pickups."
Friends and relatives

sometimes wonder about that,
he said. "I said,'Well, let me
tell ya. These here pickups
weren't made by the people
who give me all that static.'
And then I said, 'Everywhere
I parked this little pickup,
there ain't any grease under
where I park it, either.! 1
think they learned the
Americans a few things on
gas mileage and things like
that."

He said he had no
bitterness. "Not for the
people now. I did back there

when I was in the prison
camp, but not the people
now. I think it's a different
bunch."

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Senate Bill Impacts Texas
Water Resource Management

(Reprinted From the CROSS
SECTION, A monthly
publication of the High Plains
Underground Water
Conservation District.)

An act passed during the
75th Texas Legislative Ses-
sion (Senate Bill 1) requires
that water management
plans be developed for each
county in the state before
September 1, 2000 and that
plans be updated every five
years, thereafter.

The plan must include an
evaluation of the current
water reserves (ground water
and surface water) in each
county, the historic and
projected use of water by
every town or city in the
county, livestock water use,
mining water use, irrigated
agriculture use, steam and
electric power generator water
use, manufacturing water use,
and rural water use.

Comparing water use to
water reserves, a determina-
tion has to be made as to
whether or not the water
supplies will be adequate to
meet the near time needs (0-
30 years) and the long-term
needs (30-50) years.) If the
water reserves will not meet
future needs, water manage-
ment strategies must be
developed to determine how
future water needs will be
met or, in the alternative,
what economic and social
effect will occur as a result of
not meeting these needs.

Towns and cities are also
required to develop drought
management plans. Failure
to comply with the provisions
of Senate Bill 1 will result in
the loss of low interest loans
and grants for water supply
development by non-partici-
pating entities.

If the work is not done at
the local level, the Texas
Water Development Board
will make their own eva-
luation for non-participating
entities. Their plan will
include recommendations to
the legislation as to what
needs to be done to assure
that long term water supplies
will be available to meet the
needs of the residents of the
non-participating entities of
the areas.

The legislature concluded
that water planning -could
best be accumphshed “on -a

regional level. They, there-
fore, directed the TWDB to
divide the state into regional
planning areas.

Region "O" includes the
following counties: Bailey,
Briscoe, Castro, Crosby, Coch-
ran, Dawson, Deaf Smith,
Dickens, Floyd, Gaines,
Garza, Hale, Hockley, Lamb,
Lubbock, Lynn, Motley,
Parmer, Swisher, Terry, and
Yoakum.

Armstrong, Potter, and
Randall Counties are included
in Region "A." The High
Plains Water Disctict will
have a representative attend-
ing planning meetings in
both regions.

The legislature also
concluded that the respon-
sibility for directing the
planning effort needed to be
placed with leaders in the
region with varied water
interests. They identified 11
water interest groups and
directed the TWDB to solicit
recommendations from resi-
dents in the area as to whom
they would like to represent

them in the planning effort of
each interest group.

The individuals nomi-
nated and appointed for each
of the interest groups are as
follows: Dr. Lloyd Urban of
Lubbock, public sector; Judge
Dallas Brewer of Plains,
county governments; Bruce
Blalack of Lubbock, Ches
Carthel of Plainview, and
Mayor Bob Josserand of Here-
ford, municipalities; Steve
Perry of Lubbock, industries;
Dr. John Abernath of
Lubbock, S.M. True Jr. of
Plainview, Johnny Anzaldua
of Lamesa, and Delaine
Baucum of Seminole, agri-
culture; Jim Steiert of
Hereford, environmental
issues; Don McElroy of Mule-
shoe, small businesses; Bill
Harbin of Floydada, electric
generating utilities; John
Garland of Waco, river
authorities; A. Wayne Wyatt
of Lubbock and ent
Satterwhite of Sanford, water
districts; and Henry Rieff of
Cotton Center, water utilities.

AILING HOME HEALTH-CARE SYSTEM

any Texans. especially those on Medicare. arc aware that our home
M health-care system is in crisis. Dozens of Texas home health-care

agencies have closed their doors in recent weeks. This has left
many ill. home-bound patients scrambling to get proper care. People in rural
areas have been particularly hard hit. '

My diagnosis: this situation is a result of over-zealously applied federal
law and misinterpretation by federal regulators who imposed extreme.
retroactive cuts in Medicare payments (upwards of 60 percent). while failing
to implement a faiger system called for by Congress last year. This has forced
many providers out of the business.

The 1997 Balanced Budget Act mandated changes in the way Medicare
(in this case, the Health Care Finance Administration, or HCFA) pays for and
delivers health care services to the nation’s seniors. Congress directed HCFA
to implement a payment system that would let providers know., up front. what
their payment would be for a particular service and allow them to plan
accordingly.

But instead of carrying out that mandate. HCFA rewrotc the rule-book
on how home health-care providers are compensated in a way that left many
bankrupt. The revised payment system, rather than allowing them to plan,
penalizes the most cost-effective providers. This is government policy at its
counterproductive worst. And it is the opposite outcome intended by Con-
gress.

Such a situation just won'tdo. The housebound patients involved are our
most vulnerable citizens. I am a long-time supporter of home health care
because it not only allows people the dignity and comfort of staying in their
homes. with familiar faces around them. while receiving needed medical
care. But it also saves the Medicare system money in the long run. Home
health care costs only a fraction of what it costs to care for ailing individuals
in a nursing home or other institutional setting.

On July 16.1co-sponsored a bill. S.2323. that will restore common sense
to the home health-care payment system.

And I have asked Health and Human Services Secretary Donna Shalala
to speed implementation of the payment system Congress originally in-
tended. And I am working to overcome whatever snarls HCFA claims are to
blame.

Congress earlier this year stopped the imposition of a surety bond
requirement for the industry. This would have put countless small providers
— those with little capital backing behind them — out of business.

In addition, I sponsored a bill to delay implementation of a HCFA rule
that would have restricted access to home-care services (o patients who need
regular blood testing.

Few question the need for the home health-care system to move to amore
sensible payment system. But I do not believe the transition should put
thousands of good home-care providers — and their patients — at risk.

Eye Program

The Lions Eye Bank of
District 2-T One, Amarillo's
only eye bank, has recently
become a member of the non-
profit eye and tissue banking
network, TBI/Tissue Banks
International. The Lions of
District 2T-1 has supported
eye banking and eye
donation for over 25 years.

The cornea is the clear
tissue at the front of the eye.
About the size and thickness
of a dime, this tissue is the
window of sight. When the
cornea becomes damaged be-
cause of trauma, disease or
inherited conditions, visual
impairment or blindness can
result.

Corneal blindness is one of
the few irreversible kinds of
blindness. The surgeon re-
moves the damaged cornea
and replaces it with a
healthy cornea donated by a
deceased donor and retrieved
by the eye bank.

In joining the TBI
network, the Lions Eye Bank
of District 2-T1 benefits from
such services as tissue distri-
bution, administrative man-
agement, and public infor-
mation and fund raising
assistance.

TBI's national network
also provides tissue from its
other eye banks to meet local
needs when insufficient
amounts of issue are
recovered locally.

"Our ultimate objective is
to virtually eliminate patient
waiting lists for corneal
transplant surgery in this
area," says Diana Martinez,
the eye bank's new executive
director. "We will be inten-
sifying our efforts to inform
the public about the benefits
of donation and transplan-
tation and strengthen our
tissue recovery efforts in the
area. We anticipate that our
relationship with TBI will
enhance the services of the

Eye Bank to patients and
their surgeons,” Ms. Martinez
said.

Last year, more than
40,000 men, women and
children underwent sight
restoring corneal transplant
surgery in the U.S. Under
optimum circumstances, this
transplant procedure has a
higher than 90 per cent
success rate.

Beef Products Shine At
Houston Expo June 28-30

More than 30,000 restaurant,
hotel and supermarket buyers from
the United States, Mexico and
South America saw the spotlight
shine on new beef products at the
Southwest Foodservice Expo and
Southwest Supermarket & Con-
venience Store Expo June 28-30 in
Houston. ,

The highlight on new beef
products at this major show was
made possible by the $1 per head
beef checkoff program through the
Texas Beef Council (TBC).

TBC's beef exhibit at the expo
was an early step in changing the
beef industry’'s focus from com-
modity beef products to branded
beef products. The industry's goal is
to introduce these products to key
foodservice and retail decision mak-
ers so beef better meets consumer
requirements for convenience while
also adding value to beef sales.

TBC joined Sysco, Alliant
Foodservice and Freedman Food
Service, all distributors of beef

. products to hotels/restaurants/insti-

tutions, to provide new beef
marketing ideas to the expo
attendees. This show, sponsored by
the Texas Restaurant Association,
is the third largest foodservice trade
show in North America and the
largest-in the Southwest U.S.
"There is no better time to get

foodservice distributors thinking
about new beef products than at this
show," says beef producer Danny
Evans of Sulphur Springs, chair-
man of TBC's domestic marketing
committee. "We had 30,000 of the
most influential food professionals
in North and South Ameria see the
new beef products.”

TBC also took advantage of the
show to highlight food-service
recipes featuring chuck and round
cuts. These two cuts have fallen 23
and 20 per cent, respectively, in
value over the last five years.
Another focus of the industry in the
coming months will be to build the
value of these two cuts.

In conjunction with Freedman
Food Service and the Texas Chefs
Association, TBC also co-spon-
sored a culinary event called the
Southwest Beef Cookoff. Seven
finalist chefs created their best beef
dishes using chuck and round cuts.

"With foodservice accounting
for more than 50% of_the con-
sumer's food dollar, restaurant
operators can move a huge amount
of chuck and round if they have
ideas on how to get these cuts on
their menus,” Evans said. "This
show helped beef producers get
meal concepts to them through
checkoff-produced recipes and the
highly popular chefs' competition."

Friona's Excel plant is
served by a total of 30 lines
from WTRT and 28 dial
tones.

Installation and repair
personnel from WTRT in-
stalled a state-of-the-art Nor-
Tel* Option II phone system
with voice-mail capability--
similar to the system in the
Cooperative's own offices at
Hereford, in the Friona plant
last year. This allowed the
Friona plant to take advan-
tage of the best of both
worlds--new phone sets, but
the ability to use old single-
line instruments as well.

The plant also has 200
extensions and 200 direct-
inward-dial lines that allow
direct conversation from one
phone set to another within
the plant. That capability
came about with the addition
of a digital switch at the
plant on the part of the
Cooperative.

he digital switch fea-
tures a battery backup--just
as is present in the central
offices on all of the
Cooperative's nine exchanges.

A digital loop carrier was
also installed by WTRT,
allowing for 24 incoming
digital lines. This loop pro-
vides redundancy to maintain
service in case of problems
with another line.

Only recently, WTRT was
involved in the upgrading of
the computer network within
the Excel plant to a Category
5 system, allowign far more
rapid data handling by
computers--100 megabits ver-
sus the old Category 3
system, that ran at only 10.

That's something like the
speed difference between a
high-performance race car and
a mule-drawn cart. Coopera-
tive personnel hand-led the
Category 5 wiring.

e Excel plant now has
video conferencing circuitry in-
house, as well, and the
Cooperative's phone room
within the plant has been re-
located to the administration
building for environmental

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control and security.

Mike Harris, installation
and repair foreman with
WTRT, says the Excel plant
"handles as many subscribers
as some of the smaller central
offices on the WTRT system.
There are more extensions in
the Excel plant than in our
Summerfield central office."

Watts is normally on-call
for problems at the Friona
plant 24 hours-a-day.

"We deal with the same
concerns as any other central
office. Heat, cold and
moisture--even backhoes and
trenching equipment cutting
cables, can cause the same
trouble here as anywhere
else. We stay ready to get
the problem fixed and the
service back up-and-runniniF
just as quickly as possible,"
says Watts.

LUPE PENA is one of the "operators' at the Excel
plant. Excel has 30 separate lines, with 28 'dial
tones," and is almost like a separate "exchange' for
West Texas Rural Telephone Cooperative, which
supplies rural telephone service for Parmer, Deaf
Smith and Castro Counties. (ron carr)

My brother-in-law opened
the bottom drawer of my
sister's bureau and lifted out
a tissue-wrapped package.

Livestock markets
nationwide recently received
petitions requesting a
referendum on the $1-per-
head checkoff. The Livestock
Marketing Association, which
is encouraging auction
markets to support the
petition effort, has a year to
collect the estimated 117,000
producer signatures needed to
force a referendum.

"I cannot understand why
anyone wants to terminate
the .beef checkoff," said Bob
Sims, president of the Texas
Cattle Feeders Association.
"Checkoff-funded programs
are our first and only line of
defense, plus the only way we
have of being proactive in the
marketplace."

However, Sims can
understand why some
cattlemen might question
some of the programs funded
with checkoff dollars. "Any
time you have programs that
are approved by independent
cattlemen, you can expect
disagreement. It's just like
selling fed cattle to a packer-
we all have our independent
ideas on how to sell cattle.
Why should we expect to
agree on every program
approved by state beef
councils or the Cattlemen's

Beef Board."
Sims understands
independent thinking.

However, he says the checkoff
is one of the best examples he
knows of how independent
thinkers like cattlemen can
come together and develop
plans and programs to benefit
their industry. "Make no
mistake about it-the checkoff
is governed and controlled by
the cattlemen who pay the
money to make it happen."
Here's how it works.
State beef councils (45 in all)
collect the $1-per-head when
cattle are sold. More than
600 cattlemen serve on state
beef councils boards. Each
state has the option of
keeping up to 50 cents of
each dollar it collects to use
for in-state beef promotion
and education efforts. The
rest goes to the Cattlemen's
Beef Promotion and Research
Board for national programs.
The Cattlemen's Beef
Board is governed by 111
producers who are designated

by the 45 state beef council
boards to represent the states
at the national level. But it
doesn't stop there.

The national board sets
program priorities based on
the recommemdations of
various industry committees
with a combined membership
of more than 1,600
cattlemen, dairymen,
importers, packers, purveyors
and retailers designated by
state councils and various
cattlemen's and agriculture
organizations. Some of these
orgainzations include the
Farm Bureau, Farmers
Union, National Live Stock
Producers Association,
National Milk Producers
Federation and the Livestock
Marketing Association.
"Every group with a vested
interest in the cattle business
and its success or failure has
a seat at the table. Nobody
is excluded and all voices
have a chance to be heard,"
Sims says.

Water Level
Decreases

A news release from the High
Plains Underground Water Conser-
vation District in Lubbock reported
that annual depth-to-water measure-
ments showed a 2.09 feet decrease
in Parmer County ground water
levels.

Measurements were taken in 97
privately owned wells in the obser-
vation network maintained by the
High Plains Underground Water
Conservation District in its
546,603 acre service area within the
county. This represents a decrease
of 171,360 acre-feet of water in
storage in the Ogallala Aquifer last
year in Parmer County.

Ground water levels within
Parmer County declined 2.15 feet
annually during the 10-year period
from 1988 to 1998. An average
annual decline of 2.79 feet was
recorded during the five-year period
from 1993 to 1998.

Ground water levels in the
Ogallala Aquifer within the 6.8
milion acre Water District service
area declined an average of 0.34 of a
foot from January 1997 to January
1998. This is 1.15 feet less decline
than the 1.49 foot annual decline
recorded for 1996.

A network of 1,209 privately-
owned observation wells is used to
determine the annual change in the
quantity of water in storage in the
Ogallala Aquifer within the High
Plains Water District. The depth-
to-water measurements are taken in
January and February each year to
allow water levels to stabilize from
pumping during the previous
growing season.

Parmer County was one of
eight counties within the Water
District recording a water level
decline in 1997. The declines ranged
from 2.09 feet in Parmer County to
0.12 of a foot in Bailey County.

Maps showing the location and
well number of observation wells
in each county or portion of a
county served by the Water District
were published in the April issue of
the Cross Section newsletter.

ERGONOMICS: an applied
science concerned with the

characteristics of people that need to
be considered in designing and
arranging things that they use in
order that people and things will
interact most effectively and safely--
called also human engineering.

And human engineers were
once known as efficiency experts.
They were the outsiders who entered
the private mess of your business
and for a fee, told you how to be
more efficient.

Not that most small business
people care anyway. I am pretty
comfortable with the mess around
my desk.

Excel-Friona is not a small
business. James Rudd, my plant
tour guide this week, has worked in
safety and ergonomics at Excel for
ten years.

Safety and ergonomics become
top priority at Excel-Friona when
you have 2,000 employees, half of
whom use knives on the job.
When you have half of the others
working near machines and boilers
and heat and coolers and trucks.

When you process 1 million
head of cattle a year, 4,200 per day,
330 per hour, and the finished
product has to be safe for human
consumption all across America,
James Rudd's job takes on a higher
respect.

At least for this writer it does.

I have been out to Excel on
numerous occasions the past three
years, mostly taking pictures of
ribbon cuttings for the cafeteria and
the bank branch. Or pictures of the
scholarship winners that Cargill and
Excel so generously award year after
year,

Last Tuesday, James Rudd drew
the short straw and was assigned to
give me a tour inside the plant.

I was full of confidence when I
arrived with my camera bag. That
cofifidénce began to subside when

James laid out a pile of gear for me
to wear. Safety gear, don't you see.

There was a hard hat, high top
rubber boots, shields on each side
of my eyeglasses, a white doctor-
looking frock, and a small plastic
bag with disposable earplugs.

The last item he handed me
was a hairnet. I laughed as I put it
on. Couldn't help but thank James
for believing that I had enough hair
to warrant a net for it.

Outfitted in my garb, he led the
way past the security gate, across
the entrance road, and into the
largest cooler I had ever seen. A
couple of hundred thousand square
feet of sides of beef hanging
silently in the cold sterile space,
waiting to be trimmed into steaks
or hamburger.

Sooner or later this meat would
enter one of the several hundred
trucks outside and be shipped to
faraway places and end up in a
shopping cart and on a backyard
grill in places like Mudflap,
Tennessee.

We left the silence of the
cooler for the frenetic pace of the
fabrication department. To get
there we climbed some short ladders
and stairs and traversed several
catwalks.

We paused for a few minutes in
the sorting and shipping department
where Tom Randolph and his box
people route the various cuts of
meat that has been packed for
shipping.

Excel-Friona uses 50,000 to
60,000 boxes every day. That
would be 1,250,000 boxes every
month. I shoulda' been a box
salesman.

I could write an entire column
on the action in the fabrication

‘department. These are the men and

women who work on the
"disassembly line", preparing the
different cuts of meat as it whizzes
by on conveyors. For the first time

on James' tour, I rcmcmbcred Lhe._

Around a corner and across
another catwalk were the hamburger
people. Massive machines with
plastic bag tubes being filled
continously with future patties.

The next portion of our tour
took in the nitty gritty of the

operation. They call it the
slaughter department. Hector
Villarreal, the only current

employee who has worked at Excel-
Friona since the day it opened 30
years ago, is the slaughter manager.

It is also referred to as the "kill
floor". The port of entry for the
cattle that are processed so
ergonomically. After the daily
slaughter process of some 4,400
cattle, the kill floor is shut down
about midnight, and a cleaning crew
takes over until around 5 a.m.

I am not sure what I expected
to find but I can vouch that the
entire kill floor processing area was
much more orderly and clean than I
expected.

Out back, James pointed to a
serpentine chute that lead the cattle
from the holding pens into the
plant. The smooth curved design
was invented, James said, by a
Colorado professor that specializes
in cow behavior.

I didn't ask him how one
chooses cow behavior as a career.

We went to the top of the 147-
foot feed mill tower that Excel built
in 1997. It is the tallest building
in Parmer County. The little two-
man elevator creaked and groaned
it's way to the top.

From the lofty vantage point, I
had a view of the cattle holding
pens that always seem to be full,
the shag trucks always on the move
jockeying trailers to be filled while
the truck drivers kill time over at
the security office.

We were looking down on the
second largest town in Parmer
County: Excel, Texas Pop: 2001.

The aftérnoon after my tour, I
went back to Excel to take pictures
of ‘Excel managément presenting
