IDLE HANDS ARE the 
devil's workshop. . .another 
one of those pithy maxims 
designed to make us feel 
guilty about ourselves. So we 
scurry about our leisure 
activities with the same 
frenzy that drives our 
working days, turning our 
favorite sports into weekend 
marathons of sun, sweat, and 
strain, sore muscles and dirty laundry. It seems like we all 
feel that if we enjoy life too much, something must be wrong. 

I am amazed at people who spend their spare time cycling, 
jet-skiing, para-sailing, four-wheeling, rock climbing, rapelling, 
mud bogging, hang gliding, bungee jumping, and just about 
anything else designed to cause bodily injury. I guess you 
could say that the Good Old Boy and I are not outdoorsy 
type people. 

Once when we were younger, we let some friends talk us 
into going camping with them and it ranks as one of the 
worst experiences of my life. Sleeping on a skimpy one-inch 
foam "mattress" and sleeping bag, head pointing downhill, in 
a tent with lots of wildlife noises going on outside, is not my 
perception of a restful evening.

After the critters left to inspect and destroy other camps 
nearby, I laid awake listening to the coyotes howl for the rest 
of the night. 

We Americans spend a lot of money getting our homes 
fixed up nice and comfortable with all the latest in expensive 
labor-saving devices, and then we try to "get away from it 
all" by going out into the wilderness to reside in the rough.

The Good Old Boy and I sometimes try to get away in 
mid-August for a long weekend in the high country for a few 
days of R & R and S & S (rest and relax, snooze and snore), 
which we did last weekend. Folks here in the panhandle are 
fortunate to live just six hours or so from the mountain resort 
areas of New Mexico. 

Our idea of roughing it is to rent or borrow someone's cabin 
up in the hills where we can sit on the front porch, watch the 
hummingbirds and spot an occasional deer. No phones, no 
newspapers, no television. Just the two of us, peace and 
quiet, a deck of cards, a couple of board games and plenty of 
food. Of course, about once each day we'd drive down to the 
settlement to check out the tourist traps, art galleries, antique 
shops, and try out the restaurants. Now that's my idea of 
some quality leisure time.

over Shallowater, and are 25-
21-1 over longtime rival 
Muleshoe. The Muleshoe series 
is the oldest one in point of 
time, as the two schools first 
met in 1926. 

Four of the other opponents 
hold series advantages over 
Friona: Brownfield, Dimmitt, 
Dalhart and Littlefield. 

Of the teams which were 
shifted out of Friona's district, 
Tulia's Hornets were not able 
to be scheduled for non-
district. The Hornets had 
been met 38 times since 
1933, including the past 16 
years in succession. 

Although the Hornets hold 
an all-time edge of 26-12 
over FHS, Coach James Mor-
ton held a personal 5-1 lead 
over Tulia. Morton had simi-
lar records vs rival Muleshoe 
and Dalhart during his 
tenure at FHS. 

When it comes to 
recognizing longtime rivalries, 
the University Interscholastic 
League (UIL) doesn't worry 
too much about the subject. 

Two of the teams which 
join Friona in its move to 
District 2-AAA are Lubbock 
ISD schools: Roosevelt and 
Cooper. Not only have the 
Chieftains never been paired 
in a district with these two 
schools; they also have never 
met either of the Lubbock 
schools on the gridiron. 

Shallowater, which moves 
back into 3A classification, 
has been a district mate on 
just four other occasions. 

During the 1996-97 UIL 
pairings, Friona played 
Perryton and Sanford-Fritch 
for the first time in district, 
and filled out their schedule 
with the W.T. High 
Comanches in non-district. 
This was also a newcomer to 
the Friona schedule. 

With fewer district games 
for 1998-99, the Chieftains 
had to round up some schools 
to fill the void left when five 
of their previous seven district 
opponents were shifted 
elsewhere. 

Two of the recent district 
mates, Dimmitt and Dalhart, 
were scheduled for non-district 
games. Dimmitt is the oldest 
iival (in terms of games) on 
Friona's schedule, having 
been met a total of 62 times. 

This fall's game against 
Dalhart will be the 30th all-
time between the two schools, 
although the 'Wolves have 
been played off and on since 
1930--68 years ago. 

River Road, which has 
been a regular on Friona's 
grid schedule ever since the 
school "opened for business," 
will be played for the 22nd 
time this fall. 

Lockney is being met for 
the first time since 1979. It 
will mark the 20th renewal of 
the series, initiated in 1938, 
when the fathers of this year's 
team weren't even born. 

Brownfield has been met 
only four times, and was last 
played in 1991. 

Of the eight schools on 
Friona's 1998 schedule who 
have been previously played, 
the Chieftains hold all-time 
leads over four. The Chiefs 
have a 10-8-1 edge over 
Lockney; are 11-10 over 
River Road, hold a 3-2-1 edge

According to Texas A&M 
University, "No Trespassing" 
signs may soon disappear 
from the Texas landscape. 

A new law effective last 
year allows landowners to 
replace signs with vertical 
purple stripes. However, 
until September 1, 1998, 
landowners are required to 
post another sign explaining 
the purple stripes. After that 
date, no signs of any kind 
will be required. 

The law allowing 
landowners to use a vertical 
purple stripe on a tree or post 
three to five feet above the 
ground was effective 
September 1, 1997. For the 
past year the stripes had to 
be accompanied by signs at 
every vehicular entry point 
explaining the significance of 
the purple paint. 

"Because of the required 
sign at entry points, many 
Texas landowners apparently 
have postponed using the  

purple paint marks until the 
explanation signs are no 
longer required," says Judon 
Fambrough, attorney and 
senior lecturer with the Real 
Estate Center at Texas A&M 
University. 

The purple stripes must 
be at least one inch wide and 
eight inches long. They must 
be placed every 1,000 feet 
along the property line, 
except in forests where they 
must be every 100 feet. 
They must be readily visible 
to anyone approaching the 
property. 

Entry-point signs must be 
two by three feet with block 
lettering at least two inches 
high.

Sign Deadline 
Is Nearing 

According to Texas A&M 
University, "No Trespassing" 
signs may soon disappear 
from the Texas landscape. 

A new law effective last 
year allows landowners to 
replace signs with vertical 
purple stripes. However, 
until September 1, 1998, 
landowners are required to 
post another sign explaining 
the purple stripes. After that 
date, 'no signs of any kind 
will be required. 

The law allowing 
landowners to use a vertical 
purple stripe on a tree or post 
three to five feet above the 
ground was effective 
September 1, 1997. For the 
past year the stripes had to 
be accompanied by signs at 
every vehicular entry point 
explaining the significance of 
the purple paint. 

"Because of the required 
sign at entry points, many 
Texas landowners apparently 
have postponed using the 
purple paint marks until the 
explanation signs are no 
longer required," says Judon 
Fambrough, attorney and 
senior lecturer with the Real 
Estate Center at Texas A&M 
University. 

The purple stripes must 
be at least one inch wide and 
eight inches long. They must 
be placed every 1,000 feet 
along the property line, 
except in forests where they 
must be every 100 feet. 
They must be readily visible 
to anyone approaching the 
property. 

Entry-point signs must be 
two by three feet with block 
lettering at least two inches 
high.

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Drip Irrigation Field 
Demonstration Is Set YOUR EYES 

Efficient water manage-ment is 
a necessity for the operation of a 
profitable irrigated farm in today's 
agricultural economy. Area 
producers interested in using drip 
irrigation to improve irrigation 
application efficiencies are invited 
to attend an August 27 field 
demonstration day sponsored by the 
High Plains Underground Water 
Con-servation District No. 1. 

The field day will be from 9:30 
a.m. to 2:30 p.m. at the Ronnie 
Owens farm, located six miles east 
of Hereford on Highway 60 and one 
mile north on County • Road E. 
Producers are invited to stop by at 
their convenience any time during 
the day for a one-on-one discussion 
of drip irrigation and other water 
conservation techniques. 

The field demonstration day 
will focus on the installation and 
management of drip irrigation 
systems, according to High Plains 
Water District Assistant Manager 
Ken Carver. 

"Drip irrigation is the slow, 
frequent application of small 
amounts of water to the soil area 
directly surrounding plant roots. 
Water losses caused by evaporation, 
deep percolation, and runoff are 
virtually eliminated. Using drip 
irrigation can improve water use 
efficiency by 30 to 40 percent when 
compared to conventional furrow 
irrigation," said Carver. 

The drip tape is installed on 20 
acres at this site and has been in 
operation since February 1997.

A reporter once asked basketball 

player Vernon Maxwell of the Houston 
Rockets for a brief description of his 
playing that season He answered, "Up 
and down." 

Maxwell could have been describing 
the stock market, as well. The market 
doesn't always go up. Sometimes, it 
goes down. Every investor should 
understand and be willing to accept a 
certain level of risk, because history 
shows that the long-term direction of 
the stock market is up, even when we 
figure in the most serious periods of 
decline. 

The American Funds Group shared a 
few facts that might help put market 
declines in perspective. Since 1900, the 
stock market has had 107 "moderate 
corrections" of 10 percent or more, 50 
"severe corrections" of 15 percent or 
more and 29 "bear markets" of 20 per-
cent or more.

It's clear that declines are part of 
being in the stock market. And, believe 
it or not, they actually can be beneficial 
by helping you sec how solid your 
financial program is. They can reveal 
whether you have a financial plan that 
will stand the test of time and help you 
reach long-term goals. 

Declines can cause unsettled 
investors to ask questions such as, 
"Should 1 hang in there or wait on the 
sidelines until it turns around?" But for 
people who have established a prudent, 
long-term financial program, market 
declines are of small concern. 
Seasoned investors even view them as 
an opportunity to add to sound invest-
ments at a bargain price. 

The following chart illustrates the 
history of stock market declines. It may 
not alleviate your fear of risk, but 
remember what the pros say: Like the 
seasons, market declines are a natural 
part of the landscape.
