TELLS OF GOOD AMERICA
© DID IN RUINED ARMENIA

Dallas, Texas, Oct. 12.—“America
saved Armenia from starvation last
year,” according to statements made
by the Premier-President, Governors,
Mayors and others In authority in
Armenia to Mr. Charles V. Vickery,
National Secretary of the Near East
Relief who has just returned from an
extended trip investigating copdit-
ions there.

“This was the outstanfling mess-
age that they desired brought back
to the people of America”, Mr. Vick-
ery stated, “in their expression of
thanks and appreciation of the relief
given, ard the necessary relief that
must yet be forthcoming until the
political situation is settled.”

Conditions in Armenia and the
Near East are clearly discussed by
Mr. Vickery in his statement to the
many contributors throughout the
country, in which he says: “But Ar-
menia is not a beggar nation. Whol-
ly aside from the million of Armen-
ians who perished in cold-blooded
massacres and deportations, the Ar-
menians in proportion to their popu-
lation probably lost more men in op-
en battle than any other of the Al-
lies.

“Throughout the war they success-
fully engaged large forces of the
enemy on the Eastern Turkish front
thereby thwarting German's Pan-Tur-
anian program and materially assis-
“ting Allenby in his stragetic advance
from the south into Palestine and
Syria.

“But since the Armistice Europe
has practically deserted her Asiatic
Allies. Two years after the Armis-
tice and hundreds of thousands of
Armenians are still refugees and ex-
iles, having been driven from their
komes-by the Turk at the outbreak
of the war. The Peace Treaty with
the Turk is not yet effective. The
Armenians are still comgelled to
fight single-handed against their en-
emies on four sides.

“Industrially, the Armenians are
the most thrifty and progressive peo-
ple of the Near East. This year
even under almost insurmountable
handicaps—in—exile—without ade-
ouate implements, oxen or seed, they
have contrived to raise enough food
to last for eight months, but must
have enough aid togtide over the oth-

er four months and to care for the|

hundred thousand or more orphans
that have been left by the ravages
of war, massacre and deportation.
“If the allies will but cooperate in
protecting Armenia from armed at-
tack from four sides she can and will
quickly regain full self-support and

‘| become one of the most, if not the

most, enterprising and prosperous na-
tions in the Near Eut."
