Three times as much alfalfa hay is
now grown in the valley than was
the cuse ten years ago, while a much
greater increase has been sghown in
the cotton acreage and yield, where
ten years ago but a little over one-
fourth-a bale was raised on an aver
age on 3,035 acres. The figurey for
1920 show that nearly a half bale
average was maintained for the val-
Jley with one of the most difficult
years as regards water wsupply for
some time. The yield for 1920 on
14,874 acres was 5,968 bales.

The value of lands and buildings
for 1920 is given as $12,168,483 in
comparison with $7,682 448 in 1910,
while the area of lands under cultiva-
tion is given as 35.892 acres in 1920,
and 33,844 in 1910.

The number of cattle in the three
counties has increased about 14 per
t:lt in the ten years peri¢d, there

ng 49,657 head in the counties at
the time the census was tiken and

in 1910.

These figures are for the counties
of Reeves, Loving and Ward, which
touch the Pecos River, and the area
of which would be denefited by the
construction of the Red Bluff
Reservoir for which the U. S. Re-|
clamation Service is to make a survey
next month.

In addition to the development of
the Troxel by means of the pump
the new capital interested is report-

is found at depths of around ninety
feet in the vicinity of the Troxel
deep test, and the new men believe
