THE FEDERAL .MD ROADS
ARE INCREASED 600 MILES

Nearly bOO aoilea nearer the goal oi a 
completed system ef highway! . for the 
United States ia the report of the Burean 
of Public Roads of tbe United States De­
partment of Agriculture for the month of 
July. Tbe final goaL*thc constructmii of 
a system of aproxunetdy IBOjOOO miles 
of Federal-aid highway oonaistiog of a 
RMtwork of trunk lines aad secondary 
roeds ranching into practically every county 
ia still a long way oH, but we are 5,382 
milea nearer than at the beiuniung-of tbe 
year according to the bureau.

Completed Federal-eid roeds now total 
18.299 miles with-14,912 miles under oon- 
atniction aad anpdoximately 60 per cent 
complete. Incluoing projects not yet na- 
der ooaatmctioa Federal-aid roeds ia nil 
stages now total 40338 miles.

There Is no indication of any alaeken- 
Ing of tbe greedy increased rate of ptogacm 
which began with the seeson of 1921 as 
the States continue to pour la plana for 
new projects and place them under con 
atmetioa ns rapidly aa poaible. Negriy 
twelve and one-half million dollars waa eb- 
bgnted to new projects In June and July 
and ia the week ending Aaguat 5 reports 
were received of the lettiaf of 68 new 
projeels nnd nnaouocemeots of S7 to be fat

At the present time the fore# of the bu* 
reen la taxed to the limit whk tke exam­
ination of new plans nnd projects, faspe^ 
tk>n of roads nnder eonatruction and the 
planning of the Federal-eld bi^wny 
lea  which la being gotten into final dupe.

The report of the acreage and condi­
tion <4 the Texas cotton crop up tt> Sept. 
Iri, tons compiled by R. E. Yantis,! Statis­
tician, and made public today by Cominto- 
aioner Cm. IJ. Terrell. The report shows 
great riaioage to tlie crop caused mostly 
by drout^ during Uie last thirty dbya

"This report covers  ̂ 193 counties, prac-; 
tkally all the cotton producing counties 
with from one to fifteen reports from each i 
ooaaty. The reports received are from ; 
presidenis and secretaries of Fstmers’ In-1

Agents. County Ciinmiissioners. bankerks 
merchants and individual farmers, and veri-1 
fled, as far as possible, fay onr field amh. 
The droutb seems to be the cause <>f the 
greatest damage, as a large per cent of| 
the cotton was late, especially in the 
western and northwestern part of
the State and in the flooded districts, gad 
had no mature bolls when the ilrouth set 
in. Damage by boll weevil and Imf worms 
are also reported. The report indicatsi g 
condition of 58.67 per cent, and a yield of
