Bisque of Clam and Sago.—Roil an 
ounce of sago in salte<l water—the wa­
ter in which the sago has soaked over 
night.

Pass the clams through a meat chop­
per, bring them to a boll In their own 
liquor, add the sago, season to taste 
with salt and pepper, thicken with 
cracker crumbs and sen-e in a pretty 
bowl with thin toasted bread.

Prune Whip.—Stew a half-dozen 
prunes with a little sugar and lemon 
Jnlce, In the same water in which they 
have been soaked over night. Put 
them through a sieve, add the beaten 
white of an egg and serve heaped In 
a glass with a dot of whipped cream.

Pineapple Pudding. — Place In a 
double boiler a half cupful of water. 
When boiling add a tablespoonful of 
sugar and stir In the yolk of an egg 
mixed with a teaspoonful of corn­
starch. Stir until sniootli and thick, 
then add one-half cupful of grated 
pineapple or pineapple Juice. Beat to 
the boiling point, then fold in the 
stiffly beaten egg white and chill. 
Heap up in a glass or pretty pudding 
dish and top with whipped cream.

Plum Pudding 8auc«.—Put one-half 
cupful of butter and one tablcspoon- 
ful of flour into a saucepan and stir 
until It thickens; then add one-halC 
cupful of water or canned fruit Juice, 
three tablesp<M*nfuls of sugar, the 
grated rind of half u lemon. Separate 
the yolks and whites of four eggs. 
Bent the yolks an«l add to the sauce, 
beating briskly; let the sauce cook 
over the Are at a simmering |)oint. 
fold In the stiffly beaten wliites and 
ser\e.

FUNDS FOR NEWS 
HOSPITALS ASKED

MeUon R e ^ e tb  $8,768,500 
Appropriation for Build­

ings and Repairs.

Washington.—Secretary Mellon ask- 
congress Friday for an approprla- 

tloa of $8,768,500 for construction and 
repair of marine hospitals and quar­
antine stations. Included in the esti­
mates were proposals for new hospi­
tals at San Francisco, Seattle. New 
Orleans and at a point contiguous to 
Galveston and Port Arthur, Texas.

A new quarantine station to cost 
$500,000 was recommended for Sabine 
Pass, Texas.

The new hospitals contemplated 
would call for expenditures of $1,645,- 
000 at New Orleans, $1,100,000 at San 
Francisco, $1,000,000 at Seattle, and 
$500,000 for the combined Galveston- 
Port Arthur institution.

Modem 350-bed hospitals for New 
Orleans, and San Francisco were rec­
ommended. The S ettle  institution 
would contain 200 beds.

Mr. Mellon also recommended large 
appropriations for existing marine hos­
pitals in order to increase their ca­
pacity, replace temporary structures 
and make large repairs.

An appropriation of $535,000 was 
asked for the Norfolk hospital for new 
buildings, and $1,700,000 was recom­
mended for similar work at Stapleton, 
N, Y., where is is purposed to enlarge 
the facilities so as to care for 500 per­
sons. Other estimates included: 
Chicago, $236,000; Carville, La., $25,- 
000. and St. Louis, $95,000.

Reorganizing the thirteenth judicial 
district, providing for terms of courts 
and the organization of juries.

Reorganizing the thirteenth judicial 
district and fixing time of bolding 
courts in said district.

Creating the Schwertner Independ­
ent School District. Williamson County.

Creating the Village Mills Independ­
ent School District. Hardin County.

Restoring to the county court of Sut­
ton County the civil and criminal Juris­
diction belonging to said court under 
the constitution and statutes.

Creating and incorporating the 
Meadow Independent School District, 
Terry County.

finished.

Orange, Tex.—The hauling of gravel 

for the resurfacing of the Mauriceville 
road and materials for the bridges is 
going forward rapidly.

Lieutenant Colonel Slays Self
Manila.—Lieutenant Colonel Charles 

L. Lanham of the army finance de­
partment in the Philippines, committed 
suicide Friday by shooting. Lieutenant 
Colonel I.,anham had been in poor 
health for some time.

Improve Fair Grounds 
Gonzales, Tex.—Workmen have been

Texas News
In the bond election as to whether 

Gonzales should Issue $25,0U0 in bonds 
for replacing the present time war­
rants, the issue was defeated.

The attorney general has approv­
ed $14,000 city of Cameron sewer ex­
tension bonds, serials at 6 per cent.

An election held in the Grapeland 
independent school district for raising 
the school tax to $1 was carried by 
a vote of 101 to 25.

The state, which has been on a de­
ficiency since Sept. 1, 1922, probably 
will return to a cash basis on March
I, according to information from the 
state treasury.

The Lovelady Independent School 
District voted $25,000 bonds to build 
a new school building. The vote was 
96 for the bonds to 62 against. The 
district also voted a 50c additional 
maintenance tax.

A committee from the Cleburne 
chamber of commerce is working with 
a like committee from the Hillsboro 
chamber looking to the construction 
of an electric iuterurban railway line 
between these cities.

Electric light and power wires and 
poles are being removed from the 
streets in the business section of Tem­
ple and concentrated in alleys. An 
ordinance to this effect was adopted 
by the city commissioners recently.

Twice as many acres will be plant­
ed to cotton in El Paso county this 
year as were planted In 1922, accord­
ing to an estimate made at the county 
farm agent's office. It is estimated 
that 24,000 acres will be planted in 
1923.

The tax collector of the Hempstead 
Independent School District has been 
instructed to levy on and sell at pub­
lic auction personal property of de­
linquent school tax payers, sufficient 
to cover the amount of taxes due, pen­
alties and cost of collection.

Truck growers in the Aransas Pass 
section state prospects for a bumper 
crop were never brighter. Tomatoes 
and cucumbers will be the principal 
crops, with quite a large acreage of 
peppers, beans and melons. The recent 
rains and cold weather have been ben­
eficial.

Contracts for the construction of em­
bankments, culverts and bridges for 
the 34-mile concrete highway through 
Liberty County has been awarded. 
Work will start April 2 and, accord­
ing to the specifications of the con­
tract, must be completed in 300 work­
ing days.

More than 2000 acres of land in 
Grimes county around Courtney, White 
Hall and Lynn Grove, and including 
some of the richest land of that sec­
tion, has been terraced this year un­
der the direction of W. Z. Miller, agri­
cultural-vocational teacher in the rural 
schools, who came to Grimes county 
last summer under the Smith-Hughes 
act

Liquified petroleum gas and casing 
head gasoline in tank cars when con­
signed to petroleum oil refineries for 
use in the manufacture of refined pe­
troleum products, has been made sub­
ject to rates on petroleum oil by an or­
der of the railroad commission. The 
25c per 100-pound maximum will be 
applicable under the order, which is 
effective March 10.

The prison relocating committee 
provided for by the last legislature re­
ports that it was unable to find a site 
suitable within the 75-miIe limit of 
Austin as provided for in the legisla­
tive act. Included in the report was a 
separate report by Land Commission­
er J. T. Robinson recommending that 
the penitentiary system be relocated 
on the Guadalupe river in the San 
Marcos vicinity.

The International-Great Northern 
Railroad Company has begun laying 
ninety-pound rails north of Austin. It 
is understood this heavy track is to 
be built to Valley Junction, eighty- 
five miles north, where the main line 
intersects the road extending from 
Spring to Fort Worth via Waco. This 
is one of the material improvements 
following the termination of the re­
ceivership and the acquisition of the 
property by the t'rlsco system.

Governor Neff appointed the board 
of directors for the Texas Technol­
ogical college to be established in 
West Texas under provisions of an 
act passed recently by the legisla­
ture. Nine members were appointed, 
three for six years, three for four 
years, and three for two years. Mem­
bers appointed for six years follow: 
W. P. Hobby, Beaumont; J. W. Car­
penter, Dallas and C. W. Meadows, 
Waco. For four years: Amon O. Carter, 
Fort Worth; R. A. Underwood, I’ lafn- 
vlew; Mrs. Charles De Groff, El Paso. 
For two years: Clifford B. Jones, Spur;
J. E. Nunn. Amarillo and Mrs. F'rank 
N. Drane, Corsicana.

The next meeting of the Texas Dally 
Press leaeue will be held in Galveston 
in June, In connection with the Texas 
Press association, the executive com­
mittee of the league decided this week. 
Problems connected with iiubll.shing a 
daily newspaper, advertising and pro­
posed laws pending in the legislature 
which would affect their business 
were discussed by members of the 
committee at the session in Dallas. 
Resolutions commending the work of 
Lowry .Martin of the Corsicana Sun, 
president of the league, were adopted.

lEXAS SENATE AND 
HOUSE PROCEEDINGS

Leg^islators Now Busy Deal- 
mg With Numerous Meas­

ures of Importance.

Monday’s Senate Proceedings.
Austin. Tex.—The senate passed 

the following bills:
By Woods—Providing for audit of 

county books and records of institu­
tions supported by county funds on 
order of county comraissioners court.

By . Murphy—Placing all school 
funds under county auditor in coun­
ties having auditor.

House bill by Vaughn—Prohibiting 
selling of bass, perch, crappy or cat­
fish taken from fresh waters of Co­
mal County; prohibiting use of dyna­
mite or other explosives in taking 
fresh water fish in that county, and 
prescribing use of seines.

Governor Neff signed Westbrook 
bill enabling use of income from per­
manent university fund for buildings 
on university campus.

Burkett bill prohibiting railroads 
and other corporations from employ­
ing special rangers and other officers 
while engaged in a controversy, en­
grossed.

Bowers-Strong shop removal bill 
failed to pass by vote of 1 to 17, Mo­
tion to reconsider tabled, thus finally 
disposing of measure. Proposed to 
make railroads responsible for proper­
ty depreciation by shop or office re­
moval.

Thomas bill proposing to substitute 
electrocution for hanging in capital 
punishment cases, deferred.

Senator Dudley presented to senate 
on his return Monday and given ova­
tion on success in receiving nomina­
tion for mayor of El Paso.

Adopted resolution in honor of the 
late James L. Perkins of Rusk.

Engrossed: Bill providing for
county unit system for public schools.

Monday’s House Proceedings.
Austin, Tex.—The house Monday 

killed the Satterwhite bill creating a 
state board of equalization of taxes. 
The measure was defeated by adopt­
ing. 65 to 58, a motion by Representa­
tive Patman of Cass County to post­
pone its consideration indefinitely. 
The action then was clinched by adopt­
ing a motion to reconsider and table 
the vote being 66 to 60.

Committee on criminal Jurispru­
dence reported unfavorably McDan- 
lel-Stewart anti-cigarette bill. Favor­
able minority report filed.

Adopted Stewart resolution protest­
ing to congress against submission to 
states of constitutional amendment 
which would subject to taxation tax- 
free securities.

The committee on constitutional 
amendments reported favorably the 
Moore-Rountree house joint resolu­
tion proposing constitutional amend­
ment which would increase salaries of 
certain state officials, including gover­
nor, and would reduce bouse from 150 
to 100 members.

Saturday’s Senate Proceedings.
Austin. Tex.—The senate Saturday 

passed to third reading the house bill 
by McFariane and Maxwell, providing 
for a district court for each of Young 
•nd Stephens counties.

By refusing to engross, the senate 
Saturday killed the bill by Doyle to 
require landlords to have tenant 
houses cleaned and fumigated on 
change of occupants.

At the close of the seventh week of 
the session a total of 1,033 bills had 
been Introduced in both branches of 
the legislature. Of this number. 645 
have appeared in the bouse and 388 
In the senate.

Saturday’s House Proceedings.
Austin. Tex.—The house Saturday 

passed finally three bills: The motor 
vehicle registration bill, offered by 
Representative Sackett, with the Wil­
liamson amendment previously adopt­
ed; the Shearer bill providing for the 
licensing of chiropodists by a state 
band and the Bonham bill extending 
terms of the court of civil appeals to 
eleven months. They all now go to 
the senate.

The Avis bill to require a written 
Instrument to perfect a lien on person­
al property exempt from forced sale 
without a lien was finally passed by 
the house Saturday by a vote of 52 to 
BO.

Bills Approved b/ Governor.
Austin, Tex.—Governor Neff Satur­

day approved and filed house bill Nc. 
103, an act in the interest o! maternity 
and infancy welfare and hygiene, com­
monly known as the Sheppard-Towner 
set. and accepting the federal provis­
ions of that law'. Under an amend­
ment. agents administeHng the pro­
visions of the act mu;.’t have consent 
of parents or guardians before enter­
ing homes.

The governor also approved and 
filed the bill to establish a horticul­
tural and agricultural experimental 
station in the citrus belt in Cameron 
or Hidalgo County. The bill carries 
an appropriation of $50,000.

Other bills signed and filed Satur­
day were:

Requiring the marking of highway 
intersections and authorizing commi.s- 
sioners courts to have same marked 
by advertising concerns.

Amending the state depository law 
providing for the manner in which 
atate funds shall be kept and deposit­
ed.

Creating the following school dis 
tricls: ’ ’ arlson, Hidalgo County;
Shtrin. McLennan County; El Carro 
Jim Wells County; IMlworth. Jim 
Wfclib Coun ; Kay, Dawson County.

A 8K 8 IM M ED IA TE  A ID
FOR PRISON SYSTEM

Austin, Tex.—Governor Neff sent a 
special message to the legislature Sat­
urday urging an Immediate appropria­
tion of $900,000 “ for the necessary ex­
penses in running the penitentiary un­
til our cotton crop begins to move, 
which will be in the month of Septem­
ber of this year.”

“This is to advise you that the peni­
tentiary system of Texas is now, and 
has been for some months, running on 
a deficiency and that it will have no 
Income until the cotton crop is gath­
ered during the fall of this year. It 
is necessary that this institution be 
placed on a financial basis, where the 
necessary supplies can be had with­
out being forced to buy them on credit 
and thereby pay an increased price.

“The penitentiary has at this time 
on hand in cash about $70,000, with 
bills payable, which have accumulat­
ed during the past few months, 
amounting to approximately $300,000. 
It takes about $85,000 or more per 
month for the necessary expenses in 
running the penitentiary.

“The financing of the penitentiary 
is an emergency matter that should, 
in my opinion, be arranged during 
this regular session of the legislature, 
and I recommend that the legislature 
do at the earliest date possible what­
ever it thinks wise.”

Friday’s House Proceedings.
Austin, Tex.—Several senate bills 

were finally passed in the bouse Fri- 
lay as follows:

By McMillin^Requiring posting of 
hotel rates and thirty days’ notice of 
changes.

By Davis—Providing that when a 
court of civil appeals declines to fol­
low the ruling of another such court 
or the supreme court, it shall certify 
the question to the supreme court 
for a ruling.

Austin, Tex.—By vote of 19 to 4 

with three pairs, the senate today 
passed finally the bill by Parr to re­
mit over a period of twenty-five years 
state and county taxes in Hidalgo 
County in order that the people of 
that county might vote bonds for pro­
tection against overflow.

The senate Thursday finally passed 
the house bill by Representative Fields 
of Hillsboro which is designed to make 
convictions for perjury less difficult.

The bill amends the perjury law 
so that it is sufficient to charge in 
the Indictment and to prove upon 
trial a witness made a statement 
knowingly and willfully under oath 
legally administered, contradicting 
another statement made by him 
under oath in the same legal pro­
ceeding.

TEXAS RANKS FIRST 
IN CROP PRODUCTION
Total Value of Its Crops Is 

Greater Than That of Any 
Other State.

Washington.—Texas occupied first 
rank In the production of crops during 
1922, as shown by figures Just com­
piled by the United States department 
of agriculture, a place it has held for 
many years. The total value of Its 
twenty-two leading crops is given as 
$594,619,000, but the hypothetical val­
ue of all crops is placed at $716,408,- 
000. The Texas cotton crop, amount­
ing to 3,290,000 bales, grown from
12.125.000 acres, was worth $386,575,- 
000, and comprised the leading crop 
for the state. Production and value 
of the other leading crops was:

Corn. 114,920,000 bushels. $95,101,- 
000; winter wheat, 9,992,000 bushels, 
$10,991,000; barley. 1,767,000 bushels, 
$1,149,000; oats, 33,570,000 bushels, 
$18,406,000; rye. 117,000 bushels, $146,- 
000; broom corn, 2,200 tons, $440,000; 
tame hay, 1,074,000 tons, $12,351,000; 
wild hay. 221,000 tons, $2,210,000; 
sorghum syrup, 2,414,000 gallons, $1,- 
739,000; rice. 5.959,000 bushels, $8,760, 
000; Irish potatoes, 2,418,000 bushels, 
$3,869,000; sweet potatoes, 8,715,000 
bushels, $7,408,000; peanuts, 96,320,000 
pounds, $3,853,000; grain sorghums,

2.640.000 bushels (compared with 274,-

British Rejects Plan.
London.—The house of commons 

Monday by a vote of 305 to 196 reject­
ed the Joint liberal amendment to the 
address in reply to the speech from 
the throne proposing an investigation 
by the league of nations with Ameri 
can co-operation into Germany’s ca­
pacity to pay reparations. The debate 
on the question was lifted above the 
ordinary by the brilliant speech oi 
former Premier Lloyd George, who re­
vealed undiminished parliamentary 
energy.

Asks for Property Return.
Washington. Return to German 

citizens of $45,000,000 of the $347,000,- 
000 trusts held by the alien property 
custodian, as a result of wartime 
seizures w'as urged Saturday in a 
statement issued by Alien Property 
Custodffin Miller. Such a reimburse­
ment, he said, would “contribute vast­
ly to a relief of the economic situa­
tion in Germany” at the present time.

Shoe Imports Taxed
El Paso, Tex.—Mexico uses 4,000,- 

000 pairs of shoes a year. Mexican 
factories make 3,000,000 pairs, and 1,- 
000,000 pairs are mostly imported from 
the United States, says a bulletin from 
Mexico City received at the El Paso 
Mexican consulate. The federal gov­
ernment of Mexico has placed a duty 
of three pesos (about $1.60) on every 
pair of shoes, to encourage the home 
shoe factories, the bulletin says.

the most successful raids in the his­
tory of dry regulation in Texas.
