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Production o f Baby Beef 
Is Showing Big Increase

The production of baby beef baa 
■bown an increase In recent years 
because consumers demand small cuts 
of high quality beef and the cost of 
production baa Increased until feeders 
can seldom hold tbelr cattle to an 
advanced age with any assurance of 
profit Calves and yearlings can make 
from 2S to 50 per cent more meat for 
the grain consumed than the same ani­
mals would if kept until two or three 
years old.

Disadvantages ciSst however. In 
feeding baby beef. Young, growing 
animals do not have the capacity to 
handle large amounts of roughage In 
addition to the grain required and 
greater skill is necessary In feeding. 
Calves of suitable type, breeding, 
quality and condition must be bought 
or raised.

To determine the extent to which 
ailage may be used and the type of 
animal best suited for baby beef pro­
duction, the Minnesota experiment 
station recently fed several lots of 
young stuff.

It was found that the addition of 
a full feed of silage to the standard 
ration of shelled ground oats, linseed 
meal and alfalfa hay caused the ani­
mals to remain on feed more regu­
larly, eat less grain, gain faster and 
make their gains on less grain. It 
also reduced the cost of 100 pounds 
of gain but decreased the selling price 
ten cents a hundred pounds, thus 
leaving a slightly larger profit frmn 
the animals fed silage. A half-feed 
of com silage had the same effect as 
a full feed but to a less marked de-

gree.
In the comparison of pure-bred, 

high-grade and common calves for 
baby beef, the rate of gain and the 
amount of feed required for a hundred 
pounds of gain were practically the 
same for pure-breds and high-grades, 
but the latter sold for thirty cents a 
hundred pounds less, making $3.49 
less profit per head than the pure- 
breds.

Good Temper in Animals 
Is Valuable for Farmer

Del Rio, Tex.—Election of officers 
for the ensuing year, and the usual 
routine business connected with th« 
adjournment of a convention, filled the 
final session of the Sheep and Goat 
Raisers’ Association Friday. The fol 
lowing were unanimously elected: E 
K. Fawcett of Del Rio. president; D. 
E. Hughes of Mertzon. first vice presi­
dent, and Hal Hamilton of Del Rio, 
second vice president.

According to the revised constitu­
tion the offices of secretary and treas­
urer were separated each to be filled 
by appointment by the executive com­
mittee. /

C. C. Belcher, chairman of the com­
mittee, offered resolutions indorsing 
Congressman C. B. Hudspeth and the 
Southern Tariff Association for their 
support of a protective rate on wool: 
indorsing the West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce for its efforts to secure 
the establishment of the West Texas 
College of Technology; indorsing the 
United States bureau of biology for its 
work of exterminating predatory ani­
mals and rodents; thanking Dr. B. 
Youngblood and his staff for the as­
sistance they are rendering the wool 
men of the state in investigations be­
ing carried on at substation No. 14, 
and in establishing a wool scouring 
plant; thanking B. M. Halbert and the 
chevon publicity committee for their 
work in advertising goat meat; re­
questing the establishment of a course 
In wool grading and scouring at A. and 
M. College, and requesting Secretary 
of Agriculture H. C. Wallace officially 
to adopt the word “ chevon” as the 
trade name for goat meat The com­
mittee also sent resolutions of regret 
to Bob Davis, whose barn and contents 
wes« burned during the convention 
and requested that the widows of W. 
D. Allison and H. L. Roberson, the in­
spectors of the Cattle Raisers* Asso­
ciation who were killed, be made the 
first honorary members of the Sheep 
and Goat Raisers' Association. These 
resolutions were unanimously adopted.

We cannot do as much work with a 
miean horse as we can with one that 
is easily managed.

It takes more time to milk an ex- 
tdtable. kicking cow than It does to 
milk one that is quiet and gentle.

It costs in time and money to keep 
a mean animal on the farm.

A mean temper, in most cases, is 
the result of improper handling. The 
habits farm animals have are gener­
ally the result of their training. The 
natively vicious animal Is rare, ac­
cording to Alfred Westfall of the Colo­
rado Agricultural college.

Patience and gentleness are the 
prime requisites to the proper train­
ing of farm animals. It will pay in 
time and trouble to give the young 
animal the right care. It 4s much 
easier to give a young horse the right 
kind of attention than it Is to cure an 
old one of a bad habit. It never pays 
to lose your temper and beat the ani­
mal. He doesn’t understand why he 
Is being beaten and becomes nervous 
and afraid. If your domestic animals 
are afraid of you and hard to manage. 
It Is generally your own fault. If 
they are gentle and tractable, they 
save you time, labor and worry.

Austin, Tex.—The Texas Farm Bu­
reau Cotton Association has asked a 
general reduction in cotton rates In 
Texas as a counter move to the peti­
tion of the railroads and the Dallas 
Cotton Exchange to raise the rates on 
uncompressed cotton. The railroad 
commission has set all propositions for 
hearing on July 10. |

The petition of the Farm Bureau 
Cotton Association is signed by C j 
T. Orr, president, who contends that j 
the concentration privilege expense is I 
not a proper charge against the grow-1 
er. He suggests a new basis of rates, j 
the present scale with amplifications 
to apply on cotton concentration and! 
an average of 5c per 100 pounds reduc­
tion on cotton which has not been con­
centrated.

It is also proposed to extend the 
maximum from 210 miles to 330 miles 
The present maximum at 210 miles is 
80c. Request is made that the rate 
be made 79c at that distance, SOc at 
350 miles for concentrated cotton and 
75c on unconcentrated cotton.

Young Pig’s Ration Is 
to Build Bone and Muscle

It is well to see that the young 
pig's ration Is one that will build bone 
and muscle, and not one to lay on fat. 
Only a small amount of corn should 
go into his feed. Skim milk, butter­
milk, tankage in small quantities, al­
falfa and other feeds rich in protein 
should take its place.

Austin, Tex.—The commissioner of 
the general land office, J. T. Robison 
has Just finished the classification 
and valuation of 3,091,756 acres of 
public school land that is subject to 
forfeiture for nonpayment of interest 
due to November 1, 1919.

The list of this land is being sent 
to the printer and it will show this 
land to be offered for sale September 
1. if the interest should not be paid. 
The list is larger than usual and will 
be ready for distribution about August 
1. The commissioner says the sending 
of the list to the printer is a little late 
this year on account of the volume of 
work incident to the preparation of 
so large an acreage. The most of the 
land is in the lower Panhandle and the 
extreme western part of the state.

Such of the land as will become 
subject to sale may be purchased 
without settlement and in quantities 
not to exceed eight sections; only one- 
fortieth of the purchase price must 
be paid in cash and the balance bears 
5 per cent interest. A purchaser may 
pay for the land in full at any time 
and obtain a patent or clear title from 
the state.

New Record for Milk Production.
Pittsburg. Tex.—Aggie Wayne Con­

cordia. a Holstein cow owned by F. E. 
Prince, owner of the Princedale Hol­
stein farm, a mile east of Pittsburg, 
has Just completed an official test that 
establishes a new record for the state 
in seven days. The production of milk 
amounted to 814 pounds, exceeding by 
122 pounds the former record, made 
by a Dallas County cow.

$28,000 Found in Well.
El Paso, Tex.—Romance of adven­

ture and perils of the old revolution­
ary-refuge days in Mexico were recall­
ed Friday with the finding of silver 
bullion valued at $28,000 in an aban 
doned well at Chihuahua City. The 
bullion was discovered by Juarez fis­
cal guards while searching the resi­
dence' of Mrs. Elueteria G. de Del­
gado, 75 Juarez street. Chihuahua City, 
for arms and ammunition believed to 
have been stored there during the rev­
olutions. The arms and ammunition 
were also found.

MANY USES FOR CORN 
AS FOOD DESCRIBED

Value is Very Sinr.ilar to That of 
Many Other Cereals.

tPreparaU by tb« L'DltaJ Stmoa Dapartmanl ot A«ncuitur« i
Sections on com dour, hominy, pop­

corn and tresk, canned and dried 
“sweet” or green corn have been added 
to material formerly publlsbed in 
what was popularly termed “ the com- 
lueul bulletin,'* Farmers’ Bulletin 565, 
“Com Meal as a Food and Ways of 
Using it,” together wlU» matter that 
has not been Issued before in bulletin 
form by the United States Department 
of Agriculture. The result Is a very 
comprehensive publication. Fanners’ 
Bulletin 1236, “Com and lU Uses as 
Food,” containing more than sixty 
household recipes and covering the 
various products and com preparations 
commonly used in the United States.

The food value of com, it is polnteil 
ouL is very similar to that of other 
cereals. When used in a diet that alao 
supplies flesh foods, dairy products and 
vegetables or frulta. the choice between 
the various cereals depends more on 
personal preference and price than on 
the nourishment supplied. If com Is 
abundant or cheap, or if wheat, rice or 
other cereals are scarce or dear,̂  com 
may be safely substituted for them.

Com preparations may be used ii 
place of starchy vegetables such as p<v 
tatoes, sweet potatoes, or beans, but in 
such ca.ses some other vegetable or 
fnilt should also be included in the diet 
to supply the mineral matter and vita­
mins which are less abundant or lack­
ing In the com. Cora can be substltut- 
e<l for part of the wheat In making 
yeast bread, but not for all. because It 
does not contain the necessary gluten. 
It can also be use«l In place of part or 
all of the wheat flour In many good 
quick breads and cakes.

Itifferences in milling methods make 
“old process” or “ water-ground” and 
“new process” corn meui differ in 
taste, constituents and keeidng quality 
White com meal is made from a differ 
ent and, as a rule, milder-tlavored vari 
ety of com than yellow com meal. Tht 
preference for one or the other kind !» 
largely ^personal or local. Coarsely- 
ground white corn, from which the 
skin and germ have been removeiL iv 
usually called samp, or coarse hominy; 
a somewhat finer, granular product li 
called hominy grits. Com meal re­
sults from still finer grinding and treat 
ment according to the “old process” or 
“new process” ; com flour is com meal 
ground and bolted until It is as fine se 
wheat flour. During the war com flout 
w-as widely sold, but at present It Is not 
ordinarily found in retail stores 
Bakers and sausage makers use IL and 
It is one of the ingredients of some of 
the pancake flours on the market 
Com starch is separated out from the 
other lngre<llent8 of the com kernel 
and sold under that name for cooking 
purposes; It Is not dis<*nssed at any 
length in this bulletin.

Cora meal may be boiled to make 
mush or porridge, which may then be 
used in a number of ways. The meal 
also forms the basis of many quick 
breads, cakes and puddings, and ie 
combIne<l with milk, cheese, eggs, meat, 
or other foods, into nutritious and 
wholesiMiie dishes which may be served 
as the main dish at a meal. All kinds 
of hominy are u.sed as breakfast 
cereals, or in place of starchy vegeta­
bles. and In a variety of cakes, pud­
dings and dishes made with meat, fish 
or cheese. Popcorn Is made from spe­
cial varieties of com, the dried kernels 
of which burst open when quickly 
heated. A pound of popped com has 
practically the same food value as e 
pound of dry com meal or hominy.

Partly ripened or green com, espe­
cially certain sweet varieties, is e fa­
vorite vegetable In this country. It Is 
In common use, both fresh and canned, 
and Is occasionally preserved by dry­
ing. The bulletin Includes rpclpes fbr 
using com In all theee forms, and di­
rections for making lye hominy or 
whole hulled hominy, at home, and for 
drying com and canning It. It Is free 
upon application to the United States 
Department of Agriculture. Washing­
ton.

CLAM CHOWDER GOOD CHANGE

Recips Rtcemmended by Department 
of Agriculture in Preparing 

Fish Producta^

The United States Department of 
Agrlctilture suggests the use of the 
following recipe In preparing fish 
products for sale. Plain soda crackers 
are often broken up Into clam chow­
der at nerving time when New Eng­
land cooks make it.

Clam Chowder.

Heat the pork or bacon and fry the 
onions, celery and leek in the fa t; add 
the liquid from the clams, water and 
potatoes, cook 10 minutes, add the 
clams, tomatoes, salt, pepper and 
thyme. Worcesterahlre sauce accord­
ing to taste may be added. Simmer 
for two hours, and add the parsley.

When serving, equal amounts of 
butter and flour may be creamed .to­
gether and added aa thickening to the 
heated chowder.

BRAINS AS FANCY MEATS

We all know that brains are needed 
to cook, but there are few cooka who 

know how to cook aud 
serve brains well. Pack­
ers realizing that variety 
is desired pack brains In 
cant or cases and ship 
them frozen or in cold 
storage to all parts of the 
country. Wheu we 
over the Idea that we 
don’t like them we will 

find they are as delicate and dainty as 
a dish of sweetbreads.

Prepare the brains by removing the 
skin that covers them, add the Juice 
of half a lemon or a tablespoonful of 
vinegar, cover with cold water (or two 
hours, changing the water twice In 
thl.e time. Cover the brains with boil­
ing water and simmer for fifteen min­
utes. Drain, cool and divide Into five 
pieces; they are now ready to be 
broiled, fried, deviled or served in 
countless ways.

Fried Brains.—Prepare as above 
and when cold dip each piece Into 
beaten^egg. roll in floor and fry In fat 
until a golden brown. Serve with cold 
slaw or chili sauce.

Deviled Bralne.—Cut thin slices of 
toast Into cutlet shapes and sprinkle 
with grated cheese. Cover with 
chopped brains previously prepared as 
above, sprinkle with salt, paprika and 
cheese. Season with mustard and 
cover with buttered crumbs and brown 
in the oven. Serve hot.

Beet Brains Neapolitan.—Prepare 
the brains as above and cut Into slices. 
Roll In bread crumbs, then dip into 
egg and crumbs again. Place them In 
a saucepan with half a carrot, half an 
onion, both chopped fine; a bay leaf, 
salt, and a cupful of stock. Simmer 
for an hour and serve with the sauc* 
strained, on buttered toast.

Mountain Dew.—Mix the yolks of 
Three eggs with one cupful of cracker 
crumbs, add one-half cupful of sugar, 
the Juice and rind of a lemon, three 
cupfuls of milk. Bake until set, cover 
with a meringue prepared from the 
whites, brown and ser>’e.

Verj’ ripe, iierfectly sound currants, 
crushed until there Is none left which 
has not burst Its skin, mixed with an 
eijual quantity of sugar, stlrretl until 
every grain Is dissolved, then canned 
In sterile. Ice cold cans and kept in a 
cold place—on the stone or cement 
fl«*<»r of the cellar or in the back of the 
Ice chest—will make a conserve hard 
to beat for deliciousness. By adding a 
bit of fruit Juice to lessen the sweeten­
ing (if .t seems too sweet for your 
taste) the fruit makes delicious short­
cakes any time during the winter. 
Strawberries treate<l In the same way, 
are delectable deUclmisness—could
nnything be better? Be sure that 
tvery berry is well ripened and per­
fect; one spoiled berry will ruin the 
whole mixture.

Cherry and Pineapple Marmalade.— 
This is a new and delicious combina­
tion. Measure four quarts of pitted 
cherries. Shred one good-sized pine­
apple. Put the fruit together and add 
an equal weight of sugar. Boll—after 
reaching the boiling point—for three- 
quarters of an hour; allow the mamia- 
l.arie to stand covered with cheese<ioth 
In the sun for a day. Now pour into 
glasses and seal with paraffin.

Proposing an amendment to Article 
8. of the Conslilution of flie State 
of Texas, whirti relates to taxa­
tion and re\enues. by adding 
thereto a new section to he known 
as Se<»tion 9a. directing the Legis- 
ature to provide for the con­
struction, operation and niainten" 
ance, under Slate tontrol. of a 
State system of public highways; 
providing for an election for the 
ratification or rejection or amend- 
nrent herein proposed, and mak­
ing an appropriation to delray the 
expenses of said election.

Be ii iTfwIved by the l.egislatiire of 
the f^ate of Texas:
SECTION 1. Tliat there be sub­

mitted to the people of Texas, for 
ratification or rejection at i  special 
election provided for herein an 
amendment to .Article 8. of the con­
stitution of the Slate of Texas, 
amending said .Article 8, of the Con­
stitution of the Stale of Texas by 
adding thereto a new section to be 
Jtnown as Section Oa, which shall 
read as follows;

SECTION 9a. The I.<‘gis!afure is 
authorized and direi-ted to provide 
for the creation, establishment, con­
struction. maintenance and repair 
of a system of improved highways 
throughout the Stale to be under 
the control of the Stale; and in or­
der that the State may provide 
the means, revenues and instru­
mentalities the establishment and 
maintenance of such system of 
highways, the I.egislalure is em­
powered to levy ami cause to be 
collected specific excise and ad va- 
orum taxes, in addition of those 
permilletl for other purposes in the 
r.onstilution. but such an ad valo- 
rum lax shall he imposed <inly for 
the purpose of retiring the bonds 
authorized by vole of the peofde of 
this State as provided for herein- 

lafler in this Section.
I When said system shall have 
been designated and taken over for 
the State a« provi«led in Section .A 
hereof, the I.egislalure is author­
ized to make provision for the 
equitable compensation to such 
counties for the value of such im­
provements as have lieen thereto­
fore constructed by the t'ounfies in 
the Stale.

• Provided, also that save for the 
Slate highway .system, in all other 
respects. Counties shall have the 
right to build, construct and main­
tain roads, turnpikes and bridges 
within their respective boundaries 
and the I'.onstitulional piovisions 
relating thereto are not qu'*lified or 
repealed by reason hereof.

1, The I.egislalure. at any Regular 
or Special Session, is authorized 
and directed to pass and enact all 
appropriate legislation necessary to 
carry out and effectuate the pur­
pose and intent of these .Articles.

SEC. 2. The fiovernor of the 
Stale is hereby directed to cause to 
he issued his necessary pnx'laina- 
tion foj* an election to be held on 
the fourth Saturday in July. 1923.

SEIZURE OF UQUOR 
OM BRIT^ VBSEI2

U. S. Proposition Is Discussed 
By High Officials of 

England.
London.—Marquis Curzon, secretary 

for foreign affairs, made a long, impor­
tant statement in the house of lords 
Friday In reply to Lord Birkenhead, 
who called attention to the seizure by 
the United Stater of liquor on British 
vessels.

The secretary declared there was no 
chance of Great Britain agreeing in 
any circumstances whatever to the 
proposal that the United States au­
thorities be given the right to search 
vessels for liquor within the twelve- 
mile limit. The goveramenL he added, 
was fully alive to the Importance of 
the case, and all channels of diplomacy 
were being utilized to find an exit 
from the situation, which was undeubt- 
edly disagreeable and ought not to be 
allowed to continue.

Lord Curzon explained that It was 
a very difficult matter, raising grave 
Issues in interaational policy. The 
British government was not concerned 
with American prohibition, which was 
a matter of domestic policy, in which 
the British government was not inter­
ested in expressing an opinion; neither 
would be discuss the interpretation of 
the United States supreme court on 
that country’s laws. But it was con­
cerned with the treatment meted out 
to British ships in United States terri­
torial waters and the degree in which 
that treatment conformed to or depart­
ed from international practice.

It would be premature for him to 
say, indeed, he did not know, what 
would be the result of their labors 
He would not discuss the legal right 
of the United States to impose condi­
tions on foreign vessels entering its 
waters, because on this subject inter­
national law was decisive.

Great Britain’s legal position, ac­
cording to its legal authority. Lord 
Curzon said, is as follows:

"There are two recognized princi­
ples of iRternational law, which pre­
vent us from contending that the Unit­
ed States committed a violation of law 
in forbidding foreign vessels to bring 
liquor within its waters. The first is 
that foreigners trading with a country 
must comply with its laws; the second 
is that every sovereign independent 
state is supreme over all persons and 
property within its dominions, includ­
ing ships in its territorial waters.

“That is the strict interpretation of 
the law, but there are other consid­
erations of scarcely inferior validity 
and importance. ’The principles to 
which I have referred can not be push­
ed to extremes but must be applied 
with moderation and good sense. A 
ship is a traveling unit passing from 
one state to another and therefore 
can not escape the necessity of com­
plying with other legal systems which 
may not be consistent with the law 
of the particular country it happens to 
be visiting. Furthermore, it is univer­
sally recog;nized that a ship has a par­
ticularly close ‘ relationship to the 
state whose flag she flies and on many 
matters it is generally convenient that 
all governments should recognize the 
law of the flag state as paramount. 
The net result o f this has been that 
on many matters the practice has 
grown up that a state should not exact 
compliance with its own law, even 
though * ship is within its waters, 
but leave such questions to be regu­
lated by the law of the flag state.

“ This, however. Is international 
practice rather than international law 
and accordingly departure from it 
means a breach, not of international 
law but of the comity of nations. Thus 
If a nation acts unreasonably toward 
the ships of other nations, the latter 
may retaliate.”

Referring to the breaking of the 
British customs seals. Lord Curzon ex­
plained that the seals were not sacro­
sanct outside of British waters and in 
general repeated the recent statement 
made by the prime minister, Stanley 
Baldwin, which was to the effect that 
there was no ground for a protest on 
this score and that Great Britain rec­
ognized America’s right to break the 
seals in territorial waters.

Texas News

Governor Off on Trip.
Austin. Tex.—Governor Neff left 

Austin Friday for New Orleans, where 
he will leave with a party of the West 
Texas Chamber of Commerce for a 
seventeen-day tour of Cuba. Panama 
and other Central American nations 
This is the governor’s first tour out­
side the state since he became chief 
executive three years ago.

Immigration Conference.
Rome.—An international conference 

to discuss emigration and immigration 
to be convened on the initiative of 
Premier Mussolini will meet in Rome 
early in 1924. All interested powers 
including the United States, have been 
Invited and have agreed to be repre­
sented.

Former Commander of U-53 Arretted.
Berlin.—Captain Hans Rose, com­

mander of the German submarine U-53, 
which surprised the world in October, 
1916, by suddenly appearing off New­
port, R. I., has been arrested by the 
Belgians and imprisoned at Sterkrade, 
according to Red Cross advices from 
the Ruhr.

Elgin is enjoying a wave of improve­
ment among the homes as well as the 
business houses.

Charbon or anthrax is very bad in 
the western part of Brazoria County.

The annual convention of the Yoa­
kum District Glnners’ association will 
be held at Yoakum July 23.

The structure is to 
cost $17,000.

The oat crop of Navarro county is 
taming out from 50 to 60 bushels per 
acre, and a few farms report making 
from 75 to 80 bushels.

The $4,000,000 issue of Harris Coun­
ty Houston ship channel navigation 
district bonds have been approved by 
the state attorney general’s depart­
ment.

The I.-G. N. Railroad company Is 
■making preparations to lay heavy rails 
on the Pearsall end of the division. 
A work train has laid the rails and 
other necessary equipment beside the 
track.

Reports being received at Wharton 
from all surrounding territory is that 
the prospects for a cotton crop this 
year are brighter than since 1918. 
when Wharton County produced about 
48,000 bales.

Two terracing schools, the first to 
be conducted in the state, were held 
in Williamson County the past week, 
instructions being given to a select 
number of men who are able to do 
terracing for other farmers in their 
communities.

I The cotton crop around Edna is look­
ing fine now, and the plants are mak­
ing good growth. However, in some 
sections of the county the leaf worm 
ba.s made its appearance, and should 
they become numerous, likely will give 
the farmers quite a l)it of worry.

The cotton leaf worm has made its 
appearance near El Campo and al­
though not in numbers sufficient to do 
a great deal of damage, it is feared 
that once they get started it will be 

i hard to stop them. Many farmers are 
I buying insecticides for poisoning.

Bee county’s application for aid nec- 
: essary to top with Uvalde rock as- 
! pbalt the highway leading from Bee- 
; ville to Berclair has been rejected by 
I the State Highway commission. The 
[ highway was constructed by Bee coun- 
; ty at a cost of $71,000 some three years 
j ago. It is beginning to give way in 

places and it was thought topping 
would save it.

Private banks existing continuously 
two years prior to June 13. this year, 
those operated successfully for twen­
ty years and those organized now li­
quidating another bank are exempt 
from provisions of the act passed by 
the regular legislature prohibiting or- 
agnization of private banks, the attor­
ney general's department held in an 
opinion just given to Bank Commis­
sioner Chapman.

Members of the state board of 
health and the state board of nurses’ 
examiners were appointed by Govern­
or Neff Friday. Board of health mem­
bers are: M. F. Bledsoe, Port Ar­
thur: A. F. Beverly, Austin; W. H. 
Holland, Santa Anna; Frank Paschal. 
San Antonio; A. C. Scott. Temple, and 
T. B. Fisher, Dallas. Miss Jana L. 
Duffy of Austin is the only new mem­
ber on the board of nurses.

As approved by the railroad com­
mission. Houston will l>e considered 
in direct line of transit on shipments 
of sugar, carloads, originating at Sug- 
arland, to Texas points. The Dayton 
Goose Creek railroad is authorized to 
cancel special differential rates on 
rice, rougn, and seed, carloads. The 
commission suspended its order of 
June 21 applying certain rough log 
rates on the Texas Southeastern.

It Is estimated that about 3000 bales 
of cotton will be ginned in Laredo this 
season. Approximately 6000 acres of 
cotton are planted in Webb county, 
4000 of which are in the dry farming 
belt and 2o00 in the irrigated regions. 
All is in good condition and from re­
ports the irrigated section will yield 
close to a bale per acre, while the dry 
farming section a bale to each five 
acres. I^aredo has three gins, one 6f 
which 1s for the exclusive handling of 
long staple cotton, planted by a num­
ber of farmers this season.

Seven permits for diversion of watei 
from Tex^s rivers have been granted 
by the state board of water engineers 
following hearings. They include S. 
L. McDowell. Wichita Falls, divert 
water from Brazos river for farming 
purposes; Mutual Oil Company, Fort 
Worth, from Brazos, Young county;

The first car­
load brought only $440, but the price 
has climbed steadily until each car of 
26-pound average or better is bringing 
around $700.

Fmd Peculiar Conditions Re< 
gardmg the Killing of 

Certain Birds.
Austin, Tex.—Discovery has been 

made that there is a direct conflict 
between the state gams law and the 
new regulations of the United States 
department of agriculture protecting 
migratory birds. The department’s 
regulations will prevail. As a result 
doves can not be killed In South and 
East Texas until November 1, whereas 
the Texas law permits the killing of 
doves all over the state from Septem­
ber 1 to December 15.

In North and West Texas the fed­
eral regulations and the state law are 
the same. By the new federal regula­
tions the main line of the Intemation- 
al-Oreat Northern Railroad from La­
redo to Longview is made the line and 
the Texas and Pacific Railroad there­
after. On the south and east side of 
the railroad it will be lawful under the 
federal regulations to kill doves during 
November and December, and on the 
north and west of it from September 1 
to December 15.

Hunters living at San Antonio, La­
redo, Austin, Taylor, Longview and 
all International-Great Northern points 
will be able to hunt doves north and 
west of their homes from September 
1. They can walk down the Interna­
tional-Great Northern track and shoot 
doves on one side of it until November 
1, but not on the opposite side.

W. W. Boyd, state game, fish and 
oyster commissioner, says that the fed­
eral regulations have precedence ex­
cept where the state law shortens the 
season, in which event the state regu­
lations prevail. As a result the season 
which opens November' 1 will close 
December 15. He also said that the 
state game wardens are not expected 
to enforce the federal game laws.

Under the new federal regulations 
the duck season is changed, the Inter­
national - Great Northern Railroad 
again being used as the dividing line. 
On the south and east side of the line 
ducks can be killed from November 1 
to January 31, and on the north and 
west side from October 1 to Janu­
ary 15.

Appropriation Bills
Filed by Governor

Austin, Tex.—Governor Neff Thurs­
day filed without his signature ail the 
general appropriation bills passed by 
the third called session of the thirty- 
eighth legislature. Not a single dollar 
was trimmed from tlie bills.

These measures total more than $30,- 
000.000 and represent a reduction UU' 
der the vetoed bills of the second call­
ed session of Bo-ucthing more than 
$3,000,000, the largest single reduction 
having been the $2,000,000 taken from 
the $6,000,000 first appropriated to 
supplement the available school fund 
for the ensuing two years.

With the approval of these bills the 
grand total of appropriations by the 
thirty-eighth legislature are approxi­
mately $42,500,000. State Tax Com­
missioner John G. Willacy estimated 
that the deficiency at the end of the 
biennium would be close to $4,000,000. 
It Is generally expected that if the new 
tax measures do not produce the ex­
pected revenues the governor will call 
a fourth session of the thirty-eighth 
legislature next winter to enact new 
tax laws.

For the first time in the history of 
the state the educational institutions 
are going to have lump sum appropria­
tions and their governing bodies will 
be enabled to fix salaries as they 
please, effect as many promotions as 
they find necessary and otherwise ar­
range their financial program limited 
only by the maximum sum appropriat­
ed by the legislature. The governor 
could not trim the bill because he is 
not empowered to <»cale the items.

COMMISSION TO SUPERVISE
SCHOOL SURVEY COMPLETED

Austin, Tex.—Membership of the 
state commission to supervise an ex­
tensive survey of public schools and 
educational institutions has been com­
pleted with the appointment by Gov­
ernor Neff of nine members as pro­
vided in the Wood bill recently ap­
proved. The commission includes 
eighteen members, nine of whom were 
designated by the bill.
