In 1 Year Texas Spent $40,-
081,783 to Educate Young

Austin, Tex.—According to figures
compiled by the controller's depart-
ment, there was spent for public edu-!
cation in Texas during the yearthiing i
August 31 last the sum of $40,081,783. |
This amount is officially reported in|
the controller's financial statement for
December. Of the amount $15,863,8§2
came from county and district sources |
and $24.217,900 from state sources.

The report shows that from 1900 to |
1923 taxes became delinquent in Texasg
aggregating $17,148,951 and that)
$9,351,645 has been collected, leaving
$7,797,305 due.

Including the amount of $24,217,500 |
for higher education, the state spent‘
$42,028,399 during the year. Of that
amount $8,593,947 was for highways,
$2.056,269 for state departments, $1.-
473,379 for the judiciary, $3.007,842 for
the eleemosynary institutions, $1,480.
963 for confederate pensions and $1,-
198,097 account miscellaneous.

According to the report, the true
deficit in the general fund on January
1 was $4.688 883, Since then it has
gone to slightly over $5,000,000. This
week much money has been received
and the deficiency will be reduced be-
‘ow the $5,000,000 mark shortly.

Terms of 'Road Purchase.

Austin, Tex.—Robert H. Kelley
Houston attorney, Wednesday explain-
ed to the Texas railroad commission
the terms of the purchase of the Hous-
ton and Brazos Valley Railroad by the
Gulf Coast Line at a price exceeding
£3,000,000. The road extends ¥ from
Freeport to Anchor, crossing the Gulf
Coast Line at Angleton. The stock
was bought and an act of the legisla-
ture will be required to consolidate
the physical properties under one man-
agement. The Texas commission is
expected to make recommendation
when the matter is presented to the
interstate commerce copmission for
approval.

T0 FREE COUNTIES
OF HOG CHOLERA BAN

Qnmtiei—n—ﬂ—igltSe?ﬁou,
18 Months Old, to Be
Lifted.

Fort Worth, Tex.—Release of a tier
of eight counties in East Texas from
the hog cholera quarantine which has
been in effect there for the last 18
months is probable according to Dr.
Leon G. Cloud, state veterinarian of
the live stock sanitary commission of
Texas, who has dispatched Dr. R. H.
Harrison, assistant state veterinarian,
to that section to make a survey of
conditions.

The counties being visited by Dr.
Panola,
Rusk, Sabine, San Augustine, Nacog-
doches, Shelby and Angelina.
counties, together with others in the
same section of East Texas, formed
a block of 25 counties which were
quarantined because of the prevalence
of hog cholera there 18 months ago.
Three counties of the group were re-
leased about nine months ago, Dr.
Cloud said. 4

Shou!d Dr. Harrison find conditions
in the counties good he will recom-
mend their release to the live stock
sanitary commission for action. Sub-
sequently it is anticipated by Dr.
Cloud that Dr. Harrison will survey
remaining counties of the quarantine
area with a view of recommending
their release.

Hog cholera has been scarce -in
Texas during the last year, according
to Dr. Cloud. In fact, he said, it has
resulted in less loss in the last year
than ever before.

The entire 25 counties formerly
quarantined practically are clean of

Cloud and the bureau of animal in-
dustry, co-operating with the live
stock sanitary commission in hog
cholera eradication.

PRESIDENT SEEKS
AID FOR FARMERS

Says Congress Should Fi-

nance Farmers and. Help
Promote Diversification.

Washington —Moved by increasing
acuteness of the economic situation in
the Northwest, President Coolidge
Thursday sent congress a special mes-
sage outlining steps for relief and
quickened efforts of the federal gov-
ernment to prevent further bank fail-
ures in that section.

The chief executive presented five
methods for “organized co-operation on
the part of the federal government and
the local institutions of that territory.”

Congress, he declared, should ex-
tend financial assistance through a
federal agency to promote diversifica-
tion in farming by the wheat growers
and lengthen from March 31 to De-
cember 31, 1924, the period during
which the War Finance Corporation
may make loans. The diversification
of the proposal, embodied in the Nor-
beck-Burtness bills, is under study by
senate and house agriculture commit-
tees and the president’s message is
expected by administration leaders to
give it impetus.

The executive branches of the gov-
ernment working in co-operation with
private interests, Mr. Coolidge assert-
ed, would seek to bring about the re-
funding of - the pressing past due in-
debtedness of the farmers to restore
the impaired capital of banks and con-
fidence in those banks and to promote
creation by private capital of new fi-
nancing agencies, such as have been
organized by the live stock interests,
to work in co-operation with the War
Finance Corporation.

The president told congress the wel-
'are of large business concerns, rail-
roads, mercantile establishments and
agricultural supply houses was imme-
liately concerned with the welfare
with the farmer and announced he had
lirected Secretaries Hoover and Wal-
lace and Managing Director Meyer of
‘he War Finance Corporation to confer
with representatives of these inter-
asts to bring about refunding of farm-
ars’ indebtedness.

U. S. Policy in Mexico
Contribution to Peace

New York.—The policy of the Cool-
idge administration in dealing with the
Mexican revolutionary movement was
lescribed by Secretary Hughes in an
address in New York City as “the
greatest contribution directly within
>ur power, and in accord with our es-
:ablished traditions and manifest in-
terest, to the cause of world peace.”

“This hemisphere should be the
axemplar of peace,” Mr. Hughes said,
‘and we look with confidence to the
creation of a unity of sentiment of the
American republics against resort to
the brutal arbitrament of force in po-
litical controversies. To this end the
United States gladly gives its co-op-
eration.”

Speaking under the title, “Recent
Questions and Negotiations,” before a
meeting of the council on foreign rela-
‘ions, Mr. Hughes also outlined the
purposes of the liquor treaty with
areat Britain, signed recently in Wash-
ington, and explained why the admin-
istration considered it necessary to
zive up extra territorial rights in ne-
zotiating the new treaty with Turkey.

The secretary's discussion of Mex-
o was prefaced by a recital of the
steps that led up to the signing of the
wo claims conventions by which the
Obregon government was accorded dip-
‘omatic recognition.

“After this happy result had been
ichieved,” he continued, “and we were
wokinz forward to a period of quiet
and to opportunities of advantage to
both peoples, suddenly there was an
attempt to overthrow the established
government of Mexico by violence. It
s plain that the purpose of those en-
gaged in this enterprise of arms is
simply to determine by forcible meas-
ares the succession to President Obre-
gon.

“It is not a revolution instinct with
the aspirations of an oppressed people.
It is a matter of personal politics. It
is an effort to seize the presidency;
it means a subversion of all constitu-
tional and orderly procedure. The
contestants, seeking to overthrow the
established government, have taken
possession of certain portions of the
Mexican territory and either are claim-
ing tribute from peaceful and legiti-
mate American commerce or are at
tempting to obstruct and destroy it.”

Mr. Hughes then touched on the re-
quest of the Mexican government to
purchase arms and ammunition from
the United States., To refuse, he said,
would have been to turn a cold shoul-
der to the government recently re
stored to friendly relations and “would
in fact have given powerful encourage-
ment to those who were attempting to
seize the reins of government bvforce.”

Highway Commission Adjourns.

Austin, Tex.—With no funds on
hand the state highway commissior
concluded its regular January meeting
Friday without being able to make
any new allotments. It also failed to
make any new designations of conse-
quence. It appears that the commis-
sion thinks so many highways have
been designated it would be better to
place them in good condition before
making any new designations.

Device Will Help
Aviators at Night

The business of night flying will be
greatly facilitated by the invention of
a device which enables the man in the
airplane to keep constantly informed
as to the height at which he is flying.

This information is valuable at all
times while in the air, particularly
when landings are being made.

FACTIONS SUPPLANT POLITICAL |
ORGANIZATIONS, TO THE
DISTRESS OF LEADERS.

By EDWARD B. CLARK
Washington.—The situation in con- |
gress this winter resembleg that in |
many of the legislative bodies of Eu- |
rope. In the place of two well-outlined
political parties striving for the mas-
tery, there are really six or seven
schools of thought represented in both
houses, and each Is striving for the
domination of its own economic and
legislative ideas.

Party names this year seem to mat-
ter nothing. The old lines of demarca-
tion between the Republicans and the
Democrats for the present at least
seem largely to have been wiped out.
States rights and to a less degree pro-
tection vs. free trade are in limbo.
There are scores of Republicans who
Seem to feel legislatively just as
a score or two of Democrats feel
Then there are some Republicans
so-called, and some Democrats, so-
called, whose feelings are alike and
entirely different from those of other
groups in all matters pertaining not
only to ultimate legislation but to the
means of securing it.

Efforts at leadership In both houses |
and in both parties is fike the attempts
at shepherding of the guardians of a
flock of sheep of which the constitu-
ent members seem to be headstrong In
thelr attempts to gef through the fence
on one side, to jump into the river on
a second, or possibly to tumble down
A precipice on a third, while ignoring
the side leading to the pasture of
peace, concord and presumed plenty.

Disturbing to the Leaders.

Not long ago Secretary of Commerce
Hoover wrote a letter to Willlam Allen
White touching on the danger of this
tendency to coalition in congress be-
tween the partles and parts of parties,
In his letter the secretary dwelt upon
the similarity of conditions abroad and
those in the congress of the United
States at the present time,

Mr. Hoover is not the only promi-
nent one in official life whoe has called
attention to the same thing. It is
known that the Democratic party lead-
ers outside of congress are immensely
disturbed over the condition, fearing
that it means damage to the party.
and it also is known that Republiean
national committeemen and others also
are anxious over the possible outcome
of the divisions in their party ranks in
house and senate,

Both Democratic and Republican
politicians who are not In congress gre
asking themselves how really solid
party endeavor can be stressed in con-

Opponents Lose Interest.

The friends of a movement intended !
to make peace take up permanent lodg- |
ing In the world are not deceiving
themselves as to the effect of the pro-
nouncement on the present plan which
Is llkely to come as the result of a|
referendum, They know, as well as |
opponents of the plan know, that the |
people who are enthusiastic for any- |
thing are the people who respond to
the call for voting. The opponents of |
anything touching the League of Na- |
tions, or at least those of them who |
are outside of the circles of [)ttllth-n|5
partisanship, have, to a considerable !
extent, lost Interest In the matter, [t
I8 not expected that they will respond
In great numbers to the referendum
appeal. The result, therefore, natural-
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ly, as even friends of the plan view It,
will be an endorsement for the pro-
posed Bok endeavor.

This view of the case, the view of
friends of the plan, is given in order
that the ordinary layman espouser of
the proposal shall not take the result
of the referendum too seriously. The
proponents of the plan know well
enough that the senate as at present
constituted never will give endorse
ment to the plan after it has been put
In resolution, bill or treaty form for
submission to congress. The support-
ers of the plan here in Washington and
who give voice on the subject, there-
fore, seemingly want it to be known
that they have no great hope that
congress will give its endorsement, no
matter what the referendum may seeid
to show,

Real Referendum at the Polls.

So far as the Washington viewpoint
is concerned, it seems that the refer-
endum on a World court and on a
gradual approach to a direct way Into
the League of Nations, is to be held
next summer and fall—that Is In the
election. The feeling of the friends
of a modified Woodrow Wilson plan
seems to be that a change has come
In the country since the election of
1920 and that today there are hundreds
of thousands of voters who, In a
sort of despair because Europe cannot
get straightened out any other way,

' now are willing that something shall

be tried to bring order out of disorder,
even if once they objected to the trial
of anything that looked as If it might

| lead into the field of European trou-

bles.

It is not determined yet definitely
whether the senators actually will en
dorse a resolution of Inquiry to de
termine whether or not the Bok peace
plan competition was instituted for the
purpose of coercing the senate of the
United States. Of course everybody
here knows that such an inquiry would
prove nothing, and that the very sug-
gestion of it Is simply a mark of re
sentment that anybody should have the
temerity to attempt to try to find out
whether the American people are In
favor of something which some of their
representatives in the senate look on
with hatred. It would be something
of a blow to the self love of a good
many senators if they should be made
to know that the humble ones who sent
them to the senate do not hold them to
be infallible because of their high
place.

Some days have passed since the
Bok peace plan was made public. The
wnate, in part, has done nothing but
attempt to pour contempt on Mr. Bok's
pride of achievement. The wish, of
course, is father to the thought that
the plan will not amount to anything
It is held here as certain that it will
take a referendum result of Niagara-
like power to move the irreconcilables
from thelr place of antagonism.

willing to serve again, is looking with
dismay and disgust—disgust is the
word—on the action of a group of
several hundred delegates to a recent
convention of an organization of stud-
ents of the United States who, after
their convention was over, as a minor
ity insisted that a meeting should be
called later to discuss the question
or not the students of
America should pledge themselves to
the future to aid in the
prosecution of war, elther directly or
indirectly,

The members of the Reserve corps
and  not  professional
soldiers. They are in every walk of
life. Through the president of the
association has gone a telegram of
protest to Dr. Joseph C. Robbins, chalr-
man of the recent convention of stu-
dents, saying that those delegates to
the convention who insisted that a
meeting should be called to discuss
the question given above were gullty
of treason to their country,

Denounced by Delafield.

Now It must not be understood that
this convention of students which was
held recently endorsed the plea of
many of the delegates that a pledge
should be taken to refrain from any
act of helpfulness in a war in which
their country might become engaged.
The main body of the delegates de-
clined to consider the thing, but there
were severual hundred of them who,
over the protest of the convention's
chairman, called a meeting to be held
1924, for the ex-
press purpose of discussing the ques-
tion given. It is known that virtually
every one of the young men who de
manded that this meeting be held is of
a mind to refuse any kind of aid te
his country in the day of its possible
peril.

In the telegram, signed by General
Delafleld, to the chairman of the stu-
dents’ econvention this among other
things s said:

“1 wish to state that every patriotle
citizen condemns men or groups of
men who have pledged themselves not
to join in the defense of thelr coun-
try and its people as guilty of treason
and such men are viewed with the
contempt that Benedict Arnold faced
not only in America, but also in Eng-
land where he died In exile.”

The 59,000 acres of land recovered
recently from the Capitol Syndicate in
the northwest part of the Panhandle
will be offered for public sale next
September, provided the court’s de-
cree on the partiton of the land is en-
tered in time, according to announce-
ment this week by J. T. Robison, com-
missioner of the general land office.
This land has been recovered by the
state out of the original 3,000,000 acres
given for building the capitol.

The Texas state capitol building,
with its grounds of eighteen acres, is
worth $7,500,000, according to an in-
ventory of the state board of control,
compiled by W. J. Womack and W. A.
Holland of the auditing department.
The capitol cost the state 3,000,000
acres of Northwest Texas land when
it was constructed in the eighties. The
governor’'s mansion, which was used
by President Sam Houston, is now
valued at about $75,000, and the land
which it occupies is valued in the in-
ventory at $320,000.

At a special meeting of the DeWitt
County commissioners court, an order
was passed for the creation of road
trict No. 5 and a bond election of
$135,000 to be held on March 8, the
same date of the Nixon-Smiley bond
issue in Gonzales County for the fi-
nancing of the highway, the Glacier
to Gulf highway, designated as a state
and federal aid route.

The temporary executives in charge
of the Texas centennial celebration
have been very active since the con-
ference of the Texas Centennial Expo-
sition survey committee, held in Aus-
tin Jan. 8, at which time temporary
plans were made whereby Texas will
be given the opportunity on Feb. 12
of deciding whether or not a huge
Texas centennial celebration would
be given at some point in the state
at a near future date,.

Public utility electric power plants
in Texas during 1923 produced approx-
imately one billion kilowatt hours of
electric energy, according to the Tex-
as Publie Service Information Burean,
Thiz is about ninety million kilowatt
hours a month Only 10 states ex-
ceeded this record.

OBREGON FORCES
TAKE REBEL FORT

Guadalajara Abandoned As
Mexican Federals Advance.
Revolt Sympathizer Slain.

*

Mexico City.—Guadalajara has been
occupied by federal forces under Gen-
erals J. Ferrera and Herribert Casas,
who advanced from Excinalon and
Nayarit without finding a single rebel
in the city, according to Minister of
the Interior Colenguina.

Obregon declared at Celaya that the
evacuation of Mulia had been effect-
ed to draw the revolutionary troops
farther from their base. General
Amaro immediately advanced to inter-
cept the rebels in the event they at-
tempt to return. .

Senator Francisco Field Jurado was
shot dead Thursday by a group of un-
known assailants while near his home
in the heart of the city. This is be-
lieved to be the first sign of “direct
action” threatened by the labor ele-
ments against those in sympathy with
the rebel movement.

Monday Jurado sent a satarical re-
ply to Deputy Luis N. Morones who
recently caused a sensatidn in the
chamber of deputies by announcing
labor’s “direct action” decision. The
tetter stated that Jurado calmly await-
ed Morones and Cojonel Preve at his
residence. Preve also having sent
threatening communications.

Two senators and two deputies were
abducted shortly after the shooting by
unknown persons, supposed to have
been the same ones who shot Jurado.

The senate held an ‘-extraordinary
session protesting against the assassi-
nation and demanding measures for
the safety of their members.

Answering the telegram informing
him of the assassination, President
Obregon said: “Am ordering attorney
general and governor of the federal
district to use all means for discovery
and punishment of the authors of such
crimes which constitute a disgrace.
Authorities are charged by law to give
guarantees. This is urgent. Take
measures which will make impossible
such shameful acts.

“l am determined not to tolerate a
single anarchial act implying dis-
obedience of our instructions.”

President Alvaro Obregon predicts
that within a week “the principal
bodies of rebels will be destroyed,”
as a result of victories by the fed-
eral forces in Jalisco, which resulted
in restoration of government control
in that state and “absolute demorali-
zation of the enemy,” according to
a message received by Governor Alejo
Bey, of Sonora, from military head-
quarters at Hermosillo Saturday.

Federal troops from the States of
Nayarit and Sinaloa who surprised
the Estrada army at Guadalajara with
an attack from the north and com-
pelled them to retreat are pursuing
the rebels into the interior, the mes-
sage announced. Additional govern-
ment forces have left Irapuato, accord-
ing to the message, to reinforce the
garrison at Guadalajara, which Presi-
dent Obregon has ordered held “at all
costs.”

General Estrada with his command
is attempting to reach other detach-
ments of the rebel faction in the cen-
tral part of the republic.

The rebels lost 150 killed in the 30
hours of fighting which resulted in
the recapture by the federals of the
port of Salina Cruz.

Salina Cruz was attacked by rebel
forces from the land and sea last
Sunday, the gunboat Progreso bom-
barding the town. Commander Dona-
ta Dravo Isquierdo and his garrison of
200 men were forced to evacuate the
place, but recaptured it with the aid
of reinforcements under General Laue-
ano Hineda. The federals lost 12 kill-
ed and 30 wounded.
