TEIPOT DOME MAY 
RESULT IN ROOD

SCANDAL LIKELY TO HELP SAVE 
THE NATURAL RESOURCES 

OF THE COUNTRY.

Washington.—There are some Wash­

ington oitlcials who believe that the  ̂
scandal attencling the Teapot Dome; 
transaction will prevent for years the ! 
exploitation of the mineral, forest and : 
oil lands of the government by private' 
capital, even If safeguarded sanely in 
Its operation. 1

It seemingly Is certain, however, that' 
out of the apparent evils attending the | 
Teapot Dome lease there will com e' 
benefit for the canse of the saving of | 
what Is remaining o f the natural re-' 
sources of the country. It probably , 
will be some time before c«»nsideratlon! 
will he given to leases on a* large' 
scale, and therefore the natural re­
sources will be saved until thorongh i 
Investigation can he made of proposed i 
means to exploit them. '

The go\-emment now apparently will 
be afraid for a time to sanction any en­
terprise of private rapital In the public 
domain even though it he hedged In 
with all sorts of precautlf^s to make 
certain a pro|»er return to the people 
for that which they have leased. Men 
of caplfal prohably will he afraid for 
some time to come to enter Into any 
public domain enterprise because of 
the suspicion which at once will at­
tach to their projects.

The general feeling in Washington 
Is If there had been a more thorongh 
study of conditions prior to the leas­
ing of the Teapot Dome to the oil 
people all trouble would have been | 
avoided, and some men who apparently i 
"knew what they wnnte<l” wouhl have | 
escaped their present plight and would 
not today be called upon to prove their 
Innocence.

W allas and the Forestry.
It Is easy for Washington to under­

stand now why Secretary Wallace of 
the Agricultural department took such 
a firm stand Jn opposition to the trans­
fer of the forestry senlce from Agri­
culture to Interior about a year ago. 
Mr. Wallace did not want to see the 
forests under his Jurisdiction tum€*d 
over to the exploitation of private cap­
ital without knowing nil about what 
ultimately was to happen to the gov­
ernment preserves. There was rather 
a grave personal controversy over the 
attempt to transfer forestry from one 
department to another.

When President Harding started for 
Alaska it was believed he was favor­
able to the plan to give the Interior 
department control of the forests. 
After he had been to Alaska in the 
company of Secretary Wallace ne 
changed his mind and In a public state­
ment declared himself entirely satisfied | 
with things as they were and still are.

The navy has land set aside from 
which It can draw oil supplies. Some 
of these lands are In California and 
from time to time there have been 
charges that private enterprise has 
been doing what it could to deprive 
the navy of its holdings, or at least to 
secure them under some kind of a 
lease which seemingly would safeguard 
the sea service and yet give private 
enterprise plenty of returns to Justify 
Its entry into the field. »

Not Likely to Happen Again.
The understanding Is that the far- 

distant fields were saved to the gov­
ernment. but whether or not private 
enterprise has succeeded In getting 
some bold upon them, Washington now 
believes that the developments of the 
last few days will prevent any recur­
rence of the Teapot Dome happenings.

The attempt to save the government 
resources from private exploitation 
goes hack to the days of Theodore 
Roosevelt when be Intei^-ened to pre­
vent an individual, or at any rate a 
small company of men, from utilising 
the water power on a stream ic Mis­
souri without proper compensation to 
the government.

This case was seemingly of little 
Importance, but it l«>omed large in the 
public eye. The law has It that the 
federal govemuient has control over 
navigable streams. It was maintained 
that a small Missouri river, the wa­
ters of which the private curiM>rutlon ! 
wished to use, was not navigable. It 
was declared navigable after it hud | 
hetn asivrtained that small fiat boats 
could be flouted upon its waters. 1 he 
government, therefore, assumed Juris­
diction. I

So from that time on, at least dnr- i 
ing the Roosevelt administration, priv- | 
ate caidtal when It underfstk to ex­
ploit the government resources w as' 
comi>elled to make arrangements fnr, 
proper return to the federal treasury 
which, of course, meant a proper re- i 
turn to the people. Checks hav̂ e  ̂
come from time to time on the at-1 
tempts of men to secure government ! 
concessions for private gain. The de- . 
velopment of suspicion in the Teap«»t 
I>ono cas^ probably will prevent for | 
some time to come even the proper 
exploitation of public holdings by pri­
vate eonivrns.

Conventions and Candidates.
An old-time Democratic p«diti<'iun 

in Washington, a titan wliose memory ! 
rusts a long shallow, has said that In 
one way liistory will not reja-ut It.self ; 
In New York city nex» June. “ In 
1808 Horatio Seymour.” he said “ac-1 
tually was dragiamed into accept- j 
ing the I>em<K ratlc nomination.” He j 
added that It will take no dragiton- 
Ing to induce Mr. McAdoo, Mr. Under-' 
wood. Mr. Smith. Mr. Ualston, or any 
nttter man of active or latent ambl- j

tions to accept the gift of tlie conven­
tion.

It Is only In passing, but let It be 
said that there are tw'o Horatio Sey­
mours living today. The Democratic 
candidate of 18U8 hud neither sons nor 
daughters, but he had n nephew, Ho- 
nitlo, the second, who died some years 
ago leaving a son Horatio, who also 
has a son, another Horatio. The pres­
ent Horatio Seymour Is an engineer 
living in Santa Monica. Cal.

If all the dire things had happened 
to this republic that p«»llticlans Just 
before national conventions predicted 
would happen to It if a man pot of 
their choice were elected president, 
there would not be a shred of liberty 
left in this land. The people, how­
ever, seem to be satlsfle<J that in con­
siderable measure they have the same 
kind of freedom that was the Joyful 
possession of their forefathers, and 
therefore. If one may be allowed to 
give opinion, some liberty Is pretty 
sure to remain in tlie United States, 
whatever may happen in Cleveland 
and in New York in the month of 
roses this year.

Prior to the Republic.an conventions 
of 1872 and 1912 the ghiwt of Csesar- 
ism walked abroad in America. In a 
speech at the Democratic convention 
at Baltimore in 1872. August Belmont 
saw the ghost striding through the con­
vention hall.

Dirs Forscaats of Other Ysars.
In his 8i»ee<-h Mr. Belmont said that 

Grant. ulde<l by a corrupt congress, a 
congress from wliich all love of liberty 
had departed, was assuming all the 
functions of g^ovemment of whatever 
kind, and that the bayonets of a mil­
itary despotism already were flashing 
In the sun. The New Y’orker declared 
that “Caesarism and centrallxation are 
undermining the foundations of our 
federal system and sweeping away all 
constitutional bulwarks.”

In 1912 when Roosevelt entered the 
campaign for the ncnnlnation against 
Taft the ghost of Caesarism walked 
again, or at least so the Democrats 
and many Republicans made declara­
tion. The republic, however, still 
lives. The countr)* always goes to the 
devil in a thousand different ways Just 
before the delegates to the great na­
tional convention start toward the 
meeting halls.

In the aftermath goss'p of the meet­
ings of the Democratic national com­
mittee, there Is to be found little to 
suggest that New York became the 
choice as the convention city because 
of a desire to check the ambitions of 
William G. McAdoo. Many of Mr. 
McAdoo’s friends voted for New York 
feeling, they said, that their chief had 
a Sturt on the road to victory and 
that even tlie Alfred E. Smith enthusi­
asm of tlie metropolis could not make 
for the favorite’s defeat.

In 1882 the Democratic convention 
was held in Chicago in what was called 
the Wigwam. The roof of the Wig­
wam leaked. The smallest hole In It 
was the skylight. There was a real 
wet and dry issue before the Dem­
ocrats in that convention. All the 
delegates carried umbrellas to the lialL 
and a g«Mid many of them were com­
pelled to use them, for tlie heavens re­
mained open for four days and poured 
their contents on the more or less de- 
voteil heads below.

Abuse of the Day Soon Forgotten.
The New Y’ ork delegation one year, 

with the sole exception of one man, 
was for the nomination of David Ben­
nett Hill. The New Yorkers said 
things about Grover Cleveland, a citi­
zen of their state, which made some of 
the delegates from other places think 
that the Inst word had been need in 
denunciation. However, although New 
York was strongly opposed to the nom­
ination of Cleveland, he carried off 
the prize.

Whoever It Is that shall win the 
prize In New Y’ork probably may rest 
assured that the delegates will forget 
all the had things they may have 
said against him in the convention 
hall. After Cleveland had been called 
everything Just this side of things 
constituting criminal libel, the New 
Y'ork Democrats went home and said 
it was all In the game, “but we want­
ed Hill.”

Incorporation articles of the Rio 
Grande City Railway company were 
approved by the attorney general Sat-, 
urday and filed in the state depart­
ment. Headquarters of this line will 
be maintained at San Antonio and the 
organizers propose to construct a line 
22 miles long connecting Sam For- 
dyce, in Hidalgo county, with Rio 
Grande City, In Starr county. The 
company is capitalized for $22,000.

The work of the Hidalgo county soil 
survey, which Is being conducted by 
the Texas agricultural experiment sta­
tion in co-operation with the United 
State bureau of soili, is progressing 
although it has been hindered by ad­
verse weather conditions.

FRESIDENT ASKED TDm DENBY
M cAdoo Is Heard By Senate 

Committee Probing Naval 
Oil Scandal

Washington.—President Coolidge an­
swered the senate request for the res­
ignation of Edwin Denby as secretary 
of the navy with the statement Mon­
day that “no official recognition can be 
given to the passage of the senate res­
olution relative to their opinion con­
cerning members of the cabinet or 
other officers under executive con­
trol.”

President Coolidge was advised by 
the senate .Monday to ask for the res­
ignation of Edwin Denby as secretary 
of the navy.

A resolution declaring the secre­
tary's retirement should be requested 
“ immediately’’ was adopted. 47 to 34, 
and sent to the White House by spe­
cial messenger within the hour.

Mr. Denby sent word to inquirers 
that he would have nothing to say in 
the immediate future.

The senate’s action came toward the 
close of another day of fast-crowding 
developments in the oil investigations.

Washington.—In an atmosphere sur­
charged with political tensiofi, William 
G. McAdoo faced the senate oil com­
mittee Monday and explained his con­
nections with the Doheny interests.

At the very outset he read a pre­
pared statement charging that had he 
not been “prominently mentioned in 
connection with high office," his name 
would have never been brought into 
inquiry.

He declared he had acted in perfect 
good faith in accepting a retainer's fee 
as counsel for Doheny after he left the 
cabinet, and in the course of a long 
cross-examination reasserted forcibly 
over and over his assertions that the 
attack made on him had been purely 
political.

“ I conceive that the matter is whol­
ly Irre’ evant on the subject matter of 
your inquiry,” he said, in conclusion, 
“but I have been willing to come here 
and give these facts for such use and 
such value as they may have in the 
pursuit of your investigation.”

When he appeared in the committee 
room accompanied by David Rockwell 
of Ohio, manager of his campaign for 
the democratic presidential nomina­
tion. the former secretary was greeted 
with a burst of applause which con­
tinued for a minute or more. He 
smiled and bowed as he made his way 
to a seat to await the call of the com­
mittee. Many members of the senate 
and house mingled with the crowd.

“ You will be sworn as all other wit­
nesses are,” Chairman Lenroot said 
after he had called .Mr. McAdoo to the 
stand.

“ Do you desire to make a statement 
to the committee?'’ asked the chair­
man after the oath had been adminis­
tered.

Seating himself under a battery of 
cameras Mr. McAdoo adjusted his 
glasses and replied by reading his pre­
pared statement.

Questioned by Senator Walsh, demo­
crat. Montana. Mr. McAdoo said he re­
signed as secretary of the treasury on 
December 16, 1918, and gave up the 
post of director general of the railways 
on January 11. 1919. After a three 
months’ rest In California he entered 
the law firm of Cotton & Franklin in 
accordance with an agreement pre­
viously made.

“ When did you begin service with 
Mr. Doheny?" asked Senator Walsh.

“ November 30, 1919,” was the reply.
Asked if there had been any arrange­

ment while he was in the cabinet to 
enter the service of Mr. Doheny. Mr. 
McAdoo replied in the negative, add­
ing that he had not met .Mr. Doheny 
until after he had retired from office.

His resignation as counsel was sub­
mitted on February 2, he said, the day 
after Doheny. testifying before the 
committee first revealed their connec­
tion. He said he had advised Doheny 
only on Mexican affairs.

“ 1 think I may say that if he had 
advised me about this matter," he add­
ed, “ he jiever would have gotten into 
this difficulty.”

A LE'TTER written by George Wa.xli- 
ington, regarded as luo t̂ inter­

esting. changed hands reemtly at u 
sale in the Anderson galleries of auto­
graphs from tlie lllirary of the late 
Henry Cady Sturges of New Y'ork city.

The price paid for tlie letter was 
E1.575. Tills is tlie letter in whicli 
Wa.shington salil he was not incllneil 
to accept the presidency. The missive 
was addres.sed to Jonathan Trumbull. 

The letter reads:
“ Mouth Vernon, Dec. 4th. 17W. 

“ My dear Sir: It is sometime since 
I had the pleasure to receive your 
favor of the 28th of October—hut as 
I had nothing particular to send In re-' 
turn, I post|Mined writing until the 
present time to see whether anything 
new would lun^ up.—Nothing of im­
portance has oi'curred.—I5ut In the 
meantime, 1 was extremely happy to 
find that your State was going on so 
well as to feileral affairs; and you 
wi I permit roe to say that 1 have not 
been a little pleased with observing 
that your name stood so high in the 
nomination for Representatives to 
Congress.—

“ In general the appointments to tlie 
.Senate seem to have been very happy. 
—Much will depend upon having dis­
interested and respectable characters 
in hoth Houses.—For If the New Con­
gress should he comiHised of charac­
ters fa whom the citizens will natural­
ly place a confidence, it will be a most 
fortunate circumstance for conciliat­
ing their good will to the government 
—and then. If the gnvemment can he 
carried on without touching the pur«es 
of the people too deejily, 1 think It will 
not he in the ;>ower «»f the adversaries 
of It. to throw everjthing into confu­
sion. by efTe«ting premature amend­
ments.—A few months will, however, 
show what we are to expect.

“I believe you know me sufficiently 
well, my dear Trumhnil, to conceive 
that I am very much perplexed & dis­
tressed In my own mind, respecting 
the subject to which you allude.

“ If I should (unluckily for me), be 
reduced to the ne<-i*ssity of giving an 
answer to the question, which you 
suppose will certainly he put to me, I 
would fain do what was In all respects 
best.—Hut how can I know what is 
hesL or on what shall I determine? 
May Heaven assist me In forming a 
Judgment: for at present, I see noth­
ing but clouds and darkness before 
me.—Thns much-I may .safely «ay to 
yon In confidence; If ever I should, 
from apparent nf-cessity. he induced to 
go from home in a public character 
again—It will certainly be the greatest 
sacrifice of feeling A liappiness that 
ever was or ever can he made by him. 
who will have in all situations, the 
pleasure to profess himself, with 
sentiments ot real esteem.

W ASH IN G TO N  
ON NATURE

A  GREAT deal of rain fell last 
night and the heaviest sleet I 

ever recollect to have seen. The 
boQghs of all the trees were tnerusted 
by tubes of ice quite round, at least 
half an inch thick—the weight of 
which was so great that my late trans- 
plantatluns in many instances sunk 
under it, either by bending the bodies 
of the young trees—breaking the limbs 
or weighing up the routs—the largest 
pines in my outer circle were quite 
oppressed by the ice and bowed to the 
ground, and the largest catalpa trees 
had some of their principal branches 
broken.”

“ A great hoar frost and ice at least
one-eighth of an inch thick—what in­
jury this may have done to the fruit 
and vegetatloir will soon be seen. The 
buds of every kind of tree and shrub 
are swelling—the tender leaves of 
many had unfolded—the apricot blos­
soms were putting forth—the peaches 
and cherries were upon the point of 
doing the siime. The leaves of the 
iir>ple trees were coming out, those of 
rtie weeping willow an«l the lilac had 
been out many days and were the first 
to show themselves. The sas.safras 
was ready to open—the re<l bud had 
begun to open but not to make any 
show; the dog\ii>od had swelled Into 
buttons. The service tree was show­
ing Its leaf, and the maple had been 
full in bloom ten da.vs or a fortnight. 
Of this tree. I observed great differ­
ence in the colour of the bIoss«»ms; 
some being of a deep scarlet, border­
ing up«>n crimson, others of a pale 
red. approaching yelbiw. . .

"Found what is called the spire 
hush (a fragrant aromatic shrub) In 
bloom—perceived this to be the case 
on Monday, also as I returned from 
.Mexandria and supposed It had been 
blown two or three da.vs—It Is a 
small greenish fiower, growing round 
the twigs and branches, and will look 
well In a shrubber>'.“

“ Its light and airy foliage, crimson 
and variegated flowers, presented a 
gay and mirthful appearance; contln- 
uallv whilst in bloom visited by the 
hrilllant thunrfarlng humming gird.”—

Austin, Tex.—Contributions of Tex- 
As fruit growers in originating new 
▼arieties of fruit not only have en­
riched the whole field of horticulture, 
but hare brought fame to the origi­
nators. In the opinion of Ernest E. 
Scholl, chief of the division of orchard 
and nursery inspection of the Texas 
state depactment of agriculture. Mr. 
Scholl has recently compiled a list of 
all the varieties of fruit originated by 
Texans, and in commenting upon thi.s 
Hat he paid high tribute to Texas horti­
culturists.

“Consider the late T. V. Munson of 
Denison as a type of the noted horti­
culturists produced by tbi^ state,” 
said Mr. Scholl. “ Mr. Munson origi­
nated more varieties of grapes than 
any other American plant breeder.

“Another, E. E. Risien of San Saba, 
has introduced more valuable vari- 
ties of pecans than anyone else we 
know of. And still another, Gilbert 
Onderdonk of Nursery, has originated 
as large a list of valuable fruits as 
anyone in America,” continued Mr. 
Scholl.

ibis list is not complete, says Mr 
Scholl, but contains all the reliable in­
formation that is available.

There are eighteen varieties of ap­
ples that are products of Texas horti­
culturists. Some of the best known 
are the Mason, introduced at the 
World's Fair at St. Louis in 1904 and 
pronounced a new creation by pon^olo- 
gists. This apple is medium in size 
and resembles the striped June apple 
but is of superior flesh and flavor. 
The Rutledge was introduced by T. F. 
Ramsey of Austin. It is vigorous and 
productive. The San Jacinto is a fav­
orite among Texas apples. It was 
originated by Dr. A. M. Ragland of 
Pilot Point. Among the other varie­
ties is the Texas King, a large, yel­
low apple splashed with red; Juicy and 
•ub-acid. originated in East Texas by 
John S. Kerr.

Peaches originating in Texas num­
ber ninety-four varieties. They are of 
every conceivable variety. The Car­
man, by Stubernauch of Mexia. is re­
garded as one of the most valuable 
contributions to the peach family and 
is cultivated quite widely throughout 
the United States. The well-known 
Mamie Ross peach needs no introduc­
tion. It was originated by A. J. Ross 
of Dallas. The Cole, is another Texas 
peach product, is a very great favor­
ite wherever it is grown. J. R. Cole 
of Dallas County is responsible for 
this peach. The Thorn, by Thom of 
Canton, is called one of the best pre­
serving peaches in the country.

Of the twenty-eight varieties of 
plums introduced in Texas many are 
world renowned. For instance, the 
Mariana, by Charles Fitze of Polk 
County, became immediately known 
because it grew so rapidly and other 
stock could be grafted on it so easily. 
It is given a high place in American 
horticulture by Professor Bailey, nof- 
ed expert. The Eagle, by Mrs. Eagle 
of Fort Worth, is very well known for 
its early bearing and its distinctly 
sweet flavor, and for the fact that it 
keeps unusually well.

Six varieties of blackberries, six va­
rieties of dewberries and one variety 
of strawberry have been produced by 
Texas horticulturists. The English, 
a cross between the black and the 
dewberry, was discovered by E. W. 
Kirkpatrick. Noted for its fine qauli- 
ty is the McDonald, a dewberry dis­
covered by A. W. McDonald in Collin 
County. It is very prolific and is a 
good shipper. Parker Eiarle is the 
name of the strawberry so successful 
In North Texas and found by Nimon 
of Denison.

Pour pears are rather well known, 
the Alamo, Pride, Katy and Ely The 
Pride has never been attacked by a 
blight. It is juicy and highly flavor­
ed.

Thirty-two varieties of grapes have 
been introduced in Texas, the best 
known are the Carmen, the America 
Manito, Success, Onderdonk and Olita

Persimmons worthy of prupagatior 
are the Lone Star, Japanese by Faulk 
ner of Waco, large, well colored an«l 
of fine flavor. The Householder, u 
new seedless variety, was found in a 
canyon on Wichita River by T. F. 
Ramsey of Austin. The Ford, Allen. 
Elgin and Jaunary are also of Texas 
origin.

T. C. in San Francisco, was rewanl- 
e<l by the War Department for gal­
lant a«'tion in the S(>anish-.American 
War. 25 years ago. He received two 
citations, one for victorious battle 
at Manila, February 5. 4899, and a 
second in recognition of bravery un­
der fire near Caloocan. P, I„ 
March 25. 1899.

Following his exploits in the 
Philippines, Overton, then a lieuten­
ant. was summoned to Washington. 
D. C„ by President McKinley and 
commissioned to write a history of 
the Boer War. This was afterwards 
published by the War Department 
as its official record of that war.

The city of Whifestone, N. Y.. 
where he lived, named Winfield
S«’olt Overton Camp. Spanish War 
Veterans No. 39. in honor of their Texans to consider plans for the
