The ElI Morro national monument,
In western central New Mexico, con-
talns an enormous varicolored sand-
stone rock rising about 200 feet out
of a lava-strewn valley and eroded In
such fantastic forms as to give it the
appearance of a great castle. On Its
smooth faces are the Inscriptions of
five of the early Spanish governors of
New Mexico, as well as of many In-
trepid padres and soldiers who were
among the first Europeans to visit this
part of the world.

Lying as it did on the first highway
in New Mexico, the Zuni-Acoma trall,
this rock sheltered as a true fortress
many parties whose course took them
this way. The shape of the glant
monolith i{s such that an expedition of
soldiers could find protection within
the cave on the south side In which
was located the water so necessary to
the traveler in those days. Here with
a few out-guards on the one exposed
side no successful surprise attack
could have been made by hostile Ib-
dians.

Onate’s Visit in 1606 Recorded.

The earliest inscription on the rock
is that of Don Juan de Onate, gKov-
ernor and colonizer of New Mexico
and founder of the city of Santa Fe,
who in 1606 on his return from a trip
to the head of the Gulf of Califorunia
passed by El Morro and carved a rec
ord of his visit,

The Inscription of Gov. Manuel de
Silva Nieto, who succeeded Onate and
who took the first missionaries to

| Hawiku where a mission was estab-

lished, reads: *“I am the captaln-gen-
eral of the province of New Mexico
for the King our Lord. Passed by here
on return from the towns of Zunl on
the 20th of July of the year 1629 and
he put them In peace upon their peti-
tion, asking him his favor as vassals
of his majesty, and anew they gave
their obedlence; all of which he did
with clemency, zeal and prudence as
such most Christian (not plain here)
most extraordinary and gallant soldler
of unending and praised memory.”
The party accompanying Siiva Nieto

| was made up of 400 cavalry and 10

wagons. This additional paragraph Is
added to the inscription:

“They passed on the 23d of March
of 1632 year to the avenging of the
death of Father Letrado.”"—Lujan.

Lujan, who signed this Inscription,
had reference to this trip with other
soldiers from the garrison In Santa Fe
to Hawiku, where the padre was mur-
dered by Zuni Indlans, who scalped
him February 22, 1632, just 100 years
before George Washington was born.

FEDERAL AID HELPS
STATES BUILD ROADS

Many Miles -;f— Highways of
All Types Built During

Fiscal Year.

Austin, Tex.—Eight thousand eight
hundred and twenty miles of roads of
all types were completed with federal
ald during the fiscal year which ended
June 30, 1923, according to the annual
report of the bureau of public roads,
United States department of agricul-
ture. This added to the mileage com-
pleted prior to the fiscal year, brought
the total of completed projects up to
26,536 miles, or more than enough to
encircle the earth.

An outstanding achievement of the
year has been the work done in se-
lecting the roads to constitute the fed-
eral aid highway system. This has
been done in accordance with the pro-
visions of the federal highway act
which requires that a sy=‘em of roads |
consisting of not more than 7 per cent
of the total rural mileage in each state
be designated and that all federal aid
be spent on such a system. The total
mileage of rural roads in the United
States, as certified by the various
states, 575 which will

is 2,859,575 miles,
limit the federal aid highw:y system
to 200,170 miles. At the end of the
fiscal year 35 state systems comprising
111,699 miles had been approved by
the secretary of agriculture and it was
not thought likely that the initial pro-
gram will exceed 180,000 miles.

Analysis of the approved systems
for 35 states shows that of the 1111
cities of 5000 or more population in
these states, 1048 lie directly on the
system and there is probably not one
but that will be connected with the sys-
tem by an improved road.

A detailed study of the system in-
dicates that it is safe to say that 90
per cent of the total population lives
within 10 miles of some route ¢n the
system.

TEXAS HANDLES A FIFTH
OF ALL CRUDE PRODUCED

Washington.—Twenty per cent of all
of the crude oil run in refineries dur-
ing the year 1923 was handled by re-

fineries in Texas, as shown by final

figures for the year issued by the Unit- |
ed States bureau of mines. The total‘
Texas runs amounted to 106,419 bar- |
rels. The gasoline output of Texas re-[
fineries reached the total of 1,221,
475,738 gallons, which was one-sixth
of the country's output. The zasolinei
output for last year had increased |
more than 300 per cent since 1317.l
while the demand had more thanf
doubled. In 1917 the demand, or con-
sumption, was 3,129,000,000, while in
1923 it was 6,685,000,000 gallons. |

REVENUE MEASURE
IS FINALLY PASSED

The Bill Carries Longworth’s
Substitute Income Tax
Schedule.

Washington.—By a vote of 408 to 8
the revenue bill was passed Friday by
the house.

The Longworth compromise, which
was adopted on final passage of the
bill, provides:

Normal rates of 2 per cent on net
incomes not in excess of $4,000; 5 per
cent on net incomes over $4000 and
not in excess of $8,000, and 6 per cent
above that amount.

Surtax rates 25 per cent less than
those in the existing law on the same
brackets, starting at 114 per cent on
the amount of income in excess of $10,
000 up to $12,000. The maximum rate
would be 37% per cent on the amount
of incomes in excess of $200,000,

Personal exemptions: The same as
in existing law, $1000 for single per
sons; $2500 for heads of families
whose net income is not over $5000
and $2000 for heads of families whose
income exceeds that amount.

The existing law provides:

Normal rates: Four per cent on in
comes not exceeding $4000 and 8 per
cent on incomes above that.

Surtax rates or a graduated scale
starting at 1 per cent on the amount
of income in excess of $6000 and not
exceeding $10000 up to 50 per cent
of the amount of income in excess ol
$300,000.

The democratic schedule which was
rejected provided:

Normal rates: Two per cent on in-
comes up to $5000; 4 per cent on in-
comes between $5000 and $85000, and 6
per cent above that.

Surtax rates: Graduated scale start-
ing at 1 per cent at $§12,000 and up to
44 per cent on the amount of income
in excess of $92,000.

Personal exemptions: $2000 for sin-
gle persons and $3000 for heads of
families.

The Mellon plan, also rejected, pro-
vided:

Normal rates: Three per cent on in-
comes not in excess of $4000; 6 per
cent on incomes above that amount.

Surtax rates: Start at 1 per cent at
$10,000 to a maximum of 25 per cent
on the amount of income in excess of
$100,000.

No change in exemptions from the
present law.

WILL OF WOODROW WILSON
IS FILED FOR PROBATE

Washington.—The will of Woodrow
Wilson, filed for probate Tuesday,
leaves the estate to his wife, Mrs.
Edith Bolling Wilson, with the excep-
tion that his daughter, Margaret Wil-
son, shall receive an annual income
of $2,500 as long as she remains un-
married.

A request in the will calls upon
Mrs. Wilson to distribute among Mr.
Wilson’s daughters such articles of
clothing, jewelry, personal mementos

| and art works that may have belonged

to their mother, the first wife of the
former president.

Under the will, Mrs. Wilson is to re-
tain the estate during her life, and the
unexpended portion at her death to be
distributed among Mr. Wilson's daugh-
ters.

The will was opened February 13,
according to a notation on the en-
velope, in the presence of Mrs. Wilson,
Margaret Wilson, Eleanor Wilson Mc-
Adoo, W. G. McAdoo and E. W. White,
the attorney who filed it.

CITRUS TREES SHIPPED TO
VALLEY FROM OTHER STATES

Brownsville, Tex. — Thousands of
citrus trees are arriving .in the valley
from California and Florida, the stock
of home-grown trees having proved
inadequate to meet the demand.

Valley nurseries report that more
than 200,000 trees already have been
sold this season, and these will be
supplemented by many thousands ship-
ped from other districts. Last year
143,000 trees were supplied by valley
nurseries, and about 100,000 shipped
in, but this year 200,000 valley trees
have already been planted, and experts
make no pretensions of offering an
estimate of the number that will be
shipped in before the planting season
closes.

Inspection reports show there are
more than 2,000,000 seedlings in the
velley which will be available for the
planting seasons of 1925 and 1926.

Shenandoah to Texas Soon.
Fort Worth, Tex.—Notice that the
Shenandoah, the giant American diri-
gible, will arrive in Fort Worth by the
end of May or early in June was re-
ceived by the Chamber of Commerce
from Washington Tuesday. The air-
ship will fly to Fort Worth from Lake-
hurst, Long Island, and will take on
a supply of helium gas, oil and other
stores. Work on the mooring mast
has commenced in a field adjoining

the United States Helium plant.

To Lengthen Presidential Term.
Mexico City.—The ministry of the
interior announces that a bill will be

introduced in congress extending to
six years the terms of president of the
republic and of senators. The terms
of deputies will be made four years.
The number of deputies will be re-
duced considerably. Each deputy will
represent 100,000 electors instead of
60,000 as at present. This will reduce
government expenditures 5,000,000

pesos annually.

Texas News

Gifts to Texas libraries in 1923 to-
taled $235,000, according to reports
compiled by Miss Elizabeth H. West,
librarian of the state library.

Building permits issued in Galveston
during the month of February aggre-
gated $182,99250, an increase of
more than $30,000 over the previous
month

The attorney general has approved
two Fayette County road bond issues,
one for $50,000 and the other for $18,-
000. The bonds mature serially and
bear 5 per cent interest.

According to reports from the rural
district tributary to Yoakum, a very
large melon crop is to be cultivated
during the coming season. Melon
growers find a ready market for their
products.

The supreme court has decided for
the first time in Texas that a widow's
right to payments for the death of
her husband under the workmen's
compensation law is vested in her and
goes to her heirs at her death.

The largest check ever received by
the State treasury for taxes, accord-
ing to State Treasurer C. V. Terrell,
came recently from Dallas County. It
was for $947,000, covering taxes col-
lected in that county for January.

The latest enterprise for Alvin is
a 10,000-feet-capacity sawmill, erected
five miles southwest of Alvin on Choc-
olate Bayou. The mill is located on
a splendid tract of pine and hardwood
timber that will run it for several
years.

A committee from the Beeville
chamber of commerce is looking for
a suitable site for a state park, which
may be established at Beeville. The
state park board, accompanied by
Governor Neff, will be at Beeville
about March 17 to inspect the site the
local chamber of commerce will offer
them. v

Precautions to prevent the spread of
foot and mouth disease from Cali-
fornia, where it has been discovered,
were taken.by the live stock sanitary
commission of Texas this week. Quar-
antine against the receipt of any live
stock from California is being pre-
pared and will be placed in effect as
soon as it is approved by Governor
Neff.

The bond division of the attorney
general's department has approved an
issue of $125,000 Slaton, Lubbock
County, independent school district
bonds. These bonds mature serially
and bear 6 per cent interest. An issue
of $100,000 Sutton County special road
bonds, maturing in 30 years with a
20-year option bearing 5% per cent
interest, have also beeq approved by
the department.

Both East and West Texas will be-
gin the spring crop season with the
greatest depth of moisture in the
ground that it has had in several sea-
sons. This is especially true of the
lower Rio Grande valley, where suf-
ficient moisture exists to bring up cot-
ton without the heavy expense of one
irrigation.

The acreage of truck crops will be
greatly reduced in Montgzomery Coun-
ty this season, and the cotton acreage
probably increased 20 per cent. The
high prices received for cotton the
past season, and the unfavorable
weather conditions for truck crop
preparatior, are largely responsible
for the change in crops.

Plans for an addition that would
doubel the size of the library building
and for a new women's dormitory that
will accommodate thirty patients have
been received at the State Tuberculos-
is Sanatorium at Sanatorium, 16 miles
east of San Angelo. The new dormi-
tory will increase the sanitorium’s ca-
pacity to 355 patients. There are now
about forty more women than men at
the institution. The waiting list num-
bers about 200.

The Rio Grande Valley of Texas has
23,000 acres planted to citrus fruit, ac-
cording to estimates made by experts
who have made a careful survey of
the industry. They also estimate that
before the 1924 season is completed
there will be at least 29,000 acres
planted to fruit. Six years ago there
were not 100 acres in the entire valley
and the plantings each succeeding
year have doubled.

Fire rate credits ranging from 9 to
15 per cent have just been granted to
cities of Texas due to reduction of the
fire loss ratio in those cities, accord-
ing to the state insurance commission.
Among the cities with their reductions
are: Denison 9 per cent, Nacogdoches
12 per cent, San Angelo 9 per cent, San
Antonio 15 per cent, El Paso 15 per
cent, Brownsville 15 per cent, Ballin-
ger 15 per cent.

The financial cost of crime in Texas
is an ever-mounting burden, fees paid
to sheriffs, witnesses, county attorneys
and county clerks disclose. Over $800,-
000 in fees were paid last year to coun-
ty officials and witnesses concerned in
criminal prosecution, according to fig-
ures in the sheriffs’ department of the
state comptrolier's office.

Fort Worth leads the state in the
percentage of home-owning inhabi-
tants among cities of more than 100,
000 people, according to figures com-
piled by the “Better Homes in Amer-
ica” bureau, with headquarters at
Washington, D. C. In the Panther
City, 38.1 per cent of the people own
their own homes. San Antonio ranks
second, its percentage being 37.8, and
Dallas third with 36.9 per cent. Hous-
ton is at the bottom of the list of big

cities, its percentage of home owner-
ship being ounly 34.2.

TURKEY DEPOSES CALIPH.

Constantinople.—The national as-
sembly at Angora Monday passed a
bill calling for the deposition of the
caliph and the abolition of the cali-
phate,

Crown Prince Abdul Medjid Effendi,
cousin of Sultan Mohammed VI, was
elected caliph in November, 1922 by
the grand national assembly of An-
gora. Prince Selim Effendi, son of
former Sultan Abdul Hamid, was an
unsuccessful candidate. The deposed
caliph is 52 years old.

Abdul Medjid was in direct line of
succession to the sultanate, Had Mo-
hammed VI, died, instead of taking
flight from Constantinople on board a
British warship, Abdul Medjid would
have succeeded automatically to the
throne.

Mrs. Candler Freed.

Atlanta, Ga.—Mrs. Asa G. Candler,
Sr., wife of the Atlanta soft drink mil-
lionaire, Monday was exonerated at a
police court hearing of having been an
occupant of a “dive,” which charge
grew out of a raid by the police made
on an apartment in a fashionable resi-
dential section here in which Mrs.
Candler W, Stoddard and G. W. Keel-
ing, business men, were arrested. The
identical charge against Keeling and
Stoddard was also dismissed.

Fiume Under Laws of Italy.

Fiume, Italy.—Fiume was placed
Monday under Italian law in accord-
ance with a decree issued by General
Giardino, the military governor,
establishing the civil and political or-
ganization of the city. The new ter-
ritory, which is designated as Carnaro,
has not yet been officially annexed to
Italy so the administrative office there
will continue until after the govern-
ment orders the holding of elections.

Says He Killed Oil Man.

Wichita Falls, Tex.—A man giving
the name of P. H. Hunt, charged with
violation of the narcotic act, and in
jail at Quanah, Texas, has stated to
Sheriff Frank Aiken that he killed
J. J. Knight of Wichita Falls and Dal-
las, a well known oil gperator, on the
desert near Buckeye, Ariz., according
to the sheriff. Knight disappeared in
August, 1922,

.
India’s Cotton Crop.
Washington.—India’'s 1923-24 cotton
crop is placed at 4,210,000 bales of 478
pounds net in the final estimate of the
director of statistics of India, receiv-

ed by cablegram at the department of
agriculture. The final estimate on the
same date last year was 4,348,000
bales.

No More Funerals on Sundays.

San Antonio, Tex.—Funeral services
will not be held in San Antonio on
Sunday in the future when it can pos-
sibly be avoided. This decision was
made by the Ministers’ Alliance. Rep-
resentatives of undertakers and the
burial parks agreed to co-operate with
the ministers.

Need ldentification Cards.
San Benito, Tex.—Persons going in-

to Mexico from Brownsville will have

to secure identification cards, cus-
toms officials announce. This rule
has been in force at other border

towns for some time, it is said. The
cards are in no way related to pass-
ports and are only to identify the
holder to officials to prevent delays,
Chief Brewster states. Persons cross-
ing the border regularly will be allow-
ed several days t~ secure the cards be-
fore the ruling is enforced, it is said.
