"double zeroes?" Someone more creative than myself will surely
come up with something, and it probably won't be long in
coming.

Since Ye Editor observes his birthday on December 31, he
will have even more folks joining in the celebration than
usual. But don't celebrate too much--and we'll see you in -+999

Tenth Exchange‘ Student

The school year 1999-2000
will be especially meaningful
for Aundrea and George Frye
of the Black community.

Kai Pawlowski, a 17-year-
old from Potsdam, Germany,
is the tenth exchange student
the Fryes have hosted to
attend Friona High School.
Also, Pawlowski became the
first FHS exchange student to
play a vital role in varsity
athletics, when he became a
place-kicker for the football
team. Kai wore the number
10 for the Chieftains.

" guess it was my lucky
number," Kai told us this
week. Down the stretch drive
for the Chieftain football
team, Pawlowski kicked three
field goals for the team. His
27-yarder against River Road
turned out to be the
difference in Friona's 26-23
win, its first bi-district win
since 1996.

What did he think about
American (and Texan) foot-
ball? "I liked it! People here
are crazy about football. We
don't even play football in
Germany," the outgoing
youngster said.

He has played soccer in
Germany. His first look at a
'real" football game was the
1999 season-opener in which
he suited up for the Chiefs.

The FHS exchange student
explained that sports in his
homeland are not played as
"'schools vs schools," but more
likely are local "clubs." Over
there, the 'club" teams are
more important than "school"
teams.

He went on to say that he
ran track at his school in
Potsdam, but there the
"coach" or teacher just gave
the students grades.

Although no one can guarantee that there will
be absolutely no problems, we fully expect the transition
from 1999 to 2000 to be uneventful.

Pawlowski had completed
ten years of schooling in
Germany, which has a 13-
year system, not including
kindergarten. He said that
when he returns home, he
will be allowed to take a test,
which if he passes satis-
factorily, will give him credit
for the year he spends at
FHS. Otherwise, he will have
to take his 11th year there.

He says he likes physics
and chemistry the best at
FHS. ("The labs are fun'). On
the other side of the coin, he
says that math is his hardest
subject.

aving to take the courses
in what amounts to a foreign
language for him has not
been a particular problem, he
says. He is fluent in English,
although he (and we), may
have to have a phrase re-
peated sometimes, due to the
Texas accent of local natives.

Kai comes from a family of
four, which includes an older
brother Jan (pronounced
"Yan'"), who is 20. His father,
Udo, is a civil servant for the
federal armed forces. He
works in the area of com-
munications.

His mother, Angelika,
works as a bookkeeper for the
city's water distribution de-
partment. Most of the
mothers there work outside
the home, much as they do
here, he told us.

Teenagers in Germany go
on dates, as they do here, but
very few of them have their
own cars. A main reason for
this is due to'the cost of a
driver's license to begin with.
These can cost between $800
and $10,000.

Vehicles here are a lot
different than Pawlowski is
used to. He mentioned the
big trucks we have here, and
the cars here are also bigger
than in Germany.

Kai says he enjoys the
small town atmosphere in
Friona. Germany, he points
out, is about the same size as
Texas. Germany's population
is 82 million, while that of
Texas is only 17 million.

Our equipment has been updated and is now Y2K
compliant.

Louisa Wilson was one of four

e Girl Scouts of Caprock
Council instituted the awards
program and scholarship
banquet six years ago to
honor women who have made
a direct and powerful impact
on the lives of others,
particularly Girl Scouts,
through their support of and
belief in Girl Scouting.

Mrs. Wilson's presentation
read as follows:

"Girl Scouts and Louisa
Wilson are synonymous in
Friona, Texas. Louisa became
a Girl Scout leader in 1942
and continued her contri-
butions to Girl Scouting over
the next 57 years."

Louisa was born in Des
Moines, Iowa September 25,
1906. Her father, Charles
Schlenker, came to Parmer
County in June of 1906, and
bought land. He returned to
Texas in October and built a
home for his family.

In December, 1906, his
wife, Amelia came to Texas
on a train with nine children!
Louisa was two months old at
the time. She graduated from
Friona High School, and then
attended West Texas State
College in Canyon.

She married Ralph Wilson,
and the couple had one
daughter, Mamie Lou (Welch)
as well as four grandchildren,
seven great-grandchildren
and one great-great grand-
child. Ralph died October 9,
1993.

The Wilsons purchased
several acres of native
grassland, and the former
Spohn Ranch became a
retreat for Girl Scouts, a
privilege enjoyed by girls and
leaders, since 1963.

Christmases Of Past Years

In the early 1950s, my
sister and I finally talked our
folks into buying a television
set for Christmas. We were
thrilled just watching black
and white, and mostly "snow"
in those days. Our favorite

Later in that decade the
Reeve family was unable to
get together at Christmas
because my father's youngest
brother lived on the East
Coast and his youngest sister
on the West Coast.

For Christmas
98, our little two-and-a-half
year old granddaughter sang
several Christmas songs on
her own. This remains a very
special memory for me.

As a young couple, we

Methodist Church and went
caroling to many of the shut-
ins and older folks in our city.

The faces of those people that
we sang to, really made the
reason for the season come
alive,

When our older daughters
were at home, we often went
snow skiing during
Christmas. They learned to
ski and enjoy the mountains
with all their wintertime
splendor. Most of the time,
several families went on these
trips, which made for great
fun and forged some true
lasting friendships.

Betty and I wish that
every family could have the
fine grandparents and aunts
and uncles that we were so
fortunate to witness and
share with during the
holidays of years past. These
memories are forever ingrain-
ed in us, and are pretty
typical of all the fine people
of West Texas.

B.K. Buske Recalls
"Christmas Past'

Family and tradition are the two words that come to mind
when I think back to "Christmas past."

Long before December 25 arrived, my Mom would start her
sewing and baking in preparation. I never recall any
invitations going out, but all the kinfolks knew when and
where to be on Christmas Day.

One of the few days of the year I can remember my Dad
being home in the morning was Christmas morning.

My sisters were musically inclined, so we would gather
around the piano for the traditional carols.

After what seemed to be an eternity, usually would be
brought to a close with Dad's suggestion that we read the
Christmas story from Luke 2. For a young lad anxious to get
to the presents, this activity seemed as if he were reading the
entire Bible.

The Christmas tree was almost always a "real" pine, and
always stretched to the ceiling. Decorations were sometimes
homemade--strings of popcorn and cranberries, combined with
colorful store-bought lights and tinsel and a plastic angel at
the top.

Generally the tree had to be in one place, and that was the
den (or family room). Fifty years later, we still place the tree
in that room, in the same home in which I grew up.

Each day after school, just prior to Christmas, we would
snoop around the base of the tree to try to determine the
contents of the packages. So, after the Christmas story' was
read, Dad would say, "It's about lunchtime. Suppose we
should eat and have the rest of our Christmas later?"

Well, you can guess which way we (kids) voted. The
memories are so numerous and so endearing, I wish there was
time and space to share more.

May each of you produce your own special traditions and
have the privilege of observing this Holy season with family.

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Need For Balance Between
Orthodoxy And Orthopraxy

What is Orthodoxy?
Webster's New World College
Dictionary says that to be
Orthodox is 'conforming to
the wusual beliefs of
established doctrines."

In the first few centuries
of Christianity, Orthodoxy
meant simply what the
majority of the church be-
lieved. In those early
centuries, Orthodoxy became
important because strong
heretical movements arose
within the church that
threatened the foundations of
the historic Christian faith.

Orthopraxy is how you
practice your faith in Jesus
Christ. It is what you do.
You may have great doctrinal
Orthodoxy but if your
Orthopraxy is not wholesome
and strong you are not doing
much good. In fact you may
be doing a great deal of
harm with your religious
attitude.

The classical historical
illustration of people who
were very Orthodox in their
doctrine but plumb sorry in
their practice of their faith is
the Pharisees of Jesus' day.
Their main concern was being
Orthodox.

Right doctrine was every-
thing to them and their
doctrine for their day wasn't
all that bad on paper. They
believed in the spirit, angels,
grace, resurrection of the dead
and judgement for all people.

ut since right doctrine as
they understood and preached
it was everything to them,
they manipulated and domi-
nated and trod upon
everybody to push their view
of doctrine upon them and
they could lie, cheat and steal
a little bit so long as they
were convinced it promoted
their doctrine. They judged
the worth of everybody by
their standards of Orthodoxy.

Now the mindset toward
Orthodoxy of the Pharisees is

the best illustration in history
of the mindset or attitude
that most theologians call
fundamentalism.

Fundamentalism is an
attitude towards perceived
right doctrine (Orthodoxy)
that is arrogant, abrasive
and unloving towards people
different from the in-group.

Fundamentalism always
emphasizes its pet doctrines
and is always very weak in
Orthopraxy, that is in
treating the world right with
respect and love.

This ugly attitude of
arrogance tends to infiltrate
every religious group to some
extent. at is why we must
ever seek to be balanced
between the doctrine we
preach and what we practice
in every day life. Doctrine is
very important but no more
important than what we
practice.

When we overemphasize
Orthodoxy to the negligence
of Orthopraxy, you can mark
it down that our religion has
self-destructive tendencies.
You can also mark it down
that we are retreating toward
Orthodoxy because we are
afraid; afraid to learn new
things and see where we may
be wrong because it threatens
our security; afraid of all the
changes going on in society
and the world; afraid of those
different from us.

Every manifestation of a
fundamentalist mindset, be it
religious or political is a
manifestation of a reaction of
fear of the world. 1 John
4:18 says, "There is no fear in
love, but perfect love drives
out fear, because fear has to
do with punishment. The
man who fears is not made
perfect in love."

My mother summed up
the balance needed between
Orthodoxy and Orthopraxy
by often preaching the folksy
proverb. "What you do
speaks so loud I can hardly
hear what you are saying!"

Most people return to work
three or four days after treatment and resume all normal activities,
including sports, within a week.

Other discoveries include
poinsettias with '"petals"
shaped like oak leaves or
curling in clusters like some
roses. To the delight of
visitors, other plants enrich
the breathtaking scene.
Chrysanthemums--numbering
thousands--boast pompon
blooms in lavender,
gold, and white.

Christmas cacti catch the
eye with flowering cascades in
coral and pink. Azaleas, too,
are memory-makers, es-
pecially tabletop varieties
with red-and-white-speckled
blooms. "These flowers look
like peppermint candy," says
Marge Harris, a watercolor
artist from Houston.

But for the 5,000 or more
visitors who attended the
two-day Poinsettia Cele-
bration (November 20-21,
1999), exploring the green-
houses on the self-guided
strolls is only part of the fun.
In the indoor promenade
connecting the greenhouses,
browsers inspect candles,
chimes, Christmas ornaments,
and other gift items.

At a display of exquisite
new poinsettia varieties,
visitors chat with plant
breeders from California and
other states before casting
ballots for their favorite
introductions. Just ahead, in
an area set aside for plant
sales, shoppers select from an
array of hanging baskets,
dish gardens, and potted
poinsettias ranging from three
inches tall to Texas-size
beauties towering to six feet.

If you are looking for
Santa, meander toward the
poinsettia tree, a 15-foot-tall
marvel made from more than
450 poinsettia plants. There,
you'll find Saint Nick
listening to kids and posing
for pictures. Nearby, you can
savor a wedge of homemade
pie, nibble Christmas cookies,

lilac, |

Ellison is a former Bovina

resident.
T

or devour lip-smacking good
barbecue while enjoying
performances of Christmas
music. Lectures by horticul-
turists on plant-related topics
provide opportunities for
learning.

Ellison's information booth
is the place to glean
poinsettia facts and fancy
during the weekend festi-
vities. Look for a display of
poinsettia-growers' parapher-
nalia and for Cathy Ganske,
an experienced greenhouse
technician known to Cele-
bration-goers as '"the lady
with the answers."

Cathy usually brandishes
a ruby-red beauty while
explaining poinsettia phy-
siology. "The colorful parts of
the poinsettia are modified
leaves called bracts,"” she
says. "The true flowers are
the little yellow bud-like
berries in the center." Cathy
also shows bystanders the
steps Ellison's follows to coax
three-inch cuttings into
glorious holiday plants.

'"We begin in March when
the starter stock arrives from
plant breeders," she says.
Once these patented cuttings
form roots, onlookers learn,
growers start a regimen of
pinching, cutting, transplant-
ing, watering, and fertilizing.
In fall, workers shroud the
greenhouse roofs with black
plastic. Turning day into
night prompts poinsettias to
blush with color in time for
holiday markets.

As the poinsettias' hues
intensify in November,
Ellison's begins shipping them
to wholesalers for distribution
to florists, supermarkets, and

nurseries in Austin, San
Antonio, Bryan-College Sta-
tion, Dallas, Fort Worth, and
Houston. Some plants will
flaunt their beauty at the
Governor's Mansion and the
State Capitol; others will
decorate the George Bush
Presidential Library at Texas
A&M University in College
Station.

Although Ellison's ships
the majority of poinsettias by
mid-December, the color in
the greenhouses only momen-
tarily wanes. Daffodils, hya-
cinths, tulips, and miniature
roses welcome flower-lovers in
February. Easter lilies unfurl
in March. Hydrangeas an-
nounce May. Azaleas, kalan-
choes, gloxinias, African
violets, chrysanthemums, and
foliage plants create a
sensation with tourists nearly
every month of the year. In
all, the dedicated team at
Ellison's grows 135 species of
flowering and foliage plants
that develop and bloom at
just the right times.

The ongoing bouquet
beckons families, garden
clubs, and school kids, who
inspect the flower-filled green-
houses on ‘fuided tours given
year round. The 45-minute
treks begin and end at
Ellison's Garden and Tourism
Center, a shoppers' haven
filled with gift items as well
as plants. (The only time
shoppers can purchase gift
items and plants at the

reenhouses is during the

ovember Celebration.)

The program for visitors
evolved after Ellison's 20th-
anniversary open house in
1990. The event created a
milestone in the Texas
wholesale greenhouse indus-
try, according to PJ Ellison
Kalil, who heads the business
started by her parents.
"When we opened our doors
to tourists, people in the
industry thought we were
crazy," she says. "Now, they
call us innovative and
progressive. Educating the
public about the plants we
grow and how we grow them
is one way we differ from
other wholesalers."

" PJ oversees 40 employees,
five acres of greenhouses
(including a branch operation
east of town where 50,000
more poinsettias are being
groomed for future markets),
and the Garden and Tourism
Center. Jim and Ellen Ellison,
co-founders of the business,
serve as advisors.

In the 1960s, shortly
before Jim and Ellen started
their mom-and-pop enterprise,
genetic botanists developed
long-lasting poinsettia varie-

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ties. Until then, poinsettias
were almost impossible to
ship, because their color faded
quickly. The breakthrough
opened the doors for the
plants' burgeoning popularity.
In 1998, says the U.S.
Department of Agriculture,
Americans bought about 70
million poinsettias to adorn
their houses, churches, and
offices. The same year,
Texans spent a whopping $13
million or so on the showy
plants.

Although the poinsettia is
a relatively new holiday
symbol in this country, in
Mexico and Central America,
where the plants grow wild,
folklore has long linked the
Flores de Nochebuena (Flow-
ers of the Holy Night) with
Christmas. One story says
that when a poor peasant girl
offered the Christ child a
bouquet of roadside weeds,
the barren stalks miraculously
burst into luminous red
poinsettias.

Joel Roberts Poinsett, an
amateur botanist, probably
knew the legend. When his

five-year tour as America's
first ambassador to Mexico
ended in 1829, he returned to
his South Carolina plantation

with poinsettias he had
spotted growing near Taxco.
Word of the brilliant red
"Poinsett plants”" quickly
spread through horticultural
circles. Although a German
taxonomist tagged the species
Euphorbia pulcherrima in

1833, '"poinsettia" has
remained the common name
in English-speaking countries.

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But whatever name you
call it, no other plant
announces the holidays like
the poinsettia. Red poin-
settias enliven a gala; pink
poinsettias brighten a room;
white selections seem to
simulate freshly fallen snow.
And what could ignite the
holiday spirit faster than
strolling through greenhouse
after greenhouse aglow with
this flamboyant holiday
herbage.

"Most wholesaler growers
just produce plants," says PJ.
'Ellison's though, is in the
business of beauty. At the
Poinsettia Celebration and
throughout the year, our goal
is to create a memory."

Shopping savvy: select
poinsettias with fully colored,
expanded bracts whose dense, dark
green foliage extends to the
stem’s base. Tightly clustered,
yellow "buds" (in the center)
indicate freshness. Never buy
poinsettias with overly dry or
waterlogged soil.

It has meant a lot to us.

We grew up poor, Ona and
I, in the Blue Ridge
Mountains of Georgia. But
we didn't know we were poor
until we were grown up, got
married, and left there.

I was the 11th child in a
family of 19. Fifteen of the
children lived to be grown. I
know what it's like to sleep at
the foot of the bed. There
were sometimes as many as
four of us kids in a bed at one
time.

We lived in the last house
in Hell's Hollow in Fannin
County, Georgia, on the
border between Georgia and
Tennessee. If you were in a
wagon and were planning to
go further on up into the hills
from our house, you had to
stop and get out and walk the
rest of the way. So I guess
you could say that our place
was pretty remote.

Each one of us had a nail
on the mantle up over the big
fire place and that's where
we'd hang up our stockings
for Christmas. We each got a
stick of hard candy and an
orange, and that was a real
treat. Oranges were special
and we were sure glad to get
them. The only time we ever
saw an orange was at
Christmas time. It was better
than all those electronic toys
that kids get for Christmas
now days.

As one of the younger kids,
I had to learn to hold my own
with the older ones.
Hunting, shooting and fishing
was a way of life for us. We
didn't do it just for fun. We
learned to hunt and fish as
soon as we were big enough,
so we would have enough to
eat. You had to be able to
shoot a rabbit in the head
because the body was going to
be part of your dinner. I
guess that's why I still enjoy
hunting and fishing. It's in
my blood.

Growing up under those
circumstances, was probably
the Lord's way of preparing
me for that memorable
Christmas of 1944 when' I was

in. Germany helping General,

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Germans at the Battle of the
Bulge. The Germans launch-
ed their surprise attack on
December 16, working their
way through the Ardennes
Forest to force that bulge in
the Allied line from Belgium
and Luxemburg to a depth of
about 60 miles.

The winter of '44-'45 was
the worst winter on record in
Germany. It wasn't windy
like it is here, so the snow
came straight down and it
was knee deep. I was never
so cold in my life. The
reverberating roar of those
guns and exploding shells
went on continuously all day
long without stopping. The
noise slacked off a little bit
after dark, but not much.
The constant roar and the

cold really took its toll. Our
forces finally got it ironed out
by about the end of January
1945.

But the real heroes were the
ones who gave their lives or
i:afme home crippled up for
ife.

After that experience, those
Christmases back home in the
Blue Ridge Mountains with
13 kids getting an orange in
their stockings, seemed
mighty close to heaven on
earth.

Favorite Christmas Story

C}_u'istmas is here and a time for giving,
sharing, loving and remembering friends and
family.

Everyone, even though times are rushed,
find the time to remember Christmases of
long ago and what Christmas meant to us
during our growing-up years.

Thinking about years past, we wonder
how parents provided for their families during
those years of depression, and how they
managed presents at Christmas time.

I had three older brothers, Fred, Preston
and Oliver, who made Christmas so very real
for me and my sister Jane.
