Downpour Thin Wrrk Will B« Wortk 
Many MilllouH to SUt^ und Will 
Stiniuliite BuHlueHN In Every Line 
of Aethity.

Plainview , H ale County, and the 
P la ins C ountry generally , enjoyed a 
good snow th is  week, which began to  
fall .Monday afternoon and  continued 
th rough  the  night. Tuesday m orning, 
however, dawned b righ t and c lea r and 
the sk ies w ere c lea r th ro u g h o u t the  
day. Snow began to  fall again  W ed­
nesday n igh t and continued to  fall In­
te rm itten tly  th roughou t T hursday .

A tfer a d rou th  th a t continued p rac­
tically  unbroken for nearly  th ree  
m onths, ra in  and snow fell over a 
la rg e  portion of N orthw est. N orth and 
W est Texas, beginning ’Tuesday. 
W hile the  m oisture precip ita ted  so 
fa r has been about .33 inch , i t  fell 
slowly, and it will be of m uch bene­
fit to  fa rm ers and gardeners. T here 
had been no ra in  of consequence as 
fa r n o rth  as Denison and  D alhart, as 
fa r w est as  Abilene and A m arillo, as 
fa r south as H illsboro and a s  fa r 
eas t as  .Marshall in  about th ree  
m onths.

T he d rou th  was one of the  longest 
in the  h isto ry  of the ^ a t e .  Never 
since th e re  has been a record  kep t 
has the  ra in fa ll been so sm all for so 
long a period.

T uesday’s ra in  and snow was heavi­
e r  west and  north  th an  it was e lse­
w here. T he precip ita tion  a t Abilene 
was about half an  inch and good ra in s  
have been reported  from  Brown wood. 
W ichita F a lls , Denison, Denton and 
W hitesboro.

F a rm ers  all over the  n o rth ern , ea s t­
ern  and w estern  portions of the S ta te  
bad waited long and patien tly  for 
ra in . All of them  had p repared  th e ir 
lands and were w aiting for sufficient 
m oisture to en ter the ground  before 
p lan ting  th e ir  sp ring  stuff.

And w here the  o ther te r ro rs  of the 
d rou th  had not perplexed th e  peo­
ple the  dust devil has to rm ented  them  
continually . The s tree ts  of th e  city  
had been dust feeders to  the  s tro n g  
winds which prevailed th e  past sev­
e ra l weeks. So the dust has a t  least 
been se ttled .

If  you w ere suporln tenden t, how 
would you get puplla and  teach ers  to  
come ea rly  and stay  u n til th e  close 
of the  session?

If  1 w ere superin ten d en t of a  Sun­
day achool. my first w ork would be 
th e  selection  of a  corpa of teachers, 
se lec ting  only those who w ere In te r­
ested  in  the  w ork, so fa r  a s  possi­
ble, only those who w ere qualified as 
teachers.

H aving secured my teach ers , I 
would in te re st m yself in th e ir  work, 
In fact 1 would a lready  be In te res t­
ed. and aw ake to  niy duty . In my 
teachers* m eetings. I would keep the 
subject continually  before them , th u s 
keeping before th e ir  m inds th e  im ­
portance of th e ir  alw ays being in th e ir 
places. When they w ere ab sen t 1 
should m ake them  know how m uch 
they  a re  m issed by me.

I would so fa r as  possible, have 
a  place in th e  main o r chapel room  for 
each class. Have teach ers  tak e  th e ir 
places w ith the pupils. I would in ­
s is t on the  teach ers  noting any ab­
sen tee and  visiting  th a t one sonietinie 
d u rin g  th e  week. Hy having  a  place 
for each c lass and having pupils and 
teach er take  th e ir places, it is more 
easily  noted who a re  on tim e and 
who a re  late.

In th e  prim ary d epartm en t little  
prizes, such lis beautifu l sc rip tu ra l 
ca rd s  m ight be given, hav ing  differ­
en t sizes and  some n icer th an  others. 
A ce rta in  num ber of one kind en ti­
tling  the  holder to  the  ho lder to  the 
la rg e r and p re ttie r  ones.

T hen, again, I should suggest 
budges to  be w orn by each pupil and 
teach er having on each side the 
nam e of the school, and on one side 
th e  word.s “On Tim e,” and  on the  o th ­
e r  the word •'Isite .”

I would m ake it a  point to  have 
som ething new and in te re stin g  every 
Subath, in way of special songs, sho rt 
ta lk s , reviews, o r  any th ing  in which 
the  little  ones especially  would be 
in terested .

('lose re la tio n sh ip  betw een su p e r­
in tenden t and teach ers  is very nec­
essary . In teachers* m eetings and 
in every way possible, I would show 
m yself in terested  in th e ir w ork as 
well as  mine.

I would alw ays be on hand and be 
prom pt in o|>ening and closing. Would 
have a  definite plan and follow it.

I would see th a t the  house was 
kep t neat, clean and  inv iting . Would 
have reserved teac h e rs ' c lass from 
which to  draw  in case a teach er w ere 
absent. In fact, if possible. I would 
have an  a ss is tan t teach er for each 
class.

I would v isit each c lass  a s  often 
as I could. T ry  to  know each pupil 
personally  and le t them  know I m iss­
ed them  from th e ir  p laces when they 
w ere awa.v.

I^ast, but not least, I would m ake 
it a  special w ork for m yself and 
teach ers  to  obtain th e  h earty  co-op­
eration  of the  p aren ts , and if posible 
get them  to come w ith .the ir children. 
*rhe older or adUlt c lasses  would have 
to  be reached by personal w ork on 
th e ,p a r t  of both teach er and su p erin ­
tendent. .

And the fa rm er m ust 
learn  to  d iversify , to  properly  fe rtil­
ize, m ainly from  th e  God-given a ir, 
and with the  best sk ill to use and 
im prove ftiachlnery, to  control uncon- 
tro lab le  labor, to  selec t the  m ost per- \ 
feet type of crop seed, and  to  build 
and beautify  the  best of Am erican ' 
hom es th a t th e re  m ay be kep t on 
the  farm  our s tro n g es t young men 
and happ iest young women for the 
fu tu re  yet g re a te r  developm ent of our 
ru ra l sections. To accom plish these 
g rea t needs o u r ag r ic u ltu ra lis ts  m ust 
be united and th is  dem ands much 
tra ln d  leadersh ip  not yet to  be found. 
But it is in the  s tage of developm ent.

The ru ra l free delivery th e  te le ­
phone, good roads, a re  forces a t work 
all too slow tow ard the accom plish­
m ent of the m inu test need of the 
countrym an. But who s h a l l 's e e  th a t 
all these a re  p roperly  guided? W hat 
lite ra tu re  shall the ru ra l free deliv­
ery  ca rry  to our co u n try  hom es? W hat 
social cha ts , w hat h ea rt to  h eart ta lk s 
shall th e  te lephone convey from  fam ­
ily to  fam ily? W hat elem ents of the 
town life shall en te r  the life of the 
p resen t clean , honest coun try  folk? 
O pportunities a re  here  abundan t for 
young men and young women. Our 
tim ber, our landscape beauty, our 
p resen t hum id clim ate, conducive to 
abundan t crop productions a re  to  be 
preserved , if p reserved  at a ll. by 
tra ined  leadersh ip  in system atic  for­
est p reservation  and tree  planting. 
T ree p lan ting  is especially  the  c r jin g  
need of the P la ins country . T hat, to ­
ge ther w ith Im proved "dry  fa rm ing” 
co n stitu te  the  g rea t source of the 
P la in s’ fu tu re  in crease  in farm  crops.

An educational problem  of vast 
m agnitude and im portance is, "How 
can the 'poor w h ite’ be m ade to  rise 
to  the van tage ground of h is full pos­
s ib ilities?”

Our Rare Frubleni.
And the  w hite leaders of the South 

dare  not neglect the  duty they  owe 
to  the  heterogeneous and strugg ling  
negro m illions. If led a rig h t they 
m ust be guided by the  s trongest 
Southern  w hite leaders. But likely 
th is  will not soon be a Panhandle 
problem .

Agan, foreign labor and wealth 
a re  dcstued and are  rapidly 
com ing southw ard. A yet more 
complex race problem  is before us 
for so lu tion  before we have fairly ' 
begun th e  solution of the  sim pler 
tw o-race problem . Ruilrouds, like dirt 
roads, will s tre tch  everyw here along 
our lessen ing  distatices between 
g reat cities th a t shall sp ring  up as 
if by m agic in our Southland of des­
tiny. In addition to o u r illiteracy  
problem , slum  and social poverty 
problem s in these cities will be 
th row n upon us in a  n igh t of sleep. 
G reat w ealth will with boldness buy 
city and s ta te  governm ents. Busi­
ness eth ics then  indeed will be dif­
fe ren t from  church  eth ics, un less our 
young men sit up and take  notice 
and fulfill th e ir m atch less o p portun ­
ity  and p repare  to guide a rig h t our 
unprecedented advancem ent.

G reat mobs of the  
n o rth —Goths and V andals—ravaged 
the south , and the lam p of learn ing , 
extinguished on the continent, burned 
b righ tly  In the  c lo isters of the  m on­
as te r ie s  and universities of Ireland. 
He im planted, full born, the civiliz­
ation of C hristianity .

He introduced the a r ts  and crafts , 
developed agricu ltu re , taugh t Indus-

try , app lication  and love of work. In ­
s titu tio n s  of learn ing , churches and 
hom es of relig ious w orkers, tra in in g  
schools and sem inaries w ere su p p o rt­
ed, not by contribu tions, bu t by the 
in d u stry  of the  inm ates.

From  Idleness to  Industry , from 
fighting to  the a r ts  of peace, from 
d ru id ica l w orship to  C hristian  p rac­
tice and  ideals. Doctor P a trick  re ­
form ed the  whole island by personal 
effort and exam ple, by incessan t and 
exh au stin g  toil.

He died a s  he lived, w lthont th e  
possession of anything.

Missouri Case

The Learned t'onrt In His Decision 
Declares that not over Four Per 
Cent Dividends Are S'ow Heinn 
Realised In Its Operation.

K ansas City, Mo.. M arch 8.—A no- i 
tab le  decision in favor of the  ra il­
roads was handed down today by! 
Judge M cPherson of the  U nited I 
S ta tes d is tr ic t co u rt in the  tw o-cen tj 
fa re  and m axim um  fre igh t ra te  cases, 
involving eighteen M issouri lines.

The ra ilro ad s contended th a t the  
ra te s  fixed by the s ta tu te s  of the  
S ta te  were not rop iunerative, but con ­
fiscatory, and th a t the  enforcem ent o fj 
th e  s ta tu te s  be enjoined. The S ta te  
brought proceedings to  have it en ­
forced.

"The (luestion," said Judge  Mc­
Pherson in his decision, " is  w hether 
the  traffic w holly w ithin the  S ta te

of M issouri generally  re ferred  to  in 
the evidence as local traffic, can be 
ca rried  u nder th e  fre igh t ra te  s ta tu te  
of 1907 and the passenger fa re  s ta t­
ute of 1907 at such profit as  w ill give 
a reasonab le re tu rn  a f te r  paying ex­
penses upon the investm ent, o r w heth­
e r such traffic is carried  a t a loss or 
less than  such reasonab le profit. The 
court has reached the conclusion th a t 
upon th is  question th e  s ta tu to ry  ra te s  
fixed by e ith e r and both s ta tu te s  a re  
not rem unerative."  •

"C onsidering all the  evidence, the 
these roads w ere properly  and econ­
om ically built and a re  being properly  
und econom ically managed,* and that 
a f te r  paying the expenses for m ain­
tenance and operation , th a t th e re  is 
less th an  6 per cen t of re tu rn s , and 
not m ore than  3 per cen t upon any 
of them , and as to  som e of them  a 
deficit, tak ing  the p roperty  as above 
s ta ted  w ithin the  S ta te  of .Missouri a t 
its  fa ir valuation."

Judge M cPherson a lso  says in the 
decision: "W hen th e  s ta tu te s  in
question w ere enacted, it w as be­
lieved by m any th a t by reducing  th e  
fa re  th e re  would be m uch m ore tra v ­
el. F or a  m onth o r so th is  proved 
to  be tru e . But w ith the  novelty gone, 
the  testim ony show s th a t the  increase 
has been less th an  3 per cen t and 
m ore nearly  1 per cent."

He says fu r th e r as to  the  abolition  
of passes th a t the  evidence show s the 
passenger revenue is Increased th e re ­
by less th an  I per cent.

Becreuse in Traflic* to u Larpre Ex­
tent Due to Falling Off In A'ulue of 
Raw Cotton.

W ashington, .March H).— In Jan u a ry  
las t th e re  was a fa lling  off of about 
$.')0,000,000 in the co u n try ’s exports 
as  com pared with those of Jan u a ry , 
1908, while for the seven m onths end ­
ing with Jan u a ry  lust th e  to ta l ex­
ports am ounted to  $1,031,719,944, 

I aga inst $1,189,009, 5.71 in the co rre ­
sponding seven m onths of th e  p re­
vious fiscal year, a fall of $157,000- 
000 in the seven m onths.

A ccording to  a s ta tem en t ju s t p re­
pared by the Uureau of S ta tis tic s  th is  
fa lling  off is p articu la rly  noticeable 
ill the m onth of Jan u a ry , 1909, because 
of the fact th a t in Jan u a ry , 1908, large  
(piantities of m erchandise were being 
pushed out of the country  to obtain 
funds to  m eet the conditions which 
had arisen  during  the period of de­
pression beginning with October, 1907, 
and the exports  of th a t  m onth were 
therefo re  abnorm ally’ large.

One cause of the fulling-off in ex­
ports is found in the reduced prices 
of the la rg est single item  of our ex­
port t r a d e —raw  cotton. The average 
value of cottoB exported  in Jan u a ry . 
1908, was 11.7 cen ts  per pound.

On the  im port side, figures for J a n ­
uary  last a re  encouraging , both m an­
u factu res and crude m ateria l for use 
in m anufactu ring  show ing an increase 
over those of the  previous Jan u a ry .

Then he can dem and that 
his teach ers  be on time.

If had teach ers  th a t were habit- 
uaily  la te  In th e ir a ttendance, and 
1 could not influence them  to come at 
the proper tim e, I would remove them 
and secure o th ers  who would come 
on time.

In order to  reach  children I would 
try  to im press upon the  mind and 
h ea rts  of the  p aren ts  the  value of 
he Siiiulay Soliool to  th e ir  children, 

in th e ir m ental, m oral, social and 
s|)iritual developm ent. I would of 
course try  to  secure the  p a ren ts’ 
learty  cooperation in the w ork; for 
in less the  p a ren ts  en te r  into the 

g rea t am ount of In terest can be ex­
pected from the  children.

1 would have the dally  program s 
as in te re stin g  and Instruc tive  as 
possile. I would see to  arouse in my 
teachers a g rea t am ount of In terest 
in the work. I would try  to  m ake them  
feel the in iportanc of being free and 
sociable with the pupils, h a t often a 
kind word o r sm ile o r feeling of sym ­
pathy for o th ers  will win them  and 
hold them  w here o ther m eans fail.

I know of no se t ru les o r form ula by 
which a su p erin ten d en t m ay secure 
punciial and reg u la r a ttendance. But 
I th ink  th a t a  h ea rt overflowing with 
love for God and  hum anity , and a 
supply of good, common sense, is the 
best equipm ent for th is, o r any o ther
