HM'NT. NOl'NK INJI'NITION IN 
IHsMILYED HV JIIMIMENT.

PlalatlfT« ( «alrallsB Csaflaed Is

IHsIrIri Judge J. N. Ilrowalng. of 
the Amarillo district, held a session 
of court. In rhsmbers. In this city 
(his week and hsard s motion uti be­
half of the Commisslonera* Court of 
Hale county to dissolve an Injunction, 
granted by Judge Swayne, of Fort 
Worth, restraining the court from 
paying out the priM-eeds of a court 
house and jail bond Issue voted by the 
cllliens of Hale county In October, 
I'Mtn.

A contest was filed by parties liv­
ing near Hale ('enter s«ion after the 
election, and the Issue tried, with the 
result of a judgment declaring the 
election legal, and. on appeal to the 
Court of Civil Appeala, the Judgment 
of the lower court was affirmed In 
all things.

After the sale of the bonds, and 
everything In readinesa for the letting 
of the contract, W. .N. Claxton, J. H. 
Reed, R. West I.«moDd and R. F. 
Alley, all of Hale Center, applied to 
Judge Swayne, of Fort Worth, fur a 
restraining order, setting out various 
and sundry charges aa a basis for 
their suit.

The order of restraint was granted 
In February of the present year, but 
not presented for issuance of a writ 
until last mouth, after the construc­
tion on the court house and jail was 
well under way.

As the restraining order only pre­
vented payment by the Commission­
ers’ Court, and was not otherwise ef­
fective against the contractors, the 
.McRae Construction Company, of this 
city, work was not stopped on the 
building, as It was not anticipated 
that payment would be long delayed.

Judge L. S. Kinder, of this district, 
being a taxpayer here, certified his 
disqualification to the governor, and 
Judge Browning recelvc>d notice from 
the executive to exchange benches 
with the judge of this district and 
hear the case.

On Tuesday 'afternoon the trial 
judge passed on the question and

overruled the objection raised by 
plalntlfCs attorneys, on constitutional 
grounds, aa to his appointment by 
the governor, their contention being 
that they were not allowed an oppor­
tunity to try to agree with defendant's 
counsel on the eelectlon of a trial 
judge.

On Wednesday a largs crowd of In­
terested listeners were in attendance 
to hear the Issues presented and the 
argumenta of counsel. After presenta­
tion of several minor points, the 
plaintiffs hinged their case on the 
contention of a misappropriation of 
313,04)0 of funds voted for jail pur- 
poaes. claiming that the preeent plan 
of conatnictlon of a jail as s part of 
the oourt house did n^t fulfill the 
purpoee Intended and was contrary 
to Ihe spirit of the election.

The point of what really constI- 
tutea a jail seems to have never been 
directly construed by our superior 
courts, and on this question the 
plaintiffs really centered their fight 
against defendant's contention that a 
jail waa a jail, whether It be a separ­
ate building or otherwtae, and aought 
to ahow that the preeent plan waa a 
direct saving of funds and a benefit to 
the county.

At the cloee of the arguments, 
Judge Browning announced that he 
would diseolve (he injunction, and 
took the matter under advlaement of 
allowing plaintiffs to file an appeal 
with supersedeas bond—In effect, s 
means of continuing the force of the 
writ against payment of funds until 
the rase could be heard an appeal.

On Thursday morning, the court 
sniiouiiced judgment dissolving the 
Injunction, denying plaintiffs privi­
lege of supersedeas bond, and the 
plainliffa gave the usual notice of 
appeal.

Payments were made to the con­
tractors for work completed, the work 
goes on as usual, and. while plain­
liffa have a certain standing In court, 
yet the present trial likely ends a 
series of aggrsvating hindrances.

('ounty Attorney Clements. Graham 
A Dalton and Webb A Joiner repre­
sented Hale county In the trial of the 
cause; Attorney Harris, of Harris, 
Harris A Young, of Fort Worth; J. C. 
George, of Stephenville, attorney for 
the P. A N. T. Construction Company, 
who received the railroad bonus of 
some lots In Hale Center, and a local 
attorney of that town appeared for 
the plaintiffs.

lu a report of a meeting recently 
held In Aiuurillo to discuss the ques­
tion of securing a much-needed ad­
ditional Court of Civil Appeals for 
Northwest Texas, the Dully Panhan­
dle says:

“ A rousing muss meeting was held 
this ufternuun in the Chamber of 
Commerce hull, looking to the es­
tablishment of tin udditlonal Court of 
Civil Appeals here. The bur was pre- 
duininunt In the meeting, and It was 
the universal iinpresslon umoiig those 
present that sufficient reason can be 
shown the State legisluture why an­
other court should be ereuted and es­
tablished ut Amarillo.

“ It was shown that under the pres­
ent system, with the closest court at 
Kort Worth, and that one with a 
ducket so crowded ns to make the 
prompt considerution of litigated 
questiuns ut least problematic, there 
is an uliuust untold expense and 
unnuyunce. Un the other hand, the 
convenience of a court established In 
this |H)rtlon of the State, in Amarillo, 
In fact, would be accessible and easy 
of attendance to all of the Panhandle 
and adjuiiiiiig country. The volume 
of busineas sent from this portion of 
the country Is constantly increasing, 
and will continue to do ao.

“The tax upon litigants Is. In tbis 
manner, heu|>ed up ut such a rate as 
to become burdensome. For this 
reason, the fight for this court will 
be based upon broad lines and made 
to reach the seat of government In 
such manner as to conimsnd respect 
and attention.

“The meeting was opened, after be­
ing called to order by President C. T. 
Herring, with a brief and pithy talk 
by Judge R. R. Haxlewfxid.

“ Judge H. G. Hendrix was the next 
B|teaker. and called attention to the 
fact that a|>eclfir facta muat be set 
before the legislature relative to 
needs for the court to be created.

“ The third aiieaker was Judge 
Willis, of Canadian, who told of the 
hearty endursenieiit that will lie 
voiced for the rreatiun of the court 
and Its location In Amarillo.

“ Judge J. W. Cudgingtun spoke 
more specifically of physical condi­
tions. and the distances that must be 
traversed to get to the present courts.

“ In keeping with the suggestion of 
Judge Hsxlewood. who stated that 
the congested condition of the present 
courts Is shown when It la known 
that the Appellate Court la more than 
a year behind with Ita docket, and the 
Hupreme Court fully a year, a com- 
mltte was appointed to look closely 
Into the needs of the situation and 
prepare data upon which to base the 
ramiiaign.'’

They are the people who 
operate on lines that The News 
iminted out for the Texas Company 
to install—that is "service"—that Is 
all they have to sell.—Canyon .News.

"Everything comes to him who 
waits" was coined long before Ibe 
Northwest Texas Telephone Company 
strung a single line of baling wire 
along a line of scattered saplings, 
hooked a coffee grinder to each end.

in the hog business is the one who 
raises as many as he can handle prop­
erly every year. The average fanner 
must have some meat live sioek. and 
the hug is about the easiest and 
cheapest to handle.

The man who sells his liogs every 
time the price of grain gets high, dues 
nut show good business Judgment. It 
is estimated that a man cun feed uOc 
corn to .'»c liogs and make money, and, 
with good hogs, the spread in prices 
can even be wider. When siieaking 
of tills topic, many farmers are dis- 
[losed to charge every bushel of i-orii 
fed to hugs at top prices, when, as a 
matter of fact, only about ten bushels 
In a thousand would grade .So. I, or 
anything like it.

On the other hand, good hugs will 
take mighty poor corn and make it 
into tip-top, high-price pork. Besides, 
there will be found on nearly every 
farm a lot of poor grain of various 
kinds that would never find a market 
except through the hog crop. It's a 
safe assertion that there is not more 
Ilian one }eur in ten that grain is so 
high ill price that it can not lie fed 
profitably to good bogs.

Taking the average of any i»eriod 
of ten years, and the man who raises 
and markets a good hog crop every 
year will be away ahead of the grain 
farmer. From a financial standpoint, 
this is a poor season in which to em­
bark in the hog business, but. If you 
do start, don't sell out the first time 
that prices go down and wait for an­
other iieriod of high prices in order 
to buy back. Give the old sow a 
steady Job on your farm; feed her 
and her pigs liberally, and she will be 
one of the best money makers In your 
IMissessiou.—Citizen-Star.

On .Monday, April 18, according to 
The Herald, citizens of Plainview met 
to take steps to secure another rail­
road, "without any extra noise." That 
does not mean there was no noise, 
but only that there was no "extra" 
noise. The fact is that the Plainview 
people are so full of noise at every­
thing they talk about doing that 
there can't be any "extra" noise.

They published an honor roll of 
tliuse who had agreed to be assessed 
to buy a road. From wliat we know 
of many of the men on the roll, we 
judge that there is just about bait 
the assessment which would be uiicol- 
lectable. We notice that the names 
of most of the wealthier meu of 
Plainview are conspicuous by their 
absence from the roll. But we under­
stand why they talk only of a big 
bonus, for Plainview has nothing to 
offer us an inducement except a big 
bonus, if you will study the map. 
you will see she Is "o ff tlie line" of 
them all.

Besides, Plainview' will have to put 
up large sums if she buys the Acme, 
or any other road coming this way, 
from Hale Center. She wants them, 
and. heretofore, when she wanted 
anything she has either gotten it or 
made Plainview- pay mighty high for 
it. These roads ought to be built 
through Hale Center, for the reaaon 
that shells in the renter of the richest 
county on the Plains, and if the ef­
forts of the people of the entire coun­
ty, except the Plainview corner, count 
for an.vthing she will be the county 
seat in the near future. With the 
railroads through the county crossing 
at Hale Center, the people of the 
whole county will have easy access 
to the county seat, which will be as 
it should t>e.

We notice that at the meeting Judge 
Mayfield took occasion to take a fling 
at Hale Center, though he dues give 
the men who are leading the fight 
against the locution of the county seal 
at Plainview the credit of being a 
plucky set. He e\eu urges the Plain- 
view men to be as plucky. But In the 
near future the present County Judge 
will awaken to find that the “ seven" 
he refers to are merely the leaders 
of the i>eople of the whole county, ex­
cept Plainview. for the location of the 
county seat In the center of the 
county, where It will be for the bene 
fit and convenience of the whole peo 
pie, instead of merely the Interests 
at Plainview. The Judge Is a good 
fellow, but his main trouble, as 
County Judge, has been that when the 
interests of Plainview and the Inter 
ests of the whole county have con­
flicted. has lost sight of everything 
but Plainview.—A Citizen, in Hale 
Center Live Wire.
