Willllams, whose home Is In .New 
Orleans, was admitted as a patient 
March 25. A year and a half before 
this he had been struck on tba head 
with a club, and In order to save his 
life, a portion of the parietal bone, 
at the back of his skull was removed.

The pressure of the scalp on the 
unprotected membrane beneath it 
caused an irritation of the brain cells, 
and the effect was that Williams be­
came subject to frequent paroxysms, 
resembling epileptic flU. When the 
surgeon examined Williams he said 
that if another piece of bone were 
substituted fur the missing section 
of skull the fits would cease.

Dr. A. II. Sewing, resident physic, 
ian at the hospital, says there have 
been many cases of bone grafting, 
but heretofore these operations have 
been confined to taking a slice of bone 
from one part of the skull and put­
ting it on another. In Wllliania case 
tills was impossible becauoe so 
large a portion of the skull had been 
removed.

The surgeon suggested a rib would 
do. Williams’ sixth rib was removed. 
A piece four inches long and one Inch 
wide was cut from the end of the rib. 
After being carefully scraped and pol­
ished, so as to obviate all chance of 
infection, it was carefully fitted in 
to the bole In Williams' skull. The 
scalp was then sewn up over it

Williams has not had a fit since 
the operation was performed.

WHAT A t REARKHY NHMl'LU COST.

Charles H. Alvord. professor of Ag­
riculture St the A. & M. College of 
Texas, gives this Informatiun to pros­
pective builders of creameries: "A
creamery completely equipped fur the 
manufacture of butter can be built at 
total cost. Including building, of 93,000. 
If a suitable building la available with 
«ewer connections, the cost could be 
materially lessened as the building 
represents at least |M)0 of the liiveat- 
inent. The proflta In the manufac. 
ture of butter come from two sources: 
( I )  Tbe difference between the coet 
of the cream and the selling price of 
tbe butter which is usually 2<o or 3 
cents per pound; (2)the overrun which 
usually amounts to about 10 |>er cent, 
or In other words when you buy 100 
pounds of blitter fat you should manu­
facture 116 imunds of butter. The 
profits will depend largely upon the 
imount of cream that can be lanight, 
as the equipment required and the cost 
of running would be no greater when 
handling 5i»0 pounds of butter per day 
than it would In handling 2.'iU pounds.
