When I was ap|K>iuted a delegate to 
College Station, I did not th ink  of 
having to give an account of my trip , 
or I would have prepared myeelf bet­
ter. When I took the tra in  at Plain- 
view, on Ju ly  27th, I th ink I waa the 
only delegate, but at evary station 
more delegates would get on the tra in . 
By the tim e we arrived at Sweet­
w ater we were quite a band bound for 
College Station.

Sw eetw ater seems to be prosperous 
and busy; I suppose on account of Its 
railroads. The crops were gradually 
getting shorter as we left Plalnvlew 
and the Plains. The best crops I saw, 
on an average, were between here and 
Lubbock.

As we were billed over the Santa 
Fa to Coleman, we went through Buf­
falo Oap, my old home, and I aaw but 
llttla  Improvements through th a t coun­
try  alnca I laft thare, alaven yeara ago. 
Wa arrivad a t  Coleman about elavan 
o'clock, w here we had to w ait for our 
tra in  four or fiva boura. I waa dla- 
appolntad in finding thnt city not 
much la rg e r than when 1 last saw K, 
20 years ago, and not presenting na 
attrac tive  an appearance.

Sle»|M Bnllns News.
We pa seed BelUm about dark . I 

could not see much change la tha t 
place since the last time 1 had bean 
there , some 20 years ago. The next 
towB of Im portaace waa Temple. We 
came back through Temple In day 
l l« a . aad  It aaamad to ha a  prosperoua 
place. Our aext stop was Malano 
Junctloa. where wa had to wait au tll 
•  o'clock, and, to  my surpHae, there  
was not ranch town for n place with 
two rail roads. There were very poor 
hotel acroramodatloas,' aome of ua 
had to sleep on Dallas News. and. aa 
wa had to wait natll •  o'clock Mon­
day m orning, we aaw that tba  town 
waa very sm all—only three o r four 
country-looking etoree and a few 
tired-lonklag people, wading through 
the aaid

We had to  lay over at Valley Junc- 
Hon from I t o'clock a m. until I  In 
the evening; not ranch town hare ex­
cept one hotel and weak artesian  well 
of w ater that waa warm and lasted 
bad to  me. so we rested In the ahade 
of Iraea, aa the Ihemowteter registered 

1M We went through Bryan, an 
old-loohlng town, and arrived at Col- 
■«•a S tatloa about 2 o'clock Monday 
evening

I was agreeably aurprlaed at the 
Improveaaents at College Statloa. As 
we w est from the entrance to  the 
hnlldlnga was a large, gravel walk In 
every d irse tloa : la every apara apace 
the arounda were beautified srtth fine 
■hade trees, mostly cedars, arbor-

just su its me." Some said they once 
vltues, elms, backberry and ouka. I 
expected to see three or four good 
buildings, but, to my surprise, they 
told me tha t there were 16 or 16 good, 
perm anent buildings and more l>eing 
built, bealdes many dwellings and 
other bouses.

H e a n  PatriarebH Speak.
The grounds put on, to me, the ap­

pearance of a huge cam pm eetin i; 
people were everyw here—standing, in 
groups, going and coming. They told 
me by tb li  time tha t fifteen or sixteen 
hundred delegates from all parts of 
the S tate were there. Here we had the 
to meet euch old patrlarche aa B. W. 
K irkpatrick , F rank Onderdonc, John 
B. K err, and others, and hear them  tell 
about Texas when they comenced tba 
fru it industry, 35 or 40 years ago, 
when Texas was in its primitive sU te, 
and its only resource was its  un­
bounded range and long-horn cattle— 
In the days when It was said you could 
not make a living In Texaa farm ing 
and could not grow fru it here; and 
th a t DOW wa grow In Texaa everything 
from the apple of the cold regions to 
the orange of the tropica. Wa have 
even taken the native pecans and Im­
proved them  to where they have thin 
■bells and bear In th ree or four years.

I heard Col Bxall tell how ha u r g ^  
the people of Texas to better aystsias 
of ta m in g —to asUot the best of seeds 
and to  Improve on every line, especial­
ly In the way of taking ca rs  of our 
lands by protecting our soil from 
waahing aw ay; protect by not over­
cropping our soil and fartllliing  by 
tp read lng  the m anure upon It and 
growing green crope of peas to  ha 
turned under after the  other crope aro 
taken  off. Mr. Bxall em phasited tko 
fact th a t the proeperlty of our S tate 
and Nation depends largely on the care 
we lake of our soli; and. I would add. 
of the care we take of what we ralae 
on it.

NpaulaN Tells #f Mexlra.
One of tbs raoct Interesting ta lk s I 

heard while a t C^illege Station was by 
a Spaniard that had been educated 
and trained on farm ing In Texaa. Ha 
made a atrong appeal to us to help 
him educate his country—old Mexie»— 
where, be said, they allll tickled the 
ground with a crooked atick. He aald 
that where Christianity and prosperity 
blessed the people there waa peace 
and happlneaa, but where Ignorance 
and Btarvatlon prevailed, th ere  was 
revolullona. He aald old Mexico la one 
of the best com  countriea of the 
world; and atlll people are  starv ing 
for tba want of corn.

I want to say to the people of Plain- 
view that 1 took special In terest to  
tell them a t Collage Station th a t I 
live at Plalavlew. Many said to me, 
"W ell, th a t Is a good country; you 
Irriga te  eome there.** I aald. "Yea. It

TEXAN AID IN WORK.

Sweeping recommeudationu for leg-> 
islation designed to help developm ent 
of agricu lture  in the United States a re  
contained In an elaborate report for­
warded to W ashington by the Ameri­
can Ambassador to France, Myron T . 
H errick, who baa completed an ex­
haustive Investigation of the ayateni* 
of agricu ltu ra l credit facllitlea in op­
eration In Europe, aays the Dalla» 
Ntws. Ambaasador H errick wrote th e  
document a fte r receiving reporta from  
other American diplom atic repreaentu- 
tives In Europe and conferring with 
others.

Work Ordered by Taft.
The work of gathering and compil­

ing m aterial for the form ulation of 
plans for an efficient land and ag ri­
cu ltural system  has been carried on ■ 
under instructions from P resident 
Taft, and Ambaasador H errick baa. 
bean asslated by a cummlaaion which- 
reached Paris from the United S ta tes  
In July.- Eklwin Cham berlain of San 
Antonio, one of the commission, who 
represents the Am erican B ankers' As- 
Boclatlon, will report to  tha t o rganiza­
tion.

The Ambaaasdor'a report reeom- 
menda the adoptloa by the United 
Btatee of the Ksiffciasen system  of ag ­
ricu ltu ra l re-operative credit societies. 
This system  has ben psiticu larly  sne- 
ceasful In Germany, where its ep e ra - 
tiona represent half the business o t 
the commercial banka. It includes o r­
ganisations composed of amail co-op­
erative Bocleties, whereby farm ers a re  
able to borrow money for a short tiipe 
on their collective guarantee. These 
aocietiea have become the nucleus of a 
aeries of central co-operative banks.

F e r General CssiBiittete.
The report also recommends th a t 

peraona interested In the welfare of 
the farm er should fo rm 's  general com - 
m ittete to direct a movement for the  
loaning of money to farm ers for a  
long period at lower rates than they 
now obtain.

The report urges the President tu  
place the m atter before the people and 
suggests bolding sta te  conventtona 
and then a  National convention, a t 
which a perm anent committee shpuld 
be appointad.

In this way the people would gradu­
ally become educated to reallxlng th e  
necessity of adopting uniform sta te  
laws authorising  the eatabliahm ant of 
new banking credit inatitutions whose 
sole purpose wolud be to loan money 
to farm ers under conditions which 
w-ould perm it the complete wiping o u t 
of the loan through the payment of in­
terest over a long period. This is the 
essence of the Européen system.

Njslem  of Banks.
The several banka would be com­

plem entary to  the co-operative loan 
aocietiea, which the Ambassador fa-Milavors as a first step In the financial 
relief of farm ers. As In the case of 
co-operative aocietiea, théae new loan 
institutions in the various sta tes would 
make establishm ent of credlf banks In 
large commercial centers necessary. 
These cen tral banks could handle the 
securities of the sta te  loan in stitu ­
tions and Bell them in the International 
m arkets. Such banks have a better 
prestige If posaesaed of a Federal 
charter, and the report recommend» 
the enactm ent of legislation to th a t 
effect.

As farm ers, we can increase the 
yield of our kaffir and maize crops at 
least one-fourth by the use of the right 
kind of seed,” says H. .M. Bainer, Agri­
cultural D em onstrator of the Santa Pe 
System. “ It would be a hard m atter 

estim ate the actual loss to  our 
fan n ers  in the seed planted last 
spring which did not even s ta rt to 
sprout. Not only was this seed lost*, 
but the sm all percentage which often 
came up made a  poor stand, and th is 
could not produce a maximum crop.

“ Poor seed often produces such a 
poor stand th a t it  has to  be plowed up 
and replanted, m aking all of the first 
planting, and sometimes the second 
planting, a total loss. Why not feed 
th is poor seed to  the hogs or cattle  
and plant seed tha t has been secured 
from the neld and is known to  be 
good?" Mr. B ainer asks.

"The 1912 wheat crop was 
badly damaged with sm ut and  on ac ­
count of this we muat exercise every 
precaution to  keep it out of the 1913 
crop.

"The moat of us know th a t the am ut 
spores adhere to the wheat kernels 
and are  sown with the seed. When 
the  aeed begins to  grow, the sm ut also 
grows. It Uvea in the wheat p lant 
and is ready to destroy the wheat ker­
nel as soon as it forma.”

Mr. Bainer says that on accoufit of 
the large am ount of sm ut in the coun­
try  this year, it will pay to tre a t ail 
wheat seed w hether it shows sm ut or 
not. E ither the “Blue Stone” or “F o r­
m alin '' T reatm enta will do the work. 
The la tte r la conaidered best.

“One pound of the 40-per-oent solu­
tion of Form alin in 4b gallona of w ater 
is enough to  tre a t from 2,000 to  2.S00 
pounds of aeed.

I'uMerm Heeds Are Best.
"The farm er who will go through 

his field and select the beet beads be­
fore the crop Is harvested has an op­
portunity to  see the type of sls lk  
which produces the seed. A big bend 
grown on s  stalk  by Itself to not as 
good for seed as a  untform-aize head 
which grew on a good stalk  which was 
surrounded by o ther good stalks.

Again, if the crop from which seed 
Is being selected to eomewhat mixed 
with o ther sorghum  crops, the se­
lected heads should be taken as far 
away from the foreign beads as possi­
ble.

The 191ii Republican textbook 
brings the Republican party  back to  
Its old m oorings of William McKinley 
and Mark Hanna, from which the 
Roosevelt storm  tore It eleven years 
ago.

Je ia  lasHT with Deal sc ra ts.
Taft leaders Join Issue with the 

Dem ocrats on the high cost of living 
and the tariff, with a brief reference 
to  tru sts . The usual Hue of Republi­
can ta riff argum ent fills a substantial 
part of the volume, includes a t'hap ter 
in laudation of the tin plate ta riff  as 
an illustration  how a protective ta riff 
cheapens th ings to  the American con­
sum er, and concludes by a reproduc­
tion In full of the tariff bill veto mea- 
aagea of P resident Taft. On the tru st 
issue there  are tw o chapters, one te ll­
ing of the sctiv ity  of the A dm inistra­
tion in Its efforts to contro l the tru sts , 
and the o ther showing th a t frse  trade 
Kngland is n ist-rldden , the deduction 
from which, the text-book finds. Is 
th a t the protective ta riff Is not respon­
sib le for trusts.

The Republican textbook's tre a t­
ment of the subject of the high cost 
of living Is pitched on a studious 
plane. It has in mind alw ays th a t the 
protective tariff must be exonerated 
from any responalblllty in the In­
creased cost of living. So. with great 
detail. It attem pts to establish by con­
su la r reports  from Norway to  the 
Malay S tra its  via Africa and China 
th a t an Increased cost of living is 
world-wide; then argues th a t the In­
creased production of gold and the 
changed conditions of farm  life, from 
the g rea te r cost of farm  lands to the 
m igration of country people to the 
cities, are  the principal causes of the 
Increased cost of living a t least in the 
I'n lted  States.

T ariff sad  T rusts.
In this m anner the R epublicans seek

to combat the contention of the Demo­
c ra ts  that the ta riff and tariff-created  
ru sts  are  responsible for soaring 
prices in th is country. The case In 
the Republican textbook rests  on the 
contention of a world-wide increase In 
the cost of th ings due to the Increase 
of gold and changed ru ra l conditions, 
while In the Democratic textbook it 
res ts  upon dem onstration of the cost of 
m aterial and labor In Europe with the 
selling price In Europe as against the 
cost of productlou in this country 
with the selling price In th is country. 
This dem onstration the Dem ocrats 
back up, giving the American the 
cheap selling price in Europe of sev­
eral hundred American artic les m anu­
factured under the protection of the 
Payne-Aldrich tariff.

“Ground tha t haa been well plowed 
or Hated In July or early  Auguat and 
then haa been well cared fur aince, 
will Inaure a better crop than th a t land 
prepared In September.

"Ground worked a fte r Septem ber 1 
m ust iiaturallv; be worked ahallow er 
and at the riak of not m aking aa good 
crop aa an early , deep and well-packed 
need bed. Soil prepared late ahould be 
well packed by the uae of the aub 
•urface packer. If the packer cannot 
be obtained, the common sm oothing 
harrow  wll do lots of gtx>d. The h a r­
rowing and tram ping of horses will 
firm the ground much. W heat requires 
a firm seed bed.

Tlaw 1er Heedlag.
The time for seeding wheat muet 

necesaarlly vary according to the ea 
son, Mr. Balner aaye. Our beet wheat 
crops. Mr, Balner th inks, come from 
sowing between October 1 to  20. pro­
vided the eeaaon Is fevorable. Sowing 
as late as December 1 often produces 
good resu lts under favorable condi­
tions.

Head Need Xeeraaary.
Mr. Balaer aaya that too much can­

not be said In favor of pure seed. A 
greet deal of wheat will be used for 
seeding th is fall which la badly mixed 
and of laferior quality. Good aeed 
will pay. even If It haa to ha pnrehaaed 
slightly shove the a u rk e t  price.

“ It will pay to  ruB all aeed through 
the fanning mill. Turkey Red aad 
Kharkof wheats will be found good va­
rieties for Central Ftalns conditions. 
Both ere  hardy, of excellent milling 
qualities end yield well

Dea*t Hew Tea Maeh Need.
“ .Most of us.“ Mr. Balner auggesla, 

BOW too much seed. For our herd 
lands, th irty  pounds of seed to  the 
acre Is sufficient. If the ground has 
been well prepared Twenty-five 
pounds an acre Is usually sufficient. 
We must give our wheat a chance to 
stool.

"It la a good plan to  trea t ail seed 
wheat for sm ut, whether the wheat ap ­
pears to  be free from It or not. The 
'form alin trea tm en t' Is the most re ­
liable.

“ I'se a good, reliable grain drill, 
and cover the wheat with preea wheel 
attachm ent. If poaalbte. The press 
wheel attachm ent firm s the ground 
better Sow deep enough to  come In 
contact with molat soil, but not avore 
than three or four Inches In depth. 
Wheat aaay be sowed slightly deeper 
In sandy aods than In heavy, tight 
•oil.“

Mr. Balner urges tha t the farm er 
sow sm aller acreage and do the work 
right, ra ther than to  sow twice aa many 
acres only half prepared He says we 
can't afford to “hog-ln“ our wheat.

The exceedingly cool morning 
caused nearly every one to be late In 
arriving, and little waa done until 
after twelve o'clock. Mr. M. J. Baird 
la principal of the school, and he had 
promised ua a good dinner on the oc­
casion. The Isteness of the arrival 
of some of the patrons teemed to give 
Mr. Baird much concern leaf they mlaa 
the program. However, Judge .May- 
field waa no tto be led aatray by tard l- 
neaa on the part of those long overdue. 
He expressed confidence In the ou t­
come and recommended a poatpone- 
ment of the program until later. Thia 
met with tbe approval of all, and a 
general discussion of aouie minor 
school topics followed.

Now, Judge .Mayfield hasn 't lived In 
Hale County so long without finding 
out something of the habits of the 
people. Just as he had predicted, the 
people began to arrive. They, further, 
seemed to appreciate the fact tha t the 
wait would shar|>en our appetite, for 
never have we seen a belter dinner, 
nor a more abundant one. Now, w ^ 
are not ashamed to  confess the fact 
we are  poMeased of a weakness when 
it comes to eating. We are  so timid 
tha t we can hardly get our consent to 
walk up and begin. But we are  en­
tirely  too bashful to stand off to one 
aide and have people make rem arks 
about us. Then, too, we are  like some 
people W'ho go calling—It is hard to 
take leave. Another confession we 
will make in that we were ten yeaA  
old before we were aw are there was 
anything of a chicken excepting neck 
and gravy; and, habits early formed 
being most lasting, we have never 
been able to entirely overcome that of 
taking the neck. On this occasion, 
however, we were among strangers, 
and took only five. The boys at home 
would never believe we left one; but 
we did.

A fter all had feasted to the ir hearts ' 
contest (or should we say. "to  our 
stom aeba' dlatent” ), we repaired to  the 
■phool room, and spent the evening In

dlsctiaaing some of the more perplex­
ing and Im portant school lasuea.

The Idea of local inatltutea la prac­
tically new in Hale County, but it can 
iM made of much benefit to  both 
teacher and patron if properly con­
ducted. There has long been too much 
of lack of understanding between 
teacher and patron. The patron often 
feela—and not unjustly  so in many 
Instances—th a t the teacher ca re t 
nothing for the advancem ent of the 
achool except as It fu rthers his own 
Interests. The teacher is often made 
to  feel that he la nothing more than 
a menial servant paid to perform so 
much labor and nothing more. This 
ahoiild not be. Teachers and patrons 
should realise that without co-opera­
tion success Is impossible. But there 
can be no co-operation without a bet­
ter understanding, and at least a 
speaking acquaintance. Through the 
local institute we hope to bring these 
things about. When tbe people under­
stand their purpose there Is but little 
doubt that they will render every as- 
alatanoe.

On October 6, our second local In­
stitute will be held a t Hale Center, 
and Superintendent Rivea has prom ­
ised to show us what Hale Center has 
in the way of chicken and "pumpkin 
pies." But never again do we hope 
to enjoy an Institute as we did at 
Runningwater.
