Irrigation Expert Urges That Land
and Ditches Be Properly Pre-
pared Before Watering.

Pursuant to my promise in the last
article in The Herald contributed by
me, I have only a few definite reports
to submit on experiments, as the
weather has retarded the harvesting
of crops, but am more than ever con-
vineed of my assertion that the silo,
forage crops under irrigation, cattle
and swine raising, with a proper rota-
tion of crops, should be considered as
the main enterprise in this country,
provided it is distributed amongst

Hon. H. B. Sav-
age, of Belton, will act as judge.

At a meeting Tuesday night, J. W.
Pipkin, 8. 8. Sloneker and J. W. El-
liott were appointed a committee to ar-
range for the exhibit. An effort will
be made to secure the largest premium
list ever offered in Texas. At the first
show about 300 birds were exhibited;
last year there were 500. With favor-
able weather a considerable increase
may be expected for the show in De-
cember. Entries were received last
yvear from all over North and North-
west Texas.

R. F. Alley Adds Sile to Irrigation
Plant; Ellerd Finishing Fourth

£l Cooker, T

R. F. Alley, of Hale Center, is build-
ing a 125-ton silo. Mr. Alley is dem-
onstrating the value of improved
methods of agriculture and stock feed-
ing, along with irrigation. He has
large faith in the Shallow Water Belt
and is proving to other men that works
here do pay.

Mr. Alley irrigates about 160 acres
of land. Last year he produced 127
bushels of maize to an acre; he also
grew 40 bushels of wheat and then
harvested a crop of kaffir corn on the
same ground.

His fourth cutting of upland alfalfa
this year yielded 2 tons to an acre,
The other three cuttings produced a
ton each, and the fifth cutting is about
ready. This alfalfa was planted about
4 year ago. Irrigated wheat on Mr.
Alley’s farm produced 50 buhels to an
acre this year. A part of his 40 acres
of wheat did not produce more than
35 bushels to an acre., This, Mr. Alley
says, was due to conditions of han-
dling which may be obviated easily.

Wheat without irrigation yielded
less than 10 bushels to an acre, so far
as we have been able to learn; so that
at $1 an acre for irrigation, 35 bushels
of wheat to d4n acre shows irrigation
"profitable.

J. J. Ellerd, of Plainview, is com-
pleting his fourth silo near Hale Cen-
ter. Mr. Ellerd is also experimenting
with porous tile for irrigation.

TWENTY CARLOADS OF HOGS
TO MARKET EACH MONTH.

Plalnview Porkers Have Topped Fort
Worth Offerings with Surpris.
ing Regularity,

“Alfalfa and pigs" is a slogan which
many Plains farmers are finding prof-
Itable. Somebody has said, “Put a pig
in alfalfa and he is sure to make a
hog of himsell.,” It has proven true
m Hale Couniy. 1f a single month
passes witheut Hale County hogs top-
ping the market our farmers look for
the trouble,

In fact, topping the market has
come to be just about as regular an
occurrence as shipping to market,
R. P. Mayhugh has shipped four car-
loads of hogs this year; two of these
cars topped the market. Bob Tudor

.and T, W. Morrison have both topped

the market a number of times. Alto-
gether, Hale County hogs have taken
first over all hogs offered more fre-
quently than once each month during
1913,

Shipments of hogs out of Plain-
view average about twenty carloads
each month—240 cars every year.
Hog men are expecting that the num-
ber will be twice as great during 1914,
They know that in Hale County hogs
and alfalfa go hand in hand, and the
alfalfa acreage has been doubled dur-
ing 1913,

According to the best figures ob-
tainable, Plainview shipped 4,500 car-
loads of live stock and farm produce
during 1912,

Commerelal Club to Take Up l'l.l
Arrangements for State Fale
Next Week.

T. C. Cullings, representing the
Santa Fe Railroad, was in conference
yesterday with Mayor Dorsett and Dr,
J. C. Anderson, President of the Cham-
ber of Commerce. An effort is being
made to eliminate the mud hole at the
Santa Fe depot; also to improve cross-
ings at the depot and to get the rail-
road company to clean up its right-of-
way along Lake Plainview.

Mr. Cullings seemed entirely will-
ing to eo-operate. He was not sure
that some of the things asked for
would be granted at this time. How-
ever, they all seem so reasonable that
the Mayor and Dr. Anderson believe
that a general “clean-up” will result.

It is planned to grade up around the
depot, cover this with macadam and
oil the surface. Draining will take
care of surface water.

Of course, the matter of crossings -
to Lake Plainview, lights and othet
matters will have to be taken up by
the higher officials of the road; but
Mr. Cullings seemed inclined to rec-
ommend what the town asked for, par-
ticularly in view of the fact that the
town and the Development Company
seem inclined to do their full share.

At its meeting last night the Cham-
ber of Commerce voted to meet again
Thursday night of next week, despite
the fact that some members may be
absent at the Panhandle State Falrl
The Dallas Fair begins about ten day¥
later, and it was thought that this
meeting would be neeessary to com-
plete arrangements for Hale County’s
exhibit at Dallas.

TIRE NEGLECT RUNS BILLS UP;
LITTLE CUTS GROW LIKE HABIT.

An automobile is pretty nearly hu-
man Iin one respect, It requires care
to make life long, and care that it
way perform its functions up to the
standard of its creation. That is of-
ten entirely overlooked by the owner
of the car, and this negligence is cer-
tain to hasten the tire breakdown.

Any tire is subject to more or less
abuse, and it must encounter all kinds
of roads and receive little or ho con-
pideration from the driver. Cuts,
stone bruises, mud blisters, etc., re-
sult, and if these are neglected they
eventually spell the destruction of the
tire, as dissipation does the man.

The neglect runs bills up unbeliev-
ably. There are more things for the
drivers to consider than the mere
driving of the car. Road conditions
play an important part in the life of
tires. Inflation, distribution of the
welight of the wheels and alignment
of the wheels are also influential. No
two tires in a set may give the same
service, although their quality, work-
manship and construction may be
identical. One may give out long be-
fore its time. There is a reason for
this. Do not blame the tire; always
ook at the real cause, and place the
blame where It belongs. The service
and mileage of a tire depends as much
on the condition under which it Is
used as upon the quality of the tire
iteelf.

Possibly three-fourths of the tires
returned to the manufacturers for re-
pairs have been ridden insufficlently
inflated. Insufficient inflation Is re-
sponsible to greater extent than per-
baps anything else for blowouts and
quick disintegration.

When a tire is imperfectly inflated
the walls are continually bending
back and fourth as the car moves,
with the same result as when a wire
or plece of metal is bent back and
forth In the hands., Heat s engen-
dered In the threads, and because of
this heat and the continued bending
the walls soon weaken and glve way
In a short time they are not strong
enough to support the air prossure
multiplied by the weight of the car,
and blowouts result. Not only that,
but when a tire becomes loose a lump
or fold of rubber and fabric is formed
Just in front of the part In contact
with the ground. This Is what the
makers call “kinking” This tends to
separate the piles of the fabrie, or, In

aggravated cases. o chew up the walls |

of ghe tire, af well as that portion of
the tube that happens to get caught

Don't inflate your tires by guess
A big, thick-walled tire will show lit-
tle depression under a heavy load,
evenp though the alr pressare s too
low for safely. One ean not tell from
appearances whether or not the tires
are perfectly nfldted. A good gauge
should be used und the tires tested
every day.

A lttle eut in a tire, like a little
habit, if allowed to grow, soon gets be-

RAINS AUGMENT BUYING
BY MIDDLE WEST FEEDERS.

Prices Close Strong on Kansas City
Market; Hogs and Sheep
Are Higher.

Kansas City Stock Yards, Sept. 29—
Killers filled larger orders for cattle
last week, and the buying for the
country was on a larger scale than
ever, buyers from lowa, Illinois and
other heavy-buying states being aug-
mented by Kansas and Missouri men,
who bought stock for wheat grazing
and other roughness that has become
available since the rains.

Prices closed the week as high as
at any time this summer or fall on
practically all kinds of cattle. The
supply to-day is 28,000 head, and,
aside from some weakness on corn-fed
steers, everything is selling steady,
stock cattle and feeders stronger.

Ninety per cent of the cattle are
steers, divided between the corn feds,
a very large percentage of Panhan-
dles and more Colorados than any
previous day this season. Prime
steers might reach $9.25, though the
tops to-day stopped around $9.00,
heifers at the same figure. Kansas
pasture cattle sold at the highest
prices of the season last week, and
sales to-day are close to steady, at
$6.60 to $8.50.

Next Wednesday, October 1st, s the
regular meeting day for the League,
and the President hopes to make it
one of special interest—a summing up
of what has accomplished ;
wherein there has been fallure and
the reason therefor; present needs
and how best to meet them; also pos-
sible ways to meet the financial need,
are questions for discussion Every
member's presence |is every
citizen’'s desired.

Many citizens were present
Professor Marquis gave his interest-
ing and instructive lecture, and heard
Mr. Brown's encouraging talk which
followed. His statement that the
women of Plainview had had a vision
of a town free from unsanitary con-
ditions, a town where everything pos-
sible had been done for the health and
happiness of the children—all chil-
dren; where true optimism was ex-
pressed by all the people working to-
gether for the common good, for a
town worth of its best citizens,

These sentiments, much better ex-
pressed, seemed to meet with approv-
al, but approval is not enough; only
the hearty co-operation of all the citi-
zens can make this vision a reality,
It could be so easily and quickly done
under the latter condition, and every
doubting Thomas would be ready to
boast of such a town; but it seems too
much trouble to lend a hand in bring-
ing it about,

An accidental talk with one of the
young merchants was somewhat of a
surprise. To find a hustling young
man of today with Seventeenth Cen-
tury ideals in civie matters is incon-
gruous, to say the least, He knew
they “should be more cleanly, but
couldn’t without more help;” he knew
he “should have glass covers and
cases, but couldn't afford them;"” he
“ought to have a woman to oversee
the store, but it was too much trou-
ble,” ete. That is the type of citizen
most discouraging to the League-—the
man who knows the right, who counld
so easily do the right, but whose in-
difference is like an impenetrable
armor,

NEW WAY OF REFINING OIL,

A Revolution in Maklng of Gasoling
Predicted by an Authority,

Findlay, Ohio.—A revolution in the
oil refining business is predicted by
H. G. James, an authority on oll, who
bases his prediction on the probable
results of a new process by which the
Standard Oil interests, which control
a patent on the process, purpose to in-
crease the amount of gasoline obtain-
able from crude oil.

The process involves an entirely
new method of making gasoline, since
it opens the way for breaking up the
hydrocarbons of petroleum into what.
ever combinations are needed and
condensing them under compression.
Already the appliances for the naw
process have been installed in the big
plant of the Standard Oil Company in
Whiting, Ind., at a cost of 1% million
dollars, and alse in the plant of the
same company in Alton, Il

The new process will reduce the
percentage of fuel oil. It is under-
stood motor spirits will appear in the
markels in & few weeks and will sell
for about four cents less a gallon than
the present price of gasoline. The
practical working of the process In
the Whiting plant, it is believed, will
make it possible eventually to convert
76 per cent of crude oil Into gasoline
—Pittsburgh Post.

The best human beings never comel
from the apartment But |
worth-while tumanity will not, in|
these days, tolerate the isolation which {
must be an invariable characteristic
of residence in a country made un-
social by imperfect arteries of com-
munication. '

“Unless we find some way of getting
people on the land and keeping them
there, the Government cannot last,
Civilization cannot last if government
does not. It is inconceivable that
these things should not endure; there-
fore, good roads may be regarded as
a certainty, for only through good
roads can people be put upou the land
and kept there,

“That move from country to ecity
has been the greatest threat so far to
develop against the wealth and the
prosperity of the United States.

FALL PLOWING IMPORTANT
FOR PROFITABLE FARMING.
Texas Industrial  Congress Finds
Encugh Ralnfall If Properly Used;
Must Save Water,

It Is a well-known fact that even
in the more humid climates a crop
Is seldom raised that has not at some
time during its growth suffered for
the want of water. This need of mois-
ture is especially felt over the larger
portion of Texas and the western
country. Yet even in the driest sec-
tions of our country the annual rain-
fall is generally ample to make at
least one crop a vear, savs the Texas
Industrial Bulletin. The great trouble
I# not that there has not been suffi-
clent rain, but that a large portion of
that rain came at a time when the crop
did not need it, and, instead of being
held in the soll until it was needed,
the greater portion ran off or evapor-
ated. Twenty inches of rain, the aver-
age for even the driest sections, If it
were all saved and supplied to the
crop as needed, would supply enough
water to make one hundred and twen-
ty-six bushels of corn. Of course, it
will seldom be possible to save all of
this rainfall, but by proper handling
of the soil much larger quantities of
this moisture, than is usually done,
can be saved.

The chief sources of loss of rain
water are running off from the sur-
face and evaporation from the soil
during dry weather. As a matter of
fact, ¢even in sections where the rain-
fall is frequent and gentle, not over
fifty per cent of the water that comes
in this form is absorbed by the soil.
The rate with which soils absorb rain-
fall varies, both with the kind of soil
and the rapidity of the precipitation.
Coarse-grained soils and soils the sur-
face of which are loose and open, will
absorb and store much more of the
rain water than will soils that are fine
textured and more compact. Again,
if the surface of the scil is level it
will be able to absorh a greater por-
tion of the rain water than if it has an

: incline, and at the same time the same

soll will absorb more of the water if
its surface is rough and uneven than
were it perfectly smooth.

Since the greater portion of Texas
and our western country consists of
fine clays containing very small
spaces between the particles of soil
for the absorption of water, and, fur-
ther, since the majority of our rain-
fall comes in heavy downpours and at
a time when our crops are not grow-
ing upon the land, this problem of
saving the moisture within the soil un-
til it will be needed by the plants is
of paramount importance and yet af-
ter all a comparatively simple one
of solution,

First we must take steps to so pre-
pare the soil that it will store as

much of the moisture that comes to
it as possible. The way to do this is

'to plow the soil as deeply as possible
before the usual winter and early
spring rains. The deeper this is done

the greater will be the absorptive area, |

and the more moisture will be stored
within the soil for the use of our
plants next summer. It is of especial
| importance that this fall and winter
wreaking shall be deeply done, as we
nust store the moisture deep down in
the soil so as to prevent it being lost
by evaporation, In breaking the land
for the saving of moisture it will be
well to break it in rows or leave it
rough while the rains are coming. If
the land has a fall in one direction,
then run the rows unearly level, so
that they will eatch and hold as much
water as possible. 1

To show the immense gain in soil
water by plowing before the rains
come, it might be well to state that
a8 the result of one determination it
was found that there were one hun-
dred and forty tons more water In one
aere of land that had been sa treated
than in a similar acre not fall plowed.
In another instance, out of fourteen
demonstrations fall plowing showed a
larger water content in every in-
stance, ranging from seventy-two to
two hundred and sixty-four tons per
aere more water than was to be found
fn a similar acre plowed after the
rains were over.

Another potent factor in enabling
our =oils to drink up an{l store an
abundance of the winter’s rajns is the
presence of decaying vegetable mat-
ter in the soil. This decaying matter
acts as a sponge, filling the spaces
between the soil grains and absorb-
ing and holding large quantities of
the rains that come, To show the ef-
fect of organic matter in increasing
the water-holding power of soils, it
was found that in one hundred pounds
of ordinary sandy soil there were
pineteen pounds of water. On the
other hand, the same amount of gar-
den soil, well filled with vegetable
matter, contained fifty-three pounds
of water, or nearly three times as
muech as the sand. If in addition to
plowing our lands good and deep this
fall, we will put into them all
the waste vegetable matter that is
upon them in the “form of cotton
stalks, corn stalks, grass and weeds,
we will insure their holding much
more of the winter's rains than would
otherwise be the case. The earlier
this is done the better, as we thereby
not only assure the catching of the
largest amount of moisture by stirring
our lands early, but give plenty of
time for this vegetable matter to rof,
and so render its plant food avalil-
able.

y plowing deep before the rains,
followed by good cultivation to save
the stored water, the amount of water
avallable for our plants can be in-
creased nearly fifty per cent. With
guch an inerease there should never,
even In our driest sections, be such
a scareity of water as to cause a loss
of the crop. The best insurance
againgt a drought next summer I8
deep plowing thig winter and early
gpring. Turn the land, if possible, to
a depth of at least eight inches, and
then follow this plowing with some
implement in each furrow that will
stir the soil at least another four or
giv inches. With such preparation be-
fore the rains come, such soil should
and will absorb enough water to in-
sure a crop next summer, whether the
rains are searce or not.

HORSES COMING IN
FOR PANHANDLE FAIR

Amarillo, Texas, Oct. 2.—The final
touch of the painter's brush was laid
on the exhibit buildings at the Pan-
handle State Fair grounds this week,
and .the red-roofed, white-bodied
structures present an attractive and
appealing exterior.

The exterior of these buildings al-
ready presents scenes of activity.
Work has already begun on a number
of the most prominent booths, and by
the close of the week practically all
exhibitors will be here executing their
plans for displaying products. Clar-
endon exhibits are already here, shap-
ing their space for the notable exhibit
which will be sent from Donley Coun-
ty, following the big Fair and Exposi-
tion there,

Many horses have already arrived,
and are quartered in the race-track
stables. Others are expected within
a few days, and it is now certain that
the meet will be an excellent one., The
track is in great condition, following
the packing rain of last week, and is
being tried out daily.

ALASKA ICE GRIPS SHIPS,

One Schooner a Wreck and Five Other
Vessels Held Fast,

Nome, Alaska, fept. 26.—The 4-

masted schooner Transit is a total
wreck on the shore of Point Darrow,
where it was driven by the ice, and

five other vessels are imprisoned in
the ice in the same neighborhood.
Capt. J. B. Blackland, owner and mpas-
ter of the Transit, and his crew of
seven are on their way to Nome in a
launch.

The old whaler Karluk, bearing Vil-
jhalmar Stefannson, is the only ves-
sel of the explorer's fleet to clear the
ice apnd make winter quarters. The
power schooners Mary Sachs gnd
Alaska and the steam whaler Belyi-
dere, bearing part of Stafannson’s out-
fit, are fast in the ice. The other ice-
bound vessels are the power schooners
North Star and Polar Bear. On board
the latter is a party of big game hunt-
ers, Including Eben 8. Draper, Jr,
son of a former Governor of Massa-
chusetts. Young Draper’'s mother
died at Hopedale, Mass., two days ago,
but the news probably will not reach
him until next summer,

Revenue cutters are searching e
Bering Sea for the power schooner
Wasp, which left Nome for the mouth
of the Kuskokwim River nearly eight
weeks ago and is believed to be lost

On board the wrecked Transit are
supplies, including coal, for the Gov-
ernment schools north of Nome, which
Captaln Blackland took from Seattle
May 24th on his own account because
he feared the failure of the Sundry
Civil Bill to pass Congress would
leave these schools without fuel.

While the five imprisoned vessels
are in danger of meeting the same fate
as the Transit, no fear is felt for the

safety of those on board, as all the

boats are near land and it would be
easily possible to leave them at any
time over the ice.—Kansas City Star.
