Edward O’Brien came to Plalnvlew a 
few weeks ago from Amarillo. He is 
particularly interested in Irrigation. 
Mr. O’Urteu aaya that to be of the 
most value land must be devoted to 
soiuetbiug "different,” something that 
everybody else is not growing. He 
proposes to do that this yeui-.

Mr. Ullrteu bus planted u sufficient 
number of squash, melon and cucum­
ber seed to set four acres. Tliese are 
growing at the I’ lainview Floral com-1 
puny. They have been planted in four | 
inch squares wit ha piece of oil paper 
Slotting each off. When the weather Is 
warm enough they ran be transplant­
ed without interfering with their 
growth In any way.

Slock Beets Toe.
In tbls way Mr. O'Brien believes 

he can produce umtured fruit Just af­
ter the extreme Southern market farms 
have sold out their supply and before 
open grown melons and vegetables 
from here come on. Just at this time 
these command a high price. He will 
grow them on Dr. J. C. Anderson's ir­
rigated farm.

Hmall trac.ts of land near town, &lr. 
O’Brien thinks may be used to profit 
in this way.

Mr. O'Brien is also going to experi­
ment with stock beets. He thinks they 
will produce ten to twenty tons per 
acre. In fact Individual beets bavs 
been grown here that weigh from ten 
to fifteen pounds. They are fine for 
livestock, being particularly valuable 
for keeping growing stock in the best 
of condition.

The new line which Mr. O'Brien is 
trying out should prove very vnlunble 
U> farmers In the Plalnvlew country.

F o r B eef Production

Geographical Location and Climate Make 
Eepecially Favored for Live Stock

it

WASHINGTON, Mar. 14.—The seo- 
Crspblcal location and the climatic 
eoBdlUone of the South are such as 
iO make It an Ideal section for cattle 
rtUinc- The soils are so varied that 
«h a t may be said in a general way 
wUl not hold true for all places or 
•setlons for this large area. They 
▼cry from light sand to heavy clay or 
4o the black prairie soils, or the stiff 

oak.

As a rule the stiffer the soil the 
ffsater the content of lime in the 
•oils, the more nutritious the grasses 
ars, and the greater is the variety of 
Ifcs grasess which will grow.

Ths Piedmont section in Virginia, 
.West Virginia. Western North Carolina 
TsBoessee, and North Alabama, is a 
flae grazing country and thousands 
of good beef cattle are found there. 
The Shorthorn is more popular than 

other breed in this region and

ing plants are chiefly blue grass, red 
clover, white clover, red top and or­
chard grass. The cattle fatten very 
rapidly during the grazing season and 
raise excellent calves. Most of this re 
gion is free from ticks and the losses 
from death are relatively small.

Alfalfa, Beans and Cewpeas
The black prairie sections of Ala­

bama, Mississippi and Texas and the 
Delta lands of Mlssisasippi and Louls- 
ana, are extremely favorable sections 
for the raising of beef cattle, lihtperi- 
ments conducted by the Bureau of 
Animal Industry and the Alabama Ex­
periment Station show that cattle if 
kept free from the cattle ticks, can be 
raised at a cost of three to four cents 
per pound.

invested. The princtpal nutive grusseti 
which are indlgeiiuua to these sec­
tions are bermuda, Johnsun grass, 
leepedusu and melilotus; but red clo­
ver, aJslke clover, burr clover and 
wrhlte clover, grow readily when plant­
ed In pastures and the grazing season 
can be extended greatly by their use.

Alfalfa, soy beans, cow peas, corn, 
sorghum and other forage crops do 
wel ion these lands and produce an 
abundance of roughage and hay« for 
wintering and fattening cattle. The 
red clay soils produce cropa very sim­
ilar to those mentioned for the prai­
rie soils.

‘*i'«t-Over’* Laads TaluiMe
There are great areas of “cut-over" 

lands in the south that range in val­
ue from |2 to |10 per acre, which 
could be used for bsef production. The 
soli of such lands is usually sandy or 
post oak, neither of which is as good 
for grazing as the prairie or delta 
lands, but which would furnish good 
grazing if a little care could be taken 
In getting pasture plants started.

On these soils carpet grass, bertuu- 
da, laspedcza, white clover, red top, 
Paspalum dilatatum, and burr clover 
do excotnllngly well. The carpet grass 
furnishes abundant gnuiux on sandy 
lands while bermuda dues better on 
soils which are a little stiff. Paspa­
lum, white clover and red top do well 
on damp lands and if some lime Is 
present alsike clover will furnish fine 
grazing. The foundation of all pasture 
on sandy or sandy loam lands should 
be carpet grass or bermuda and les- 
pedeza.

The variety of forage crops which 
may be raised on this type of soils Is 
large, and It is an easy matter to grow 
all the hays, silage crops and forage 
necessary for feeding the stock which 
may be kept on the farm.

Tick Being Emdleated
One of the greatest draw bsteks to 

ths cattle industry of the South has 
been the pretence of cattle ticks and 
ths transmitting of Texas fever, which 
kills many cattle and stunts others In 
growth. The tick is rapidly being 
eradicated and It Is only a question of 
time until the Bouth Is treed of this 
best.

The native cattle of the Booth are 
cold-blooded scrubs carrying a var­
iable variety of Jersey blood. They 
are small In site and inferiar In qual­
ity, but they have atamlna and pro­
duce good calves when bred to a beef 
bull. Borne of these cows weigh not 
over six hundred pounds but hsve 
given birth to half breed calves that 
develop Into five and alx hundred 
pound animals at from twelve to thir­
teen mooths old.

The usually weigh about MK) to SCO 
pounds at two years of age when they 
are raised under the sverags farming 
conditions of the Booth. The half 
breed calvea do not fatten out as well 
as those of the better grade but If per­
mitted to grow until two or three years 
of age they will fatten out Into very 
good beef cattle. The half breed bell- 
sre when bred to beef bulls usually 
produce excellent calves.

Nilag* Means Big PreiHs 
No section of the country can ratoe 

cattle as cheaply as the South and the 
variety and prices of feeds srs such 
thst the animals can be ocoDoosIcally 
finished for the market The forage 
plants, eepecially sorghum and eorn 
make such n luxuriant growth la the 
southern latitudes thst large yields 
of silage can be produced per acre.

The allage is an excellent feed for 
wintering the beef herd of for finish­
ing the animal for the market The 
use of silage for a fatteing rsUoa al­
most Invariably Increase« the dally 
gains, cheapens the gains, lengthens 
the period during which csUle can be 
fed cotton need meal econnoialcally 
and without danger, and results In 
better finish, fatter cattls and greater 
profits per head. Tbe leguatuous 
hays as alfalfa, oowpea, lespedesa. 
red clover and vetch, and corn stover 
and oat 'straw are good rough feeds 
to use in conjunction with silage.

Hereford a Heed Grazer
The Shorthorn, Aberdeen-Angus, 

Red I'olled and Devon Breeds of cattle 
do well in the south. The shorthorn 
does well on all lands where the pas­
tures are good and the feed plentiful. 
The cows usually prove to be very 
very good milkers, giving milk enough 
to support the calf and supply the 
family as well. The result of the 
good milking qualities of the cow is 
usually a good, growthy calf.

The Ilerofords and Angus are good 
grades and will do well under grazing 
conditions, as well as on the small 
farm. The Hereford stands ahead of 
all breeds as a range animal but the 
Angus stands at the head in the feed 
lot as they finish out very smoothly 
are high in quality and kill out a large 
percentage of marketable meat.

The Devon are slower in growUi 
than the other breeds, but are great 
rustlers and fatten on pastures that 
are so thin that some of the beef breed 
cattle could hardly exist.

The Red Polled is a dual purpose 
■train which ranks second In the milk­
ing qualities to the Shorthorn also 
in the production of beef. They are 
not so wel! known, nor as popular as 
popular as the Shorthorn but have 
done well wherever tried out in the 
Routh. Any of the breeds croen well 
with ths native cattle and can be used

advantageously in the breuding up of 
the scrub herds.

By the eradication of the cattle tick, 
the use of good, pure bred beef bulls, 
the improveiueut of tlie pasture lauds 
and a closer study of the cattle busi­
ness the South will develop into a 
great cattle ralsiug section and should 
contribute largely to the supply of 
meat in the next two decades. In no 
case should high priced, high bred 
stock be trough from tick free terri­
tory until the farm upon which they 
are to be kept has been rid of ticks.

Greek word as "hypocrite,” and that alone should be sufficient to condemn i t  You are get­
ting our young people away from God by these amusements There is no room for them 
In any church.’

“ Joe .lefferstui, m‘eking a place where funeral services might be held for an actor friend, 
was once tunieil ilown by the smug rt‘ctor of a fashionable Fifth Avenue tmngregatiou and referred 
to the ‘ Little Church Around the Corner.’ Yet one will have to look far before finding more 
beautiful examples of home life than obtain among certain people o f the stage. Kven churchmen 
are coining to realize the error of the old view, by which the actor was, by reason of being an actor, 
dainnetl for all eternity. Workers in the Church Federation Movement in New York lately gave 
a luncheon to Sir Johnston Forbes-Kobertson. Nine denominations of Christianity and Judaism 
turned out, and deans of the cathedral and rabbis sat down together with one who would have 
beeu classified, in Shakespeare’s day, with vagabonds and ‘ hanly beggars.’
