Social Security scam alert 
Jo Anne Barnhart, Commissioner of Social Security, and Patrick 

O'Carroll, Jr., Inspector General of Social Security, issued a warn-
ing today about a new email scam that has surfaced recently. 

The Agency has received several reports of an email message 
being circulated with the subje5t "Cost-of-Living for 2007 up-
date" and purporting to be from the Social Security Administra-
tion. The message provides information about the 3.3 percent 
benefit increase for 2007 and contains the following "NOTE: We 
now need you to update your personal information. If this is not 
completed by November II, 2006, we will be forced to suspend 
your account indefinitely." The reader is then directed to a 
website designed to look like Social Security's Internet website. 

Once directed to the phony website, the individual is asked to 
register for a password and to confirm their identity by providing 
personal information such as the individual's Social Security 
number, bank account information and credit card information. 

Inspector General O'Carroll recommends people always take 
precautions when giving out personal information. "You should 
never provide your Social Security number or other personal 
information over the Internet or by telephone unless you are 
extremely confidot of the source to whom you are providing the 
information," O'Carroll said.

Bone marrow transplant leads to friendship 
When a couple of our friends, Deidre and Gordon, got 

married a few years ago, -I noticed a man at the wedding 
wearing a mask over his nose and mouth. I found out this year 
about that man. His name is Frank Ryan and he lives in 
Philadelphia. After serving 20 years as a policeman, he retired 
to take care of his ailing father, who was dying with prostate 
cancer. Just before he passed away he told Frank to get a 
physical. Frank said he would and after his father died, he kept 
his promise. 

The doctor told Frank he had an advanced stage of non-
Hodgkin's lymphoma, an increasingly common cancer. For 
Frank, it was the beginning of a long and exhausting battle 
against the disease. He started intense chemotherapy sessions 
that would last for 8 years. 

Fifteen hundred miles away in Dallas, Deidre's husband Stan 
was fighting lymphoma, the same disease Frank had. Physi-
cians at Baylor Medical Center put Stan on the bone marrow 
transplant list and the search began to find a donor. Deidre 

took a blood test and got on the donor list. She was not a 
match. Finally a match for Stan was found 
through the national bone marrow registry, 
a data bank of 7 million people whose blood 
test indicated they might be potential do-
nors. Just 4 days after a match was found, 
Stan died. Deidre mourned deeply and gave 
no more thought to the registry for years. 

Under Fox Chase — Temple's Bone Mar-
row Transplant Program, part of 
Philadelphia's Temple University Medical 

branch, doctor§ have performed more than 700 bone marrow 
transplants. In the latest technology, doctors replace not the 
marrow itself but the blood forming stem cells. 

These are mature stem cells found in the bone marrow of 
adults and sometimes children, but not in newborn babies or 
fetuses. 

Frank Ryan's medical team decided to look for a bone marrow 

donor for Frank. His brothers and sisters were tested. None 
was a match. 

Deidre was. Deidre, who went on the list trying to save 
someone she loved, is given another chance to save a life. 
Doctors at Baylor drew Deidre's stem cells and a courier 
transported them to Fox Chase. 

Deidre's stem cells were transfused into Frank through an IV. 
Once the donor cells assert themselves, they attack the lym-
phoma. Frank's disease melted away. 

A year later, Frank and Deidre met for the first time. Deidre 
and her fiancé, Gordon, went to Philadelphia and met Frank at 
the train station. He was waiting for her with a bouquet of red 
roses and a big sign bearing her name. When they saw each 
other, they embraced. Frank said, "Thanks for everything." 

As they left the train station, Frank said to a crowd of 
people, "This lady saved my life. Bone marrow transplant." 
They became good friends and stay in touch. When Deidre 
and Gordon got married, Frank was an usher at their wedding.

Preserving precious natural re-
sources sparked an innovative em-
ployee-led campaign to conserve 
water usage at the Cargill Meat 
Solutions beef processing facility 
in Friona.

"We had a great response from 
our employees and exceeded our 
goal of 240 ideas," explained 
Rhonda Weakley, innovation com-
mittee leader and Cargill technical 
service trainee. "We received 283 
great ideas, and the committee was 
very impressed with the amount of 
creativity in each idea. Ideas were 
as simple as waterless soap to very  

complex ideas that warrant patents. 
We are very pleased with the re-
sults." 

Since the campaign began, the 
plant has already reduced water 
usage by 10 gallons per head (a 
savings of 11.7 million gallons per 
year) by identifying leaks, shutting 
off faucets when not being used 
and Simply raising employees' 
awareness of water conservation 
efforts. 

"The committee used bilingual 
posters, paycheck stuffers and key 
chains to keep the campaign top of 
mind with employees," added 
Rachel Tyner, "Cargill's assistant 
human resources manager. "Of the 
283 ideas submitted, 30 will be 
implemented over the course of the 
next few months. We are doing our 
part for preserving our limited natu-
ral resources right here in Friona" 

Innovation is not an unfamiliar 
term at Cargill or•with its employ-
ees.

Living to be 100

Note: I remember this man 
largely because I first met him 
at his 1001h birthday in 1980 
at Prairie Acres. I did not 
know him, but my father had 
worked for him when Daddy 
first came to Parmer County in 
1940. Daddy was 16; Mr. White 
was 60. Mr. White had moved 
to Parmer County 12 years ear-
lier. When 1 was 8 or 9 years 
old, our Girl Auxilary group 
had visited our local 'old folks 
home'. 	1 saw a bedridden, 
non-responsive woman there 
who was 100 years old. That 
image stayed with me for 
years—that Y.  you lived to be a 
hundred, you would hardly be 
able to move or to get out of 
bed. Mr. White, nor any of the 
other centurions I have been 
privileged to meet since, has 
been like that.. Many even have 
their full mental capabilities. 
Amazing! As is his story —there's 
a lot of living in one hundred 
years. DB 

A. G WHITE 

"Arthur Garfield White was 
born August 28, 1880 on the 
Eel River, two miles from,Clay 

City, Indiana. His father was a 
farmer and wagon maker. His 
grandfather Wilsey was the 
original wagon maker who 
taught the trade to his son 
who made the wagon that 
Arthur White's family used 
until he was fifteen. His 
grandfather served under 
Grant in the Civil War and 
his father enlisted as a fifer 
at 14 years of age and 
served under Sherman in 
his march to the sea. In 
one battle, a rosewood fife 
was shot out of his hands. 

Arthur White was raised 
in a log house hewed with 
a board... He was one of 
ten children. The log 
house had a dirt floor and 
one time, there was a heavy 
rain and high water which 
got into the house froze, 
and the kids had to stay in bed 
all the next day. His father had 
to chop the ice up into chunks 
and scoop it out. 

Their clothes were homespun 
out of wool with a spinning 
wheel. 

There were no roads and no 
school in the Eel River bottom. 
Places were cut through the tim- 

ber and a creek had to be 
crossed to get to school. 

He never completed, a full 
term of school, but kept up with 

his school work very well. He 
doubled up to complete his work 
and get his diploma. 

He went to Kansas in 1900 
and then to the Strip in 1901 
where he met Laura Fraizer and 
fell in love. He filed on a claim 
but did not go to the claim until 
he had to because he wanted 
to be with Laura. 

He went to Oklahoma in 
1904 and he and Laura were 
married then moved back to 
live on the claim. On May 
26, 1905 a cyclone com-
pletely wiped out their house 
and crop. The hail washed 
down in Buggy Creek and 
was so deep that they went 
up there on the Fourth of 
July and hauled hailstones out  

to make ice cream. 
He was in Florida during the 

Boom of 1925. This is where 
he got most of his experience in 

carpentering and constructing. 
He and Laura made their 

home on their farm in Nash, 
Oklahoma and raised their two 
daughters, Ruby and Doris. 

They were active members 
of the Methodist where he was 
choir director and taught a 
young people's Sunday School 
class, and sang in a quartet 
which traveled the countryside 
and entertained. 

His first daughter, Doris, mar-
ried John Wilson and they had 
one daughter, Patricia Ann. 

His second daughter, Ruby, 
married Frank Wilson and they 
had two daughters, Delores and 
Carolyn. 

He and his family came to 
Parmer County March 17, 1928  

and bought a section 2'A miles 
south of Bovine, where they 
lived until the Depression. 
While living on the farm, two of 

his homes and belongings 
were completely destroyed 
by fire. 

After he left the farm, he 
began contracting and car-
pentering. With his son-in-
law Frank Wilson, he con-
tracted to build the Bovina 
City Hall, the Bovina The-
atre and the old Methodist 
parsonage, among other Bo-
wine structures. ' He served 
on the Board of Trustees 
at Bovina Schools. 

After being the greatest 
influence on his life for 
thirty-five years, Laura died 
of cancer in 1939. He re-
married several years later 
to Lillie Rhodes, whom he 

lost in 1954 to a car wreck. 
In 1956, at the age of 76, he 

retired saying, "he wasn't able 
to do what he was paid to do." 

Even now (in 1981) soon to  

be 101 years of age, he still has 
abundant white hair, sparkling 
blue eyes, possessing his natu- 
ral teeth. 	His children and 
grandchildren and great grand-
children feel that every person 
should envy them for having 
this loving legend to 'call their 
own:" 

Note: For all the things 
that happened to MI: White in 
his 100+ years there were not 
only many happy thingS, but 
also many tragic things. but he 
never lost hope. Our human 
souls need hope to survive. 
Lose hope; lose heart; lose life: 
there is a lesson here for all of 
us. DB My dad remembers 
working for him after Laura, 
his wife, had died and them 
listening to Cotton John Smith 
on KGNC radio every morning 
followed by many hours of work 
on the farm—chores and run-
ning the tractor and binder cut-
ting feed for bundles. My 
mother baked Mr. White his 
10011' birthday cake in 1980

One sculptor who definitely 
worked outside the lines was 
Gutzon "Rushmore" Borglum, 
which also sounds like a curi-
ous brand of syrup. Of course 
you recognize the name of the 
second-most popular attraction 
in South Dakota involving 
stoned faces... Mount Borglum. 
(The most popular attraction in- 

volving stoned faces is the an-
nual Harley-Davidson Conven-
tion in Sturgis.) Mount Borglum 
is the little-known carving on 
the reverse side of Mount 
Rushmore, of four presidential 
backsides. It is so named be-
cause Borglum is the Sioux In-
dian word for "the Great White 
Father will visit us in four 
moons." 

The more-publicized Mount 
Rushmore is the largest work of 
art on earth, not counting the 
portrait of the Osmond family. 
Each face is sixty feet high (of 
the presidents, not the 
Osmonds). What was to have 
been a five-year project took 
fourteen years to complete, like 
when procrastinating husbands 
offer to fix something around 
the house. 

I wonder sometimes what 

kind of coloring book I would 
have had if I had only used 
one color and always stayed 
between the lines.

Muleshoe lady wins Week 11 contest 

On Thursday, November 2, 
John Renner celebrated his 
84th birthday. A group of 
golfing friends came up from 
Ruidoso, New Mexico in a 
motorhome to play golf with 
John at . the Friona Country 
Club and celebrate his birth-
day. 

Since this is Friona's cen-
tennial year it prompted John 
to remember the history of the 
Friona Country Club and the 
golf course which he played a 
part in founding and °Tani, 
ing. We asked John to write 
his version of the Friona 
Country Club history. Here is 
his account: 

The Friona Country Club 
was dreamed up by several 
people. They believed if Here-
ford, Muleshoe, Clovis, and 
other near-by, cities could have 
a golf course, so could, Friona. 

So after much wishing, 
meeting, working, and plan-
ning together, they decided to 
purchase 57 acres of land 
from -the Massey brothers. 
Now we know what a nice 
prize we have on the west 
edge of town. 

Those who were most in-
strumental in the beginning of 
the project were farmers, 
teachers, bankers, and others 
in the community. To name a 
few, David Carson, Mick and 
Glen Mingus, John Renner, 
Lee and Cotton Renner, 
Preach Edelmon, Wright Will-
iams, Huck Nichols, and Frank 

,Spring. This was in. the sum-
mer of 1959. 

By 1960 and '61 things fell 
together. We had to sell 50 
stock certificates before we 
could buy the land and dig 
ditches. The land had a swim-
ming pool and snack shack 
where number 9 is now. It 
had to be cleaned up from 
Johnson grass and weeds head 
high. 

The high score for the
