The French field gun. the famous 
76, a fte r which our A m erican field 
fu n  is patterned, shoots very bard , and 
the  projectile goes on a  nearly  stra igh t 
line. I t  baa been estim ated th a t the 
te ll of shrapnel la so sligh t th a t if it 
explodes a t  th e  level of the eyes of 
Infantry  advancing in close form a­
tion  th e  fragm ents which fail to  find 
a  b ille t in  the  fron t rank will be a t 
the  height of the stom ach twenty-five 
fee t beyond, and, strik ing  the ground 
a t  fifty feet, will s till be dangerous. 
They a re  deadly in the open field.

But the  fact th a t they go so nearly  
s tra ig h t is a  grave disadvantage if the 
enemy is behind breastw orks o r any 
so rt of shelter. To meet th is  situation  
the  modern how ltser was developed. 
I ts  projectile is, w ith sligh t modifica­
tions, the same as th a t of the field 
gun, but, instead of shooting stra igh t 
St the target, it is aimed high in the 
a ir  and does not explode till i t  is over 
the  enemy. It has by th is tim e fol­
lowed a  wide curve, and is  now com ­
ing alm ost s tra ig h t down. W hen it 
explodes, i t  also throw s its  fragm ents 
In a  so rt of sheaf, s tra ig h t ahead. They 
s tr ik e  the  ground a t  an  ang le  of 45 de­
grees o r s te ^ ie r . I t  is  evident tha t 
h rssstw orks o r  stone w alls a re  no pro­
tection  from  a  howitxer. To be safe 
from  them  one needs a  bullet-proof 
roof.

Between these tw o types of guns 
th e re  is chance for an  infin ite  variety. 
As a  general proposition, the howitzer 
is  much heavier than a  field gun, be­
cause its  projectile m ust be throw n 
over a  wide curve to  reach an enemy 
which the  field gun reaches by a 
s tra lg h te r line.

For every possible situation  In war 
th e re  is one type of cannon which is 
theoretically  the best. But th is  type 
may be of little  o r no good in ano ther 
situation.

The French theory of a rtille ry  is to 
pick out the best all-round gun and 
make th a t the principal weapon. With 
m ore active fighting in the  last few 
years than any o ther European arm y, 
they have hud much chance to experi­
m ent, and they have worktHl out their 
prosent 75—a caliber of about th ree 
Inches. Our arm y has accepted their 
niCMlel. The English, dissatisfied with 
th e ir guns in the Boer W ar, reorgan­
ised their a rtille ry  on nearly  the sam e 
Jlnes as the French. In the Balkan 
W ar the field a rtille ry  of the allies 
which proved most effective was of 
th e  French type.

Of course the French have also some 
how itzers and siege guns of large ca l­
iber, but their main reliance is on the 
76.

The Oerman arm y a rtille ris ts  and 
the  experts of the K rupp works have 
gone in for a large variety of guns— 
field guns of half a dpzen calibers, and 
how itzers for shelling  troops in 
trenches and for firing high explosive 
shells against perm anent fortifications.

I recall some a rtille ry  m aneuvers in 
the  Forest of Fontainebleau. I sat 
on the g rass by the roadside for an 
hour or more and watched the In ter­
m inable string  of 75s go by. There 
seemed to  be just as many coming, so 
I tired and went away. I t  was my 
im pression that !H) per cen t of the guns 
In a  French a rtille ry  division a re  of 
th is  one type. The German arm y 
m aneuvers give quite the opposite im ­
pression—as though there  were hardly 
tw o guns alike.

And, of course, as is alw ays the  case 
when tw o theories have not been put 
to  the test, there  is a g reat deal to  say 
on both aides.

The Plains country was once looked 
upon as a desert or a  body of waste 
laud th a t couldn 't be utilized for the 
comfort of muu. on account of Its being 
destitute of tim ber and w ater. But 
we th ink  th a t this was God's purpose, 
to reserve the best of Hia creation un 
til the last, and bless th e  Intelligent, 
en terp rising  muu th a t has the energy 
to prepare th e  rest for himself.

There may have been tim es when 
the weary traveler has perished for 
w ater on the Plains, when he could 
have dug to  it with pick and shovel 
in time to  satisfy his th irst. And it 
Is told th a t there  was once some peo­
ple passing across th e  P lains who 
w ere suffering  for w ater. They were 
driving a  pair of Spanish mules, and, 
having camped upon Runningw ater 
Draw, found one of the ir th irs ty  m ules 
pawing in one of tl^e low places, and 
they noticed th e  sand aeemd very w e t 
Going back to  tha wagon and getting 
a  shovel, they soon dug to  a  plenty of 
good w ater, which quenched th e  th irs t 
of both themaelvea and m ules, and 
they a ll w ent on th e ir  way rejoicing. 
And since th a t tim e we have learned 
th a t the  P la ins country is one of the 
best w atered d istric ts  found in the 
United States.

We m ight th ink  th a t the P lains ia 
not adapted to  the grow th of trees, by 
its being destitu te  of tree  grow th in its 
original state. But th is  can easily be 
accounted for when we consider th a t 
it  was once a  vast tra c t o f land ail 
covered with good grass, which would 
burn off a t  least once a  year and 
destroy all tree  and p lan t grow th in 
its  early lifa

But we find tha t it is natu rally  well 
adapted to  the grow th of forest trees 
and also specially well adapted to 
most a ll sem i-tropical fru it trees. And 
I don 't th ink  th a t there  is any other 
place on earth  w here trees show up 
to  better advantage than  on the 
Plains.

We would recommend and strongly 
urge the people of the  Plains to  plant 
forest trees. We believe th a t If one- i 
fourth of the  P lains w h s  planted in 
trees It would add to the  value, the 
comfort and appearance of the coun­
try  more than  anything we could do 
It would check the force of our hard 
winds, giving us m ore of the  Ixmefit 
of our m oisture, also supplying ns

with posts and fuel, and making one 
of the most beautiful countries on 
earth.

All varieties of hardy trees seem to 
do well, especially the black locust, 
box elder, soft maple, sycam ore, ash, 
csta lpa , elm s, honey locust, tanuuuck 
und a ll the different varieties of pop­
lar and willows.

We find it necessary to  grow good, 
sym m etrical trees; it is necessary to  
grow them  close together, to  supply 
them  with m oisture by both irrigation 
and cultivation, and commence prun­
ing and keep them pruned while they 
grow until they a re  pruned th e  desir­
able height for shades. In th is way 
they will make stra igh t, sm ooth trees. 
But when they are  planted out per­
m anently they ahould have m ore room, 
so m oisture and plant food can be sup­
plied to  grow a large tree.

We feel th a t the hum blest home can 
be made to look homelike and cheer­
ful by decorating its surroundings 
with beautiful shade tree s  and shrub­
bery, and th a t without a  g rea t ex­
pense.

Nothing looks more desolate to  us 
than  an  expensive residence which is 
not surrounded with shade trees, 
flow ers and evergreens.

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OO-OPERATION MEETING AN EMERGENCY.
The entire Nation has eo-operated in a euinmciidable uiamier to 

save the South financial embarrassment with its distn‘8g cotton. The 
Federal Government, though eensuretl in some quarters in the South, 
haa aided in the fullest possible extent. Manufacturers in the north­
ern portion of the eouutry have been liberal in purchasing, through 
their representatives, distress cotton at a price above local markets. 
Individuals in the cotton-growing district have aided in the “ buy-a- 
bale movement.”

Even this eo-operation will not be able to save the situation en­
tirely; for the amount of cotton bought will not equal the amount that 
has been bought in recent years by the European markets. The pur- 
ehase price does not represent a balance in trade. However, other 
raw materials aud manufactured articles which Europe demands in 
war time should more than maintain the balance of trade, and draw 
gold into the United States.

There is no question but that eo-operation has relieved the dis­
tress cotton situation. All of the leading department stores in the 
cities have been pushing cotton goods through advertisements, in 
ntponne to a request of the presideut of the National Federation of 
Women’s Clubs. A substantial diminution of the supply of cotton 
goods is the result. At Abilpne, Texas, the wholesale grocers are 
demanding the sugar be shipped in cotton sacks. The Postmaster 
General has announced that wherever practicable cotton twine will 
be used in the postal service instead of jute twine.

The ‘‘buy-a-bale movement,” and the buy-cotton-goods campaign, 
indeeil have relicvetl the distress cotton of the South. By co-opera­
tion it has been shown that the I’nited States can independently care 
for her commercial interests in meeting emergency situations.

THE UNITED CHARITIES OF PLAINYIEW.
The advantage* of united charities for a long time has been rt'cog- 

nized in the centers where there is a large call for help. With an 
executive committee who have time to investigate each ease applying 
lor aid, there is silglit probability that funds will be misused. One 
iavestigatiou is sufficient to determine whether a perstm is worthy 
of aid from sources of charity, ^he individual man has nut time to 
Biske an investigation of each that applies to him for aid. If he 
gives without inve.stigation he i.̂  very likely to throw away his funds, 
by giviug to one who does n*>t «leserve. If he refuses all, thert* are 
just as many chances that he will refuse »*ne who is deserving. If 
there is a luiited charities association he can refer those seeking aid 
to it, and an investigation will In* made and the i*ominittee on ilistrilni- 
tion determine what should be given, in oase the person should he 
helped.

The funds for the chanty organi/ation should include the amount 
that each one wishes ti» s«‘t aside for general charity work.

If you are interested in charity, call np the prt>sident or one of 
the committee meinhers of the Benevolent I .«‘ague and see what they 
are doing and what help they mini.

A striking example of what one Sen­
ator Is able to do In the way of ob- 
atrncllng legislation was shown at thin 
acHsinn In the action of Senator Bur­
ton. of Ohio, In o|i|M)sing passage of 
the rivers and harbors "polk  barre l'' 
bill. Under the present rules a  Sen­
ator may discuss a bill for a year con­
tinuously, If he la phyalcally able to 
do so, nor Is he confined to the sub­
ject under discussion.

They still tell the story of how 
"Pitchfork Ben" Tillm an on one occa­
sion. while filibustering against some 
m easure to which he particularly  bb-.

The principal defense of the pres­
en t system Is th st no rillbusterlng 
could succeed which did not have a 
trem endous popular sentim ent behind 
It. It Is pointed out th a t If Senator 
Burton did not have strong support 
to  prevent the passage of the rivers 
and harbors bill, he would not have 
been able to  resist the outcry which 
might have been aroused by the te r ­
rific waste of tim e for which he is re­
sponsible. It Is pointed out th a t Sen­
ato r Gorman, of Maryland, was c4ier- 
Ished until he died (except on one or 
two occasions) by the people of that 
State because of hla fhnious filibuster 
which prevented tho piuisage of the 
Force hill. Senator Owens himself, 
who la leading the fight for cloture 
In the Senate, wiva recently taxed by 
Senator Oallinger, of New Ham pshire, 
with having filibustered against the 
hill adm itting Arizona and New Mexi­
co IU one State. He retorted th a t he 
was proiid of his action on that occa­
sion, and, bs long ns the rh les per­
m itted. he would not hesitate to  take 
advantage of another opportunity to 
kill a piece of legislation be considered 
bad.

A fter th is comes the 
question of cash crops.

We cannot now use cotton as our 
cosh crop. There is enough cotton In 
the world now to  last tw o year#, with 
the moat of the apindlea of Europe 
idle. We can raise cotton, but we 
cannot aell I t  T heretore, we must 
raise something else.

The change from cotton will not be 
easy. Texas grew coitoa last year on 
alm ost half of her cultivated land, and 
th is cotton with the seed, was about 
61 per cent of the value of the field 
crops, am ounting to  eome 9395,000,000. 
ThU la a  trem edous task, Inrolving 
not only new problems for the farm ­
er, but making necessary a complete 
readjustm ent of business and finance 
in the State.

If d isaster U to be avoided, then the 
most profitable cropping system s for 
the several sections of the S tate must 
be worked out imedlately and the cam­
paign begun at once—not only nmoiig 
the farm ers, but among the bankers, 
business men, landlords, and a ll those 
who advance money or credit on the 
crop before it is produced. Everybody 
concerned must thoroughly under­
stand in advance what to  do and why, 
so there  will be no w avering when the 
next season comes around, resulting 
in going back to  cotton. What we 
grow in the place of cotton may not 
bring us as much as the cotton did. 
but It must be made to  bring us more 
than what It would at the reductxl 
price it will sell for next year if we 
grow IL And It U possible to  make 
these other crops, with w ar prices, 
bring as much as the cotton w Ith 
l>eace prices.

For instance, the cash crop—that 
Is. the crop other than the home-grown 
living—might well consist of wheat 
in sectioiiB best adapted to  wheat 
growing; of corn where It will grow 
best; of the grain sorghum s where 
they will grow best; and so on. And

and o ther live stock products it was 
largely incidental. This shows the 
Importance of m arketing  our field 
crops, w here possible, on the hoof.

These things will have to be remem­
bered;

Cotton will, in all human probabil­
ity. be low in price next year, with 
no decrease in the producing cost. 
Crops that a re  eaten—and live stock— 
win be very high. The cost of produc­
tion of the food—and fsedstuffs—will 
be no higher than  usual, and that of 
the livestock will depend absolutely 
on the amount of foodstuffs we can 
grow per acre.

If the farm ers of Texss can take 
to  heart Colonel Exall's lessons—more 
vitally im portant now in our crisis 
than ever before—and plow deep this 
fall, plant cover crops for graslng in 
the w inter and humus In the spring, 
select their seed with cars, use barn ­
yard m anure and other fertilisers, cu l­
tivate with the soil mulch, and stay 
everlastingly on the Job, they can pro- 

>duce corn and grain sorghum s as 
cheaply as corn is produced in the 
Corn Belt, and thus either sell their 
crops at g reater profit or convert 
them Into beef anil p«>rk as against 
the Cura Belt States.
