rero. Since the defeat of Villa's force
March 29 in and near Guerrero Gen-
eral Pershing has had lightly equipped
mobile detachments of cavalry sweep-
ing in whirlwind fashion through the
district about the headwaters of the
Santa Maria River in efforts to locate
the elusive bandit, reported have
gone in that direction after being des-
perately wounded.

(General Pershing did not get a repert
through to General Funston today, but
his chief of staff reported, indicating
that the line of communication was
maintained, and no mention of news of
Villa was made.

Yilla May Not Be Injured.

There is increasing belief that Gen-
eral Pershing may have been deceived
in regard to the direction taken by
Villa and even concerning his injuries.
Some information has been received
indicating that he was not injured at
all and that, instead of going northeast
of Guerrero, he had moved into the
hills to the south and east, a direction
American army officers had expected
him to take. The new information is
not regarded more credible than that
whkich caused the cordon of treops to
be drawn across every exit from the
district northeast Guerrero, and it
was believed that Pershing
would not adopt any new plan until he
has thoroughly satisfied himself that
Villa was not in the indicated region.

Failure to run him down since Wed-
nesday strengthened the belief that he |
is south of the railroad, and if General
Pershing has to send scouts and
eavalry into that country, broken by
mountains and sparsely settled,
realized that slow progress would be
made

No News of Carranza Troops.

News from Mexican sources that
Carranza's forces had proved his
promise of co-operation by preventing
his escape into that region was anx-
jously awaited at headquarters, but
little information as to the operations
of the Mexican Government troops has
been received, and that only in an un-
official manner.

General Funston was in receipt to-
day of State Department information
regarding the conditions at Chihuahua
and other parts of Mexico, but refused
to make it public. It was stated at his
headquarters, however, that there ap-
peared to be reason to believe that
Colonel Cano, who was leading one of
the heavier forces against Villa, had
revolted agalnst Carranza and had
joined Villa.

Another story that has come out of
Mexico that has been given some cre-
dence at army headquarters was that
villa was headed for Chihuabua City.
The advanced cavalry of General Per-
shing is not far from Chihuahua.

The building of a good road to
a country home is equivalent to moving the home nearer town, for it’s
a question of time and expense and both are lessened.

SYNTHETIC DIAMOND MADE,

SAYS DISPATCH FROM GENEVA.

GENEVA, Switzerland, March 30, via
Paris 5:04 a. m.—The synthetic dia-
mond, long sought for by science, has
been discovered, says the Geneva
Tribune today. :
“Research work being carried out at
the Geneva laboratory of inorganie
chemistry,” adds the newspaper, “on
the separation of carbonic anhydrides
in the form of snowy shlorophylous
pyridine in solution and other nitrous
organic liquids. In the residue, besides
free carbons of varying weight, have
been found very hard and very white
tetrahedral and octohedral crystals,
which burned without leaving ashes
and were insoluble in aqua regia, pos-

A copy of the “Made in Texas” Ban-

quet menu by the School of Journal-

ism, at Austin, March 23, has reached
The Herald office. ‘The menu is in
the form of a three-column paper,
carrying the menu (all Texas prod-
ucts) and two columns of news on the|
first page and nine columns of news
on the other three pages. Newspaper
men from all parts of Texas attended |
the banquet and received the uniquv'
menus with souvenirs of made-in-
Texas goods.

An interesting item in the news
columns of the menu i8: “Parsley
for the Made-in-Texas Banquet was
grown in Hale County, on the Plains,
and sent to Austin by the Plainview
Chamber of Commerce. Hale County
products took 228 premiums at three
expositions during 1915, one of which
was the first prize for the best bushel
of winter wheat, won at Denver, Colo.,
against the world. Hale County also
boasts of having won more premiums
at the Texas State Fair in 1914 than
any other county in Texas.

‘Since 1912 more than 50,000 acres

of land in Hale County have been

brought under irrigation. The water

is supplied from wells which produce

from 1,200 to 2,000 gallons of water

per minute, and which will irrigate

120 to 200 acres of land.
“During 1915 Hale County shipped
825,00 bushels of wheat, 1,200 cars of

maize and kaffir, 312 cars of alfalfa,

600 cars of cattle, and 155 cars of
hogs. The Santa Fe Railroad is
authority for the statement that Plain-

view, in Hale County, ships more hogs

than any other town of 5,000 people in

BLACKLEG IN CATTLE.

Symptoms of Disease and Preventive
Measures Suggested by Louislana
State Unlversity Man,

The local symptoms of the blackleg
disease are wusually a pronounced
swelling on some fleshy part of the
body, such as the front or hind quar-
ter, but it does not extent below the
knee or hock. When the hand is
passed over the swelling, it crackles
as if dry paper was underneath the
hide. This is due to gas produced by
the germs in the loose tissues below
the skin. There are some cases, how-
ever in which a swelling may not ap-
pear, especially at the beginning of
an outbreak. These usually die quite
suddenly withont showing the char-
acteristic enlargement.,

The general or constitutional symp-
toms are usually .acute, and develop
rapidly. The animal appears dull and
listless; refuses to eat, shows high
fever (1056 to 107 degrees, Fahren-
heit), and marked debility. These
symptoms may last from 36 hours to
3 days, and the case terminates fa-
tally.

A post-mortem examination shows
Jittle that is abnormal, with the ex-
ception of the swelling, which is filled
with dark, frothy blood, and with a
foul-smelling odor.

As a matter of prevention, cattle
under two yearg of age should be
changed to another pasture (prele*-
ably higher and drier) as soon as the
disease makes it appearance, and
they should be vaccinated with one
or another of the blackleg vaccines on
ti:¢ market, following closely the di-
rections which usually accompany
products.

When once the disease has made its
appearnce on a place, it is recom-
mended that vaccination be practiced
regularly, treating the spring calves
the following fall, and the fall calves
the following spring, which will insure
their being protected before they be-
come more susceptible.—W. H. Dal-
rymple, Louisiana State University.

PROFITABLE TYPE OF HOGS.

Excerpt from Address Made by Tom
Frazier Before Texas Swine :
Breeders' Assoclation,

In discussing this subject, 1 will
handle it under two heads. First,
hogs for home use; second, for the
market., In discussing this subject 1
may tread on the toes of some of my
friends and customers. If so, 1 beg
their pardon, for 1 am telling it as it
looks to me on the market, where we
handle hogs of all breeds and kinds,

and sell them strictly on their value
from a packer's standpoint.

In raising hogs for home use, I
would say, so far as breed is con-
cerned, raise the breed of your choice,
for you will not succeed with anything
you do not like. There is one thing,
though, that applies in all cases—by
all means raise pure-bred, or at least
well-bred, hogs, for there is no profit
in raising the other kind except where
they are raised in the mountains under
range conditions, and the cost is noth-
ing. This about covers the question

from a home user’'s standpoint, for it
will depend on the individual taste as
to whether he shall raise large hogs or
small ones.

When raising hogs to sell the idea
is to raise what the other man wants
to buy, and market them in the con-
dition in which they will pay most for
them, or in which they will net the
grower the most money. Generally
speaking, we want the hog that will
make the greatest gain in the shortest
time at the least possible expense.
This necessitates growing well-bred
hogs of whatever breed one prefers.
As to the breed, the packers do not
care what color of hair they have.
What they want is the well-bred hog,
for these cut out the largest per cent
of high-priced meat. We see on the
market hogs of all the different
breeds top the market at some time
or other, and only last week I sold a
load for the top of the day that were
raised in the mountains, had their ears
marked up, branded, and were never in
the pen until the day they were
shipped.

Another thing to keep in view is the
time of year the hogs are to be mar-
keted. Generally speaking, a hog
welghing from 200 pounds to 300
pounds that is thoroughly finished is
the weight most desired. During the
warm weather, say from March to No-
vember. they prefer a hog weighing
175 pounds to 225 pounds, During the
cold-weather months the demand 1is
for a heavier hog, even up to 350
pounds. Hogs larger than this are
rarely desirable. For instance, I have
sold recently some hogs which were
the heaviest hogs that have ever been
marketed at Fort Worth, averaging
512 pounds at about 16 months of age

The packers claim that their x;.:.c‘zin.:
ery is not adapted to handling suah,’
large hogs, and the expense of hand-|
ling them makes them undesirable. It

is not a question of breed, but of
weight. Hogs of this weight have to
sell from 50 cents to 75 cents under
the top.

There is a great craze going over
the country for the so-called “big
type” hogs, and it is well enough from
a breeder’'s standpoint to keep up this
great size if it can betdone without
sacrificing smoothness and quality.
My observation on the yards is that
these big-type hogs, while they will
weigh heavy enough for their age, are
not as desirable from the packer's
standpoint as the medium type. For
as a rule when they come, say under
eight months and weighing 175 pounds
to 225 pounds, they are rather long,
coarse and big -boned, with rather nar-
row backs and long legs, while the
packers prefer them with broad backs,
full, heavy hams and short heads, with
meat a fime texture. Of course the
buyers want them grain fed, preferably
with corn, maize or kaffir.

A PECULIAR WELL IN FLORIDA.

In their investigation of the wells
and underground waters of Florida the
geologists of the United States,Geolog-
jcal Survey have noted many interest-
ing things. Among these is a well at
Welaka, on St. Johns River, from
which two kinds of water are obtained.
This well is 309 feet deep. The
length of the casing is 110 feet. The
well was first drilled to 160 feet, and
from this depth ordinary “sulphur”
water was obtained. The drill was
then carried to a depth of 309 feet,
where it encountered a strong mineral
water, having a disagreeable, salty
taste. In order to use both kinds of
water an inner tubing was run nearly
to the bottom of the well. Both this
and the outer casing were connected
with pumps, so that ordinary water
and mineral water can be pumped at
the same time. A favorite joke played
on visitors is to give them a drink of
the weaker water in the first glass
and to replace it with the brine in the
second.

Not more than half a dozen wells of
this kind are known in the country,
but there ia no reason why similar
wells can not be obtained in regions

where the waters in the upper strata

differ from those lying deeper.

THAT CAN BE PLOWED UNDER.'
There's nothing burned on Rosedale
Farm that can be turned under with a
two-horse turnplow, and there are
some things that we cannot turn thati
we haul to a poor or galled spot to
decay, and after a year or two we ha.vo:
a fertile spot there. We turn cane|
fodder and such like early, in order
that it may decay before planting!
time, :
The way we manage cane bagasse is:
to take a middle burster and lay ofl’;‘
rows the width desired for corn and |
fill furrows half full of the bagasse'
and list on it, burying it aeep. When |
spring comes we run the harrow m'er:
it and plant the corn in the water'
furrow, or list two furrows back and
plant. In cultivating corn we run
plows shallew and never plow into
the litter, lay by level, and we have a
fine crop of corn, as the decaying mat-
ter gets saturated with water and holds
moisture for the growing crop. The
bagasse is well decayed by the next|
vear, and has never been in the way§
of the plow.—Progressive Farmer, }
