The fa rm er is 
profiting by th e  bringing of the  expert 
into h is m idst, h ealth  lectu res, ex­
pert ta lk s on business adm in istra tion , 
and in fact every  phase of un iversity  
tra in in g  Is being b rought m ore in ti­
m ately  to  the  people.

Of all th e  p rac tica l inform ation 
which comes from  the  sea ts  of lea rn ­
ing none is proving m ore helpful or 
is being m ore apprecia ted  th an  the  
hom e econom ics work. E veryw here 
in the  United S ta tes  schools a re  being 
tem porarily  estab lished  to teach  the  
hom e-m aker the  sh o rt cu ts and th e  
efllclency tu rn s  which cu t down the  
grocery o r docto r bills. N ew spapers 
all over the coun try  a re  paying large 
sum s for experts  w ho will give to  th e ir  
com m unities w ithout charge  to the  
benefacto r the  know ledge of be ttering  
lionie conditions.

The F ederated  Club of Plainview  
ha.s arranged  such a school for the  
week of May 15th. The H erald  is co­
operating  w ith them  by m aking the 
en tire  program  free to  all who will 
take  th e  tim e and give the a tten tio n  
to  learn w hat tw o experts  of the  U n­
iversity  of T exas a re  prepared  to 
teach  them . The lec tu res, d em o n stra ­
tions and d iscussions a re  all of tbe 
m ost p ractical value. Subjects e ffec t­
ing the  everyday life In the borne will 
be solved for the  women of H ale and 
adjoining counties. Every session 
will be open w ithout adm ission to  all 
who will a ttend .

The place for th e  school and inci­
dental en te rta in m en t for th e  v isiting  
ladies have not been finally decided 
upon but enough has a lready  been 
done to a ssu re  a splendid tra in in g  
w ithout cost to  those attending .

G rocery s to res  and m anufactu rers 
a re  co-operating by  offering  the ir 
p roducts fui Use in th e  d em o n stra ­
tions.

Some may not understand  th e  deep 
m eaning of hom e econom ics. The fol­
lowing resum e of w hat co n stitu tes  an 
effic ien t m odern hom e-m aker quite 
well explains som e of th e  th ings w ith ­
in th e  scope of th e  applied  science.

M odern conditions have taken  tbe 
industries from  th e  home, and sc a tte r ­
ed them  th roughou t th e  length  and 
b read th  of the  world. Food and clo th ­
ing which used to  be produced by the 
hom e-m aker are  now th e  products of 
a thousand  factories. P rac tica lly  all 
of our g rea t in d ustria l com m ercial 
system s are  th e  outgrow th of the  
m odem  m ethods of providing food, 
clothing and sh e lte r for the  family. 
H ealth  laws. too. a re  m ade and en ­
forced in th e  endeavor to  not only 
have a  su ffic ien t food supply, bu t an 
uncontam inated  one as  well The 
clothing, too, m ust be pro tec ted  from 
un san ita ry  factory  conditions, and ex­
posure to  contagious d iseases in fac­
to ries and shops through people a f­
flicted w ith them , so th a t the  fam ily 
health  may In every  way be safe­
guarded. For th e  sam e reason, s tree ts  
alleys, side-walks and all public build­
ings m ust be, likew ise, safe-guarded.

Owing to  th e  changed conditions, 
the  function of the  hom e has changed 
m ateria lly , and  m odern housek«ieping 
has changed w ith m odern conditions.

It Is no longer an iso lated  un it su f­
ficient unto  itself. T he woman no 
longer produces p rac tica lly  all of the  
food and clo th ing  necessary  for h er­
self and fam ily. U nder old conditions 
the  m ost efficient housekeeper was 
th e  one who rem ained in the  hom e 
" to  a tten d  well un to  the  ways of hec 
household.’’ U nder th e  new condi­
tions, the  effic ien t housekeeper is the  
one who follows th e  in dustries from 
th e  hom e, and stud ies th e  conditions 
under which th ey  a re  produced and 
m arketed , so th a t she may know th a t 
th e  food and clo th ing used by her 
fam ily a re  w holesom e and san ita ry , 
and th a t  she is g e tting  th e  full value 
of h e r money. She m ust concern  h er 
self w ith the  health  of the  com m unity, 
for she realizes th a t, no m a tte r  how 
carefully  she may safe-guard h e r fam ­
ily, they  canno t be safe  If exposed to  
disease. She, as a  consum er, re a llis s  
th a t long hours, low w ages and  un 
san ltliry  w orking conditions a re  re- 
sponvIMe yrr low m ornL  conditions, 
and  tb e  un in te lligen t consum er

A nsw ers to the long dispatches s s n t 
today to W ashington by G eneral Sco tt 
and to  Q ueretaro  by G eneral O bregon 
w ere not expected to be received h s r s  
before tom orrow. In case tbe te rm s 
settled  upon by G eneral Scott and Gen­
eral Obregon a re  approved by P resi­
dent W ilson and G eneral t 'a rra n z a , th e  
presen t negotiations will p ractica lly  be 
concluded, although the foriuallty  of 
ano ther conference will be gone 
through.

It is probable th a t no Am erican 
troop movem ents will be begun un til 
the  form al signing of an ag reem en t by 
the tw o G overnm ents, or a t leas t un til 
G eneral C arranza  has signified bla ac­
ceptance of the conditions s tipu la ted  
hy the W ashington G overnm ent.

Longatreth to  E. E. Koos la of in te rest 
to those who know of the  autom obile 
trip  which Mr. and Mrs. Longatreth a re  
tak ing  through the w estern s ta tes: 

"Socorro, N. .M., .May 1, lfH6. 
‘Dear .Mr. Roos;

"W e reached th is place Saturday 
evening, and are  w aiting for dry 
w eather ao tha t we may fold our ten t 
and ram ble on. It began rain ing  yes­
terday a t noon, and has been a t It more 
or less ever since. The m ountains on 
the w est w ere covered with snow this 
m orning, and the m esa east of the 
river is quite white also. H ere in the 
valley everything is g reen; roses in 
full bloom and plenty of flies to  swat. 
T here is plenty of w ater In the river, 
but the la rger part of the land is 
w ater-logged and producing nothing. 
So far as possibilities a re  concerned, 
the Plainview  country  has th is te r r i­
tory  beaten.

"I find th a t we bave run  6(K> miles 
since leaving home, and bave used 48 
gallons of gasoline, five q u arts  of oil 
and about six q u a rts  of w ater. The 
m otor has run  fine all the way—no 
beating, and plenty of power even 
when a t  8,000 feet elevation. We left 
the tra il about tw enty m iles eas t of 
S anta  Rosa, going to lais Vegas firs t 
and from  th e re  to Santa Fe, stopping 
a t the  Valley Ranch on the way and 
going up the Pecos some ten m iles a t 
th a t point T here is som e of the fin­
est scenery in the country  a t  th is 
place. I t is claim ed th a t the fishing 
is exceptionally good, also. Also 
there  a re  two grades on the down tra il 
th a t a re  too steep for gravity  feed. But 
it is w orth a trip  from Plainview ju s t 
to  see the Pecos. The drive up La 
L iendre H ill, east of I.A8 Vegas, was 
very fine; two w iles of <i per cen t 
grade up the m ountain side. We spent 
tw o days a t  S anta  F e—rain  m ost of 
the  time, too—and took in moat of the 
sigh ts. We left th ere  la te  T hursday  
afternoon for A lbuquerque, runn ing  
tw enty m iles over the roughest roads 
on the trip , and dropped down I.A 
Bahada Hill before stopping for the 
n ight. I say ’dropped dow n’ because 
the tra il tw ists down from the m esa 
about 900 feet in one mile, and it 
really  tw ists ,’ too. 1 have found no 
tu rn  too short yet for the tra ile r, which 
is con tra ry  to the  expectations of most 
people. We cam ped th a t night about 
a q u a rte r of a. mile from  a  sm all In ­
dian village, and .Mrs. L. was about 
ready to abandon the whole proposl- 
tion. .Mex. and Indians are  O. K. 
and perfectly  willing to help— for a 
consideration . Ju s t a f te r  |>assing this 
village the tra il crosses S anta  Fe 
Creek, about 100 yards wide and a foot 
deep— in w ater—and some deeper in 
sand. I got out In the  middle before 
stopping , and there  the sand was so 
loose I could go no further. 1 found 
a  friendly Indian with a couple of 
broncos and got out. The Indian got 
$.'{.50. W’e spen t a sh o rt tim e in Albu- 
uerque, and Friday night in Belen. 
We saw a good many men there  who 
inuired  about .Mr. Relnken.

‘W’e cam e over the mesa road from 
th e re  to  Socorro, and the tra il was 
good. As you see, we a re  taking our 
tim e; the  ea ts  are  fine, the beds good, 
the tra ile r  the best house ever, and a l­
toge ther we a re  having a tim e.' We 
go from  here to E lephant Butte tom or­
ro w , to El Paso next day and back 
here for the W’est.

"W rite  me a t Phoenix and let me 
know how the town is getting along 
w ithout me.

"G asoline prices will continue to ad 
vance; it w ouldn’t  be su rp ris in g  if 
firs t-g rad e  gasoline is quoted a t 40 
cen ts  a gallon within a  sh o rt tim e,' 
H arry  F  S inclair, m illionaire oil man, 
is quoted as  saying.

Mr. S inclair declares th a t th ere  is 
really  a scarc ity  of oil a t th is  tim e, and 
th a t unless new fields a re  opened w ith­
in a year o r  so there  may be an oil 
fam ine. He estim ates th a t the average 
decrease in the gasoline ou tpu t from  all 
fields in the United S tates is close to 
3,000,000,000 gallons yearly.

I t  is the decrease-in-production  side 
of the s itua tion  which Mr. S inclair em ­
phasizes. But the  increase-in-con- 
sum ptlon phase is equally  im portan t, 
and canno t p roperly  be dism issed by 
m ere s ta tis tic s  to the effect th a t th ere  
a re  considerably  m ore than  3,000,000 
m otor c a rs  in use In th is country , and 
th a t they a re  consum ing gasoline a t 
the ra te  of m ore th an  1,000,000,000 g a l­
lons a  year.

W hat percentage of the fuel is be­
ing p rac tica lly  wasted in runn ing  
heavy ca rs  in which the a ll-im portan t 
elem ents of sim plicity  and econom ical 
operation  a re  subord inate  to  o th e r fea­
tu res?

If, th rough  the p resen t C ongression­
al investigation , the  gasoline problem  
w ere worked out along the line of data  
oh th e  fuel economy of one type of 
autom obile com pared with ano ther, the

re su lt would be in te restin g  and doub t­
less of inedlim ablo value to the public.

Such an  Investigation would estab ­
lish to  w hat ex ten t ca rs  in the "heavy’’ 
c lass a re  a  factor in c rea tin g  the p res­
en t abnorm al conditions In respect to 
gasoline. W ith thousands of ca rs  of 
th is kind in service, m aking only six to 
e igh t m iles to the gallon, com pared to  
16 to 18 m iles per gallon by cars of) 
lig h te r w eight, the unm^cessary d ra in  | 
on the grasoline supply is obvious

lender the law  of supply and dem and I 
a corresponding  rise  in the price of 
gasoline m ust be expected in o rd er to 
pay for the w aste. And the ow ner of 
the econom ical, light car m ust bear 
his s h a re  of the burden for which he | 
is not responsible.

If the gasoline consum ption of a ll I 
autom obiles w ere leveled to the light- 
c a r  s tan d ard , the  re su lta n t conserva­
tion in the supply  of gasoline would 
undoubtedly be su ffic ien t to put the 
price  quotations w ithin reasonsb .e  j 
lim its and keep them  there.

I t  would seem  th a t the Congraasiun-1 
al in v estiga to rs have an opportun ity  
for doing the co un try  a  g rea t service 
by laying s tre s s  upon the  underly ing  
facts in the consum ption problem . If 
th is would lead to  ag ita tion  tow ard re ­
finem ent and sim plification  in the de­
sign of m otor ca rs  to  reduce the ex­
pense of operation  for all tim e, a v a lu ­

Insufficiently fed, neg 
leot«d pigs living in d irty  pens and 
yards, fed from fUthy troughs, drink 
Ing conU m inated water, bathing in old 
bog w allows aiNl routing and sleeping 
in m anure piles and stack  bottoms 
soon become infested with worms; 
ounsequeutly they do not thrive, but 
develop into pot-bellied, rickety, profit 
less run ts. I’ens should be kept clean 
and  dry and the tiiiinure frecjuently re ­
moved.

I t  has been asserted  by various ex­
perienced feeders of hogs th a t a  m ix­
tu re  of cliarcoal, ashes, lime, salt, su l­
phur and copperas kept w here the hogs 
can eat It will tend to  prevent worm 
Infestation. T here is not as yet posi­
tive experim ental evidence hi support 
of the idea th a t sueli a m ixture will 
p revent worm infestation, but the mix­
tu re  does appear to satisfy the bug's 
desire  for m ineral substances and 
probably is of value as a  tonic and ap­
petizer. I t  may be made up in the fol­
low ing proportions:

Churroul M ixture,
Charcoal, 1 bushel.
Hardwood ashes, 1 bushel.
Salt, 8 pounds.
A ir-slaked lime, 4 pounds.
Sulphur, 4 pounds.
Pulverized copperas, 2 pounds.
Mix the lime, salt, and su lphur th o r­

oughly  and then mix with the charcoal 
and ashes. Dissolve the copperas in 
tw o p a rts  of hot w ater and sprink le  
over the whole m ass, m ixing thorough­
ly. Keep some of th is  m ix tu re  in a  box 
before the hogs a t  all tim es, or place 
la  a self-feeder.

Santonin, which was form erly widely 
used as  a  rem edy for worms in hogs. Is 
p ractica lly  unobtainable a t  the p resen t 
tim e, owing to foreign trad e  condi­
tions

The following trea tm en t has been 
found to  be very effective against in- 
taa tin a l worm s in experim ents con­
ducted by the Zoological Division of 
the  B ureau of Animal In d u stry ; W ith- 
bold all feed and w ater for 24 hours, 
then give each pig from 1 to  4 ounces 
of casto r oil to which has been added 
oil of Am erican worm seed as follow s; 
Sm all pigs, 2 to 3 m onths old, 35 drops; 
pigs w eighing 50 to  100 pounds, 50 to 
100 d rops; la rg e r  pigs, 1 teaspoonful.

SSacb pig should be dosed separately  
l i  th e  best re su lts  a re  to  be obtained.

D angerous to D rench Hogs. 
D renching hogs is dangerous, as 

they a re  liable to  get the remedy Into 
th e  lungs. With sufficient assistance, 
pigs may be held, the mouth kep t open 
by m eans of a  couple of loops of w ire 
or rope, and the  m edicine given d i­
rectly  in a tablespoon. By th is m eth­
od, though it is troublesom e, one may 
be certa in  th a t each pig gets bis proper 
doee. A fter dosing, the pigs may be 
fed and w atered. R epeat the tre a t­
m ent In 10 days.

In the Highlands of .S»*otland and Ireland the first of 
May received the name of ileltaii, and was originally, no doubt, an 
independent eeremony. (’ustoms analogous to Ma.v Day are wide 
spread. Among the Russians there is a spring festival, eelebrated

gf  the hoys and girls with a choral dance called Khorovod. The 
nropean apring-tide feast seems to have eome from the Orient, where 
ergiastie meriment was common in the spring. So in modern India 

tha Holi festival is celebrated in March or Aprtl, with the singing of 
aoBfa. generally obse«*ne. and with the sprinkling with red powder 
and water or with filth. The naturalistic basis of the custom is joy 
at the creative impulses felt in the spring and manifested both in the 
vegetable and animal world. Hence the erotic character of the songs 
and dances.

'Thus the various »*elebrations of May Day show- the appreciation 
of man of fertility of the creative impulses, the joy and happiness of 
man at the return of spring, whi«*h means new life in the vegetable 
worid and an awakening in the animal world, has evinced itself in 
customs graduated by the civilisation of his particular race and age.

"W hat la it, really  and tru ly , that 

you do not like about R ichard H arding 
D av U r’ an  envious new spaper w riter 
was once asked, " tl is  success,' was 
the frank reply. And the secre t of Mr. 
D avis’ success is liinted in another 
rem ark  often m ade b.v his readers and 
acguain tances: "B» mehow or o ther,
when you begin «nie ot bis articles, 
you've got to  read it to the end 
don’t th ink  he’s a g rea t w riter, mind 
you, but he’a certa in ly  Interesting. 
1 dun t  know why.’’ If his readers did 
not know why, .Mr. Davis did. In 1901, 
when he was a t  the  height of bis c a ­
reer, he wtis interview ed by Allen San- 
gree for A lnslee’s .Magazine, and ,n 
tbe sto ry  of th a t interview , appearing 
In tbe F eb ruary  issue of A inslee’s, Mr. 
Davis’ secre t of ’’in te restingness’’ is 
disclosed. As interview ed and in te r­
viewer walked through a  New York 
side stree t, .Mr. Davis pointed out a 
man across the  way. I t  was tbe 
C hristm as season, and th is man, evi­
dently a  bartender, was hanging fes­
toons of evergreen  and holly over the 
door of his saloon. To the average 
man th ere  was little  of In te rest in the 
incident. To Mr. Davis there was a 
story  in the co n tra s t between the sor 
did trad e  of th is individual and the 
cheerful and gladsom e work on which 
he was a t  presen t engaged. Had he 
been assigned to  w rite a C hristm as 
story of th is  dingy side stree t, the  
loutish bartender with the C hristinas 
sp irit would have had a place in it, 
and people would have "read  it to the 
end," w ithout know ing why.

At th a t tim e .Mr. Davis ch a rac te r­
ized th is gift as tlie ability to "see 
th ings”  His eyesight, it is true , was 
practically  perfect, and was at one 
tim e characterized  us "better than  that 
of any man in the I'nittid S lates .Army.’’ 
But eyesight alone »ll»i not give him 
the  gift of “B»*eing th ings,” nor of w rit­
ing of these th ings so th a t the reader 
saw them , too. As a m atte r of fact, 
and as he him self acknowledge»! in his 
ntyday, his success was the resu lt of 
s tric t obedience to three ru les of his 
own making. How these three ru les 
could work on occasion is Illustrated  
adm irably In tbe story  of “The Alarm 
T hat Rang Too Ijate,” which is the tale 
of a Davis iiews-stor.v. .Mr. Sangree 
te lls  it as follows:

“At 8 o’clock on a spring morning 
the b lo tter a t Police H eadfiuarters re- 
cordi'd a trifling  fire on the E ast Side. 
News being dull, Ihivls was sen t to 
cover It. He found a rickety  tenem ent 
house in which fire  had little  m ore 
than  singed the top floor. The crow d 
had left, a few ashes were smoldering, 
and the insurance ad ju s te rs  w ere ex­
am ining the  place.

" 'N othing here,' said the policeman 
on watch. ‘Only $500 dam age and a 
bum lodger asphyxiated. ‘He’s In tha t 
room.’

“The rep o rte rs  peeped, saw the 
blackened face and rigid form , a man 
unnam ed and fo rgo tten—and wrote 
parag raph . The Evening Sun reporter, 
in m ounehlng about, saw an alarm  
rl(x;k by the dead m an’s side with the 
hand pointing to  7 o’clock.

“ ’W hat tim e did you break In here?" 
he asked.

" ‘liPt me see,’ yaw ned the  bluecoat 
’Seven o'clock It was. I rem em ber, be­
cause th a t a larm  was giiing off Just as 
I got Inside.'

■■ ’T h a t's  ray sto ry ,' said Davis, and 
he began his ae roun t, touching and 
vivid, sim ply w ith: ‘The man dleil a t
Si.lO . The a larm  w ent off a t 7. It was 
Just half an hour too la te .’ "

Speaking in the p resen t tense and 
with reference, n a tu ra lly  to  the Rich 
ard H arding Davis of fifteen years 
ago. the w rite r of the interview  in 
Alnalee’s te lls of the th ree  ru les ¡uid 
hoMr .Mr. I lavis made them  work:

In the firs t place,’ says Davis 
use sim iles th a t the  man at home can 
understan d ; secondly, 1 tell the th ing  
as it Im pressed me when I first saw  it; 
th ird ly , I a lw ays te ll the  th ing  th a t 
m ost in teraata  me.’

C arlyle could m ake a semicolon 
ta lk ; Mr. Davis can put a  battle  in 
South A frica b e fo re .th e  eyes of the 
Chicago reader In a  sentence. In w rit 
ing of the Tom m ies packed together 
on a  ‘kopje,’ he says they looked like 
a  crow d on the bleacher-boards at a 

baseball m atch,’ and you can see them.
I t Is a g rea t tem ptation  of w riters of 
trav e l to  show off—to  tell how many 
coun tries they have visited. Mr. Davis 
avoids this. He does not say the 
Pyram ids a re  h igher than  the Mosque 
of St. Sophia, bu t th a t they are  ’one 
hundred  feet h igher than  .Madison 
Square tow er.’ H e was w riting  for a 
New York public then , and could not 
fM l aure th a t a  m ajo rity  of h is read ­
e rs  had seen St. Sophia. The la tte r  
he describes as 'abou t an big as the 
auditorium  of the  F ifth  Avenue Thaa- 
ta r .’ in  ano ther place he says, 'B rin ­
disi looks like Long Island  City when 
you come into It from  the r e a r ‘T h a t 
puta a  man a t  hom e In RHndtsI, ut< 
he la p repared  to  laa rn  m ore about It.

In su p p o rt of hia ru le  to  te ll the  
th ing  aa he f irs t aaw it. Davis goes on 
the  theory  th a t the  read er is no m ore 
in telligent than  be was when he landed 

a  town o r country . H e bMtaves. 
What the  in to lligen t person alreAdy

knows, th a t he is no lunger an im-1 him, Instead of try ing  to get a  vivid 
partia l observer. He begins to use understanding  of the country  or bat-
the coun try 's local phrases and w rite 
as though for the local paper. He for­
gets th a t the business man in Denver 
and Buffalo is not traveling  along with

tie  from  a distance of 10,000 miles. 
Davis alw ays pu ts him self in the posi­

tion of tbe man a t hom e; and while 
o ther correspondents clog up th e ir ac­
counts with personalities and local-

I speak of “ the p a rk ” It m ust be rem em ­
bered that Londoners invariably  mean 
Hyde Bark when they refer to "the 
p a rk ”), and 1 don 't th ink  I have ever 
seen a more b rillian t “moving p ic tu re” 
than th a t which was presented In this 
m ost fashionable of London's leafy 
places.

F rom  
time im m em orial the fashionable Sun­
day church parade has alw ays m eant 
the s tro ll from A chilles’ s ta tue  a t Hyde 
Pork  corner as fa r as the sunken g a r­
dens, which is ha lf way to the  m arble 
arch. This year, how ever, everybody 
flocks to the “ row ” and, m arvel of m ar-

veis, thU avenue, which Is usually  only 
filled wtih sm art riders between the 
hours of 8 and 10 in the m orning, is 
now crowded even on Hundays until 
Just before lunch time, while the p ara l­
lel w alks are filled with pedestrians as 
fa r as the G uards' barrack s a t  Knight- 
bridge, where the regim ental band be­
gins playing outside the officers' mess 
a t  12:30.

I t seem s to me as if every uniform  
belonging to  the Allies was to be seen 
In Hyde P ark  on this firs t April Sun 
day.

Ser­
bians, in light-colored uniform s, with' 
th e ir  curious, pale-blue cape, idso a t­
trac ted  much atten tion , while French 
and Belgian lieu tenants and captains 
w ire  alm ost as num erous as E nglish­
men in uniform, i t  was really  a very 
brave sight. Everyone seemed sm iling 
and anim ated, and, although w ar talk 
was everyw here pre-em inent, it  was 
the kind of conversation tha t was en­
tire ly  cheerful and had no suggestion 
of gloom.

There is no panacea th a t wifi cure  
the yearning for city life evidenced by 
the country buys and g irls  of today, but 
there  are  certa in  conditions which if 
established will add m ateria lly  to the 
attractiveness of life in the country , 
and should, therefore, prevent them 
from flocking to the cities m erely to 
avoid life on the farm .

The average city 
dw eller In buying a  house does not 
proceed solly on the basis of w hat he 
can expect to secure in  case it  is ever 
desirab le  to place the house on the 
m arket. He is not likely to  consider the  
purchase  of a  home as a  financial in ­
vestm en t, bu t as  a  social one, which 
w ill enable him  to secure for his fam ily 
the  com forts and convenisnoss th a t he 
could no t secure  in a  rented house, 
and to  have for h is falniijs a  genuine 
home, a  genuine hom e life. If  he Is

Isms, he sticks to the first im pression.

“As to the th ird  ru le, .Mr. Davis says 
It form ed in his mind one n ight at a 
prize fight. It was the firs t one he had 
ever attended , and, while deeply t'us- 
cinated with the tiger-llke movem ents 
of the  pugilists, the  painful k iss of the 
five-ounce glove, and the spray  of red 
blood, w hat in terested  him m ore was 
the conduct of the Mayor. This city 
official sa t nour^ the ring  and every­
body w atched him ; took th e ir cue from 
him. The m an’s co llar had lost its 
m oorings behind, and In conaeuuence 
all dignity. With each successive 
round it  behaved m ore e rra tically , 
now moving up, now down, his honor 
c lu tch ing  m adly at tim es to hold it in 
place, so th a t the co llar fairly  reflected 
the fight. Instead  of describ ing the 
various upper cu ts end  s tra ig h t jabs, 
therefo re , Davis m erely described the 
stru g g le  ’tw lxt the Mayor and his col­
lar. •

“ ‘This conviction to  w rite  what in­
te re s ts  me,' said Mr. Davis, ‘was 
s treng thened  on a  v isit to Mexico, 
w here I w as stranded  in an out-of-the- 
way v illage and chanced to pick up a 
H a rp e r’s Magazine. T he th ree  Im por­
ta n t a rtic les  w ere one by W eeks on 
India, one by Child on South America, 
and one by Ju lian  R alps on Chicago. 
W ell, the  only one I read  was the one 
on Chicago, and I asked m yself why? 
‘You don’t  know any th ing  about South 
A m erica o r Ind ia ,’ I said, ‘and obvious­
ly those a re  the p laces you should read 
about.’ I could only get in terested , 
however, in the  Chicago story . Gaging 
the average A m erican by m yself, 1 con­
cluded th a t he would ra th e r  read about 
som ething he know s, som ethiq^ near 
home, and if China is no t home, b ring  
it there.

“ "If I go to the th ea te r, I do not 
care  to read  w hat the c ritic  th inks 
about o ther plays, but of the one I saw.

you te ll a Ixm doner th a t in a c e r ­
tain p a rt of A frica the natives bow 
backw ard he is not ha lf so m uch in ­
terested  as when you tell him th a t peo­
ple ride on R otten Row a t 9 a  ,m. In­
stead  of 4 p. m. ‘T he devil they do,' 
he says, and repeats the inform ation 
to  all big friends. W hen Mr. K ipling 
said th a t the B ritish  public w as more 
in terested  in the fate  of the Tommy 
who steps forw ard to pull a com rade 
back in to  the square  than  in tbe woes 
and tr ia ls  of a  com m issary-general, be 
spoke from  certa in  knowledge.*^ The 
w rite r who has the g ift of seeing  a 
th ing  from the h u m an-in te rest s tan d ­
point should depict it th a t w a y . '“

In Mr. D avis' opinion his th ird  ru le  
was the best of all in new spaper work. 
O thers have tried  it w ith success, but 
probably none o ther has stre tched  it 
quite  to  the point th a t Mr. Davis a t ­
tained. when he cabled to  the London 
Tim es a  long sto ry  of a  big battle  In 
Greece, telling  only how one sm all boy 
behaved, th roughout the action We 
a re  assu red  th a t—

“His paper pronounced It the  beat 
sto ry  it bad p rin ted  of th a t w ar. Not 
a  word w as said about flank  m ove­
m ents, charges, o r cap tu res; no th ing  
about the effect of a r tille ry  o r  in fan ­
try . But a ll E ngland w as in terested . 
Just as much as the Am erican co rre ­
spondent, in the country  lad who acted 
as host to  the  arm y th a t occupied his 
native h ills; who ra n  to b ring  up shells  
as though a t  a sp ring  c ircus; who 
sauvely led the g enera ls  about like a  
gentlem an show ing people over his 
landed esta te .“

An In te restin g  little  epilogue to  the 
sto ry  of Mr. D avis' sk ill as jo u rna list 
and co rresponden t is the le tte r he re ­
ceived som e tw enty  years  ago from 
R obert Louis S tevenson. Mr, Davis, 
the  young rep o rte r, had w ritten , on hia 
own behalf and th a t of his fellow 
w orkers on the  P h iladelphia  P ress, to  
express appreciation  o f the sh o rt 
sto ry , "A I^odglug for the  Night," and 
adm iration  fo r " th e  brave sick m an" 
figh ting  for hie life in h is Island in the 
South Seas. T he rep ly  is quoted by 
Mr. S angree In tbe  a rtic le  In Alnalee's, 
and ru n s  as follows:

D ear S ir:
“ Why, thank  you very much for your 

fran k , agreeable, and n a tu ra l le tter. 
I t  Is ce rta in ly  very p leasan t th a t all 
you young fellow s should enjoy my 
w ork, and  get som e good ou t of it; and 
It w as very kind of you to  w rite and 
te ll me so. The ta le  of the  suicide is 
excellen tly  d ro ll; and your le tte r, you 
may bo aure, will be preserved. If you 
a re  to  escape u n h u rt out of your p res­
e n t business, you m ust be very c a re ­
ful. and you m ust find In your h ea rt 
m uch constancy. The sw iftly done 
w ork of the  jo u rn a lis t, and th s  cheap 
finish and ready-m ade m ethods to 
w hich it leads, you m uat try  to coun­
te ra c t  In prlva,te by w riting  with the 
m ost considerate  alow nesa and on the 
m oot am blU out m odels. And when I 
gay 'w ritin g '—O, believe me. It Is re ­
w ritin g  th a t I h a re  chiefly in mind, 
f f  you jr l l l  do th is, I hops to h ear of 
you som a day.

gon Is pledged to threw  every available I 
ounce of bU milita'*}’ streng th  into the 
hunt for the various m arauding bands. 
I t is believed th a t alm ost all of tbe 
25.000 men suggested by G eneral C ar­
ranza as .a .Mexican border patrol in 
case the Am erican G overnm ent con­
sented to w ithdraw al will be utilized 
in the cam paign. The Am erican force 
will aid greatly  because of Its posi­
tion. I t  will effectually block any 
n ig h t northw ard  of the bands.

The re tirem en t of the Am erican 
troops will be gradual. The railw ays 
will not be utilized because they will 
not be necessary« Tho inarching d is­
tances will be Biiort.

T here will be no need of the ra il­
ways for the shipm ent of supplies, and | 
the request to use them is understood 
to have been w ithdraw n. The line of 
com m unications from C.olumbus to 
Casas G randes as it shortens will be­
come much easier to m aintain.

To Avoid Clash With Natives.
Every e ffo rt will be mane to  avoid 

conflicts between the natives and the 
.American troopers. The la tte r a re  to 
keep out of all tow ns and villages and 
to m ake every effo rt to escape contact 
with .Mexicans.
