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"MY
TURN"

DID YOU ENJOY watching
those pretty colored balloons as
they floated down from the ceilings
at the party conventions back in
June? Good. . . because you were
paying for them! The government
(meaning, we the taxpayers) paid
$11 million for each of those party
conventions and we already knew
who was going to be nominated at
both of them.

We also give the Democratic and
Republican Presidential nominees a
check for $55 million with which
to run their campaigns. By the
time it is all over, we will have
spent $200 million of our public
funds on this Presidential cam-
paign. Bear in mind that the Con-
stitution says nothing about the
government providing for tax sup-
ported political parties.

Now let's take a peek at Capitol
Hill. There are 535 members of
both houses of Congress. Of
course each of them has an office, a
salary, some employees, a free car
and driver, etc. In fact, all together
they employ around 20,000 people,
12,000 of whom are personal staff.
For instance, each Senator has 40
aides and most of these "admin-
istrative assistants” earn around
$102,000 each year. In addition to
his or her Washington office, each
representative also has two or three
offices back in the home district
with overhead, rent, telephone,
staff, etc. We taxpayers are cough-
ing up a total of one billion and a
half dollars each year for office
space and staff, just for the priv-
iledge of having these people repre-
senting us in Congress.

But wait, that's not all! There
are seven special "Leadership” posi-
tions in the House of Representa-
tives: Speaker of the House, Ma-
jority Leader, Majority Whip, Chief
Deputy Majority Whip, (these four
are Democrats) plus we have the
Minority Leader, Minority Whip
and Chief Deputy Minority Whip
(these three are Republicans). These
seven people, chosen by their party
peers, all receive EXTRA salaries
from the government, separate of-
fices in addition to their regular
Congressional suites and they em-
ploy enormous staffs. The Major-
ity Leader of the House and his 27
employees last year spent $30,000
of his annual million-dollar expen-
diture just on refreshments for
meetings.

Also, party workers in the
House Democratic Steering Com-
mittee, the House Democratic Cau-
cus and the Republican Conference
are all on the Federal (taxpayers)
payroll. These same type of "party
leadership” jobs are duplicated in
the Senate. That price tag comes to
$5 million per year. Again, re-
member that the Constitution does
not provide for tax supported
political parties.

There are approximately 300
standing, select and joint commit-
tees and subcommittees in the
House and Senate. Each of these
committees has a chairman who is
usually a senior member of
Congress, plus a staff, office and
other perks. Committee staff
people, of whom there are now
3,700, earn up to $112,000 a year.
Depending on how many
committees he manages to get
himself on, one congressman could
have five or six different offices in
Washington. Is it any wonder that
they have to keep building more
new office buildings to take care of
all of this?

Remember the last time you re-
carpeted your house? And how you
felt sort of guilty because it cost so
much? And maybe the old carpet
could have lasted just one more
year? Well, folks, between $1,35
to $2 billion of your hard-eamned tax
dollars are spent on new furniture
and redecorating the offices of your
congressmen and the Washington
bureaucrats each year, Most of the
furniture that is replaced is Just
given away. In fact, we are paying
out at total of
just for the overhead costs of run-
ning the offices of the goyernment.

Are all of those thousands of
staff people, agencies, department

Successful Year
For Prairie Acres

The Prairie Acres board met
October 13 in regular meeting for
the year end report of the nursing
care facility, given by
administrator, Jo Blackwell. She
noted a current census of 57
residents, an increase of about 16
since last year.

The facility, the only nursing
home in Texas that is owned by a
city, is valued at $1,300,000.00
with a bonded indebtedness of
275,000.00. This indebtedness is
current and at the first of the year
will be reduced to 245,000.00 with
a payment of 30,000.00. A staff of
54 employees make it one of the
larger employers in the area.

"The original purpose of Prairie
Acres was to provide the best
possible care at the lowest possible
cost,” Mrs. Blackwell said. "This
is still our goal and it is being done
to the best of our ability. We are
also providing temporary or short
recovery time as a special service to
the people in our community."

An entire new wing has been
added for the care of patients
suffering from Alzheimers disease.
This includes an enclosed outside
area for the use of residents of the
unit.

"We feel this unit provides the
best care for the patient in a
controlled environment," Deb
Hendley, R.N. and head nurse at
Prairie Acres, said. "More care and
constant attention can be given by
the staff in this way."

Improvements made over the last
year include roof replacement in the

original building, repainting areas
and new wallboard put in patient
rooms requiring heavier use. Cost
of these improvements was
approximately $25,000.00.

The marketing committee has
developed a short video and has
produced a new brochure showing
the current available options at
Prairie Acres.

The fiscal year-end report was
given before the Mayor Clarence
Monroe and the City Council
September 30, 1992 by Jo
Blackwell and David Goddard,
chairman of the Prairie Acres board.
Other members of the board are
Hollis Horton, vice chairman; Lucy
Beth Hinkle, secretary; Joe
Boeckman and Ted Proctor. The
present board will serve for the next
twelve month period.

SPS Files For
Fuel-Cost Savings

Texas retail customers of
Southwestern Public Service
Company should be seeing a credit
in an upcoming electric bill.

SPS has filed with the Public
Utility Commission of Texas to
credit approximately $10.1 million
to its Texas retail customers for
savings in fuel costs and related
interest. The proposed credit in-
cludes $9.1 million in interest,
based on an annual rate of 11.7
percent.

A Texas residential customer
using 1,000 kilowatt hours of
electricity a month would receive a
one-time credit of $15.94.

"We expect commission ap-
proval in time to apply the credit to
customers' December bills," said
Gerald Diller, SPS group manager
of rates and regulation. The credit
would cover fuel expenses from
July 1991 through August 1992,

Retail customers include residen-
tial, commercial and industrial
users.

"Negotiated contract terms al-
lowed SPS to take advantage of
purchasing natural gas when prices
were low," Diller said. "And addi-
tional savings were realized through
lower short-term freight rates for a
portion of our coal."

In addition, the company's power
plants overall have consistently
ranked among the most efficient in
the nation in converting coal and

other fuels into electricity, he said.

SPS President and Chief
Operating Officer Coyt Webb said
the company expends significant
effort to remain a low-cost pro-
ducer. "The cost of fuel makes up
about half of an electric bill, and
our ability to control this cost is
very important to our customers,"
Webb said.

Different forms of fuel-cost ad-
justment apply to SPS customers
in other states, as well as to the
company's firm wholesale cus-
tomers. Savings as they occur are
passed though to these wholesale
customers and retail customers in

New Mexico, Oklahoma and
KRansas.

The system we've got
now isn't working, so maybe we
taxpayers need to come up with a
lobby of our own. Or perhaps we
should just start a taxpayers' revolt
and do a march on Washington.

pass gained only two yards and
Friona had to give the ball up.

The challenged "Winds drove 85
yards for a touchdown to take a 14-
0 lead with 42 seconds into the
second quarter.

Friona caused a Floydada fum-
ble, to end one Whirlwind drive,
and forced a punt the next time.

The Floydada punt was short--
only to midfield. But Friona ran
into the kicker, and Floydada opted
to re-kick after a five-yard penalty.

Five students from Friona Junior
High School have qualified for
participation in this years' Talent
Search for mathematically and
verbally advanced students
sponsored by Duke University's
Talented Identification Program
(TIP). The program identifies
highly able seventh-graders from a
16-state region in the south,
southwest, and midwest.

To be eligible students must
have scored at the 97th percentile or
better on an in-school achievement
test. They will take the Scholastic
Aptitude Test (SAT) or the ACT
Assessment (ACT), normally taken
only by college-bound juniors and
seniors, in December, January, or
February.
