Reports of the appearance of the
Green Bug in the wheat fields of Kan-
New Mexico and other states are
beginning to make local growers un-
sy, Once this pest starts in any
me season it is very hard to save the
wheat or do anything until the follow-
mg season. Entomologists genarlly
recommend that where the infestatioa
s only light and in patches, the ‘bug
‘an be controlled by plowing under
he land infested, or covering with
straw and burning, or by spraying
vith a 15 pe~ cent kerosene emulsion.
if the field is infested generally and
s lilely to result in an unprofitable
‘rop, it is best to plow under the en-
tire crop and plantcorn or sorghum,
sweterably the latter as it is less sus-
eptible to green bug attacks.

As with many insect pests, rotation |
of crops and the keeping of the fields |
clean of weeds are effective preventive |
peasures.

Smyrna, Blessed With a Fertile Soil
and Temperate Climate, ls Pleas-
ant Dwelling Place.

The modern province of Smyrna 18
the most favored of all the provinces |
of Asia Minor, It coutains three of
the most considerable rivers of the

. country, including the Meander, whose

serpentine courses has given the kog-
lish language an expressive verb. Fer
tile soil and temperate climate have
added to the region’s atlractions, while
the possession of a port and city—the
city of Smyrna—unequaied by any oth-
er in Asia Minor has contributed an-
other immeasurably important asset, |
Though imperfectly tilled during its
control by Turkey, the province of
Smyrna has nevertheless been noted
for its fine fruits, Kor a long time it |
has furnished the best figs and rai-
sins which reach the markets of Eu-
rope.
