OVER ALLEGED FAMILY 

AFFAIRS.

Health Department Inspector Issues 
Warning While Here— Law 

.Must Be Obaerved.

Manrin A. Washington, aged forty, 
married, was shot and rnatantly 
killed in the FTomot Methodist 
church, fifty-five milee northeast of 
here, ^turday night, and E. A. Pres­
ton, aged thirty-seven, married, went 
to Matador and gave himself up to 
offirrrs, admitting the shooting, it 
is alleged.

Washington was singing with the 
choir, aod the song had Just been 
concluded. The choir was seated, 
Preston entering and seating himself 
in the front row of the choir reser­
vation. As the choir arose to begin 
the next number, Preston left bis 

chair and turned to Washington, say­
ing, it ia alleged: *'I am going to 
kill you—there ia the cauae!”  With 
these words, with a pistol in his right 
hand, and a letter thrust towards 

Washington with his left, Preston is 
alleged to have fired six shuts in 
quirk surcesainn, four o f them taking 
effect, and W'ashington dying in­
stantly.

To the comparatively’ few people 
remaining in the church, and while 
ttend ng above the lifeless boily of 
Washington. Preston is alleged to 
have calmly faced the audiqnce and 
said: “ I surrender—here Is my evi­
dence!** But falling to find an o ffi­
cer. or other authorities connected 
with the peace department, to whom 
to sunremier, nr left the chunh and 
asNo himself up l<> the sheriff of 
Motley County, in Matador.

The fatal document, allegeil to have 
been the cause of the tragedy, is a 
letter written !>y Washington to 
Preston's wife. This epistle u  the 
one pushed ti wards the floomed msn 
ss he amsr to sing in the choir, and 
was later tendered to some one in 
the audience, ss the slayer faced about 
in the choir.

Waahlngton ia an old-time resident 
«f the Flomnt community and his 

family eotudsSa « l  a wife and thr«o 
children, the eldest o f the latter be­
ing a married daughter, and the lat­
ter are sons, shout ten and twelve 
ye^rs. He is s man of meane and 
has been a prominent member of the 
Methodist church for years. His 
slayer is also prominently •lentific'* 
with the church and is prosperous, his 
fsmilv consisting of his wife only.

It is alleged that the affair cul­
minating in the tragedy Saturday 
•erniag in the quiet little Motley 
munty community, was the outgrowth 
« f  nn incident of approximately eight 
ycais’ standing

The prominence of the parties, the 
setting c f the tragedy, the ludden- 
neaa of it a’ l. created a profound sen- 
aation, and the community Is greatly 
shocked. Little la given out as to 
the details of ths trouble leading to 
the killing.

“ The State Health Department, in 
instructions to inspectors, has ad­
vised that the provision in this law 
which requires the issuance ** a 
health certificate to employes of s ch 
places, applies specifically to soft- 
drink stands of all descriptions, soda 
fountains, and even to the vendors 
of so-called nsar-beera, who hacdle 
only bottled goods. Inspector' have 
irstructions to see that thia law ia 
complied with in every locality.

“ I understand that ths local health 
authontiea, through a misunder­
standing, excepted the ioa cream adC 
soft drink dispensers in the matter 
> f health certificataa, and I make this 
statement in order to clear up the 
situation. They are heartily in ac­
cord with the new state law and will 
assist in its strict enforcement.”

FREE FLOUR DEMONSTRATION.
