Club Notes Given.

President Coolidge in a proclama­
tion, has designated the week begin­
ning November 18 as National Edu­
cation Week. We should as clubs 
and individuals do our best for our 
communities and our state. We know 
that Texas rat>ks not in a place of 
honor in educational mutters, and the 
way to correct thus is by beginning 
with the communities. ’The compul­
sory education law in Texas has been 
better enforced this year than ever 
before, there beitig only 12 per cent 
of the children not in . the public 
schools. This means that only about 
9 per cent are entirely out of school, 
us about 8 per cent are in private in­
stitutions. Very little effort is be­
ing made in Texas, except in the 
cities, to e<lucate illiterate adults. In 
LublK>ck, two years ago, the Red 
Cross with the co-operation of the 
teachers ami the business men, con- 
(iucte<l a night school for Mexicans 
which was well attended by adults, 
most of them beginning to learn to 
read and write their first English 
words. This, I am sure, has been 
done in many West Texas towns ami 
should be done in all of them where 
there is a foreign population, as the 
illiterate Mexicans and negroes cause 
the low place Texas occupies as com­
ps re«l with other states. We should 
all co-operate so that the slogan “No 
illiteracy In Texas after 193.5’’ could 
be put into an actuality.

Our best efforts to eliminate illit­
eracy should not be put forth to 
make a record, commendable as that 
spirit may l>e, but should be through 
love of and for benefit of the child. 
On this principle all good education 
rests. Never ahull we learn to train 
up a child till we take it in our arms 
as Jesus dhl, anil feel <listinctly that 
“of such is the kingdom of heaven.’’

The kevnote of Mrs. Joseph’s ad­
ministration has been e«lucation and 
much has Iteen accoinplishe<l during 
her term of office.

Settlement of the reparations 
question that has kept Europe in a 
turmoil since the end of the World 
War appears possible, with the re­
entry of the United States into the 
European political situation. The 
Unitetl States, Great Britain, Bel- 
g:iuin and France are united in seek­
ing a plan for solving this vexatious 
ptoblein, and have accepted the pro- 
t osal of Secretary of State Hughes 
that a reparations commission of dis­
interested in<lividuals be formed to 
investigate Germany’s ability to pay 
and fix the amount that should be 
paid in settlement of war claims. 
Italy lung has been in favor of such 
a plan, and her adherence to Secre­
tary Hughes’ prufKTsal is expecte<l.

Acceptance by France, however, is 
made with reservations. The impar­
tial commission that is to investigate 
Germany’s ability to pay must be ap- 
pointe<l by the reparations commis­
sion and must report back to this 
bo<ly. The condition is acceptable to 
ether powers ami will be embo<lietl in 
the plan.

Germany welcomes the investiga­
tion of such a commission, having 
claime«l from the beginning of the 
controversy that the amount of repa­
rations (lemande<l is far beyomi her 
ability to pay. Germany expresses 
doubt that the commission will be 
successful, due to French interfer­
ence.
