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CONGRESSMAN Martin Frost is 
co-sponsoring a bill in the U.S. 
Legislature which he entitles the 
“ Taxpayers’ Bill of Rights.”

The congressman says that in his 
opinion, when congress passed the 
current “ tax reform” it left out a 
major aspect of tax reform, and 
that is reform in the way the 
Internal Revenue Service goes 
about collecting tax dollars.

Frost says, “ Anyone who has 
ever had a disagreement with the 
Internal Revenue Service knows 
that the I.R.S. can be the most 
aggressive and uncompromising of 
all federal agencies. And the fact 
is that under current law very little 
protection is available to those 
involved in tax disputes.”

The Internal Revenue Service is 
under no obligation to provide 
information on tax collection 
procedures and is not held 
accountable for mistakes caused 
when inaccurate or misleading 
information is offered by I.R.S. 
employees. Too many times, 
taxpayers are left with no choice 
but to hire expensive lawyers and 
tax specialists whose fees must be 
paid whether the argument with 
the I.R.S. is won or lost.

In his weekly column, 
Congressman Frost lists the ten 
points included in his “ Taxpayers’ 
Bill of Rights.” They are:

1) The Internal Revenue Service 
would be required to prepare a 
document setting forth the rights 
and obligations of taxpayers and 
the I.R.S., including the procedure 
appealing adverse decisions as well 
as the procedure for prosecuting 
refund claims.

2) A judgment of costs, 
including attorney fees, 
accountant fees, and clerical 
expenses may be awarded to 
taxpayers if they win a dispute in 
tax court.

3) Taxpayers would be allowed 
to take legal action against an 
I.R.S. employee who violates a 
person’s rights.

4) An office of Ombudsman 
would be established within the 
Department of the Treasury, but 
separate from the Internal 
Revenue Service, to receive and 
investigate taxpayer complaints.

5) Individual taxpayers would 
be given the right to have represen­
tation during an I.R.S. interview 
and would be allowed to record 
I.R.S. interviews.

6) The General Accounting 
Office would be required to 
perform an annual audit of the 
I.R.S. including its collection and 
audit procedures.

7) The Internal Revenue Service 
would be prohibited from investi­
gating tax records for purposes 
other than the enforcement of tax 
laws, except to investigate drug 
dealers or organized crime figures.

8) The Internal Revenue Service 
would be prohibited from 
evaluating I.R.S. personnel on the 
basis of the amount of money 
collected.

9) The Internal Revenue Service 
would be prohibited from reneging 
on installment payment 
agreements, unless the taxpayer 
misled the I.R.S. as to financial 
status or unless the taxpayer’s 
financial status subsequently 
changes.

10) The burden of proof during 
court proceedings would be shifted 
to the Internal Revenue Service.

Diligence Urged 
On U.S. 60 Project
The recent fatal accident northeast of Friona on U.S. 

Highway 60 in which a 20-year-old woman was killed is a 
further reminder of the desperate need to widen the 
highway to four lanes.

Most people’s reaction to the tragedy centered around 
the fact that “ If the highway had been four lanes, this 
would not have happened.”

W e have m entioned previously the trem endous am ount
of truck traffic on Highway 60, and we have felt for a 
number of years that the area around the Black 
community, with the dangerous wind currents around the 
elevators at Black, was “ an accident waiting to happen.”

Unfortunately, the dreaded accident happened April 12 
and claimed the life of Renee Annis, the 20-year-old 
Cannon AFB airman.

We realize that the project is being pushed by the 
Highway Department, and is probably moving about as 
quickly as possible.

But we also want to remind the TDHT not to let up on 
the project. We also have mentioned the large number of 
school buses and activity buses which use the two-lane 
facility.

Sam Montoya, who cleared 12-6 
at the district meet, will also enter 
the pole vault for Friona, and 
Toby Gibson, whose qualifying 
time was 23.25, will enter the 200- 
meter dash.

A lecia Bandy Earns 
National Honor

West Texas State University 
senior, Alecia Bandy, has been 
selected as one of the “ 100 
American Women of Exceptional 
Promise,” of the graduating class 
of 1987, WTSU President Dr. Ed 
Roach was notified this week.

Miss Bandy was selected for the 
honor from 3,200 nominations 
received from presidents of the 
nation’s universities. The 100 
women will be featured in the July 
issue of Good Housekeeping. The 
magazine is publishing the article 
as a salute to the Bicentennial 
anniversary of the U.S. Constitu­
tion.

The initital selection for this 
honor was made by the 
Washington Center; the final 
selection was made by a blue-ribbon 
panel of nationally known and 
respected educators to Mary Hill, 
WTSU dean of students. The first 
criteria required each nominee to 
have a grade point average of not 
less than 3.0, but with more 
emphasis placed on notable 
campus and community activity 
and a broad range of “ outstanding 
personal endeavor.”

Bandy is a 22-year-old senior 
journalism major with a 
cumulative grade point average of 
3.5. She was named WTSU

Each month 
features nutrition information, 
warm-up exercises and a daily 
walking or jogging program. Use 
the calendar to keep a record of 
your exercise program. To receive 
the calendar send $2.00 to Parmer 
County Home Economics 
Committee, c/o Janette Pierce, 
Box 285, Farwell, Texas 79325.

The following ideas can help you 
use your time and space a little 
differently for better fitness:

♦Substitute moving time for

waiting time. Don’t wait for 
elevators, parking spaces or bus 
rides less than a mile. Wear your 
walking shoes and walk whenever 
possible.

♦Try an exercise break instead of 
a coffee break. Take a quick walk 
even if it’s only around the office, 
or do some exercises right at your 
work station. The office is no place 
to do pushups, but you can do 
neck and shoulder rotations, flex 
your arms and legs, stretch your 
fingers and toes.

♦Get some midday relief from 
back aches by sitting in a chair, 
bending from the waist, letting 
your head dangle between your 
knees and then slowly rolling your 
spine back up into position.

♦Once you start exercising 
throughout the work day, you may 
decide you want more. Consider 
getting up earlier for stretching 
exercises or a brisk walk. Join a 
lunch time aerobics class or take a 
brisk walk over the noon break. 
Take an exercise class after work 
or use exercise audio or video 
cassette at home.

When you put your body in 
motion, you may be surprised at 
how much fitness fits in a busy 
day.

In 1986, more than 5.2 million 
cattle moved through the feedlots, 
and five million were slaughtered 
in the packing plants located in 
Southwestern Public Service 
Company (SPS) service territory, 
reports the electric utility’s most 
recent Fed Cattle Survey.

SPS serves a 52,000-square-mile 
area in parts of the Panhandle and 
South Plains of Texas, eastern and 
southeastern New Mexico, the 
Panhandle of Oklahoma and 
southwestern Kansas. The feedlots 
in the territory fed 5,253,976 head 
last year, a 3.5 per cent increase 
over 1985, but slightly below the 
record 5,259,779 fed during 1984.

“ This year is the third in a row 
that the number of cattle fed has 
exceeded five million,” said Seth 
Thomason, SPS manager of 
agricultural and industrial power. 
“ That’s a good indication that the 
cattle-feeding business is here to 
stay.”

Total one-time capacity of the 
feedlots surveyed in 1986 was 
2,594,975 head, down from the 
total capacity of 2,619,775 head in 
1985.

A reported 5,071,877 cattle were 
slaughtered at packing plants in 
the SPS service area last year, 
293,039 more than were 
slaughtered in 1985, Thomason 
said. There are 15 beef packing 
plants in the SPS service area, he 
said, with an annual slaughter 
capability of 5,509,953 head.

“ We get requests for South­
western’s Fed Cattle Survey from 
all across the nation,” Thomason 
said. “ By providing this 
information, we hope to help 
stimulate further development in 
the agricultural sector. The area’s 
feedlots and packing plants were 
extremely cooperative and helpful 
during this survey. We commend 
them for their help.”

The survey lists each feedlot in 
the SPS area, and the lot 
capacities and number of cattle 
fed, by counties. There are feedlots 
in thirty of the counties in the SPS 
service area.

Charts of the number of feedlots 
surveyed, number of feedlots with

1,000-head capacity or above, 
growth of the feedlot industry, and 
one-time feedlot capacity are 
included in the report.

Wreck Kills 
Local Man

Funeral services for Gustavo 
Cantu, 63, of Friona, were held 
this week in Grulla, Texas. Burial 
was in the Los Solis Cemetery.

Cantu died early Saturday, April 
24, in a one-vehicle accident 4.3 
miles southeast of Friona on a dirt 
road. According to the accident 
report, Cantu was driving south on 
a dirt road when his Ford pickup 
went into a ditch on the east side of 
the road.

Cantu then apparently over­
steered, a DPS spokesman said, 
causing his truck to slip sideways 
for about 200 feet before it flipped 
over 2/i times. Cantu was ejected 
from the pickup and run over by it.

He was pronounced dead at the 
scene by Justice of the Peace 
Francis Euler.

Born May 19, 1923 in Grulla, 
Texas, he married Frances Diaz 
January 18, 1946 in Hopeston, 
Illinois. They moved to Friona in 
1969. He was a farm laborer and a 
member of the Catholic Church.

Survivors include his wife, 
Frances, of the home; six 
daughters, Maria Dixon and Maria 
Garza, both of Aurora, Illinois, 
Elma Garza of Mission, Graciela 
Zamora of McAllen, Elia Phillips 
of Big Rock, Illinois, and Delma 
Maldonado of Friona; two sons, 
Gustavo Cantu, Jr. of Oswego, 
Illinois and Jose Gilberto Cantu of 
Rio Grande City; two sisters, 
Ophelia Garza of McAllen and 
Estella Rincon of Mission; one 
brother, Guillermo Bela of 
Mission; and 23 grandchildren.

For many years, it was believed 
to be normal for an older 
individual to become socially 
withdrawn and inactive with 
increased age. As our knowledge 
of what is “ normal” and 
“ abnormal” in aging increases, it 
has become apparent that these 
changes are not simply the result of 
advancing age, but in many cases, 
are due to an illness called 
depression.

In fact, depression has been 
identified as one of the most 
common disorders in America. 
Studies have shown that between 
two and five per cent of people 
over age 65 are depressed. It 
appears to affect women at even 
higher rates than men.

The main symptom of 
depression is a continuous’feeling 
of being down-hearted, “ blue,” or 
unable to enjoy life. Depression 
also involves changes in behaviors 
and thoughts about oneself so that 
many depressed individuals feel 
worthless or guilty. Often, 
significant disturbance of sleep 
and appetite and low energy level 
are also present, along with a loss

of pleasure in what was previously 
pleasurable, decreased ability to 
concentrate, crying spells, and 
even ideas of suicide.

A geriatric psychiatrist can 
evaluate the type of depression, its 
course, and the most appropriate 
treatment. Fortunately, the great 
majority of people with depression 
can be effectively treated with 
psychotherapy and/or anti­
depressant medication and other 
somatic treatments. Older people, 
many of whom may have several 
other illnesses for which they may 
be taking medicines, often require 
special care in treatment by a 
doctor who is experienced in the 
interactions of both the illnesses 
and the medicines.

It is not always easy to 
recognize these symptoms, which 
may develop gradually and are
often ignored. However, 
depression can be terribly painful, 
personally crippling, or even fatal. 
If you know an older person who 
has these symptoms, referral to an 
appropriate psychiatrist can be life 
saving. u
