Starns said he had studied Toiae 
eulture under Spanell ,who appear­
ed to be devoted to his family. A t­
torneys for tiie proaeeution asked 
the wiineas whether or not it was 
true that Spanell had received aeV 
eral barrele of beer two or three 
weeks prior to the killing. Staros 
replied ‘ hat he did not know df 
the receipt of such a shipment.
