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CRANE RESIGNS
AS POSTMASTER

ACCOUNT HEALTH

Requests That Resignation be
Made Effective as Soon as

Practicable.

Upon the advice of his physician,
PDr. A. A, Chapman, R. C. Crane,
postmaster of Sweetwater since 1914,
has resigned, his resignation to take
effect as soon as practicable.

The following telegram, conveying
his resignation, was forwarded to the
postmaster general at Washington
yesterday afternoon by Mr. Crane:

“My family physician, Doctor A. A
Chapman, has just told me my health
is such I am on the verge of utter
collapse, and that I would soon suf
fer a serious breakdown unless given
complete rest and rellef from busi
ness cares, which have confined me
closely over seven years in office
Upon his recommendation, I ask that
you please accept my resignation as
Postmaster, effective as
practicable.”

Mr. Crane was first appointed by
Postmaster General Burleson in March
1914, through the recommendation of
the then attorney general, Thomas W.
Gregory. He was reappointed in Jan-
uary 1918, his petition to Washington
having been signed by all business
concerns in this ecity, specifying that
he had given courteous and efficient
service. More than 400 citizens of
this city signed the petition for re-
appointment.

Mr. Crane has always taken an
active part in the affairs of Sweet-
water, He was mayor for a number
of years and is identificd with every
progressive move. During his admin-

service has marked his two terms.

The present term of the postmaster
does not expire until next January,
at which time, according to the rules
of the political game, a Republican
would have been appointed to the
post. After recuperating his health,
Mr. Crane may resume the practice
of law. Before his appointment he
was associated with his nephew, Har-
ry R. Bondies, in practicing law here.

It generally understood that M.
B. Howard, formerly postmaster here,
will be appointed in the near future
to succeed Mr. Crane.

It is known over this section that
Mr. Crane has a most complete law
library. He owns the Crane building
on West North Second Street, where
his office was located several years
Ago.

Case Most Spectacular Ever
Tried in Eastland County.

assessed when the jury in the trial

of Mre. Bell' Dora Dunn, charged
with the murder of her husband,
Will Dunn, returned a verdict of

guilty and fixed the punishment at
sixty vears in the penitentiary.

Counsel for the defense announced
after the verdict that a motion would
be filed for a new trial,

The case was in the Eightyeightn
Distriet Court.

When the Jury filed into the court
room the defendant was not present
but soon came. Mrs, Dunn appeared
to be composed and the expression
on her face did not change In the
slightest,

Verdict First Misread

Judge E. A. Hill, under whom the
trial was conducted misread the ver.
dict of the jury, reading: “We, the
jury, find the defendant guilty as
charged and assess her punishment
at sixteen years in the penitentiary.”
The foreman of the jury corrected
the judge who reread the verdict,
“We, the jury, find the defendant
guilty as charge and assess her pun.
{shment at sixty years In the pen!
tentiary.”

When the verdict was read, Mrs.
punn turned and scanned rapidly
the faces of the jurymen, Judge Hil
thanked the jurymen for their at.
tendance on the court and excused
them, As they filed out of the court
the brother and sister.in-law of the
deceased shook hands with the jury
and thanked them for the verdlct.

History of Case

The case was one of the most
spectacular ever tried in the courts
here, Dunn was hit over the head
four times with a pole axe. In her
confession, signed shortly after the
tragedy, Mrs, Dunn stated that she
hit him four times and when he
ceased to struggle, she pulled back
his head and cut his throat with a
long barlow knife.

The tragedy occurred in October
of 1920. The woman then dressed
the body of the man in a blue shirt
and overalls, washed the blood from
his body and from the floors, pro.
eceeded to cok breakfast and to at
tend to the chores around the house,
She then drove several mbles to Man
gum to the home of her brotherin.

TERIOJKIL, Finland, April 29 -
8,000 refugees from the recent K
stadt revolution in Russia who
quartered in Finnish concentra
comu here and at Ing haye ‘et
dhclplllo.

The refugees are
American Red Cross officers. The
other day, one of them was caught by
his fellows in the act of stealing a
larger share of food than was due to
him.

The others formed a committes,
tried the man, found him guilty of
stealing food, and then appeared be-
fore a Red Cross officer,

“Please give us enough guns to
form a firing squad,” they requested.
“We have found a man stealing food
and will execute him immediately.”

Informed that this was Finland, and
not Bolshevik Russia, the commitiee
was momentarily disappointed.

“But he must be punished”
insisted.

“All right,” said the officer,” but
no shooting goes here™

The committee than made the thief
strip, although the weather was bit-
terly cold, formed a long line In the
woods, including about 150 men, and
made the guilty man run naked 100
times from one end of the line to the
other, shouting “I'm a thief.”

Discipline In these refugee camps
has been excellently maintaimed,
through the orders of Stephen Petrich
enko, the 20-yearold sallor who was
president of Kronstadt and the leader
of the revolt. Yet the Finnish author
itltes are much worried over their
presence in Finland. The Kronstadt
men, while opposed to the Commun-
fsts, are a bit too radical in their
views to suit the Finnish authorities,
who have had a “red” problem at
home for a long time,

This, and the fear that the Amer
fcan Red Cross cannot continue to
feed them Indefinitely, has caused
Finland o consider various means
of getting rid of these §000 and the
256,000 other Russian refugees who are
in the country. The government
would ke to have the League of Na
tions take them off its hands.

A short time after he left his rm--l
ignation as senator was mailed to the
governor from Eastland and immed-
fately a spirited race arose between
Representative Joe Burkett and Rev
Arthur Jones of Eastland for the va-
cated post. Burkett offered to leave
the question of who should make the
race to an “arbitration” committee,
composed of friends of both men, in
order that an Eastland county man
would have a chance for the post.
Jones offered to leave the issue to a
county convention and Burkett re
fused. Several other men in the dis
trict announced that they would run.
Then the senate settled the imbroglio
by reseating Russell, and he Is today
officially a member of tha' body.

Meanwhile the auditors continued
to Investigate the accounts of Russels
office, and their final report was sub-
mitted to that body during its last
session. A strict investigation of any
shortage was enjoined by Judge Hill,
who sald an indictment should be re-
turned if the shortage was tound and
it was believed there had been any
fraud in connection with the short
age.

The first hint of a shortage in Rus-
sell’'s accounts appeared on February
25, when County Attorney Dunnam in
the name of the governor filed a civil
sult for the reco of $8,185 alleg-
ed to be due the state from Russell
Efforts to locate Russell In Austin,
where he was supposed to be sitting
in the state senate, revealed that a
week before the suit had been filed
he had ceased attendance and there
was no clue to where he went or
how. Since then, so far as public
knowledge of his movements goes,
Russell has been unseen by anyone
who knows him.
