Carol had remarked as we packed 
up Sunday to head for Amarillo that 
one thing about it: although it was 
early March, we hadn't had any 
difficulties getting around, from the 
weather standpoint. Funny how 
little remarkslike that come back 
to haunt you. 

About midnight on Monday, Ye 
Editor heard "Crash! Barn!" some of 
the loudest thunder we'd ever heard, 
followed by the pitter-patter of rain 
drops. The sound of raindrops to 
many of us is much better for 
inducing sleep and rest than a pill. 
The next thing we knew it was 
morning. 

The weatherman had said the day 
before that there might be some 
snow flurries by early Tuesday 
morning when we were scheduled to 
leave for home. 

Carol, as my "designated driver," 
had been hoping for a nice, dry road 
coming home. Instead, we found 
that an inch or two of snow had 
already fallen, and up to four more 
were expected. 

After surveying the situation, 
we decided that the roads were 
probably as good at that point as 
they would be for the next day or 
so, and came on home. It was 
Carol's first experience driving on 
fairly serious snow and ice, but we 
made it. 

Were we pleasantly surprised 
later on, when we checked our 
official government rain guage, and 
found 1.12 inches of moisture. 
That's the most moisture we'd had 
at any one time since October 20, 
1993. 

It also made Ye Editor "two for 
two" in the surgery/rainmaking 
department. But we're not sure if 
we're anxious to test this theory 
any further. 

The only other time Ye Ed had

And 
since Miss Bonds was the heart-
throb of us fourth-grade boys, that 
almost made it worth the pain. 

Come to think of it, I believe it 
rained on us a little bit coming 
back home from the hospital.

This sounds like a very good 
idea to me. After all, isn't that 
what being a good homemaker is 
all about--sharing recipes, cooking 
and baking hints, gardening 
suggestions and other items of 
interest? 

In addition to making this 
suggestion, our reader requested 
three recipes. She is a former 
Friona resident and wrote, "Do you 
have the recipe Decimae Beene used 
for yeast rolls?" 

Her letter continued, "Her rolls 
were so delicious and she was very 
generous in sharing them with 
others. Very often, she would pop 
in with a pan of raised rolls just 
ready to put in the oven about 
lunch time." 

My answer to that question is 
positive. The Floyd family just 
happened to be one of the many 
lucky ones she shared rolls with and 
we've had the recipe many years. 

We call it "Decimae Rolls" and 
here it is: 
2/3 cup sugar 
1/4 cup shortening 
1 teaspoon salt 
2-1/2 cups hot water 
3 well beaten eggs 
1 package dry yeast 
6-8 cups flour 

Mix sugar, shortening and salt. 
Add hot water, stir well and let 
cool. Add eggs. Dissolve yeast in 
small amount of lukewarm water 
and mix well. Add flour. 
Refrigerate overnight. Keeps very 
well. 

We use this recipe for 
cinnamon or other sweet rolls and 
like it very much. 

She also wrote;  "I would like 
to have a recipe for an oriental "pile 
on" that we enjoyed about 20 years 
ago. It was served at a party and 
each guest was asked to bring one 
item to contribute to the meal. 
Some of the ingredients I remember 
were chow mein noodles, cashews,

FRUIT ROLL 

By Lucile Eastep 
and Grace Whitefield 

1-14 ounce can (sweetened 
condensed) Eagle Brand milk 

4 tablespoons lemon juice 
1 cup glazed (candied) cherries 
1 cup candied pineapple 
1 pound package dates (pitted and 

chopped) 
1 cup nuts (walnuts or pecans) 
1/2 pound miniature marshmallows 
1/2 pound graham crackers 

(Take out 10 crackers and roll 
fine for covering.) Roll remaining 
crackers rather coarse. 

Mix Eagle Brand milk and 
lemon juice well. Add cherries, 
pineapple, dates, nuts, marsh-
mallows and coarsely rolled graham 
crackers. Mix well. (Best to mix 
with hands.) Form into 2 rolls and 
cover with finely rolled crackers.

Cook all ingredients in 1-1/2 

quart saucepan over medium heat 4 
to 5 minutes, stirring vigorously, 
until mixture forms a ball. 
Remove dough from saucepan and 
let stand on counter 5 minutes. 
Knead dough about 30 seconds or 
until smooth and blended. Cool 
completely. Store in airtight 
container in refrigerator.

You may need to chop apples. 
Put 1-2 tablespoons filling in each 
tortilla. Sprinkle with cinnamon 
and roll. Place in baking dish. 
Heat water, sugar and oleo until 
oleo melts. 	Pour over rolled 
tortillas. Cover and chill 
overnight. Bake at 350 degrees for 
30 minutes.

At the close of the seminar, the 
attendees were presented a leaflet 
containing some of the recipes 
which had been recommended 
during the course. Three of my 
favorites are being shared with you 
this week. Here they are: 

DATE-NUT ORANGE 
BREAD 

2 cups pitted and chopped dates 
1/2 cup boiling water 
1 medium orange 
1/3 cup sugar 
1 egg or equivalent egg substitute 
1 teaspoon vanilla extract 
2 tablespoons vegetable oil 
1 cup white flour 
1 cup whole wheat flour, minus 2 

tablespoons 
1 teaspoon baking soda 
1/4 teaspoon salt 
1/2 to 1 cup chopped walnuts 

Pit, chop and cover dates with 
boiling water and set aside. Grate 
the rind of the orange. Peel off and 
discard the white membrane of the 
orange. Cut up pulp, remove seeds 
and blend in blender until nearly 
smooth. Combine date and water 
mixture, orange rind and orange 
pulp. Add sugar, egg (or egg 
substitute), extract and oil. Mix 
thoroughly. Sift together flour, 
baking soda and salt. Add to wet 
ingredients. Stir until moist. Fold 
in chopped nuts. Fill two small 
(approximately 7-1/2 x 3-1/2 inch) 
loaf pans about half full. Bake at 
325 degrees 35 minutes or until 
toothpick inserted in middle of loaf 
comes out clean. Yields 2 small 
loaves, approximately 124 calories 
per serving. 

APPLE BRAN MUFFINS 
3 cups raisin bran flakes 
1-1/4 cup skim milk 
1/2 cup cooking oil 
1/2 cup sugar 
2 eggs 
2 cups flour (1 cup may be whole 

wheat flour) 
1 tablespoon baking powder 
1 teaspoon cinnamon 
1/2 teaspoon salt 
1 cup chopped apple 

Combine cereal and milk. Let 
stand until softened. Add oil, sugar 
and eggs. Add combined dry 
ingredients, mixing just until 
moistened. Fold in apples. Spoon 
into greased (I use Pam) muffin 
pans. Bake at 400 degrees until 
done about 15 to 20 minutes. 
Makes 24 muffins. Muffins can be 
frozen and reheated in the 
microwave. 

PEPPER STEAK 
1 pound lean boneless sirloin steak, 

trimmed 
2 tablespoons vegetable oil 
1 clove garlic, peeled and crushed 
1 teaspoon salt 
1 teaspoon ground ginger 
1/2 teaspoon pepper 
3 large green peppers (or 2 green 

and 1 red), cut in strips 
2 large onions, thinly sliced 
1/4 cup soy sauce 
1/2 teaspoon sugar 
3/4 cup beef broth 
6 ounces water chestnuts, sliced 

(optional) 
1 tablespoon constarch 
1/4 cup cold water 
4 green onions, cut in 1/2 inch 

pieces 
Freeze steak for 1 hour to make 

it easier to slice. Cut slices 1/8 
inch thick across grain. Heat oil in 
skillet. Add garlic, salt, pepper and 
ginger. Saute until garlic is 
golden. Add steak slices and brown 
lightly 2 minutes, remove meat. In 
same pan, add green peppers and 
onions. Cook 3 minutes. Return 
beef to pan, add soy sauce, sugar, 
broth, water chestnuts, cornstarch 
dissolved in cold water and green 
onions. Simmer about 2 minutes 
until sauce thickens. Serve over 
hot cooked rice. Yields 6 servings, 
approximately 230 calories per 
serving.

Dry Eyes 
Nature provided our eyes with tears to 

wash away irritants, lubricate the normal 
blinking action of the upper lid and even 
regulate the temperature of the eye. 
Sometimes, though, the glands under the upper 

lids reduce their production of tears--perhaps because of age or medi-
cation; the result is called "dry eyes." There arc not enough tears to 
spread across the eyes when you blink; the dryness may produce a 
burning sensation, too. 

There is a simple test with which your optometrist can measure the 
amount of tear fluid secreted by the tear glands. If it is determined that 
the production of tears is inadequate, your eye doctor may prescribe "arti-
ficial tears," a lubricating solution. 

In certain cases, where normal tearing is seriously lacking, there is 
another alternative available: wearing a soft contact lens that will keep 
the eye moist and prevent the burning and discomfort that often accom-
pany dry eyes.

One way of evaluating a stock 
is by looking at its price-to-
earnings ratio (P/E). P/E is 
calculated by dividing a stock's 
price by its earnings per share for 
the past 12 months. For example, 
a stock selling for $20 that has 
earned $2 in the past 12 months has 
a P/E of 10 (20 divided by two). 

A recent study illustrated the 
importance of considering P/E 
when choosing a stock. 	By 
tracking the stock that had the 
highest P/E on the New York 
Stock Exchange in March of every 
year from 1982 to 1992, the study 
found that each of the stocks went 
on to perform miserably in 
subsequent years. In fact, seven of 
those "winners" actually lost value. 

This occurred during a time 
when the overall stock market 
increased in value. In fact, the 
stocks in the Standard & Poor's 
(S&P) 500 Index more than doubled 
in value during the same period. 

The stocks in the study had 
P/Es ranging from 24 to 70; in 
comparison, the P/E of the S&P 
500 ranged from seven to 17 during 
the same period. The historic 
average P/E of the 30 stocks listed 
on the Dow Jones Industrial 
Average is about 14. 

A high P/E might be a sign of 
an overvalued stock that could drop 
in market value. Most of the high 
P/E stocks in the study represented 
either a new technology or 
innovative business concept during 
their peak years, and investors 
bought the stocks despite sky-high 
prices. In every instance, new 
competitors entered the market, 
slowing and often neutralizing the 
pioneers' anticipated growth. 

When stocks are priced too 
high in relation to their present 
earnings, investors pay for future 
expectations. If these expectations 
are not fulfilled, and the companies 
do not prosper as expected, the 
stock price collapses. 

In choosing stocks, have 
reasonable expectations. Look for 
stocks with P/Es that are closer to 
conventional market trends.
